So Young’s translation renders the passage in this gem
of a chapter, abounding in twenty-five omnipotent ‘‘shalls” of
Divine power and grace. The scene is a wilderness that has
baen the result of the devastating judgment of God, for the
previons chapter describes the sweeping fire of His wrath
which scorches cvery place it visits. Here are twin chapters
concerning the earth, millenial in their primary application,
but containing deep principles of the workings of God. They
close the first section of the book of Isaiahl, in which it 18 not
duiffienlt to discern a dual application of the group of prophecies
they contain: to the immediate local national ecircumstances,
and also to * the time of the end” of which Dantel speaks.

The ocarth scarred with judgments in the 34th chapter
18 to become by the reign of the King of Kings a pleasant land.
The 35th chapter 15 a sketch of the * age to come,” of which
we are permitted to ‘‘ taste,” and into the blessed anticipation
of which we believe we are nshered through the Baptism of the
Holy Ghost with signs following. It 18 a MINIATURL MIL-
LENIUM into which the individual believer is introduced when
the glorvified Christ pours out upon him the gift of the Holy
Ghost. It is the Kingdom that is yet to come visibly, tasted
and proved with supernatural manifestations in the sphere of
present individual expericnce.

Here is THE FOURFOLD (FOSPEL :—SALVATION In verse 4,
“Your God will come and save you™; HorinNEss in verse 8,
“and an highway (Strong renders it ‘turnpike’) shall he there
and a way and it shall be called the way of holiness” ; Heaviva
in verses & and 6, *‘ Then the eyes of the blind shall be opened,
ete,”; THE BaPrism oF THE SPIRIT in verse 6, f In the wilder-
ness shall waters break out and streams 1n the desert.” In a
word the mocking mirage becomes a real, deep fountain of
springing satisfaction. The life blasted with failure parched
with unattained desire, haunted by the ‘“‘dragons” (v. 7) of
despair, and yet reaching out after an experience of satisfac-
tion and victory that ever eludes the grasp, like the mirage in
the desert—to such a life is opened up at last, through the
coming of the Comforter, the place of flowing waters and
abounding fruit.

The rose of a sweet disposition blossoms where barren
and bitter tempers once prevailed (v. 1). The glory of the
Lord illumines every valley and hill-top where once the gloom
of hopeless failure issued in weakness of service and impotency
of prayer (vv. 2 and 3). The strength of Lebanon and the
heauty of Carmel and Sharon at last so grace His temple that
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everything therein uttereth “‘glory.” Timidity vanrshes before
the all-sutficiency of the presence of God (v. 4)., Things that
before were not even visible or audible in the natural and
spivitual world, now engage the delighted senses (v. 5).  Activ-
1ty possesses wmertia, and music makes melody where silence
raigued (v. 6), beeause the waters both spring up (John iv., 14)
aid fiow out {John vii., 38).

Wide stietclies of barien tmpossibilities begin to reveal
the wonders of s grace and handiwerk, and the lutking foes
that paralysed progiess Lhave given place to rest and peace in
elades of sweel scourity (v. 7). The halting and the crring
find the secret of continual triumphant attainment along the
difficult  pathway of sanctification, because they have dis-
covered the only secret of a lioly life,—v. 8, '"He Himself
15 by them” (which 1s Young’s 1endering of the phrase, “‘but
it shall be for those”).

There 1s an abscnce on the pathway now of the terrors
which once defied the pilgum (v. 9). The adversary who s as
a roaring hon 1s bound in jmpolency by the pilerim’s Gude.
The bﬂhwer has arrived at the goal of ‘all the ‘10(’5—"1311" holy
hill of Zion, where the King Is seated and the government is
upon His shoulders.  Couflict 1s at an end because the sceptre
ot Jesus 1ules.  The specties of night and of sorrow have
taleen therr flieht and in their place ave joy and gladness telling
of perpetual day. The believer can now sing:—

“Thy precious will, Oh conqueving Saviour,
Doth now embrace and compass me,
All discords hushed, wmy peace a river,
My soul a prisoned bird set free.”

Instead of wishing you a happy Chuistmas, dear
reader, wo would in ils pla(o desire for you a full Pentecost,
for the Jatter includes the former and all else you may noed,
as depicted in this outline drawn by the Holy Ghost

When face to fuce with the difficulties which many scem
to have in accepting healing by faith in Jesus, one thing be-
comes abundantly evident, and that 1s that UNBELIEF STILL
HINDERS. This fact was demonstrated recently in the course
of conversation with a suflering friend. As ihe scemed to
have difficulty in recetving immediate deliverance from the
hand of the Lord, this question was put to her: " If the Lord
Jesus were here actually standing before vou, and you saw
Him, and heard Him say to you: * My suffering child, what
shall I do for you? what would you answer?’ Ior a few
seconds there was no reply, and then we added: *° Would you
not cry to Him: ‘O Lord please heal me from this crippled
condition, setfing me free to serve Thee 1n my duties at home
and among my family so that I may thus glorify Thee’#”
The reply to our query was grievously starthng Oh 1 she
satd, in a tone of sadness, * that would be 100 Goon.”

Uunbelief in the goodness of a God, Who giveth us liber-
ally and upbraideth not means that we turn back and thrust
aside the tender healing hand of our Lord, and grieve His
suffering, pleading love. We refuse to ask and receive what
it cost Him so much to purchase for us, while we say in our
hearis: “No, I cannot believe that; it 1s too good.” Consider
for a moment how painful such an attitude must be to the
Great Physician Himself.”

Too good ! when He so loved us as to take our infirmities
and bear them in His own body on the Cioss for us. Too
good! for us to receive from IlIim healing when His love led
Him to take upon Himself our sins and with them all the
train of their consequences—INFIRMITIES AND SICKNESSES AMONG
1118 REST—that Ile might be free to take them away from us.
Too good! when for the joy set before Iim in delivering us,
He endured the Cross, despising the shame. Too good! when
to ask and receive would give Him greal jov and satisfaction,
since we should be receiving the fruits of His suffering Too
good ! when He proclaimed Himself to Bloses as being ‘ AnuxD-
ANT IN GooDXNESs © Too good ! when e bids us: ‘taste and see
that the Lord is good.” Too good! when we have often been
led to exclaim with overflowing heart: * Oh, how great 1s Thy
gocdness which Thou hast laid up for them that fear Thee'—
goodness laid asde for us to come and feleh 18! Too good!
when ‘the earth is full of the gooduncess of God.” Too good!
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when the angels proclaimed at His birth : * Behold I bring
you GooD r1piNgs of great joy.” Too good! when the mlmstr}
of Jesus on earth was summed up in the words: ‘1lc went
about doing good.’

The every-day life of our I.ord was taken up with pro-
elaiming the good news and lhealing the sick.  Other things
in His life were occasional but this was perpetual. True 1t
is that He fed the multitudes with a few loaves and fishes, but
it was only twice; again it is thrice recorded that He raised
the dead, but every day and almost every hour of His life
of public ministry was occupied with preaching the Gospel and
Lhealing the sicls.

What is the Gospel® It may be summed up in the two
words: Sarvarioxy and Hesvixe—=Salvation from sin, death
and Hell, and Healing in the fact of being made whole. It
is indeed good news that our Lord Jusus Christ 18 Gop MADE
MANIFEST, giving Himself for us to redeem us from destruction,
and giving Himself to us to make us one with Himself. Thus
He heals the breach between us and Himself, making us whole
with Him, and in Him whole with God—-whole in spirit, soul
and body. Therefore the healing of the body is not too good
for us to receive, but it is part and pmcel of the great and
glorious work of our Lord proclaimed in the Gospel.

Mews from our CTongo Evangelist.

The following has been written specially for ‘“Evangel”
readers by our bxothel Mr. Cyril Taylor, who is now working
at a place called Luamba in connection with the Congo Evan-
golistic Blission. The letter has taken mnearly two months 10
veach us! This will give our readers some idea of the isolation
which our dear brother gladly accepts for Jesus sake A letter
also lies before us from his mother in Margate, telling of the
remarkable way God angwered prayer for Mr. Taylor when a
bush-fire threalened to destroy his newly-built hut and out-
buildings. Just at the right moment (GGod sent a powerful
gust of wind which prevented the cinders and smouldering
debris from falling on the thatched roof, carrying them liter-
ally in the opposite direction. While we pray for our brother
let us unite in praige to God for His goodness.

I want to fell you something about the people here, and of their
great necd of the gloiigus Gospel. TPerhaps the best plan would be for me
to try and desenibe to you the way mn which Sunday 1s spent heie. In
the morning the drum 1s sounded and the people come up for the mesting
bringing thewr stools and chans with them. The Chief comes slowly up
the hill, followed by one or two of his wives and about hali-a-dozen of his
cluldien. They then st down and we have the first half of {lie meefing,
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wlhiich 15 for all. This couvtinues for about an Lour, and afteiwards a
“Breaking of -Biead” service 1s held for the Chiwstians who 1emain behind
We have hlad some very happy and glorious tiunes.

In the afteinoon the diumn 15 again sounded, and a little band of us—
perhaps Lalf-a-dozen or more—sect off for some outlying village tucked away
among the hills, or lying concealed 1n one of the valleys. 1We ariive just
before sunset, and the boys call the people togetlier and make a big fire
around which we all sit. We sing some well-known liymn, such as the
Luban {ranslation of “Yes, Jesus loves me,” of which they are very fond,
and then we tell them of the gieatuess of Ilis love, the depths of His
meicy, and thie leights of glory to whiclh He waits to Lift us There 1s
gleat joy in these fiteside gatherings Often the leat of the day 1s over
and they just sit and histen so immtently We then ietuin through the
moonht folests, singing as we go, wlnle the peace of God fills our hearts.

On Sunday last we went 11ghit over the hills and down 1ato the valley
to a little village called Makuw Iere theie are just a few huts clustered
together 1n the torest. We took our seats aud tlie people began to come—
first the women cariying their babies, and then u number of bright young
boys withh tlieir bows aud ariows and liunting nets. Tlie last boy carred
a great wild eat wlich they had just killed. Down they sat and skinned
the dead amumal. Then the service began and I 1emarked, the Clief listen-
g so eagerly to every word that was samd  (In these out of the way
villages they have difficulty 1n undeistanding the missionary, even though
lie might know the Luban words well). We then noticed a woman sitting
apait fiom the rest, so we beckoned to her to come nearer and sit with
the others, but they remonstiated, saying that she was diseased Towards
the end of the meeting 1 went over {o lier with one of the eldest of the
Clinistian boys, and we eiied to God that Ife would deliver her and cause
His healing lhand to rest upon her. After that we lad a joyous time of
fteedom 1o prayer, and, betote leaving, the clief man presented us with
a piece of the wild cat meat and an egg. We then c¢lunbed the hills agaiu,
and as we went we could lear the parting sliouts of the villagers dying
away on the might air  “Mwana lalikr” they called (Missionary sleep well),
“Byanke Mwana’” (Good nussionary), wlale our boys 1otuined thew greet-
ings and sang at the top of their voices.

Gnd has touched the liearts of some of these piecious boys. Please
pray mightily and unceasingly foi theiw, especially for the dozen or mole
who have toll us that they have given thoir lives to God  Tray that they
may be strong 1n the Loid, Xaving among those 1n whom Satan reigus their
temptations are very great, and they need double stiength to Lkeep them
farthful.

Just now 1s the time of year for dunking palm-wine. They begm
oarly 1n the mormng aud continue throughout the day  Tle notse 1s
teirific’ The whole village seems to bo simply fuil of diunken wen and
women And yet in spite of the darlkness and evil, we believe God 1s
coming 1u mighty power to Luamba.

In the times of prayer that we have every ovening just before tho
boys go howme, God has given us such a sense of freedomn. and we havo
been quickened by IIis power 1 believe God 1o comming to awaken tho
peaPle, to lheal the sin-sick soul, and to haptise the Chuistians with the
Holy Ghost and fire, Please remember the needs of the people here at
Luamba, that our God may taise up a mighty band fiom among them—a
fearless baud that will love not theiwr lives unto the death and overcome
“by the blood of the Lamb and the woid of their testimony ™

I think the devout reader of the Old Testament will discover therein
not a few blessed foreshadowings of translalion trutl, and heie 1n this
remalkalle closing scene in the life of the Yioplhet Elijah we see typificd

And this leads us to tho
consideration of a tiuth which has been mueh neglected and sadly mis-
uniderstood by many of those who protess the name of Chiist, and concern-
ing which much ignmance still prevails, A careful study of the New
Testament Scriptures will zeveal that the Second Coming of Christ is an
mportant part of the Divine Revelation, and moieover that 1t was intended
to be an outstanding featuro of the Gospel message We cannot but deplore
the grave depaiture from the Woid of God In connection with this blessed
truth., Ilow it grieves one to find that many in their ciiticism of a personal,
visible, and literal return of Chuiist, are deliberately spnitualizing scripture
which cannot but have a purely literal sighificance  Wo must adont that
certain portions of the Word of God are diffieult of interpretation, and
possibly will allow of moie than oue exegesis, but surely such 1s not: the case
when we approach such Sci:ptures as Aets 1, 11, and John xiv., 3.

Is not tlus “hlessed hope’ set before the believer in the Word as an
objective for which he lives; a goal towards which he moves, an anchor
which steadies ns soul amadst the stoims of life, a consummation for which
he 13 prepared io saciifice things which otheis count as mdispensable; o
hope which separates him from all worldly defilement® Is 1t not intended
that the thought of 1iis appearing should unever be allowed to fade from
the vision? It only the hfe of the eluld of God came more completely
under the sway of the Holy Spirit, this glorwous hope would ever retmaln
fresh, and continually biing forth a rich frurtage in the service,

“In the Advent Light rejoicing?
Songs of piaise along the road
Scem to make tlio journey shorter,
Mounting upward to our God!”

First of all I would like to point out that Ilis coming 1s CERTAIN
“His coming 1s as certain as the dawn.” Hosea vi, 3. (Rotheitham). It is
not, as some asscri, a wild speculation which las wo dependabls basis, and
to wlich but httle credence may be given. I ventare to say that very few
doctrines have as substantial Seriptural foundation as this one. Whilst the
oxact date of His coming remains unrevealed, yet the fact that He will
come is guaranteed to the believer, and 15 the clhief joy of lis pilgrimage
on earth, 1eheving the deepening gloom by which he 15 ofttimes suriounded.

Hiz coming 15 absolutely corinin, beeanse of the rmmutahlity of tue
Dhivine Word * For ever, O Lord, Thy word 1s seltled in lieaven.” Psa.
oxix., 8%, “IIe is faithful that promised, who also will do 1it.” Fvery
proplietiec utterance of our Lord must be fulfilled 1llence our confidence
and asgurance. Thiz 13 a 10clk apanst wlhich the gates of hell cannot pre-
vail. Iallelujah'! ‘I'his event will be one of the greate<t and most stagger-
ing vindications of the Word of God, and will probably take place at a
portod when the Bible 15 largely diseredited, even by many of those who
ale professedly Christians.

Again Il1s comuing 15 certain because 1t 1s necessatry to the development
and cousummation of the Divine plan 1n this age and the age to come. In
tins connection 1t 1s 1mportant to observe that alieady much of the prophetio
word has been fulfilled, wlilst some 1s evenr now 1n the course of fulfilment.
This partial fulfilment of piophecy gives us great sueoaragement fto expect
that the remainder of the prophetie progiamme will be completely cariied
ot Just as Ehe former 101n was the eninest of the lailer 1ain, so tlha
first advent is fo the child of God the pledgze of Ilis second advent. A
careful and prayeitul study of the Divine pirogramume for tlis age as
revealed 1in the Word ot God, will sliow that the next impoitant event is
the coming of Christ for Ifis Church Xift up thy head O cluld of God,
thy redemption diaveth migh!' Bo0an now thine cars shall eatel) the sound
of His rapture call! Prepate thyself fur faght, for the fime of thy depuiture
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15> at hand.  The longings of thy Leart shall cie loug be fully 1calized!
Thine eves whicl have looked sp earnestly thiougl the shadows of eaith for
Iis appearing, shall scon belold Ilim ru Ilis beauty., Already witmn the
brenst of the heliever 1s the living pledge of the imminence of “ that day.”
The Holy S8pirit 15 even now beanug witness {o the watching wnes, telling
them that their mudnight vigil will soon be o’er, that the morning without
clouds 1s about to dawn ior themm. Many of those who are walking 11 close
union with their Lovd are recetving blessed 1infimations thiough the Spirit
of tlie uearness of this gloricus eveut.

Is 1t not possible that Iilijah possessed the convietron that he shwuld
not see death, and 1f so would neit this 1n self selve as a trewendouns
mcetttive to farlliful seivice?  Would not all s nunmistiv be 1illununed by
the folegleams of the approaclipg tranzlatiwn gloiy® Suclh a hope woald
keep the soul fiom becomuug eartliibound or self gentied, the action of this
beavenly attiaction would undoubtedly counteract every ofher worldly
allurement. 1z 1t not also possiblo that those whe live 1m the days immeh-
ately pieceding Christ's coming may have au inward premomtion of t al
happy event?

Beloved fellow-believel, Iet not piejudice blind you to the glory wliuch
accompanles tho acceptation of tins hope. Tlus 15 the glorious c¢limax
towards whicl the Holy Spirif is leading us, and for wiuch e 1s piepaning
us  Fear not 1f you fiud that Ife is gradually loosening your hold upon
earthly things, and that one by one earth-ties are being snapped, and that
even ‘lawiul things” ate Laving to go. Do not fail to sec 1n all {lus that
e 15 surecly bhiealung up thy nest preparatory to flight

“1 ecan almost hear His footfall,
On the thieshold of the door,
And my heart, my heairt is longing
To be with Thm evermore.”

And now seemmg that the fiuth of Ths Sccond Coming 15 before us 1n
its close relation to the translation of the behever, we mughe ask what are
tlie conditions winell the Word of God leads us to expect will obtain on
earth when Ile comes? Reading carelully sueli passages as Matt xxv,
1. Tim v, 1, 1. Fun, iv., 3—4, ete,, we see that the world will be 10 0 state
of international uniest, that lawlessness wall abound, that the pirofessing
church will be m a state of apostacy, that thie world will he full of fals2
systems of 1ehiglon, theic will be 2 1apad mowth of false toaclung  Surely
wo eannot shut our cyes to the fact that these conditions are being fulfi led
on earth to-day, and theicfore we know that Ilis coming cannot bLe much
longer delayed. Consider for a moment the tremnendous strides made by
many of the spurious “i1sms” during the past fifty years. Think of the
havoe wrought i1n the chnrches thiough the mtroduction of the leaven of
iligher Critiersm (%) and New Theology, which 1epndiates the divinity of
Christ. Again look at the spiead of Christian (?) Science, whieh deniles the
existence of sin, lhen theie 1 Spnitualism with ats spuiious imitation ol
the work of the lloly Spuit, not fo speak of Russolhism, Beventh Duav
Adventism, and Theosophy, ete, all of which are claiming thousands ot
adherents.

Under such distiessing conditions what should the attitnde of the
child of God be?

1. WATCHING. “ Look up™ umplies o Iife that is desp in God—lis-
centangled from all worldly puisuits and pleasules.

2. WORKING. We must be diligent to fulfil the Thiyine commission
which has never been 1epealed, “\Go ye 1nto all the woald . . . . and
teach all natwons.” Ths 1 the mdividoal 1espousinlity of every believer,
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and the neaver Ilig 1eturn the more persistent should our efforts be to cany
oul My fauewell 1ostiuctions. Scme claim that the thought of translation
exeicises an unbealthy inlluence upon the hfe, 1endening 1t inert and
visionaly  Whilst thas may be tiue of a few extremusts, yet we know of the
blessed and practieal 1esults in the Lves and seivice of those who have
Iived and labouted 1n the hight wlnch this tinth supplies The conviction
of His speedy retuin should have a distinctly opposite effect fo this ; 1t
should and does nerve the soul to greater devotion to the woik of soul-
winning, and those to whom God has made this “living hope” an intense
1eality are the most eager to brning forth the hundredfold fruitage in the
little while ers lle appears.

3 WALKING WITII GOD, wlhich in 1itself mmphes absolute agree-
ment with Ilim 1 all thmgs, Ames 11, 3, which must 1e3ult 1n holhness
of beart and hife, Hebiews xi, B It s sigmificant that 1n whatever peiiod
the hope of Cluist’s 1elurn has 1evived there has been n maiked increase
of practical holiness amongst the poople of God.

And so 1n hiinging to a close these meditations let me urge theco,
diar reader, to see to 1t Lhat thouw hast made thyself 1eady for the coming
of the King  Thiuk not that thou shalt enter in to the hanguet of the
Lamb unless thou ait 1obed 1 the wedding gaiment of 1ll1s spotless
11zhtecusness Nemember that every disguise will be torn aside 1n that
day; the fact that thou hast mingied with the people of God and even sai
at the Lord’s talile with them, will not avarl thee 1n that hour—those wlho
are realdy will entel in—those who lave availed tlemselves of ihe King's
graviouws and adequate provision. O dear fellow traveller to etermity, male
sure that thou art 1eally and tialy Lowtn of the spinit! If thou hast the
slightest misgiving vegarding thy eteinal destiny, then fall upon thy knees
and suriender thyself to JESTUS just now Listen! “To as many ag 1e-
celved 1lim, to them gave o authonity to becomte the sous of God.” Do not
pul oft tlis important mat{cs any longer, for 1o an bour that ve think nat
ihe Son of Man will come.

“ Repent, believe, this very hour,
Thiust 1n the Saviour’s grace and power,
Then will y¥our jovous answer he,
Haved tluio' a long eleinity.”

“Ye cannot serve God and Mammon.” (Matt vi, 24 ).

He does nal say ye cahuot very well serve God and Mammeon, but ye
caunnot setve {wo masters at all. Ye slall be sure to end by serving one.
The man who thinks he is serving God a little is decerved, he 15 not serving
God. God will not Lave lus scrviee. 'Lhe devil will monopolise him before
he gets tlzough, A divided heart loses both wotlds  Saul tried 1t. Balaam
tued 1t Judas fried it, and they all moade a desperate farlure Mary
Iiad but one chowce. T'aul said: *° 'Fhis one thing T do ™ * For me to live
15 Chrst.” Of such a life God says “Because he liath set lus love upon
Me therefore will I deliver him. I will set lum on Ingh because e hath
known My Name.” God takes a peculinr pnide 1n showing ITws love to the
Iheatt thiat wholly choozes Thim,  IHeaven and eatth will fade away hefoe
s trust can be disappomnted  lave we chosen Hum only and given Tlun
all one heart?

Say is 1t “all fo1 Jesus.”
As you so often sing?
Ts 1le your 10yal Master?
s ITle your heart™s dear King?
A. I3 RIMIP'SOXN,
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The Dead Prayer Office.

What becames of all the nnanswered letters? ‘I'hpusands find their
way fo the Dead Letter Office, Some never reach the person for whom
they are intended hecause the postage is not paid; some fail .because they
are directed to the wrong office; some cannot be sent because the ardress
is 1llegible; and some because the matter eneclosed is unmailable, ‘These
float tlirowgh the mails, are examined at different offices, marked “Missent,”
and finally they fall into the Dead Letter Office. They are opened and read,
and, 1f valuable, are forwarded; if not, they are given to the flames. Such
1s the accuracy and skill of the postal officials that very few valuable letters
ever fail of reaching then destination.

Some prayera never reach God, because they are not addressed to
God’s office. ‘I'hey are directed to the audience. Here one prays a “sharp
cut ”’ to some stubboin brother, or rebukes some ertor in theology in
another, or drives some keen-edged blad@ of ecensure into another, directs
& very severe cmiicism to some who are running into fashionable follies,
and sometimes (shame on us') for the very supplication, which we offer 1n
tenderest tones, 1n behalf of the weeping widow and helpless orphans 1s
intended more tor those who kneel in mourning before us than for God who
sits 1n glory above us. Guoid’s office 1s not our neighbour’s carve, and if we
direct our prayers to that point, they will certainly go to the “dead prayer
office,™

Again, theie 1s a prayer upon which the address iz 1llegible, not
because 1t 1s 10ugh, sciawling handwiiting—these can always be deciphered
—bul becausze 1l has so many extra flourishes This prayer is uttered 1n a
pompolus, giandilogquent style It is full of long words, scientific terms,
and classical quotations. The wiiting on the envelope 1s very much mn
keeping with the style upon the inside. The 1nlk was faney, and it soon
faded; the pen was the tongue, and 1t did not set the colour in the prayer.
llow different when ndited by the heart! 1t 1s no wonder that this prayer
gets lost and finds 1ts way into the ““dead prayer office”!

The last praver we nobiee is the unmailable prayer. There is a lati-
tude allowed us in the postal matter of om1 governmeni, but there are a few
things which cannot even get mto the mail-bags. Sharp-edged tools and
cotroding acids, ne matter how securely wrapped, will not be transported
thiough the mais, these are put into a separate box, and seal to the *Dead
Letter Office,”” or Lhey are captured by the first postmaster that handles
them. Many of our prayers, if answered, might be blessings to us, but they
would fall like a shower of daggers upon our neighbours. Sometimes 1n our
prayers we almost ecomploin of the strange providence which has befallen
us, and argue the case with God; then the pirayer is full of sharp-pointed
arrows. Is 1t all strange that answers are not refurned® The corroding
acid of selfishness, or sensuality, or pride 1s sometimes in our prayer. Such
o prayer 1s lost on the way. It is poured out in mad-arr., It is never
answered, and well for us that 1t 15 not. No legally “stamped,” sincerely
directed, well-mmeaning prayer 1s ever lost. The answer may be delayed, but
the prayer 15 on file—3ELECTED.

BGuernsey Convention.

Praise tho Lord for the first Convention held in the Vazon Mission
Hall on the Island of Guernsey <luring the last week of September! Friends
came from distances around the Island that they might share in the bless-
