Who knuwetl whether thou art come to the kimgdom for such
a trme as this?-—Esther v, 14,

The latter days of this dispensation, according to New Testa-
ment prophecy, are to be marked by widespread apostasy. “ The
Spirit speaketh expressly that in the latter times sorne shall depart
from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits and doctrines of
devils. . . . For the ttme will come when they will not endure
sound doctrine ; but after their own lusts shall they heap to them-
selves teachers, having itching ears ; and they shall turn away their
cars from the truth and shali be tm ned unio fables 7 (I Tim. iv,
I and IT Tim. w, 3, 4)

One cannot deny that we are living in the days to which these
Scrnptures refer. The enemics-—though posmg as the advocates—
of the truth, openly deny, without a trace of shame, the funda-
mentals of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. They would take from us
the very foundation of our faitn—the Word of God. This “latter
day " heology dentes the mspiration of the Seriptures, and here
lics the foundation of every error. Instead of giving God's Word
its rightful place as critic of the human heart (Heb. iv, 12), the
human heart has arrogated to itsclf the position as critic of God’s
Word.

The tares of Bible lands lool: very much Like the wheat, indeed
the untrained eye cannot distinguish between the two until the full-
grown car appears; not until then does the black gram stand out
in stoiking contrast to the golden wheat, The black grain 1s bitter
and potsonous.

How many te-day are deceived by the tares, the counterfeit of
the true wheat? Reformation is substituted for regeneration,
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evolution for creation, Christian Science for the healing power of
Jehovah Raphi, Spicitism for the Person and work of the Holy
Spirit. Russellism, Mormonism, Seventhh Day  Adventism,
Theosophy, and other creeds which dispense with the atoning value
~f the blood of Christ, are calculated by the enemy of souls to
decetve those whose desires are touwards heavenly things. And
alas, very often not until too late do the victims discover that these
tares are bitter and poisonous.

But God has not left Humself without witness. He is raising
up a people to-day who are standing for the full inspiration of the
Scriptures and who do not shun to declare all the counsel of God
The need has never been greater than to-day ' Every true Christian
has been called to the kingdom for such a time as this. May we
be faithful in using the opportunitics that God 1s continually giviny
us, and may our lights shine brightly in this unparalleled darkness
of superstition and unbelief, —E.]J.P.

There 1s a good deal about tins Bible that we do not undes-
stand I we understood 1t all we would be as wise as God 1s, but
we are nol. But I believe what I do not understand, and so do
you Though you mught disbclieve the Bible, there are many
things outside of the Bible that you believe, even though you do

Aot uaderstand thern There 1s one thing you believe m, 1 am
sure, and that 1s that you are hiving, but there 15 no science o thes
world that can explain hife Yet you believe in life, and you

expetsence it every day I beheve the Word of God, and the moie
I oread i, the more T And T do understand it

We read in the eleventh of Hebrews, “Through faith we
understand that the worlds were created by the Word of God ”
The scentists have vworked ar this matter for thousands of years,
to be able to explain how the world has come to pass, but have
not been able to undersiand 1t, but the Word of God says that we
by faith understand the Lreatron‘ We beheve mn the Living God,
and faith in our Living Gaod solves all these problems.

This wonderstul Word of God shows 1ts power still to-day, but
what we need 1o be saved from 1s this new modern teaching, and
2o back to the old paths, back 1o the ways of God. The work of
God In this world 15 not man’s work ; it 15 God’s own work, and 1s
to be carricd on by Divine means  If we use Divine means, we will
have Divine resulls

[ want to tell you why I believe in this Old Book. There are
many scientific evidences that show that this Word 1s true, but
they are not the strongest evidences. 1 thank God for all that
there is in science, but what makes this truth sure to my own soul
Is that 1 have experienced 1t myself I have proved this Word and
found it true. It is something wonderful to have this real experi-
ence of hving m this Word of God. In the early Church they went
fortiv with the Word, and while they met with much opposition, the
Word won the victory, and 1t is winning the victory to-day. There
are some who tell us we cannot expect a great revival these days,
that there 15 too much unbelief and the wotld 1s too modern in its
ways and views  The devil 1s always alert to hinder revival effort,
yet the wonderful thing about this Word of God 15 that it over-
comes all hindrances  There are no hindrances to the people who
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believe in the Word. The Seniptures show us tlis. The Red Sea
wdas before Isracl, but they belhiesed God, and the Sea was divided.
There were strong walls before Lsrael as they came to Jericho, but
the walis feli when they believed God.  The Jordan overflowed its
bank at the time Isracl was to pass over, but God divided the
waters and the people ot God crossed over.  And thus it has
always been. I prase God that there is no power in hell or n
earth that can hinder this Word. 1If we only tear off all the theo-
logical rags that we have tied around the sword, we will see that
it cuts to-day.

There was a preachers’ meeting in Sweden some years ago,
and they were discussing the greates! hindrances we have 1 the
work.  One alter another stepped forward and told about the
Iindrances.  They continued this for several sessions, and at last
they bad such a pile of hindrances nobody dared to attack them,
but everybody looked weighed down with them  An old preacher
stepped forth and sawd, * My bretiiren, there are no hindrances in
the kimgdom of God  We read in the fourth of Hebrews the Word
of God 15 powerful, sharper than aay two-edged saord, and 1t cuts
through”  Then he said, “If the writer of the IHebiews bad
written taat now he woukd have said, ‘ The Word of God is hke
twelve-inch guns that cut through everything "7 At thal time the
twelve-inch guns were the greatest guns they had.  And he said,
“If the Captain comes along with a whole artillery he doesn’t say
to onc of his sergeants, “ Step over there and sce f there are any
fences along the way that are hindering us,” but he takes his
batteries on the hill and mounts up on lis guns and commands
*Wire !’ and fences and everything else that are in the way have to
o " My friends, that is just what the Word of God1s  All we
need is to believe 1. If we believe it we will see what power there
is in it. In the early days when the saints came to new places, they
had nothing in outward cqupment, but they had the YWord of
GGod, the promises of the Lord, and the power of God was wiih
them. It was the Word of God that saved the souls of men.

An angel said o Cornelius, “ Send to Joppa and get Peter,
and he will tell you words by which you and your house shall be
saved.” And he had an angel to send to Peter in Joppa with a
message, but an ange! could not serve Corneltus, a saved sinner
must do that. A saved sinner had to ¢o and proclaim the simple
Gospel and this saved Cornehius and his house.  When Paul came
to Ephesus he had great opposition; it wrs one of Sawan’s strong-
holds, but he went against it with the Word of God, and we read
that while Paul was in Ephesus the whole of Asia heard the Word
of Gorl. The revival spread all over the province, and * mightily
grew the Word of God and mulliplied.” If we give the Word of
God place in onr meetings, God will save souls, and He will save
them through and through.
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I remember one winter several years ago we had a revival in
a country place in Sweden, but when springtime came many of
them backslid. I could not really understand the reason for it. |
preached the Word of God honesily, I prayed with many sinners,
but the Word of God did not really get into their hearts. The
following ycar I was in a still greater revival 1n a southern pro-
vince of Sweden, where God saved hundreds of sculs, and there
were far more lasting results of this revival, the secret of which |
believe I understand now. 11 had myself gotten deeper into the
Word, but there was an older preacher in that community who
was pastor of that church, and I was there to belp him.  Souls
were brought to the Cross. T went ahead and prayed to the Lord
for them and the pastor came behind with the Word of God and
ruinistered to them from the Word. When I prayed for the souls,
he was always on hand to read to them from the Word apd estab-
lish them. He wanted them to build their salvation on the Word
of God. If men are to be saved, they will be saved on the founda-
tion of the Word of God.

There are many experiences that come to me along this line,
and I know nothing better to show the real power of the Word of
God than personal experiences. One Sunday morning a few years
back a man cawme to one of our services in Stockholm. He was
working at a factory and in the factory they spoke of our meetings ;
they said we were peculiar people, the sick got healed in their
bodies, the Spirit of God fell on them, they spoke in tongues, and
other spiritual gifts were manifested, men were weeping over their
sins and giving themselves to God, so he said, “ I will have 1o go
and listen to those people. If I should be saved once again (he
had been saved once) something powerful must happen to me.”
He came, and I remember well T was spealiing on the promuses of
God. 1 admonished everyone to believe on the promises. 1 said,
“If there is a sinnter in this meeting and he believes the promises
of God, he will be saved just where he sits.” He was sitting in the
second row, and I observed that the Word was gripping his heart.
When the meeting was closed he walked out and met one of his
comrades at work. This friend saw he had been crying, and asked
him, “ How are you?” ‘I am saved,” he answered. His friend
knew him well and said, “ Are you really saved? When did you
get saved?” He said, “1 got saved just now.” That man was
saved at the morning service. He told me afterwards that at the
beginning of the scrvice he felt very unhappy, but as the Word of
God was going forth he believed it and was saved while sitting
in his seat. He lived a real Christian life after that as long as he
lived, and was baptised in the Spiritt  He praised the Lord
wherever he went in the factory. One day the Lord called him
home. As I sat by his bedside for the last time and broke bread
with him, he was so happy; he praised God for his salvation, and
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s wife saud to me, “ If any man has been a Chnstian my hushand
has been one since he began to go to your mectings ” Friends, if
we believe the Word of God it will change us The Scripture
says, " He that believethy on the Son of God hath eternal Lfe,” It
doesn’t say he shall have it, but he has 1t right now.

Many to-day do not believe God can help us in our bodies, but
1 would not dare behieve that God has lost His power  The Word
of {rod says he thot beliecves ihe promises of God witl be healed in
body, and 1t 1s wonderful to trust the Lord. Not long ago we
had a testunony meetmy in our church, and there were about
fiftcen who testified, most of them telling how God had healed
them  There was onc testimony that touched me deeply, given by
a young girl about twenty-five jears of age.  She had been sick
five years with one thing and another, until she had a compheation
of discases.  The last doctor she had cave here up, and said there
was no hope for her. It caused her great sorrow; she was so
voung and facing death, and not sav ed They had spent a great
deal of money on her, and she sad the U\mwm of having 1o die
threw her into desparr and deep distress. ‘ahc didn’t s]eep at all
that night, but cried to God for salvaton, and the next night she
cr)uldnt EJCCP for joy, for God had saved lier; hier heart was full
of praise for salvation  Then she begzan to read the Word of God,
and her salvation was =0 wonderful to her she thouuht God could
do anything at all. Tt became very clear to her as she read that
God could do wonders, and she began fo pray as she lay on her
bed, and as she prayed she heard a voice.  She lonked around the
room to sce tf anyone was there, but there was no onc. The voice
saul very plamly, “If you will keep My commandments and walk
1 My ways, I will heal you from all your diseases”  As she
rt,ﬂcc,ted upon the verse she concluded it must be God who was
speaking to her. They had buno her elothes away a long time
hefore, but she asked far them. They (id not want to oppose her
as they felt she would spon be gone; nobody believed she would
be healed, so they alioweed her to have her way, and brought her
clothes, and she l)c‘gan to dress herself At first th had a struggle
hut swwhen she was half deessed the power of God siruck her, starh*d
at the top of her head and went throuch every nerve of her body,
and she was completely and instantly healed. She <losed her
testimony by saying, “ That 1s two anfl a half years ago, and 1
have not had any sickness since 7 Is it not a wonder everybody
does nnt seek this power of God?

You who are secking the baptism of the Holy Ghost have the
same wav to vo  The right way te receive the Holv Spirit is to
believe the Word of God; belicve what God has said, and the
Spirit of God will fall upon you Some years azo we heard in
Sweden about a brother in Chicago, Brother Durham, and we
heard the pcople say about him that when he preached the Word
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of God and the Spirit would fall he would say, “ It is the Word of
God ! 1t was this Word that created thc world, that brings a
revival to-day. ILverything is being kept up by His mighty Word,
and it is this Word that is working in the Church of God to-day.
Through this Word we arc born again; through this Word
we are healed. This Word that is preached brings down
the Spirit of God. Oh, there is wonderful power in this
glorious Word! If we really belicve this Word we will scc
thousands at the foot of the Cross. Humble yourselves under the
Spirit and by the Word, and you will experience that there is old-
time power in it.

The Purposes of Spivitual Gifts.
BY H. C. PHILLIPS.

God 1n His grace has not only bestowed spiritual gifts on His
Church, but has also, through the misuse of gifts in the early
Corinthian Church, given us full instructions as to their uses an
purposes.

The accompanying diagram has been designed to illustrate
particularly the ways in which God may be glorified and thc
Church edificd with the gifts of tongues and prophecy.

The chart represents a gathering of the Church into one place,
and where two or threc are gathered in His name Christ Himsclf
has promised to be in the midst, here represented by a Crown, for
is He not “ Head over all things to the Church”? (Eph i, 22).

Procecding from Christ the Lord, and represented by the large
ring, is that “onc Spirit” Who manifests Himself in nine distinct
ways (I Cor. xii, 7-11) to believers. We are exhorted to keep the
“unity of the Spint” (Eph. iv, 2) and to remember that “all thesc

worketh that one and the self-same Spirit” (I Cor. xii, 11).

Whatever the Holy Spirit says does not originate from Him-
self, but " whatsoever He shall hear that shall He speak” (Jno.
xvi, 13), and “ He will show you things to come.” The Holy Spirit
has taken upon Himself the office of glorifying the Lord Jesus
Christ (Jno. xvi, 14).

Remembering, then, that the various shewings forth of the
Holy Spirit originate from one source, we find they have three
objectives, namely God Himself, other believers, and any
unbelicvers who may be present.

The top figures 1n the chart show persons speaking with God,
and in the lower figures they are speaking to men.

Figure No. 7 represents a believer recelving the same experi-
ence as the saints did on the day of Pentecost. The Holy Ghost
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is being “pourcd out” (Acts x, 45) w such fulness that the child
of God is literally mmmersed v ithe Spint, or baptised.  This 1s a
distinct act of the Lord Jesus from heaven, and seen on earth by
audible and wvisible signs {Acts n, 33), Lledr]y proving that I
LIVES! So overwhelnung is the blessing that for the time being
the Holy Spunit even takes that * tongue that no man can tame ™
(Jas. 1, 8) and easily and willingly 1t pours forth volumes of praise
to Him who docth all things well. * For thcy heard them speak
with tongucs and magnity God fActs x, 46). Thus is as the Spirnt
gives utterance (Acts 1, 4). For 1his mamfestatlon of the Holy
Ghost there are no umitdtmns laid down in the Ward., On the day
of Pentecost there were about one hundred and twenty on whom
the Spirit fell ** suddenly” (Acts 1, 2-4). ‘These began to speak
spontaneously of “the wonderful w orks of God (Acts 1, 11) In
the tenth chapter of thie Acts we find a room full of people who
begin to spcaik n thus way, mterrupting Peter’s address.  In the
nineteenth chapter, twelve nien by the niverside begin the same
way showing that they, too, were experienemg Tlvc power of the
Holy Ghost commy upon 1i1c111 {Acts xix, 8}, :1'1(1 in our own day
thousands of believers have received the same blessing and can
say with Peter “ this 1s that which was spoken of by the prophet

Joel™ {Acts n, 16).

Figpure No. 1 represents such a person who has recerved the
Baptism referred to above and who finds he has the ability to
speak n tongues remaming upon hum.  This he is using Godward
in worship or praise or singing or praver or otherwise speaking
to God. He is not only edifying himself (I Cor. xiv, 4), but his
words are accepted of God because they are acror(‘nm to His will
(Rom. vin, 27). Paul spole thus with God more than all the Corin-
thians and thanked God tor it {{ Cor. xiv, 18), but let it be noted
1t was to God and not to the Church,

Here is unalloyed worslip, unfettered, unadulterated praise,
the spirit in fellowsp with its Creator, speaking the deep
mysteries of God {I Cor. v, 2).

Figure 2 repiresents the same gift of tongues now being
directed towards the church. Four kinds of messages arc
possible, Revelation, Knowledge, Prophesying and Doctrme
(I Cor. xav, B). But as these are unintelligible as given, another
gift, that of Interpretation, 1s called info play {Figure 3), so thai
by these two the church 1s edified and blessed {T Cor. xiv, 5, 13}
These two gifts working together are equal to prophecy in their
effect (I Cor. xiv, 5), nevertheless they must be restricted in any
ong meeting to two or at the most three such messages (T Cos
X, 27). lhcse must be given in an orderly way, “ by course,”
and the one who begias to interpret a message should continue to
its finish. The second message may be interpreted by the same
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or a sccond person. The Holy Spirit has recorded that at the most
three such messages should be given, and His Word is final on
all matters.

The fourth figure is that of a behever addressing the church
with no one free fo interpret, that 15 with no interpreter present or
where already three messages have been gien. Here we have
distinct commands : ¥ Let him keep silence in the church, let him
speak to himself and o God” (I Cor. xiv, 28). The reasons are
obvious : he 1s not understood (vv. 9, 11), the church 1s not being
edified {v. 17), he is sunply speaking into the air (v. 9}, and is as
a barbarian {v. 11}.

Common sense and civine revelation bid one not to disturh or
attract the attention of the meeting.

Figures § and 6 represent persons with prophetie gifts, This
gift above all is to be desired by believers (I Cor, xiv, 1, 5, 12, 39).
It can be used for Edification, Lxhortation, Comlort (v. 3}, or
Learaing (v. 31). There 1s the possibility of prophets speaking
from their own minds and the congregation nustaking it for a
revelation from God : for this reason other prophets in the meeting
should listen and judge (v. 29). Paul wrote to the Thessalonians :
“Ctuench not the Spivit; despise not propliesyimgs, prove all
things; hold fast that which 1s good ” {I Thess v, 19-21).

Much more might be added, but enough has been said to
show how the Lord has provided for Assembiies to be in Living
touch with their Living Head through the power of the Holy
Ghost operating 1n them n an orderly way. How gracious is He
to speak thus with us, and what wonderful conversions would
result if we were more yielded to Him (I Cor. xiv, 24, 25).

What a quickening of faith, a renewing of life, a bulding up
on the sure foundation, a closer {cHowslup with God, 15 waiting
for the Iindividual amd the Assembly Dapiised i the Holy Ghost
according to the paltern He has given us. God swell the
numbers ! Amen.

The MRest of Fraith.

Apart from Christ there is no salvation. The death unto sin
and the hfe unto God are in Him, accomplished, actual, living
realities.

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“The words that I speak are not mine, but His that sent me,’" and
“ The Father abiding in me doeth the works,” giving as a perfect
illustration of what is meant by the words : ““ He that hath entered
into his rest hath ceased from his own works, as God di¢d from
Iis.”  Hencetorth he does nothing of himself or from himself, but
dehghts to have no other mover, to hive under no other guide or
leader but the Spirit. I live under the power of Another. A
personal power with a will and purpose has charge within me,
ready to work His will into mine in all things. Another will than
my own, now ruling in the depth of my being, 1s to be waited on.
As I submit and obey, His power will work through me. The
same Spirit that was, and 1s i Christ, His inmost self becomes my
mmost self, for “ he that is joined to the Lord is one Spirit.”

The Scriptures point to this Rest as being a first cssential as
n that glorious invitation which has been such a comfort to the
pigrims of Zion ever since 1t was uttered : “ Come unto Me, all
ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will rest you (lit.). Take
My yoke upon you, and learn of Me; for I am meek and lowly in
heart, and ye shall find rest unto your souls.” Soul rest is the
first essential toward real service. All that 1s done in the energy
of the flesh will be consumed in the fire which shall try every man’s
work of what sort it 15 The wood, hay and stubble will be con-
sumed : the gold, silver and precious stones alone will stand the
test of the fire.

Without this rest we cannot serve God acceptably : it is fruit-
bearing that is essential * Bearing fruit in every good work.”
Works are fruitless without love. It is only as we abude in Him
that we can bring forth fruit, even as He abode i the Father. As
He did nothing from Himsclf, but the Father abiding mn Him did
all those great and nughty works of casting out demons, cleansing
the lepers, and raising the dead, so He prays {or us that the same
works, yca, and even greater works, may be done through us,
because we abide in God and God in us, by keeping His command-
ments, by walking worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing; thus
alone can we be “bearing fruit in every good work.” Many are
to-day doing “ many mighty works” in which there is no fruit, and
to whom He will say : “ Depart from Me, ye workers of Iniquity ;
I never knew you.”

IFruit bearing is the one thing needful, and for this it 1s
essential that we should “enter into His rest” and “cease from
our own works as God dud from His.” This 1s the Rest of Faith
mto which we are called TO-IDAY to enter,

In the ddusig verses of the preceding chapter we have a call
of the ]n‘:ulcwfmrn to the brldL 1 the words, ** Rise up, My love,
My fair onte, and comre away 7 (chapter 11, 10). This is a call from
the wine cellats, where she has capenenced 1hat most blessed of
all atlments, “love-sickness ' The Bridegroom, realising that the
place of grealest blessedness 1s often the place of greatest danger,
and that 1t is s0 casy 1o become occupied with blessings rather than
with the Blesser, bids her leave the honeymoon experience behind
and folluw on wmto <] deeper things, but we find the bride loath
w leave the house of wine, no doubt learing she may lose some of
the sensible manilestations of Ths piesence, and so in the fifteenth
verse of the same chapter she sayvs “ Take us the foxes, the littie
foxes that spoil the vines,” that 15, wail for me until I am ready,
and if you are not wrl]mw to do <0, then be thou like a roe or a
young bart upon the mountains of (iavrsmn unti the morning.

The bride talkes this altitude beeause she has not yet learned
to have imphicit farth m her * Eternat Lover Husband,” Have you
ever stopped to consider what “ unbehlief 7 has cost you? God Is
prepared to do lor us adl that we require. There 1s no necessity
for us to practise such rigud cconomy n grace  God is able to de
exceeding abnndantly above all that we asl or think. He 1s able
to make all grace abouad toward us, that ye always having all
sufficieney m all thmys may abound o every good work, bemg
enriched i o ca}l_lwmg o all bountfulness which causeth throuvh
us thankseiving to God

tn the first verse of the tlard chapter the bride discovers the
seripustiicss ol even surface resistance, which was the outcome of
aubefief and a hinited knowledge of God’s plan and purpose for her
Ife I say “surface resmstance ” because 1 have learned that there
15 a very cecuded diflerence between this and real wilful or heart
disobedience.  She says, “ By the night on my bed I sought Him
YWhom my soul loveth, T seught Him but 1 found Him not”
(chapter ui, 1} That is, she tuined alter her work was done and
everything had been set m order to have a scason of communica-
tion and lellowship with her Bridegroom, but to her great surprise
she diseonered that He woes oone. At Teast He had withdrawn the
consciousness of His presence, but, immediately upon discovering
this, she deaides (not ke many modern samts, to add a Iittle more
virour to her testimony), but to confess her folly and seek
forgiveness,
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In her scauch for Hun she encounters the watchmen, that is the
Olticers of the Law, men who had been appointed to sce that every-
ting was done decently and in order.  Formerly they were able
to give her needed advice, hut they no longer understand the bride ;
consequently are unable (o give her iurthu’ hght. Nothmcr
daunted, she dares to go beyond her former mstruc:turs in her
search for the Brldegroom of her soul. Beloved reader, may I ask,
have you ever risked your religious reputation by darmg to go
beyond? 1 have a deepuninr‘f conviction, which I believe is from
God, that the hour is fast approaching when it will be necessary
for the mner circle n Pentecost, i order to realise God’s best, to
venture beyond, and in doing so we will no doubt bring upon us
the censure and criticism of many in the Pentecostal ranks

In the fourth versc she says, “ It was but a little that I passed
from them, but I found Him Whom my soul loveth. . . 7 Is it
not often truc that we are just within a step of victory, perhaps
&rcater victory than we ever realise, when we become faint-
hearted and give up? It may be that some readers, if they would
take but one more step, would find their Beloved in the sense they
have long wished to know Him. The encmy will do his utmost to
hinder, and will put up a terrific fight to keep you from making the
last step. We are so atraid to give up our preconceived ideas—
mdeed some follk worstup their embalined theories because of their
great antiquity-——but those who adorc them unquestionably will
hkely end up by having their experiences embalmed along with
their theories.  Beloved, fling  yourselves recklcssly into the
embrace of the Spirit, hesitate no longer to go beyond the watch-
men. Remember, God has His best things for the few who dare to
stand the test. And God has His second choice for those who will
not have His best. The bride adds, I held Him and would not
let Him go.” Ewidently she thought this was the way to retain
Him  She has yet to learn that He must keep her, instead of her
holding Him. We are slow dying to our creature strength and
self-sufficiency, slow to learn the all-important lesson that Christ
must have absolute control, and that all He requires of us is aban-
donment to the Holy Ghost.

The worlk of the Spirit is manifold True, He docs make us
wonderfully glad. He does speak through us mn other tongues, and
causes us to macni{ly God, but no doubt His chief m:nistry is to
communicate to us the fulness of the hfe of the glorified Christ,
but it is only as we yield through death and a deep interior cruce-
fixion of our finc parts to the indwelling Holy Ghost that we make
tilis possible. Have vou not noticed that some Pentecostal people
enjoy a great deal more of God’s life than others? It is because
they are more limp in His hands, and no longer try to hold Him,
but leave the holding entirely with their Beloved.
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Inn the fitth verse the Brudegroom appears to the bride, and
turning to the daughters of Jerusalem (that is belicvers living on a
lower plane of grace, and who lay great stress on “creature
activity,” beearuse they have not yet learned that our eternal Lord
apprectates love and worship more than service) says to them, 1
charge you, O ye daughters of Jerusalem, that ye stir not up nor
awake My Jove till she pleasc” (the pronoun here and mn chapter u,
7, and vni, 4, should not be “he™ as A.V. nor *“1t” as R.V., but
“she ). This teaches us that the bride enjoys special privileges,
none more to be appreciated than letting Him have His time with
her before gomg ferth to grve her time to religious work, ete
Reader, have you learned that the inilow must keep pace with the
outflow if your service 1s to bring lasting results? Even the Pente-
costal people are deeply in need of fresh supplies of divine life and
pawer. In verse 6 the daughters of Jerusalem ask, " Who is this
that cometh out of the wilderness with mlfars of smoke permeated
with myrrh and frankmcense, with all the powders of the mer-
chant?” What a transformation has been wrought; surely it has
paid the bride to go beyond the watchman !

Dear lellow-prlgrim on your way to the City IFoursquare, are
you allowmg the Holy Spint to so reveal Jesus in you? Do the
people stop on the street and ask, Who is this? Do the follk with
whom you do busmess ask, Who 1s this? How many tunes do you
think you have been mistaken for the Lord Jesus? How many
times have you left people wondering if the Christ were really on
the earih again?  The world is so sadly 1 need of a new edition
of the Bible, une bound i flesh and Llood

Myrrh speaks to us of suflering, and frankincense of yiclded-
ness.  Pillars of smolce 1s an expressinn used by [oel in referrmy
to the Pentecostal outpouring of the Spirit in the last days, so
putiing: these espressiwons with thesr meamings together we learn
that the bride enjoys the Pentecostal Baptism, which of necessity
brings her to a place of yicldedness and sulfering not realised by
the great majority of believers.,  The * Slain Lamb ™ must have a
“slain bride.”

Verse 7 calls our attention to the chair of state, which first
belongs to the Heavenly Solomon, but has now become the
property of the bride. Tor the bride is a juint-heir with her
glorwus Bridegroom, *“ three score valiant men are about it of the
vahant of Israel ¥ We are provided wrth a heavenly bodyguard,
not composed of moexperienced soldiers, but of warrior angels. ]
am persuaded there are warrior angels, just as there arc warrior
samts  “These are expert in war.”  Tius speaks to us not only
of protection, but assures us beyond question that we have nothing
to fear.
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Ia the ncty-Arst Psalm we learn that His angels are stnietly
commanded to guard the bride at any cost, and one of the charac-
teristics of the bride, where she i1s presented to us in parable i the
last chapter of the Proverbs, is fearlessness.  Has nor our Lord
said, beloved, “I give you power to tread on scrpents, scorpions,
and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by any
means hurt you.™

Ye fearful sons, fresh courage take,
The storms ye so much dread

Are big with merey, and will brealk
In blessings on your head

“I'car not, only believe, be strong and very courageous.”
True, the CiDurs are gathering, ilie Jdarkness 1s deepening, the
wrath of an offended God and an enraged devil will soon be poured
out, without nmuxture, upon this Christ rejecting world, and the
Holy Ghost rejecting Charch.  * But i the time of trouble He will
hide us in His Pavilion, in the secret of His Tabernacle He wili
hide us ™

I sce the dread Avenger’s form,

I see the Armageddon onsct,

But I shall be above the storm

There comes a moaning and a sighing,
There comes a tear drop s heavy fall,
The thousanid agomies of dying,

But we shall be above 1t all

Verse 8, “The Kimg made Himsclf a chariot 7 This 1s o
conflicl. The former was for State occaswons  There i1s a great
conflict on between the forces of good and evil  Satan is deter-
mined that the bride shall not suceced in reaclhing the 1hvone. It
is a great blow to his pride to think that & company of people from
among the fallen sons of men widl be exalted to the throne and
possibly possess the very palace or pavilion which he origmally
inhabited, but lost through the fall (Ezek. xxvii, 13, 14), but as
we ride forth 1o battle it is our privilege to ride m the chariot whech
has been provided by our Warrior King, and which He gladly
shares with us.

Silver speaks of the redemption of Calvary, and gold of divine
Iife.  Purple speaks of authoity and splendour. It 1s upholstered
with love, and so no matter how hard the hattle goes, all we have
to do 1s to rest in His love, and ler God fight our battles for us

The chaplur concludes with the binde calling the attention of
the people to her Bridegroom mn the following words, “ Behold King
Solomon ' How unlilke many in our day, whose chief employment
seems to be calling attention 1o themselves.  John Wesley, in
writing to Bishop Ashbury, once said “1 study to be small”
“ Humulity, that low sweet root from which all other virtues
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shoot ! What a great mty there 1s not more of it in evidence
among us.

Perbiaps you are fanmibar with this illustration; if so, pardon
my using 1t.  With this I will conclude my message. On a hot
summer 3 day [ am travelling along a dusty country road. Seeing
a pump in a farm yard 1 venture to open tlie yate, and walking up
the lane remove from the pump a cup which hangs thercon.
Holding 1t under ihe spout I operate the handle until there comes
forth a stream of clear sparkling water. "I press the cup to my
lips, slake my thirst, and pass on down the dusty highway., A few
moments later I ovcrtake a man who remarivs that he, too, had
been at the same well {or a drink, and asks me what 1 thought of
the cup. I reply that 1 did not notice whether it was a gold, silver,
gramite or tm cup, but thought it was the most satisfying water 1
ever drank.  The stranger scems surpased at my not having
paid spucial atteniio i to the cup, and assures me it was the prettiest
and finest shaped c¢. » he ever drank from, but has scarcely a good
word to say as to t . worth of the water.

Belovoed Reader, what matlers 1t whetber we «drink from a
gold, a silver, or an old tm cap. It is not the cup, but the water
from the well that slakes oune’s thirst,  Behold King Solomon, our
glorious Bridegroom, He Who is the Water of Life, He Who alone
can satisly our thirsty souls.

The Epistic to the Elssembly at
TRome.

BIBLE STUDY No. 21.

Rom. x, 1-3, presents to our view the Jews as a DISOBEDIENT
(unbelieving) and cainsaving (Gr. contradicting, uttering against
people, “TFor they being ignorant of God’s RIGHTEOUSNESS and
going about {Gr. scekm<r) to EsTABLISH {Gr. make to stand) their
own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the
RIGHTEOUSNESS of Gon.” They not only will not believe that Christ
is the end of the Law unto righteousness for them and the whole
world, but they have set themselves to deny His Sonship and speak
against the word and work of God. Those who have ministered
amongst them see how true this 1s.  Yet Moses had declared (Lev.
xviil, 5) “That the man which doeth these things shall live by
them, as the righteousness which is of the Law. No man ever did
keep the Law, so the Law was always against the man that tricd to
live by Law.  Hisonlyalternative to condemnation therefore was
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to bring a sin offering. When our blessed Lord died, the veil of
the Temple was sent in twain, showing the nation that God had
for ever ceased to accept any “ Law " oftering or any other service
in that place, so that the Jew in sin and failure could no longer
present a beast or bivd or any other offertng which would be
accepted by God, and he must needs turn away from the Temple
and go 1o “ the place of a skull” “ outside the Gate” of Jerusalem
even to Calvary, where God had provided an ATONEMENT for SN
and also a RIGHTEQUSNESS whicl: He would freely bestow on every
one that rececived the ATONEMENI wrought out by the Lord Jesus
Christ.

Now the Jews as a people refused God's perfected way in
Christ on the Cross and sel themselves to speak against *“ the way
of the Lord” and not only so but whiist they had the power to
do so they pumished and slew the lord’s servants who declared
“the counsct of God.” They continued 1o make offerings before
a patched veEN. (think of such a thing before God!] until the
Romans cast the Temple down. Since then they have been without
an offering according to the LAw which they think they keep !

Undder such conditions as these the jews are still determined
to set up a righteousness of their own. Every day in their lives
they are a failure—yet to the end of their lives they hope to
ESTABLISH a righteousness of their own! It never was done and
never cau be done by man. So they die without RIGHTEOUSNESS
beeause they refuse to receive God's eternal gift of RIGHTEOUSNESS
through Jesus the Christ. Truly they are “a disobedient and gain-
saying pcople.”

Now it is just the same with the multiludes of Gentiles who
refuse the mercy of God. The same false foundation is the basis
of much teaching amongst Christians who are ignorant of the fact
that the Righteousness of Christ 1s the only ground of acceptance
before God. These professing tcachers sct up conditions which
cannot be fulfilled by the people they instruct and the consequence
is a life of depression and fear—yea, a life even of dread. I have
met many such, and, praise God, have been able to help them by
a display of God's Gift of Righteousness according to His Word

It will help the student if we consider the Three Righteous-
nesses which pertained to our Lord m His Life in the flesh. In
the frrst He was God manifest in the lesh {Mati. 1, 23, T Tim. in,
16). This Righteousness pertained to Him as God. In the second
He was Righteous as man. II Cor. v, 21—" He knew no sin.”
Heb. iv, 15—He was “ without siN.” I Peter ii, 22-—He “did no
sin.” I Jno. iii, 5—* Tn Him is no sm.” The third Righteonsness
which pertained to our Lord was the Righteousness OF OBEDIENCE
(Rom. v, 19). The first and second were essential to His Godhead
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and ITis Manhood respectively and could not be miparted to men,
but the RIGIIECUSNESS of UREDIENCE was voluntary and entirely for
the world’s need. *Therelore doth my Father love me, because
[ lay down my Ife that I may take 1t again. No man taketh it
from me, but I lay 1t down of mysclf. 1 have power to lay it down,
and [ have power to take it again  This Commandment have I
received of My Father 7 {(Jno. x, 17, 18} The telationshup between
the FFather and the Son was perfect. * He that sent Me is with
Me. The Father hath not left Me alone: for T do always those
things that please Him”' (Jno. vi, 28, 29). Lhere was no causc
m Hinnvelf for death—it was for the sin of tre world that He died.
That which “He had not” was put upon Hmm by the Father
“The Lord hath lard upon Him the mquity of us all ” (Isa. I, 6).
This was cone during the three hours of darliness when He was
on the Cross.  Consider tius, beloved child of God.  See the
Father's love to thee ! It was Flis will that iy siN; Y not in part
but the whole,” <hould be taken off thee and lawl upon FHis
Righteous Son. *'[e (the FFather) hath made Him (the Son) to be
Sin for us, Wito hnew no sy’ Concerning the will of tife Father
our Lord said, “1 delght to do Thy will” (Psa xI, 8). Shut out
of the view of angels, men and demons on that cruel cross, the Son
dehghted to complete the will of God for our Salvation, and n that
solemn time 4 Righteousness of Obedience was wrought out which
our heavenly Father could fake off s beloved Son and put upon
thee and me! Thus the Prodigal son with no ment was covered
by the best Robe the IFather had, and 1t was placed upon him by
others, as were also the ring and shoes; the Feast also was the
Father's providing. No other covering will take us to God; there
15 no other covering for those in the first Resurrection.  Think
again what a poor creature thon art and yet thou canst rejoice in
the glorwous Righleousness brought by the Obedience of Christ
and with which thou art covered The Father and the Son were
alone at the Cross; all others were shut out by the darkness from
the sixth to the ninth hour. “The works of the Lord are great,
soug ht out of them that have pleasure therem. His work is noNour-
aBLE and cLorrous " (Psa. ¢x1, 2 and 3). Could anything be
ereater than this which toole place between the Father and the Son
on hehalf of a ruined race? Iiverything was so real and perfect
and known beforechand ' Nothing unconsidered 1n regard to man,
the creatures need  nothing could come undone or become
ineffective. At the conclusion of the solemn transaction the dark-
ness was remoned and men again saw the Son of Man, and one
gave Him vinegar to drink.  “ When Jesus therefore had reccived
the vinegar He said, ‘It is inished’ - and He howed His head and
gave up the Spirit” (Jno. xix, 30, Lol n, 8).  “OBEmENT unto
death.” ‘The Righteousness set up by the Righteous Obedience of
Cheist is the glory of God His Father, and has heen set forth as
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a free gift to all who believe and sunmiT themselves to receive it
as their sole ground of acceptance with God. The conditjon
appointed by God for the receiving of tins Gift of Righteousness
“now is made manifest, and by the Scriptures of the prophets,
according to the commandment of the everlasting God, made
known to all nations for the OBEDIENCE of FarTH (Rom. xvi, 26).
All men can believe if willing (Rom. xi, 30-32, II Peter iii, 9).
“This 1s the work of God, that ye BELIEVE oN HiMm Waoa He HA
SENT " (Jno. vi, 29, I Jno. ui, 23, Rom. iii, 22).

Now the Jews as a people have set themselves not to accept
Christ or the Righteousness of God as a gift. They also gainsay
the Word of God concerning it. Paul the Apostle said, “1 was no!
disobedient to the heavenly vision ” (Acts xxvi, 19).

Rom. x, 6, points out how the Righteousness which 1s of FaiTn
speaks. * Say not in thine heart, ¢ Who shall ascend into heaven'
(that is to bring Christ down from above) or ‘ Who shall descend!
into the deep’ (that 1s to bring up Clrist again from the dead) ”
- This reveals the helplessness of the Jew or any man. “But what
saith it? ‘The Worbp is mgh thee (any man, Jew or Gentile), EVEN
IN THY MOUTH, and IN THY HEART,” that 1s the word of ranu, which
we proclaim” : in other words the Word preached has been
carried into the heart and into the mouth of the sinner, so that all
the sceking and preparing of the sinner for salvation 1s done by
God. The word 1s put in the heart to be believed and put 1n the
mouth ready to be confessed! Wonderful beyond thought or
words, only by REVELATION could we know this soul moving pre-
paration for our salvation. ‘That if thou shalt confess with thy
mouth the Lord Jesus (who came from above) and shalt believe in
thine heart that God hath vaised Him from the dead THOU SHALT
BE SAVED.” This sets the creature MaN in his true position * For
with the heart man believeth unto RIGHTEOUSNESS; and with the
mouth confession is made unto saLvartion” (vv. 6-10).

“There 1s no difference between the Jew and the Gentile, for
the same Lord over all is RICH UNTO ALL THAT CALL UPON HIM. For
whosoever shall call upon the NaAME of the LORD SHALL BE SAVED”
(vv. 12, 13).

Truly the Jew is without excuse. But some will ask, as
anticipated 1n vv. 14, 15, ““ (1) How shall they call on Him in Whom
they have not behieved? (2) How shall they beheve in Him of
Whom they have not heard? (3) How shall they hear without a
preacher?” God’s answer to these three questions is found in
v. 18. *Have they not heard? Yea, verily, ‘ Their sound went
Into ALL THE EARTH, and their (preachers’) words unto the ends of
the (habitable) world.”” This 1s confirmed in Col. i, 23, “ The
Gospele. . . which was preached to every creature which is under
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heaven " God would not and could not feave anything undone
necessary to make salvalon possible to the Jew and every other
creature which 1s under heaven.

Anather question by the doubter is also antiapated. ™ How
(deliberation and doubt, Gr.) shall they preach—ewcept they be
sent? ”’ This rases the question of ethcrent or mellicient preachers.
God's answer to this question 1s wonderful - T was tound of them
that sought Me nof, I was MADE MANIFEST unto 108 1HAL ASKED
NOI AFTER ME,” aud tins s put an confrast with what God dud to
and for Israel. ** For He satth, *All day Jong I have stretcuen
LORTH MY HANDS unto a DISOBEDIENT (unbehicving) and Gunsaving
pEOrLE’ " (v. 21) o Isvrael-—things made plamm—hands stretched
forth—with no result  To the Gentide (including the nearnes) He
rEVEALS Himscll —malkes Hhimselt mavvrkste unto “1HeEM 1ial
ASKED not aritk ME T In this statement there s a complete
answver 1o the question as o IMLELECIBN D PREACHERS whom  men
think prevent the hearers lrom vadestanding God’s call to repent-
ance and behieving m His dear Son. The IPather’s MANIFESTATION
15 the measure of the creatuce’s rReEsroxsirLny and nof the gualdy
of the preaching heard. Tins 1s an amportant matter o under-
stanch. God  MANIVES1S 1HMSELE to those who hear eflicient
preachers {these are they with beaulttul feer, v. 15), to those who
hear unsent preachers, and also to those who find Him but seck
Him not ! Truly *“ He 1s a great God and a Saviour.”  Fhe punish-
ment of the lost 15 no problem concerning God's nighteousness
when we see that “ All day Jong ™ he called and stretched out His
hands to lIsracl and He also meoufested Imself to all the
remammder. Hence we say with deepest reverence that our Lord
will do all He has sawd to the unsaved and will {uor ever be fhic
Righteous God.

I have condensed this chapter very nruch, but pray our blessed
Lord to make manifest to every reader the depths of the things
spokenr of.  This 1s a time when we must understand the wavs of
God if we are to declare His counsel without fear or hesitation, for
only under such conditions will we be commended of God.  Let us
humbly pray for one another durmg these darkening days, Surely
the coming of the Lord draweth near.
