N the contmuatron nf the stady of this important
I aubpect, we would observe that another demand
wlith Christ makes upon the Christian desciple
= that of discrptne For whom the Lord loveth
He cisciphneth * (Heb xu 6, Newberry) This
scripture and 1ts context reveals that discipline 5 a
token. of Divine devotion rather than displeasure, and
moreover that it 15 essenttal to the development and
enmsummaticn of the Divine purpose e the Lle of
the believer ™ That we mught be partakérs (part-
ners) of His holiness *’ 1s the expressed objective of
fiod 1n all His chastening processes
This term °° discipline  may not, at first, sound
any too pleasant to the ear—paossibly it conveys w
the mrngd the 1dea of mexcrable and arbitrary laws,
the stern and severc applicatton of authorty It has
a legal ring about it, and savours too much of cur-
tasted libertres  Does not the Gospel offer freedom?
Are vie not, as Christians, called to a spiritual en-
franchisement® Does not the inspired Word tell us

that ** where the Spirit of the Lord 1s there 15 liber-
5?7 Yes, this s afl perfectdy and wonderfully
true ' But Chrstan Liberty does not mean wmmuonity

from Dhvine authonity. God our Father reserves o
Himself the right to correct and control the con-
duct of those who bear His name  Our freedom must
atways amnd only be understood as within the Limits
of God's will

In pur ntercourse with God we shall discover that
the Holy Ghost s a strict Enserplinarian He will
apply the Word of God unspaningly and imparually
1 His munstry of educatton Many a time we shall
hnow the restraint of the Spinit; His hand wrll arrest
us when bent upon some self-planned enterprize, and
Hes wvowe will call us back to the pattern which per-
haps i our haste we have rmissed

las, how tmany disciples therc are whe remam
cdwarfs iy their Christian expertence—they cling to the
ctadle or hinger in the nursery, choosing to crawl
rather than chmb, seldom advancing beyond the kin-
dergarten stage  An elementary education satisfies
Hrem. They lack that apostohe ambitios  which
teaches forth  unto the things which are before™

that presses towards the merk, anxtous 1o possess
the prize They shrnk from the precicus disapline
that would promote them wn the school of faith: they
are pussessed of pno loly desire for distinction; the
prospect of graduating for a higher lIife and more ad-
vanced mumistry in the Lord holds no allurements for
them They refuse to submut to the yoke of the
Holy Spinit and so mass God's best  Thewr spunituat
temperature 15 low . thewr spiritual wictories are few;
thew spirttwal growth is slow  They prefer paddlng
to plunging, and so remain ‘° ankle-deep '’ disciples
With such didatory disciples the Master at tmes 1s
competled to employ drastic measures to accomplish
their advancement.

Let us pruceed 1o speak of one or two aspects of
Chnstan discipbne —
The

(a) The Discipline of Temptation, or Test

of Faith

It 15 not without its sigmficance that we discover
s many of those disciplinary incidents in the fives
vf the Old Testament sants  For instance, at
Morgh we see God testing the faith and fealty of
Abiaham Wil the Patriarch staad the stram of
this fresh and fuller call tv consecration® Elijah,
the Prophet of Fire, tarrnes amud the sidence and
loneliness of his Cherith covert Wil the passionate
prophet submit to the diseipline of restramt  thus
tmposed? Moses, the Man of God, for forty long
yvars suffers the discipline of the lonely mountain
slopes  What a trial those years must have proved
to his confidence m Jehovah! David for many a
wedry yeur experiences the hitterness of King Saul—
ke a bird of prey he 1s hunted by those who sought
to encompass his downfzll Experiences such as
these must have meant tremendous temptation to
these mien of God And yet what wealth of spiritual
and moral strength those years of discipline brought !

In the construction of Christian character we con-
clude that temptation is both unavoidable and in-
valuuble The pathway to the throne, which 15 the
goal of the belig,er, always lies wvia rhe wilderness
of temptation  *Tis her¢ that we meet new an-
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tagomusms and encounter the Satanic challenge to our
discipleship and sonship Forces of evil fling them-
selves across our path that will severely test the
quality of our armour and the worth of our weapons.

The Christian conflict 1s termed ‘‘ the fight of
faith,” and consequently faith 1z an ndispensable part
of the accoutrement of the Christian combatant
Whether engaged m offensne or defensive action,
without faith 1t s impossible for the sold.ier of the
Cross to distinguish himself. Faith is wital to vic-
tory ! * This 15 the victory . . even our faith ™
“ Who through fauth waxed vabant in the
fght ’' The follower of the Lord Jesus Christ must
Enow what to believe, how to believe, and always
to beheve Therefore he should welcome those ex-
periences which demand the exerase of this faculty
of faith, for thus it will be strengthened and en-
larged The Apostie James knew somewbat ol the
value of temptation when he wrote  blessed 15 the
man that cndureth temptatton ¥ Great indeed are
the treasures of temptation' At times the child of
God may find himself encompassed by a host of dif-
ficulties—hemmed in by a thousand dangers. This
5 the very opportunity that farth needs to expand its
wings and 1t the soul to the sunlit summit of some
new spintual albitude. Fath shrinks not from the
contest, neither 1s mntimidated by the ‘‘sudden crisis.”
It cries out with apostolic assurance ‘I helieve
God, that it shall be even as it was told me ™ Like
the Master, the soul ** staggers not *> but passes up
out of its fierce engagement with the Enemy, aod re-
turns to its Galdee of minestry *° in the power of the
Spirit," ready for further conquests

Maybe God has mot wrought a miracle for our de
bverance from the uncongenial place, but greater in-
deen has been the marvel of His grace to keep in per-
fect peace ‘‘amid a very wilderness of stern surround-
mgs " Precious has proved the diseipline of the dis-
agreeable pltace Perchance it has been a hostife
home-circle, where the fires of cruel criticism have
burned with even mn¢reasmg fury  And yet so great
has been the triumph of grace and love that we have
been enabled to come forth without ever the ** smell
of firc ” wpon our garments

From the foregoing we gather that one important
phase of distipleship is what we might describe as
the military aspect. The believer is called to con-
flict with enemies both subtle and strong. It is
noteworthy that in actual warfare it is unusuval to
thrust raw recruts into the finng bne—this would
involve too great a risk and probably result in heavy
loss  There must needs be months and sometimes
years of preparation—many disciphinary processes
have to be passed through ere the soldier is qualified
to take his place at the front Some such thought
as this finds expression m Paul's reminder to the
Thessalonians where he says ** God tested and ap-
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proved us befare entrustng us with His Good News '
{I. Thess n 4, Weymouth} Our Great Comman-
der, 1o conducting His campaign against the powers
of darkness, does not allow unskilled and unequipped
warriors to lead the van 10 His victortous legions

It has
deepened therr devotion, enriched thewr fmith, and
gilded thewr lives with a new spintual glory  To them
the ‘' dark place’ has become ‘' the home ot
vision **  Tears have proved *‘ the msters of God
Amud the shadows of suflering, love has shone thw
brightest and grown the strowgest. Is 1t not upon
the loom of pamn that God ofttimes weaves the gar-
ment of finest texture and richest design? Is -t
not upon the anvil of anguwsh that sometimes the
Lord welds our lives into the closest, sweetest and
most frueful enron with Himself?  Thus Life beconies
wnlaad with the precrous mosaic of God's perfect wall
Eternity alone will reveal the wonders that have been
wrought in the forge of affliction Here God per-
forms some of His most wonderful and glorious
operattons and transformations As we pass through
the fires of fierce persccution, the bed of the rver
of attachment to Jesus 15 hroadened and deepened in
our lives, and a new and holy impulse¢ and impetus
15 grrven to s cleansing, healing waters

The Apostle, in his Epistle to the Corinthians, rc-
fers to the experience of the ° Churches of Mace-
domia **, how that though they had been tested to
the uttermost by affhction, yet their joy threuvghouat
** hacd been overbrimming.” Again, listen to the
triumphant and thrilling testimony of one who was
learning precious lessons in the school of cruel cir-
cumstances . “* On every hand hard-pressed am I—
yet not crushed! In desperate plight am l—vyet not
. despar! Close foliowed by pursuers—set not
abandoned by Him! Beaten to the earth—vyer neve:
destroyed '’ (II, Cor, v 8, 9, AS Way) The
same writer, in another Epstle, reminds us that
** tribulation . worketh 1" Yes, it 1s the servant
of the Lord and yrelds positive and permanent re-
sults ¥ Tt is well to bear in mind that it 15 the hand
of love that wields the flail of correction and chas-
tisement  How often God has to use the discipline
of difficulty to create within us the desired disposi-
tion to say “ yes’ to all His will.
