Men and women, who have never been horn again,
settle down comfortably with this state of things from
week to week until sooner or later, they find that
they have clad themselves in the “ filthy rags ' of
their own righteousness (see Isaiah [xrv. 6}, wnsiead of
the  weddmg garmeni ” of God's providing, and
that they have walked in the * sparks of their own
kindling ** (Isaiah 1 11), instead of recetving the in-
shining of that “ light ** which comes from the face
of Jesus Christ the Saviour 1 glory (II Cor. 1. 6)

In the guiet rectory of a Iittle village in Northamp-
tonshire, lived a person of the above type. She was
a decent, respectable woman, and, withal religious
too  But, sad to say, her soul was a stranger to
Christ as her own personal Sawmour

For several years she had lived with the aged rector
in the-capacity of housekeeper.

My dear reader, to what are you trusung for sal-
vatien® Perhaps, Like the poor soul just alluded to,
your Lfe has been fairly good, 1 e, compared with
many others You have always conducted yourself
with due propriety, and sought to live honestly You
have diligentiy attended to your (so-called) rehgious
duties, you have your famly pew at church, or your
hired sitting n the chapel, and, moreover, you have
supported the *‘ cause ** with no niggard hand, ane
that for muny years. Perhaps even your mumster or
class leader, with many others of your fellow-pro-
fessors, have long ™ taken f for gianted *' that you
are o the night road

But pause now, and answer m the presence of
God, Has all this fitted you for heaven®

Ah' you cannol, you dare not say that it has: but
still you fondly hope that, +f you stll go on wm thus way,
Christ merits will be added to yours to make up any
deficiency n the end. And besides, you trust by -
creased pious efforts, still further to wmprove your
utle for heaven, before being called to die

HE Scriprures tefl us that it 15 more blassed to
I giwve than to receve, also that they that
honour the Lord shall be honoured by the
Lord He that soweth sparingly shall reap sparingly
and he that soweth bountifully shall also reap boun-
tifully *  Giving s mnherent in God He so loved
the world that He gare. Giving expressed His love
The principle of giving 18 inherent i God’s people
becausc they have partaken of the nature of God.
God s system of guving 15 clearly defined in the law
which reads zs follows

And all the tithe of the land, whether of the seed of the land
or of the frurt of the tree 1s the Lord's 1t 1% holy unto the
Lord And if 2 man wiil at all redeem ought of his tithes,
ke shall add thereto the fifth part thercof And concerning the
rithe of the herd or the Jlock, even of whatsoever passeth
undzr the rod, the tenth shall ba bofy unto the Loed  He shall
not search whether 1t be good or bad, meither shall he change
it, and if he change 1t at all, then both i and the change
thereof shall be holy, st shall nur be redeemea These are
the commandments which the Lord commanded Mosez for the
ehildren of Israzl in Meunt Smmai {Lev zxvy 3034}

Thou shale truly ohe all the merease of thy seed that the
fieid bringeth forth year by year And thou shalt eat before
the Lord thy God in the place which He shal' choose to
pltace His Name there, the uthe of thﬁ corn, of thy wine
and of thime otl and the firsthngs of thy herds and of thy
flockzs  thae thou mavest tearn by fear the Lord thy God always
Anid 3f the way be oo long fur thee, sa that thou art naot
able to carry it or if the place be too far from thee, which
the Lord thy God shall choose to set His Name tnere, when
the Lord thy God hath blessed thee, then shalt thou turn 1t
into money and bind up the money 1 thine hand and shalt
go unto the place which the Lord thy God shall choose
(Deur xn 2085

The law, however, did not ecreate this system
The law simply recogmsed the system which had
been created in God’s economy previous to the giving
of the law  In Gen xiv 18-20 we read:

And Melchizedele ling of Salem brought forth bread ana
wime and he was the priast of the miost high God. And he
blessed him and said * Blessed be Abram of the most high
God, possessor of heaven and earth, and bressed be the most
high God which hath delivered thine enetniss inte thy hand *
And he gave him tithes of =il
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so  shall thy
burst out with new wine —Proverbs w1 9, 10

Jacob, also, knew by what system be should ap-
proach God in the matter of givieg, and expresses
it thus

And Jacob vowed a vow, saying If God will be with me and
will keep me o this way that [ go ana will give me bread
ta eat and raument L puoe on, so that I come agrin to my
father's heuwse 10 peace, 1hen shall the Lord be my God And
this stone which [ have set for & pitlar shall be God's house
and of all that Thou shalt give me I wiil surely give the tenth
unto Thea {Gen =xzvin 20-22)

By these two Scripturcs we clearly see that a giving
of the uthe was a system In force previcus to the
giving of the law so that it could not be said that
tithing belonged to the law  The law did not create
tithing ; 1t sumply recognised that 1t had been created
previously

[n the Mew Testament we are Jnstrucled as follows

Now concerning the colleciion for the saints as T have given
order to the churches of Golata, even so do ye  Upon the
first day of the week ler everyone of you lay by him in store
ws God hath prospered him, that there be no gathermgs when
I ¢ome (I Cor 1 2}

‘We must remember that the only instructions as to
this sysiem that the people had at this time were n
the Old Testament and that system is clearly defined
as to tithing. Tithing, therefore, 1z not under law
but grace, and those who object to tthing by saymg
that they are not under law but under grace are really
not 1n grace but in disgrace and do not give according
to their means but according to their meanness, Some
malie the excuse and evadc their responsibility by say-
ing that everything they have belongs to God If =0
the practical apphcation would be to turn it «nto God's
treasury But God has not asked us to give it all
but to give a portion He has ntot asked us to give
everything 1n general and nothing 10 particular.
Some may say they do not know what their tithe is
We hold that everyone knows who wants to know.
Suppose we reverse it in order to illustrate, We say
that the clerkk of the City Hall has been authorised
to give everyone who will make application to him
ten per cent, addition to his income. Ewveryone then
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would know what a  tithe was. Everyone would
know that 1t was ten per cent. imn additior to his
income for the month and would be down at the
City Hall bright and early to receive it

The question 1s often asked, ** Is 1t right for me
to pay tithes while I am mn debt? ” We answer,
“ Absolutely YES!** The tithe is the debt that we
owe to God. Thus debt s first in time, first in prin-
ciple and from every angle you can look at it, it
comes first. To pay your debts to God and recenve
His blessing in temporal affairs will enable you to
pay your debts to man more quickly than for you to
to evade s debt and get out of touch with God.
The Word of God clearly promises temporal pros-
penty for those who tithe unto the Lord. This 1s
embraced 1n the text *° Honour the Lord with thy
substance and the first frots of tlune ncrease '
That 15 the conditron, and the reward is, © That thy
barns shall be filled with plenty and thy presses shall
burst out with new wine > People who have tried
it have proved it to be true

We have the case of Mr. Colgate, the great soap
manufacturer of New York Mr Colgate left home
when a very smafl boy  His farther was a soap malker
and was poor The boy left home and started for
the City to earn a livelihood On thc way he met
a sea captain who was a Christian, who took him
under a trec n the shade and had a talk with him.
He asked the little lad what he could do and he

W
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answered that he knew only how to make sunp and
candles The sea captam gave him this  advice,
' Geve your heart to God and nthe your ncome
Some day there 1s going to be a man at the head of
the great soap industries of New York and there i
no reason why you should not be that man " "The
boy took the advice, went to the City and gutl
job, earned a doliar and gave ten cents to the causc of
God, earned two dollars and gave twenty cents tor the
cause of God and so on.  He soon gor a positin 1 s
soap factory and continued to tithe his mncome and
continued to prosper It was not long until he 1o
from a common labourer to foreman, then to manager
then to president of the company with a share n the
business, and finally owned the entire establishmont
As he continved to prosper he gave two bithes, he
prospered more and gave three tithes, he soli pros-
pered and gave four. He prospered still niore and
decided to give half of all ks income. lle :then
called his friends together and told them the seciet
of his success: that it was because of tithing to the
Lord; and from this on he would give everything
above a livellhood His name 15 a household pame
to-day and he has established charitable vstitutioms
all over the United States, due to the fact that he
honoured the Lord and God honoured him  Hue-
dreds of cases like this can be cited We do not
behieve it has ever failed when there is a right mouve
behind it

true; that God never made man God says that [le
did, and we know that the Bible stands true

We are also 1n the wilderness religiously 1t see:ns
t> me that we are in a worse wilderness religiously
than in any other way. Al kinds of religions are
abroad i the land to-day; all types of Christiunity,
all kinds of * isms.”” It 153 in the ** wilderness ™
that we find ravenous beasts, reptiles and creeping
things, whose sting will cause death Here comes
a man and he sits down under a tree and preaches
one kind of a theory Another comes along from
under another tree who is propagating another theory
and the leaves of the trees they are siting under grow
and expand until they shut out the light of God that
should guide us on our way. Iostead of seemng ovur
pathway clear we are led about by doubts, fears, and
unbelief  There are many preachers staggering around
in the wilderness not able to see their way clearly, who
are worse off than the people—""Blind leaders of the
blind and both will fall into the ditch ™' But in the
midst of the uncertainty, in the midst of the scepticism
that is going on in the world, there is something taking
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place, and we can see 1t by fmth There is an ever
increasing procession marching up out of this wilder-
ngss, this uncertamnty, with their faces *f set like
a flint toward Zion,”” and chmbing this upward
grade with their hearts strong within them From
every denominauon, from every race, kindred, tribe
and tongue, are conmung up those who have heard
the ** Vowe of ope crymg in the wilderness, Repent
for the Kingdom of Heaven 1s at hand.”

Opening up of a New Mission Station
A LETTER FROM MR. JAMES MULLAN

INCE [ last wrote to you from Mwanza, I have
S been moving round a little, and have eventually
settled here at Busango I left Mwanza on
July 2nd mm company with Mr Hodsen and Mr
Gittings for Kisale, where I remaimned a week warting
for Mr Womersley, who was to follow us It was
decsded at the Mwanza Conference that Mr. Womers-
les and I were to work together for the time being,
and that I accompany him to open up his new station
at Busango in Kasongo Membno Terntory. So as
soon as he arnived ar Kisale we borh set off for the
vitllage of PBusange We expencnced some very
rough travellng on our way here, but at last after
about a week of journeymg on bicycles (where we
could) over valleys, across streams and mountains,
we arnved at our deshimation tired, but thankful to
God for His care and protection on the path through
dangers seenl and unseen.

We arrived at Busango on July 19th, and the first
few days we spent look:ing for a swtable sice for a
Mission Statwon  We weren't long at Busango until
Mr Burton arnved from Mwanza to help us with
the latter task Needless to say we wore delighted
te have his able and wvaleable assistance, or rather,
I should say, we were glad to assist him  In a
short tume he had plans of our proposed site drawn
out for us and cverything complered with rhe Chief
of Busange, and was off again on s journey round
the statrons. after fically having the plans passed for
us with the Administrator at Kamina, to which place
Mr Womersley accompanied him, while I stayed at
home and ** kept house,” or ** kept tent,’’ till Mr,
Womersley returned a few days later

Spon Mr. Wometsley and I, with one or twa black
helpers, were busy cutling out paths through the
dense forest, to serve as boundaries to our piece of
fand Busango 1s a farly large village situated on
a large plateau some 3,700 feet above sea-level, and
on the stde of the hill where we are going to bwld
there 15 a dense tract of forest, which when parually
cleared will allow us a view out on to a beautiful
valley extending on one side for seme thirty miles
to the Lovot Rirver

We have been busy ever since cleaning away at
this forest, and now we have our tent pirched 1 a
cearing we have made The nights which have been
very cold we find a little warmer down here than up
in the village; beside we are not so0 much disturbed
here by the vsual noises accompanying village life.
In the forest we only hear the noises of various small
ammals and the song of numerous nsects, but when

we were up In the vilfage we found it rather difhwult
to sleep sometunes because of our neighbours’ sheep
and goats These kept up a continual bleaung all
night, and noi only that but they scented somc salt
we kept n the tent. and usually about mmdnight or
later our slumbers would be rudely awakened by goats
or sheep pushing unde.neath the canvas and lLicking
at the outside of the salt sack with loud smachs of
evident appreciation, wlile those outside would bleat
and endeavour to push in alse We found our boots
very useful weapons to conduct these nightly visitors
safely 1o the tent entrance

When we weren’t disturbed by sheep and goats, we
were sometimes (which was very often) visitest by
the village scavengers, snapping, snarling little native
dogs, which crunched up anwv stray bones found our-
side the rent Oftentimes at night also we heard the
village folks lamenting the death of some loved one
This custor of mourming for the dead .s always very
carefully observed here Wae have had difficulty so
far in gathering the natives together for any large
(ospel mectings, as some of the people are still away
working for the Government on the Kamina motos
road, and others are busily engaged in burning oft
the great tracts of bush and grass land on the plains,
and hunting the an.mals which run to vscupe the
fires 1 believe, however, that the hlessmg of (God
Iy resting on our meetings and we arc trusting soon
t> have a rich harvest of souls for this tune of sow-
mmg We would ask a special interest mn the prayers
of God’s people at this time, when so many httle
difficulties attendant on the opeming of a new station
are arising

A New Church Built

L are glad to say that the new church 158 now
fimshed. That which two months ago was

merely a dream, 13 now a reality, for not
unly 15 the church completed, but last week saw the
bailding filled with people, prasing the Lord for all
Hizs wonderful works On Thursday evenung we
commenced a four days’ convention, when the new
church was dedicated to the work of the Lord ameng
the Mexicans That first evening saw the bulding
filled, a number of Amencan sants coming along 1o
shew their interest in the workk The following
morning in the service, while we were praymg, an
unsaved Mexican woman knelt at the altar, and while
she was being prayed with the power of the Holy
Spirit came uwpon her and she fell prostrate on the
floor  We realized the presence of the Lord m a

In one of the meetings the speaker, mn the course of
his addiess, referred to the multitudes around us who
arc unsaved and who never attend any place of wor-
ship  This fact was so impressed upon him, that he
began to weep, and had to stop speaking, this so
attected many others present, that for a time erying

and prayers went up for the lost It was good to
feel this spint among the woikers, and numbers cf

Last mght we went to the home of a Mexican
sister un the Lord, at her iavitanon, to hold a service
in her house for the benefit of her husband an
American, who was sick, and whom we thought was
unsaved We were just a hittle company, two other
workers, a few Mexicans and ourselves After a
time of singing and prayer and a short address, we
sat praising the Lord, when presently we saw the
sick man quedy praising God, and quwering under

we know enough of the language to make ourselves
understood and to give out the Word in the meetings
While many of the men refuse to come 1 to the

Uttle dufficulty n being able w assign to

Chrst a proper place n the category of be-
mgs According to the Old Testameni there were
distinct gradations in the scale of being  First there
was the Lternal Jehovah, afterward the holy angels,
great i power and majesty, then came man, who
was a lilie bower than the angels, but higher than the
ammal creation {Psalm v 4-8)

No less a difficulty was the assigning to Christ a
pruper place 1p point of status The angels ooeupied
4 position of power and intunacy with the Most High
{Euke o 19)  Certan angelic beings stood v a
special relationship to God’s covenant people, and t
the nations of the world (Dangel x. 5, 6, 13, Damel
xuw 1) The law was mediated through angels at
Smait {Acts vu 53), and the sccunity of God’s anomted
ones were certified by angelic wvigilance (Psalm xc: 11)

The problem then that prescnted itself to these
people was, how could our Lord be * lower than
the angels,”’ yet transcend them It 1s this that the
writer seeks to clanfy.

The Lord Jesus Christ was personally superior to
any created order of being, on account of His unique
telationship to Almighty God His mode of bemng
was Deity He was the Eternal Son of the Eternal
Father Among the many sons of God's adoption,

{Heb u 10, John iii. 16).

Our Lord is the first begotren in point of prece-
dence [Heb 1 6) and the only begotten in point of
Personal Bemng.
