EPT' This 15 a word which bears all the
K fragrance of full consecration, and drops the
dew of utter abandonment to God It serves
tn remund us that we are ‘‘ not our own "’—that we
are His redeemed possession—His blood-won inher:-
tance—His love-guarded treasure
There are seasons when the fear of failure in ow
Christian hfe lays 1ts cold hand upon us, and we

A careful search among the promises wili reveal

drniving home to Clapham mn his carriage, he sud-
denly, and without any apparent cause, burst into
hilartous laughter It had suddenly struck him how
foolish 1t was to worry as he had been worrying
that morming when he had a splendid word like this
o lean upon  ‘‘ My giace 1s sufficient for thee ”’
There broke upon him the absurdity of gowng about
heavy-hearted with such a boundless promuise for his
presciit necd

"Tis true that there are occasions when our feet
tread particularly pertlous and treacherous pathways,
and but for the all-warchful eye of God, we should
fall an casy piey to the hidden pitfails set for our
unwary fect  In those momerts when we are sur-
roundud by those who make light of Christianity,
holding up to godless ridicule those things which are
50 precious Lo us, we shall be kept from compromuse
—kept from lowermng the flag of our faith—kept
with our colours bravely natled, to

unshaken by the gale of opposition which may be
blowing

I am reminded of the story by Robert Lows
Stevenson of the ship caught in a storm off a rocky
coast, 1n which all on board were threatened with
death  In the mudst of the prevailling terror one
doring mon wert on deck, made the dangerous pas-
sage to the pilot house, saw the steersman lashed fast

at his post holding the wheel down, and inch by
inch turning the ship out to sea. The pilot saw the
white face of the watcher, and smiled. Then the
passenger went below, and spread his news of checr
*“1 have seen the face of the pilot and he smuled
All's well ! ”

When we falter and fall, 1t 1s so often because we
are not continually trusting in the Lord to keep our
eyes upon Him  The greatest and surest safeguard
against stumbling 15 a fixed vision-—a heart that re-
fuses to wander from 1ts centre of attraction and
balance Let us but take our cyes off Hum fur a single
moment and at once our steps become unsteady and
uncertain—we begin to waver m our witness for
Jesus

The great Scottish evangelist, Duncan Mathteson,
before his death gave instructions to have engraved
upon his tombstone the single word, ‘* Kept ' Thus
signifying a hLfe’s testimony to the power of God

Paul in his Epistle to the Ephesians exhorts the
behievers to be *‘ filled with the Spint * Weymouth’s
rendering of this verse ts most suggestive, and doubt-
lcss conveys the corect thought in this passage
* Be being filled with the Spiit’ Now tlus 1s
exactly the secret that we need to learn—how to be
kepr full of the Holy Spint  This wil assure a vic-
tortous walk with God So often Chnstians have
otcasional filings, but they seem so soon to run dry
-—thewr freshness wears off, and the spiritual bloom
gets dimmed  This 1s all so desperately disappoint-
ing, and does considerable harm to the life’s testi-
mony It 1s

THE DIVINE PURPOSE

that our Lives should be kept brimful of the Holy
Ghost  If we are to be kept thus then we must re-
main in an attitude of complete and constant surren-
der, so that God can pour of His fulness nto the
channel of our lives

Another trouble 1s that our expcrience sufters so
sadly from fluctuptions, the altar-fires burn low and
the glow 1s lost We grieve over the intermittent
passton which ebbs and flows so alarmingly. To-day
we are red-hot, and then anon lukewarmness seizes
us Now we are among those who lead the van 1n
Christian enterprise but ere long our enthusiasm his
evaporated and our Zeal has spent itself, and we are
found among those who follow afar off The Lord
1» able to keep our hearts aglow, and make our breast
burn with an undying and undimimishing flame He
can save us from those pamful parentheses of cold-
ness, when we feel so limp and hfeless, and so unfit
for service ‘' Thou wilt keep bim . whose heart
15 stayed upon Thee,”’ 1s the wnspired afirmation of
the prophet Kept, when the clouds of care would
intervene and cut us off from Him; kept, with ouwr
munds garnsoned with that peace of God which sur-
passes all our dreams, kept exultant and expectant
‘“until the day break and the shadows flee away ”’
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Dr Pierson tells us 1 one of his books that there
» what 15 called the * cushion of the sea.” Down
benecath the surface that 1s agitated by storms, and
driven about with winds, there is a part of the sea
that 1s never stirred When we dredge the bottom
and bring up the remains of ammal and vegetable
ufe, we find that they giwve ewvidence of not having
been disturbed m the least, for hundreds and thou-
sands of years

That Glory never re-
turned save in the person of our Lord Jesus Christ,

To the Israelite, the Temple was the centre of
Spintual and national life. The disciples appear to

“ Not one stone left upon another® Incredible!
Imposs.ble! Dud Hiz voice seem harsh? Was He
gwing way to puersonal feelng? Had the treatment
of the religtous lgaders, and what He had seen, soured
Him? And * all these things —nine gates overlaid
with gold and silver, and one of sehd Corinthian
brass, ¥et more precicus  those gracefol and towerning
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porches, those polished and bevelled blocks forty cubits
Iong and ten cubits high; cloisters and stately pillars.
alternate blocks of red and white marble, recalling
the crest and hollow of the sea waves those vast
clusters of golden grapes, each cluster as large as a
man. They would have Him gaze with them on the
nising terraces of courts—the court of the Gentiles
with 1ts monolithiec columns and rich mosaic; above
this the flight of fourtgen steps which led to the court
of the priests, then once more the twelve steps which
led to the final platform crowned by the Holy Place
and Holy of Holies, which the rabbis fondly compared
for 1ts shape to a couchant lion, which, with its marble
whiteness, and golden roofs, looked like a glorious
mountain whose snowy summit was gilded by the
sun. Doubtless they thought that the loveliness and

MAGNIFICENCE OF THIS SCENE

would ntercede with Him, touching His hcarr with
mute appeal But the heart of Jesus was sad To
Him the scle beauty of a Temple was the sincerity
of s worshippers, and no gold, or marble, or bul-
Lant vermilion, or curiously carved cedar wood, no
delicate sculpturing or votive gems, could change for
Him a den of robbers into a house of prayer The
buuders were still busily at work, as they had been
for nearly fifty years, but their work, unblessed of
God, was destined—Ilike the earthquake-shaken forum
of guilty Pompen—to be destroyed before completed *

One only, Jesus, knew that the sound of His de-
parting footsteps had been the knell of the Temple's
glory One only, looking across the gulf of forty
years, could behold 1t vanishing in blood and fire

The disciples would follow Him down the mountain
"stde, and on toward the slope of Olivet As they
crossed Kidron, possibly a forgotten page of sacred
history returned to their minds Diud not this very
brook bear witness to a clgansing of the Temple in
Hezekiah’s days, when after it had been closed for
about fifteen years, he opened 1its doors and cleansed
it, throwing all the refuse into the Kidron Could
this Temple not be cleansed? But the answe. to that
question would be an echo of Christ’s words, ‘* How
often would I1P—but ye would not ' What a heart-
break 1t must have been to the apostles as well as to
Christ to know that their national religion was re-
fused, and their Temple

REJEGTED BY THEIR LEADER,

That they were to be pioneers of something different
would strike them forcibly now. if it never had done
before Thus 1t would be a sad group which as-
cended Olivet's slope that day.

‘““ And as He sat upon the Mount of Olives, the
disciples came unto Him prnvately, saying, Tell us,
when shall these things be? and what shall be the
sign of Thy coming, and of the end of the world? ¥
We infer from Mark’s Gospel that there were only
five persons present at that prophetic conference
They were Jesus, Peter, James, John and Andrew
These men had previously shared in Christ’s confi-
dences, and again they were to be sharers of the
Duivine secrets We may say It was a select and
secret group yet the number and natronality of the
few present 1n no way limits the scope of the sub-

jects of the prophecies Though addressed to a few

—'* Tell us '"—the replies were intended to apply to

allt until the end. No one person will Live through
them all The disciples were given a detaled ac-
count of the Great Tribulation, but none of them
have lived to see it. We 1n our days read of the
‘“ days of vengeance,'’ and know that we must look
back to AD 70. We did not see them. Enoch
knew of a coming deluge, though he was not toc see
it, and Abram shared God s secret as to Sodom’s
destruction, though he was not n it

Chapters xx.v and xxv of Matthew’s Gospel are
a summary of Chnst's replies to the apostles’ ques-
tions They are capable of a Iiteral and local inter-
pretation, and of a spinitual and general application
Before entering upon a general exposition, we pur-
pose offering a few comments with a view to clearing
the ground even then we can only touch

THE SALIENT POINTS,

We ask our readers to take nothing for granted, but
10 follow us with an open Bible -

The prophecies of the Lord Jesus as recorded in
Matthew xxiv and Mark xin. are similar That of
Luke xxi1 differs from them as to time and place of
utterance, and also somewhat as to subject matter
It would seem as though Jesus spoke the prophecy
recorded m Luke xx: while He was yet in the Temple
and within sight of the treasury Compare Luke
xx 1 and x01 1

It 15 generally recogmsed that the apostles asked
the Lord three questions, namely: (1} *“When shall
these things be” ™ fu) “ What shall be the sign of
Thy coming® "' {11) ‘“ And of the end of the world
[age]” " It appears, from the latter part of these
questions, that in the minds of the apostles, the
coming of Christ and the end of the age were closely
connected with the judgment that was about to come
upon the Temple and the chosen people—a connection
which was nght in point of fact, but wrong m
pomnt of time. Were the last two questions as one
mn the minds of the disciples® and did they expect
the coming of Christ and the end of the age to be
simultaneous, or at least immedrately proximate?
In view of their question .n Acts . 6, ** Lord, wilt
Thou at this time restore again the kingdom to
Israel? ' or of the progress of truth in the Church
Epistles relative to the Rapture, we feel that the an-
swer 1s ** Yes."

In these as in other scriptures, there 1s a natural
side and a spinitual side to them howbeit that 1s not
first which .8 spuritual, but that which 1s natural ,
and afterwards that which 1s spirttual

To the first question, ‘‘ When shall these things
be? " there 1s a very matenal side  ** These things '
teferred to colossal buildings, and their overthrow,
not leaving one stone upon another. ‘‘These things'’

were LOCGAL AND LITERAL

They were Jewish and pertained to Jerusalem Thus
Christ in His answer reframs from parables or sym-
bolic language and speaks planly, using words of
sight and sense  False christs, false prophets, wars,
famines, pesulences, earthquake, decreasing love, and
abounding miquity are given as signposts along the
road, and as throes preced'ng the destruction of Jeru-
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salem. The perils to pregnant women and nursing
mothers of that time are shewn Prayer that flight
be not in wmter or on the Sabbath Day 1s enjoined.

These given signs were all 1n evidence before the
death of the apostles John says, ‘° Even now are
there many antichrists ' (I. John n 18) A false
prophet is noted and named 1n Acts xu. 6 We
read, ‘* Many false prophets are gone out mto the
world’’ (I. John iv 1). Josephus says that before
A.1D 70, ‘‘Palestine was overrun with magicians,
seducers and impostors, who drew the people after
them 1n multitudes into solitudes and deserts to see
the signs and miracles which they promised to shew
by the power of God.”” Wars had torn the Roman
Empire into division, and four Emperors,

NERO, GALBA, OTHO, AND VIiTELLIUS

suftered violent deaths within eighteen months, A
local famme ts referred to in Acts x1. 28. 'We need
not go outside the scriptures for the record of apos-
tolie afflictions, persecutions, imprisonments, and
scourgings. They were brought before the sanhedrin,
del.vered to synagogues, imprisoned, beaten, and
many of them killed. The Christians were the sect
everywhere spoken against, and it 1s generally be-
lieved that Nero took advantage of this, when setting
fire to Rome, to put the blame upon the Christians
aind make 1t the excuse for an intensive persecution
The Epistles reveal that despite apostolic power and
pastors, some of the saints had lost their first love,
and that oceans of iniquity and lawlessness were pre-
valent 1in those days These were the signposts on
the chronological path up to the destruction of the
city and Temple m A.D. 70.

From the pronouncement of its doom to the day of
its destruction was a period of about forty years.
(This, in scriprure, is the duration of testing, train-
ing or probation). During this time Israel had cru-
cified the Son of God, and had continued her persecu-
tion of His servants until judgment overtook her, In
A.D. 70 at Passover time when Jerusalem was over-
crowded with pilgrims, the storm broke Josephus
says, ‘‘ I cannot but think i1t was because God had
doomed this city to destruction as a poliuted city,
and was resolved to purge its sanctuary by fire, that
He cut off these their great defenders and well-
wishers, while those that a Ittle wlnle before had
worn the sacred garments, and presided over the
public worship, and had been esteemed venerable by
those that dwell in the whole habitable earth, were
cast out naked, and seen to be

FOOD FOR DOGS
and wild beasts > Never was a narrative more full
of horrors, frenzies, unspeakable degradations, and
Overwhelming miseries than 1s the history of the siege
of Jerusalem Never was any prophecy more closely,
More ternbly. more overwhelmmgly fulfilled than this
of Christ. ** The men going about tn the disguise of
Wwomen with swords concealed under their gay robes,
the rival outrages of John and Simon; the priests
struck by darts from the upper court of the Temple
and falling slain by the side of their own sacrifices,
the blood of all sorts of carcases, priests, strangers,
pProfane, standing in lakes in the holy courts, the
eorpses themselves lying in piles and mounds on the

altar slopes; the fires devouring cedarwood overlaid
with gold, friend and foe trampled to dgath on the
gleaming mosaics 1n promiscucus carnage; priests,
swollen with hunger, leaping madly into the devour-
mg flames,—till at last those flames had done their
work, and what had bgen the Temple of Jerusalem,
the bzautiful, the holy house of God, was a heap of
ghastly ruins, where the burning embers were half-
slaked 1n pools of gore.”

And did not all the righteous blood shed upon the
earth since the days of Abel come upon that genera-
tion? Did not many of that generation survive to
witness and to feel unutterable horrors which Josephus
tells?—to see their fellows ‘

CRUCIFIED IN IEST,

some one way, and some another, till room was want-
ing for the crosses, and crosses for the carcases; to
experience the deep silence and the kind of deadly
night which seized uvpon the cty in the intervals
of rage, to see 600,000 dead bodies carried out of
the gates; friends fighting madly for grass, nettles,
and the refuse of the drains, the bloody Zealots
gaping for want, and stumbling and staggering along
hke mad dogs; to hear the horrid tale of the miser-
able mother who in the pangs of famine, had devoured
her child, to be sold for slaves in such multitudes
that at last no one would buy them; the streets run-
ming with crimson streams, and the fire of burning
houses quenched .n the blood of their defenders? to
have therr young ones sold in hundreds, or exposed
in the amphitheatres to the sword of the gladiator or
the fury of the lLion,—until at last, since the people
were now slain, the holy House burned down and
the city 1n flames, there was nothing further left for
the enemy to do. In that awful siege it is beheved
there perished 1,100,000 men, beside the 97,000 who
were carried captive, and most of whom pernshed
subsequently in the arena or the mines It was an
awful thing to feel, as some of the survivors—eye-
witnesses, and they not Chnstians,—did feel, that
the city had

DESERVED ITS OVERTHROW

by producing a generation of men who were the
causes of its musfortune, and that neither did any
other aity ever suffer such miserigs, nor did any age
ever breed a generation more fruitful m wickedness
than this was since the beginning of the world
Titus, the Roman general, was astounded when he
saw the massrve structure. He had a great desire
to spare the Temple buildings, but the tactics of the
besieged forced him to lay siege to the place. In
the almost incredibly short space of three days he
encircled the aty with five miles of wall, manned
by thirteen strong garrisons, and the city which under
Zedekiah resisted the forces of Nebuchadnezzar for
sixteen months, capitulated to the Romans in less than
five months 'When Titus left Palestine he left the
tenth fegion under Terentivs Rufus to carry out the
work of demoliion  Both the city and 1ts walls were
thoroughty levelled and dug up that none wisiting
the city would believe 1t had ever been inhabited
How unlikely 1t all seemed of fulfilment when Christ
uttcred the prophecy' Those stones secmed fixed
for ever Yet less than forty years later Micah's
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prophecy was fulfilled, and ** Zion was ploughed as a
field, Jerusalem became heaps, and the mountain of
the house as the high places of the forest ™’

It is supposed that the Chrishians i  Jerusalem
were warned, by the gift of prophecy in the assem-
bly. of the impending doom of the city, and were able
to escape to Pella before the awful carnage com-
menced

But did the destruction of the city and Temple of
that time exhaust the fulfilment of Matthew xwxv
Those who say that it did so have to prove that at
that tume, (1) the sun was darkened, the moon ceased
her light, and the stars fell from heaven, (n) that the
powers of the heavens were shaken, and that

THE SIGN OF THE SON OF MAN

was seen in heaven, (m) that all the tribes of the
earth mourred; (1v) that the Son of Man come 10
the clouds of heaven with power and great glory,
(v) that the angels were sent forth with the sound of
a great trumpet and gathered together the elect from
the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other
No, these were Iiteral, and must have a uterat fulhi-
ment, We suggest that in the following senses
Matthew xxiv has not been fulfilled -

(1) Literally For the Jews have not yet sau,
** Blessed s He that cometh in the Name of the
Lord.”

(2). Physwcally *‘The abomination of desolation™
did not stand in the Holy Place n A D 70

(3) Geographuically Therc was no gathering by
God’s angels of His elect from the fomr winds, from
the ends of the heavens—contranwise, there was a
great scattering

(4) Astronomically The sun was not darkened,
nor did the moon not give her hight, nor diel the stars

fall from heaven, nor were the powers of the heavens
shaken

(5 Historwcally (a) The Son of Man did not
come 1n the clouds of heaven with power and great
glory  (b) All the tribes of the earth did not mourn

(6) Archaologially Jesus said, *' Therg shall
not be left here one stone upon another that shall no!
be throwr down »’  Although the destruction
AD 70 was very thorough, yet to-day, there still
stand what are beheved to be parts of the original
structure, e.g , the Wailing Wall, etc.

(7} Chronologiwcally The Fig Tree (Isracl) in-
stead of budding, was at that tume blhghted and
withered.

If, as we beleve, the above are true, then the
prophecy of Matthew xxiv goes into history beyond
AD 70 We suggest that what took place at that
tume was a partial fulfilment of the prophecy, a
foreshadowing of a simiar

EVENT OF FAR GREATER MAGNITUDE;

that the road to this event will be marked out hy
the same signs as those which led up to Jerusalem’'s
destrucrion, only they will increase in magnitude and
intenstty as the event approaches

Let us repeat here that we are looking for a local
and a Iitera] fulfilment of Chrst’s words as to thc
first question, ‘ When shall these things be? > We
must have another literal * Holy Place,’’ if the abomi-
nation of desolation has to be set up in 1t We might
have placed this event during the Maccabean wais,
when Antiochus sacrificed a pig 1n the Temple, had
not the Lord n His day referred to it as yet futuie
Does not Paul’'s statement in Il Thessalonians n
3, 4, respecting the Man of Sin * who opposeth and
exalteth himself, so that he as God sitteth i the
mner Temple of God, shewing himself that he 1o
God,” infer the buillding of another Temple There

must be a sanctuary if 1t s to be polluted (Danul
wu 31)

Evangelistic Work in South Africa

inward conviction of the reality of unseen

THIS word ewdence more properly signifies an

things Faith grasps the real existence
of the unseen world—the existence of angels

and therr minstry , the existence of the glorified Christ
at the right hand of God the Father, the person-
ality and presence of the Holy Spirit, the various
things that belong to the Divine kingdom and the
spirttual world which 1s yet unseen Faith is a per-
fect inward conviction of the reality of these things.

FAITH IS THE PIONEER

of the soul Tt must always take the lead in every-
thing  Faith 1s hke the surveyor that lays out the
land for the new railroad It is ltke the nawvigator
that sails over unknown seas, and makes a chart for
other satlors Faith 1s like the mventor that dis-
covers new methods of how to handle the forces of
nature. Faith must apprehend a Divine blessing be-
fore it becomes expenimental. Farth 1s the parent of
all graces, and the forerunner of all achievementts
No one can live better than his fauth.

Fuith 1s a repose, a leaning on the Divine strength
‘We often read and hear about the exercise of faith,
but the Bible does not contain a word about the
exercise of fairth, for faith 1s not in itself an exer-
cise, but a repose  Farth leans on Ged, and lets Him
worlk, as where the Lord said to Moses, *‘Stand sull,
and see the salvation of God’® And the apostle
speaks of entering into the rest of faith It is true
that faith leads to action, but faith, in itself, is lean-
mg on Christ, hsteming for His Word, and then
obeying Him  Scripture says, ‘“ He that believeth
shall not make haste’, that s, perfect faith

RESTS IN 60D, WAJTS ON GOD,

moves with God, without fret, without worry, and
thus keeps i harmony with Christ all the way
Faith understands Divine things It ts impossible
for any man of the world to form a true conception
of how the universe came nto existence Men have
all sorts of theories about the eternity of matter or
laws of evolution or development but, with all their

rr

theories, they can form no true conception to account
for the existence of the created universe But Paul
notifies us that it 1s ‘‘ through farth we understand
that the worlds were made by the power of God "
The creatton 15 perfectly inteligible to the man who
behieves God Apart from that faith, all philosophy
and all science are thrown into endless confusion
Faith grows most when being tried Just as trees
strike their roots deeper when the wind blows, so
fasth grows stronger when beng tested When
Christians are going through very severe trials and
perplexities, so much so that they know not what to
do, nor which way to turn, and it looks as tnough
they would faint and everything go to wreck, and ac-
cording to their feelings they seem to have no faith
at all, yet at those very times their faith 1s rapidly
growing, and reaching deeper down, and taking

A FIRM GRIP ON THE PROMISES,

and when the severe tral 1s over, they can see that
they are trusting God in a much deeper sense than
ever before It 1s said that steamships make steam
the fastest with a headwind, and that locomotives
generate steam more rapidly when gomng up a grade,
which ilustrates the fact that faith grows most under
severe trial and testing

Faith 15 the thing that specially pleases God, and
we read that ** without faith 1t 13 1mpossible to please
Hin * Faith honours God, 1in some respects, more
than any other principle in the soul, for 1f takes God
at His Word, against all odds, appearances, and feel-
ings  Faith magmifies the veracity of Christ when the
other principles seem to flee Paul says he lLived by
the faith of the Son of God Jesus prayed for Peter,
that his farth might not fail him, because, if his faith
was preserved, everything else would come out all
right n the end

Because faith pleases God 1in a very spectal way,
He has atranged that it shall have a great reward
We are now living the hfe of faith, and the farth we
have in present hife will measure the degree of glory
in the hife to come

about the Father’s house. Note His first

thought here, namely, that the Father's house
1s the cure for the troubled heart—'‘ Let not your
heart be troubled . in My Father’s house are many
manstons »’ (John xiv. 2},

Hope 1nspires courage. A fierce storm was sweep-~
ing the Great Lakes. A steam tug towing a barge
began to founder The caprain and his mates ook
a small boat. All night long they tossed to and fro,
every instant in jeopardy of therr lives In the morn-
ing they were rgscued by a passing ship The cap-
tamn afterward testified that all the long might as they
were beaten and tossed by the tempest, there was
one thing which nerved their arms and kept therr
hearts from sinking 1n despair It was this—shining
through the darkness and the storm they saw

THE LIGHTS OF HOME.

We are sailling on a stormy sea. Often our frail
boat is tossed and beaten with the tempest Some-
times the gales seem too fierce for us to weather,
and we are sorely tempted to give way to the troubled
heart that so easily besgts us in such an hour But
the Captain of our salvation knows the sore and fre-
quent temptation to be troubled in heart His remedy
1- simple Let not your heart be troubled Think
about the Father’s house! Think of its peace, 1ts
joy, 1its glory, 1ts reunions and fellowship, its sure-
ness, its eternalness, and as you think, the troubled
heart will vamish  You will be like the tempest-tossed
sea captain  You see the lights of home

Heaven 15 a place The Word of God 1s too clear
to leave any doubt as to that. Why then did Christ
in answering Thomas' question as to whither He was
going, suddenly change hts phrasing from the
“ Father's house > 1n the second verse to *“ No man
cometh unfo the Father but by Me ”” in the sixth?
Why, when

SHEWING THOMAS THE WAY TO HEAVEN,

did He pomnt lim the way to the Father? Clearly
because to vur Lord Jesus the great thought of the
Father’s house 1s that 1t 15 where the Father 1s
Beyond our dreams are its splendour and glory, yet
all of st but reflects the glory of the Father who 1s
“all and 1n all.”

OUR Lord gives us much beautiful teaching

The Father's house is a sure house—*'‘ If 1t were
not s0 I would have told you »* (John xiv 2) These
are days of doubt Men are doubting the Godhead
of our Lord, doubting His atonement, His resurrec-
tion, His glorious return; doubting hell, doubtng
heaven  Naturally the thought arises, Can we pos-
sibly be decerved? Is it all true? Is it true that He
shall change the body of our humiliation and fashion
1t hke unto the body of His glory, that His servants
shall serve Him 1n a service that sweeps the universe;
that they shall for ever live in the glory of His face-
to-face presence, that they shall ** stand in their lot ’

xv. 2.

through all the ages; that they shall share His King-
ship and follow Him whithersoever He goeth: that
their tears shall be wiped away, their sufferings for-
gotten, their separations ended? It is surely, un-
shakably, and eternally true For

HE WHO NEVER DECEIVED

a soul 1n earth or heaven, He who is * full of grace
and truth ', He who is the truth Himself has said
with a vowce of assurancg which nings out from the
heart of this fourteenth of John from two thousand
years ago, ““ If it were not so I would have told
youl ™

Yea, and the Father’s house 1s made sure to us not
only by His Word but by His will Listen to this—-
‘“ Father, I will that those whom Thou hast given
Me be with Me where I am, that they may behold
My glory

““ All things were made by Him » He said, 1
will,”” and the planets began their stately march 1n the
measureless void; He sard, T will,’”” and the earth
was hurled from His omnipotent hand hike a giant
projectite whizzing "through space at an inconcervable
speed,,He said, * I will,"” and the lofty mountains
pterced the azure skies with their snow-clad summits;
He sad, 1 will,”’ and the sidvery moon began her
nightly course, held by the binding cords of the earth
she encircles: He said, ‘I will,>’ and mllions of
blazing suns filled the

UNGHARTED ETERNITIES OF SPACE,

whirling 1n a dizzy course through all the ages of
their existence But the most marvellous of all for
you and me, the prectous gift of God to Him for all
the endless ages, 15 brought to mind by His words,
** Father, I will that they also whom Thou hast given
me be with me wiere I am, that they may behoid
My glory.”

Child of God, for you and me the Father s house
1s sure by the same omnipotent will which set the
universe a-going. Not because of any merit in us
who believe, but because of His own all-creative and
uresistible wiil the Father's house Is sure for all of
us who bear His Name and the seal of His own
blessed Spirtt.

The Father's house is a house with only one door—
“I am the door By Me if any man enter in he
shall be saved ’ (John x 8) It 1s the door from
which we hear a voice crying out, ‘* This cup 15 the
New Testament in My blood which is shed for many
for the remission of sins ”” It is the passover door
It 1s a blood-stained door It is the door which the
proud and lofty spirit of man scorns to enter, for
it ts a humbhing door to all such  Yet 1t 1s the only
door Not the door of a beautiful personality, not
the door of service or sacnfice, not the door of imita-
uon of His walk and ways; not the door of lofty
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ideals By no one of these, beautrful though they
may be, can we ever enter the Father’s house above
His own hps have said 1t—** No man cometh unto the
Father but by Me’ ‘“Who loved us and washed
us from our sins in His own blood " And no other
washing than the crimson one will fit us to enter
nto the glory where He dwells  ** By His own blood
He entered 1n once into the holy place, having ob
tamned eternal redemption for us ' (Heb 1x 12) The
blessed Bonk reads, ' No other door " the angus

cry, ‘“ No other door ’'; His own tender voice adds,
** No other door ", the throngs in the Father's fouse
