The author of this exceedingly

wteresting and thought-provokimg article gives one

occuped the atteption of many students of
prophecy 1n all ages.

The popular answer is ** No,"" and there arc many
who will say that the present state of the ruins of
that wonderful aity of ancient times, is 1n exact keep-
ing with the great and onnuate prophecies given by
Isaiahh and Jeremuah 2500 vears ago. Moreover,
the references to Babylon they say, as given in the
Revelation, are a direct reference to Rome and Roman
Catholicism.,

The purpose of ths article is to look into these
prophectes and shew that neither assertion is true to
Scripture, and therefore we must look for

TH[S 15 a most ntcresting guestion and has

ANOTHER EXFLANATION

of the statements, as given to us in the OId and
New Testaments

The Great War has done much to further the ful-
filment of prophecy. It is said that the declaration
of war m 1914 followed immediately on the close
of a conference to pray for the Lord’s Second Coming
andl was taken by many as God's answer to thew
prayers

We have 1t clearly foretold in the Scriptures, that the
close of this present dispensation will be followed by
a penod of grear unrest and bloodshed—a rehellion
against all authonity and rule, We do not wonder
then to see the rise of Bolshevism—a product of the
war—and the springing up of democracy, with the
attendant fall of many crowned heads. In the visiop
of the great image which Dansel saw, the legs of
the image were made of iron, denoting the hard, un-
bending imperiaitsta of Rome. The material in the
feet, however, was iron mixed with clay. We under-
stand by this, that at the time of the Lord's coming
in glory to take His great power and reign, the king-
doms of Europe, at least, will be partly imperialistic
and partly democratic, or iron and clay—which can
never mingle and have nothing in common.

We see this result already in Europe The ery is
in many places for a republic. The clay was first
seen 1 the time of the terrible French Revelution
Taking the proportion of the feet to the body of a

man, we should be now on the verge of the formation
of the toes of the great smage Danel saw.

We are safe m saying that if the Scriptures state
anything about u man, a city or a nation, and these
statements have not been venfied during thewr exis-
tence, God will bring that man, city or raton into
being and prominence agam, and fulfil His Word
We cannot gansay the fact.

Prophectes concerning Greece have not been ful-
filled, hence Greece came buck on the map, as a
result of the batlle of Navarino 10 1823, after being
off the map as an independent pation for 1,900 years
Egypt too, because of the war, has a prince Gf her
own blood on the throne—the first one for 2,000
years. The prophecies concerning Judas were never
fulfilled He seems to be the beast ** raised out of
the earth »—resurrection—in Revelation xhi.

In like manner, anyone who has a mind to search
must ¢ome unmediately to the conclusion that no
siege that

BABYLON

as a city ever underwent has any likeness to what
15 clearly stated in the mspired prophecies, It stands
to reason and revelation, that Babylon must be
restored and inhabited, so that the doom of the aty
will take place exactly as stated by the prophers 1n
the O1ld Testament. Babylon ganed its great name
and rcached the height of its glory under Nebuchad-
nezzar about 600 B C., It had an area of over 100
square miles with walls 75 feet lugh, pierced by many
gates When Cyrus the Persian took the aty and
Belshazzar was slatn, it received no damage, and con-
tinued as a Persian aity until the year 331 B C., when
Alexander the Great took possession and determined
to make it the greatest city of hus empire. The ity
suffered po damage at this time when the Persian
yoke was exchanged for the Grecian. The same it
true as to Macedoman, Roman, Parthian and Moham-
medan occupation. The city was never destroyed
or hurt as the Bible describes its utter desolation to
be, thaugh it has gradually fallen into decay and ruin
and for hundreds of years has been heaps of ruins,
the broad streets that used to traverse the city being
plainly seen,
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AN IMPORTANT STATEMENT
is made in connection with the final destruction of
Babylon, when God has fulfilled all that prophets
spoke concerming 1ts final doom It is found in
Jerenuah li. 25, 26.

I will stretch out My hand upon thee, and toll thee down
from the rocks, and will make thee a burnt mountain, and
they shall not take of thee a stone for a corner, nor a
stone for foundat.ons.

It will be seen that if all the judgments are past
and gone regarding Babylon, as evidenced by its
present desolate and rwned condition, then no one
will ever take any stones for building purposes from
its rmns.  God’s Word 1s very definate. What do we
find when we come to look mto the condition of the
ancient city to-day? A large town, Hillah, with a
population of 15,000, stands alongside the site of the
ancient city, built our of the stones, or hbricks, of
Tabylon

Either the Scriptures are not true, or God has not
finished with Babylon. The latter 1s certainly the
answer. [If this is so, we should expect to have
somc indication in the Word of God. It 15 impor-
tant always to find corroborative evidence in the
Scriptures for any statement we may make, and this
truth regarding the bulding again of Babylon in
the near future 1s no except.on,

THE PROPHET ZECHARIAH
(v. 5-11) gwves the curcumstances under which a house
1s to be built in the land of Shinar, in a far distant
day In wvision, he sees an ephah gong forth. (An
ephah 15 a common measure of quantity in commerce. )
The talent of lead that 1s next mentioned tells us of
weights, also used i commerce

This weight and measure is controlled by a woman,
who 1s seen 1n vision in the mdst of the ephah  Her
name 15 Wickedness Two women transport the
ephah and lead (the commerce) to the land of Shinar,
to build a house and establish the woman. We may
learn from this that two nations with rapid means of
transport will assist i buwilding this house

It docs not appear difficult to discover who the
woman 1s, and what the house 1s. They are the
city and all 1t stands for, soon to be reared on the
ruins of ancient Babylon in the land of Shinar or
Mesapotamia

Trade will converge agamn to the east, and the
Euphrates Railway may be a factor in trade circles
very soon.

Daniel xi 33 tells of the period betwcen the rapiure
of the Church and the ** time of the end ** of Damel’s
seventieth week. It stares that many of the Jews
‘" shall fall by sword, flame, captivity and spoil many
days  Many captive Jews will be n

THE REBUILT CITY, BABYLON,
as we shall see from various scriptures God will
open the way for their escape and deliverance 1n a
marvellous way, even greater than the great deliver-
ance from Egypt under Moses

From careful reading of Revelation xvii and xviii.,
It appears to describe the city rebuilt, its marvellous
trade and earthly glory, while the latter chapter tells
of 1ts utter destruction by fire * in an hour,” The
recent earthquake in Japan and the fire that followed,

causing unprecedented loss of hife and treasure, stands
out wividly before our minds, teling us of what the
future may hold for other lands and people.
Someone may well ask, Who wiil build Babylon
again? If we turn our muinds back ro past history

DIVINE PREROGATIVES AND WORSHIP.

The last ruler of Babylon—who will be overlord of
Lurope—will be no different. ** So that he as God
sitteth 1n the temple of God, shewmg himself to be
God »’ is the character given by the Holy Spirit m
IT Thessalonians n 4.

A more common name for him 1s Antichrist, and
elearly desenibes what he 1. He wil come into pro-
min¢nce hke Lenin and Trotsky or Mussohni--not
born to the throne, but coming into power by force
of circumstances Revelation gives us the picture of
a woman stiting on a scarlet-coloured beast. Chap-
ter xvi, verse 18, states *° The woman . . . 15 that
great city.”” The name on her forehead 1s Babylon.
Many have seen here the worship of the Church of
Rome We do not think she 15 referred to here
In Babylon agam will be continued and flourish all
the false systems of the world  The modern Madonna
and Chuld existed under another name centuries before
in Babylomsh worship  The seven heads or *‘ moun-
tains on which the woman sits ' do not refer
geographically to her surroundings, but to the powers
that have upheld her since her first bwldmg A
‘" mountain *’ 1 scripture refers sometunes to a king
‘“ What art thou, O great mountain? before Zerub-
bahel thou shalt become a plain ** {Zech iv 7)

THE MOUNTAINS IN REVELATION XVII.

are * kings’" (see verse 10, R.V.] and mean that
seven different world powers will be responsible for
the existence of Babylon. At the tune of the wision,
five of these great empires had come and goune, one
was In existence. the seventh had not yet come. The
five empires in touch with Babylon who were *‘fallen’”
may be Assyria, Babylon, Media, Persia and Greece.
Rome was in power when John had the message
given 1n Patmos. The ruler to buld and control
Babylon 1s stilll 1n the future Scriprure says he wall
be the seventh world ruler We have no difficulty
i recogmsing Antichrist as the future world ruler,
combining seven world powers—us seen in the seven
heads and ten horns, iflustrative of ten lungs to hold

rule under hin durning the forty-two months God
allows him to remam in power. An eighth ruler s
mentioned and ** is of the seven * (xvn. 11}, As the

head of the seventh world empire =oon to be sct
up, he is slain in battle and raised from the dead
(xu1. 1-4) and in his final stage is seen as the eighth
head.

Now, how does 1t come about, if Antichrist builds
Babylon as his inland capital oty and restores some
of i1ts ancient glory, that it is destroyed by the ten
kings under his control?

We learn from Jeremiah L. 46 that in the lacter
days of this great city, previous to its destruction
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CIVIL WAR

will be present and be chrectly responsible for the loss
of the city. There will be - viclence in the land,
ruler against ruler”’ Antichrist having his bhands
and head full of world conguest schemes, apparently
leaves a prince or ruler m charge of the rebuwlt city.

Seeing the time opportune, this roler sewzes the
position of supreme rufer, A rumour reaches hum
that this action 15 to be punished A ycar goves past
and the rumour 1s repeated, which soon passes into
action. See Revelation xvn 16, which tells of the
concerted action of the allied ten Bolshevik nat.ons
in the siege of Babylon. Jeremuah 1 41-48 tells the
same story The great city 1s wistted by an earth-
quake at this ttme {Rev xvi 18) Fires break out
and Babylon goes up in smoke, the ground being
biturminous, burns alse, and from chapter xuv 8-11,
1t seems as if 1t burns all the years of the Miilenpium,
smoking for ever as long as the ecarth lasis.  These
countries zre little koown and had it not been for the
tate war, we would have kuown Little yet about them,
or about the people who inhabit the land which was
the cradle of the human race.

OMETIMES there were peculiar petitions in Mr.
S Hebich’s prayers. Once when his heart was
troubled, because the native Chrstian post-
master of a town in India was in distress, he prayed:
(0 Lord, bless Her Majesty, Queen Vicroria.
Help her i all her needs, and please don’t forget
our poor postmaster John'’* But however quaint
the phraseology may have been, all felt that Mr
Hebich prayed as a priest and a king, and that his
pravers were the deepest expression of his feelings
and were prayers of faith, going from a burdeael
heart to the throne of grace, and that the prayess
were surc to be answered.

‘“ Learn the run and follow the moves of the fish '’
an old fisherman said, and none followed these rules
more faithfully than Mr. Hebich. the master fisher
of men A gentleman, E. K Groves, Esq, relates
that, whenever Mr. Hebich came to the French
Rocks, to his own regiment, he would invarably
visit all from house to house and that his presence
quickened the flow of spiritual Life 1n every heart.
Mr. Groves writes

“1 was struck by my first sight of the German
missionary as he stood behind a table with a large
open Bible on it and scanned the audience with his
beautiful, searching eyes. Hebich had a fine head and
full beard He used to dress in a black gown with
a white collar that almost covered his shoulders, and

was always
MORE AT HOME,

if he could freely walk a few paces to the right and
left of where he was standing than when shut up
in a pulpit

‘1 shall endeavour to give his discourse on this
particular occasion, as nearly as I can remember 1t,
in his own language. There 1s a force and a pathos
in foreigners’ English that so materially helps one
to remember the subject, that I shall not attempt to
improve it. He read the fourth of Ephesians and
expounded it til he came te the sixteenth wverse,
which he read slowly and repeated the words: ‘Fitly
.shomed togeder!’

* He paused a few seconds, and abruptly put the
question - * Did you efer see a tob?’ This homely
appeal roused the sleepy and caused a smile to pass
over every face ‘If you go to Palhully (a factory
in the neighbourhood) you vill see some fery large
tobs You and I cannot make a tob. It requires
a cood carpenter to make a tob, or it wvill hold no
vater, because 1t is not made of von piece of 'ood,
but of many, and de many must be fitly shoined to-
geder. Dere are four dings to make a cood tob :

*1. It must haf a cood bottom.
‘2 Each of de peeces must be fitly qhomed to de
bottom.

*3 Each von must be fitly shoined to his fellow

outside

THE Elm Foursquare Gospel Alliance is so much
misrepresented that it is encouraging to know that
history is only being repeated. Nearly every great
revival movernent has been cruelly spoken about.
In the early days of the Salvation Army General
Wilam Booith was declared to be Antichrist, and
the vmforms of the Salvationists the '* mark of the
beast * Mr C. T. Studd in speaking of Moody and
Sankey sad, 'f Of course, people did not put the
right construction on things. They satd thar Mr.
Sankey had come over to sell organs, and Mr. Moody
to sell his hymn books.”” This kind of thing had
the same effect on Mr. Studd’s father as it has wpon
many others to-day. He sard, ** My father read the
papers day afler day, and these things tickled him
immensely I remember, one evemng, he threw the
paper down, and sad, ' 'Weli, anyhow, when this
man comes to London I am going to hear him. There
must be some good about the man, or he wouid
never be abused so much by the papers.” ™’

Many have got to Principal Jeffreys’ meetings under
similar crrcumstances  And through getting to the
meetings they have got to Christ.

Graham Scroggie’s Testimony.

At the Keswick Convention this year Dr. Scroggie
gave this intensely personal testimony :

I wanted to be a preacher  ¥ou know what
lies back of that—carnai ambition i1 Christ’s ser-
vice Is that not part of the tragedy accounting for
our fatlure?

him back to the flock ™ He restoreth my soul ™
Laterally, this 15, “ He restores my hfe’ * Res-
tores me when wandernng,” we sing in one of our
Lhymn versions of this Fsalm, znd this 15 exactly what
the verse means

Which of us has not been restored thus?  There
are times when we become careless; times when we
neglect our prayer or our Bible reading; times when
the daik clouds gather and hxle our Saviour's face
and we are tempted to forget our high caliing.

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“Crowns for Christ”

REMEMEER, when qute a young man, in con-
I nection with the Free Methodist Church in the

‘seventies, we had what may be termed a travel-
ing evangehst for the General Conference-—John
Sampson, of Cornwall At that time be had a wife
and two children. He had to leave his home in Corn-
wall mne months oot of the year Let me state the
method he used, and then the results.

You may imagme you are in Grimsby, n a Methe-
dist church capable of holding 400 people, the average
attendance being 100, One Sunday evemng a very
venerable, grey-haired rmnmster announces from the
pulpit, ** John Sampson will be with us for two
weeks’ services, beginniag next Monday afternoon,
at four o’clock, at which time Mr, Sampson desives
to meet wirh the chosr, trustees, deacons, eic’

You may picture, 1f you will, a tall, slender, pale-
faced mun being met at the stauon by the pastor, who
gives to Sampson a cordial handshake, and they enter
a cab to drive to the nmunister’s home where he i3 to
stay for hes

TWO WEEKS" WORK.
His box having been taken fo tus room, the minister,
as a matter of course, tells his guest to refresh him-
self and then to juin them at supper.

And now we come to the point that so many evan-
gelists overlook i ther work of revival meetings.
Sampson would instruct the mimster to allow no one
to come to his room for one hour bafore he jowmed
them in supper. ‘ Why this action? *’ some will
ask Here s the answer. Sampson has asked God
to give him five nhundred soulz for two weeks’ werk,
and here and now he has closed the door, and on
his knees is imploring God to uphotd htm [ his mes-
sages to the people. This done he accompames the
pastor to supper, after which they talk over the plan
he has so wisely mapped out, and so simple that a
child may understand.

Monday afterncon arrives. At four o’clock the
officials of the church arrive and the doors are closed.
After a brief miroductron the munister takes his sest
——some rmunutes pass—and then John Sampson stands,
and says:

Y Brethren and sisters, I am herc as your servant
and ambassador for Chnst to labour for souls. [ have
asked God to give me fve bundred sowls 1o this two
weeks’ service In this effort | must have the co-
operativn of the church in order that God may get to
Himself the victory, and 1t is of vital importance that
every man and woman present should yield themselves
up to God. Should there be any person here who has
not given bimself absplutely to God, I urge you to do 1o
now  If you have had aught :n your heari agaminst
any member or person present, just now forgive and
be forgiven.”

Let me say, at this point, that this meeting was the
“ melting pot,”” and

THE PROMISE OF GREAT THINGS.

I weil remmember, with other local preachers of the
church, getting the surprise of my lfe at the first
eveung service, when after the reading of the Scrip-
ture by the pastor, Mr, Sampson stood and gave out
bus text: “ Who are these arrayed in white? *' {Rev.
v 13) The church was filled and an officer had
to be calied to keep back the crowd that wanted to
enter.  As [ stated, he gave out lus text, but had to
sit down, with the tears in hiz eyes, and then told
the mmmster to give the inwvitaton This was not
necessary for people by the score were crymg to God
for mercy Sampson on his knees in the pulpit,
deacons and choir,—all weeping and leading others
out 1nto the schoolroorn This was the precursni of
ane thousand converts in two weeks |

In writing thus from actual experience, allow me to
ask a guestion : [s the method goed? 15 it practical?
15 it Biblical?  H so, why not to-day in every church?
Can we not get down to rork bottom, leave the flesh-
pots of Egypt, and not sell our souls for a mess of
pottage? A ** Church Confession Conference ' s 2
beaut:ful thing, put after being taken up with miss€ion
worle for half a century, both in England and America,
and seemng the great *° falling away ** that is evident
to all who have eyes open to the prophetic Word,
I can but see the great necessity of combining forces
to coffser the enemy in this *‘ time of the end.”’
