HERE was once a man who believed a revival

I was needed He stood high in the court of
the greatest empire of his day, Persia He

wdas a Hebrew, and had learned that the walls of
God's city Jerusalem were broken down, the gates
burned with fire, and the Jew: who had returned
there from the Babylonian capuivity in great affliction
and reproach. He believed 10 God, and be loved his
people. The story of what followed 1s told in the
Book of Nehemiah. Nehemiah, cupbearer to King
Artaxerxes, dared to hope for a revival. Noth-
ing could have seemed less likely just then But it

prompted perhaps by poliical motives, ndiculed
Nehemiah and his fellow-workers  “ ‘What do these
fceble Jews? ' he exclarmed  ** 'Will they sacrifice?
Will they make an end 1n a day? Will they revive
the stones out of the heaps of the rubbish which are
burned? > Another enemy allied with Sanballat pre-
dicted with sarcasm ‘' Even that which they build,
if a fox go up, he shall even hreak down their stone
wall

But Nehemiah's work went straight forward, the
walls of Jerusalem were rebwlt, and one of the great
revivals of history followed as God's people turned to

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The Parable of the Ten Virgins (Matt. xxv.)

By JAMES SALTER, F.R.G.S. (Congo Evangelistic Mission)

ITH a view to meeting the varied tastes of
W our readers, we have endeavoured to put
our thoughts upon this subject 1n double
form; firstly, 1n the nature of running comments,
and secundly as a general exposition. This parable
wvas spulien on the Mount of Olives, and forms a part
of Christ’s reply to the disciples’ questions of Matt
xxtv & It has reference to the *‘ end time,’’ to the
** coming of the Son of Man,”

The hrst word, Then, 1s a note of tume, and 1s
probably the key to the parable. Then shall is an
expression used mine or ten times in Christ's dis-
course oun Olivet

Shall, of course, imphlies futurity, and has refer-
ence to a different, new, or later phase of

THE KINGDOM OF THE HEAVENS,

A helpful and enhghtening contrast is found in Matt.
xx11 2, where we see a picture of the present phase
of the Kingdom of the Heavens There we read
““ The Kingdom of the Heavens 1s like unto a certain
King which made a marriage for his son.”

The Kingdom of the Heavens 1s thus present era
wiuch will continue until the personal presence of the
Lord Jesus Christ on earth shall usher in the King-
dom of the Son of Man. The Kingdom of the
Heavens comes by the preaching of the Gospel, the
Kingdom of the Son of Mar will come by the visible
bodily return to earth of the Son of Man

Ten, 1n the Scriptures, i1s a figure used to represent
an adequate number Under the Jewish regime ten
people were estimated a sufficient number to form a
congregation, and as such could obtain permission
to erect a synagogue. During the present phase of
the Kirgdom, seven 1s the Church number, and
twelve 1s Israel’s number, so that at the present,
strictly speaking, ten does not apply to either. But
in the end time 1t will apply to both Jew and Gentile,
covering the (so-called lost) ten tribes and the ten
kingdoms of the Gentile confederacy.

When Boaz claimed Ruth for his bride 1t was in
the presence of ten witnesses

Virgins This figure 1s used representatively of
both men and women (mde . Cor wi 34-37. Rev
xv  4)  Such were usually the companions’of the
bride during the wedding feast,

The Holy Spint says, ** There 1s a differcnce also
between a wife and a virgin ™ In view of Jer xviu
13, xxx1 21-22, and Amos v 2, it would be unwise
to put too much wetght upon the use of a term lere

THE BRIODE OF CHRIST

is never referred to under a plural figure but always
as one an entity, e.g, ' There are three-score
queens, and four-score concubines and virgins with-
out number She, my dove, my undefiled :s but one
She 15 the only one of her mother, she 1s the choice
one of her that bare her  (Song of Sol. vi. 9); or
agamn, ‘' [ have espoused you to one husband, that
I may present you as a chaste virgin to Christ *’

In Rev xix B, we see the Bride; in the next verse

reference 1s made to those invited to the wedding
feast The ten virgins belong to the invited

Took thew lamps. The Holy Spirit deciares * Thy
word 1s a lamp unto my feet and a lLight unto my
path  (Ps cxix. 105), and again, ‘‘ The command-
ment 15 a lamp and the law 1s light ”’ {Prov vi. 23).

To meet the Budegroom {Some versions add
““ And the Bride,’” e g, Moffat, Douay). On two
occasions John the Baptist referred to Jesus as the
Bridegroom (John in 29}  Jesus also twice used this
term of Himself (Matt 1x 15} He 1s the King’s
Son for whom the marriage was made.

The word used here for Bridegroom means ‘‘ a
newly married man ' The Holy Spint said *f He
that hath the Bride is the Bridegroom *’ (John iu. 29).
Thus the virgins went out to meet a married man

The custom for these people was not to accompany
the bridegroom to the house of the bride’s father to
get her, bur to meer both on their return to the
wedding feast.

Foolish betokens rebellion, rather than ignorance
or itlliteracy The Holy Spuirit speaks of a ‘‘ perverse
and crooked generation ”’ as a foolish people (Deut,
xxxu 5-6) ‘* Professing themselves to be wise they
became fools,”” 1s the fountain-head of that catalogue
of awful corruption, crime and curse in Rom i

It seems probable that most people who are
joying the Latter Rain, and who are even busy
horting others to come within its downpour, do
fully realse the scope Divinely intended for the
Latter Rain mamifestations to cover A considera-
tion of them from the Scriptures, nnaffected by any
experiences that may come to mind 1s attempted in
this article

UFCN ALL FLESH.

The first great fact that God Himself emphasises
is the universality of the effusion ** And 1t shall
come to pass afterward that I will pouwr out My
Spint "—not distil—but pour (Calvin), not n dnb-

lets, but n floods, not upon 1solated prophets, but in
multitudes of assemblies as Paul says, *° The Holy
Ghost which He poured out upon us abundantly ™’
(Titus 1 6)—*'° upon all flesh ** (Joel n 28)

Since *‘ flesh "' .n the Scriptures is the opposite,
not of race to race, but of mankind to God and to
the spirit world, what 1s foretold 1s a worldwidle ef-
fusion It comes upon all races, Jew and Gentile;
both sexes, sons and daughters; young and old; all
classes, bond and free. God gives freely all the re-
sources of His tr-unity, gwing first His Seon, and
then His Spinit, to the whole human race.

A FUTURE ODOWNFOUR.

Now we know, on the authority of the Spint Him-
self, that at Pentecost, and in the miracle-gifted as-
semblies of the apostohc Church, the vast scopc of
this prophecy found an imtial fulfilment ¢ Thus,”
smd Peter, *‘1s that’ (Acts n 16) and so it 15
applied both by Peter (here) and Paul (Rom x 13)
to the * last days '’ in the sense (Heb 1 2) of the
Gospel Age  But the context of Joel, as well as
Peter’s own quotation, makes 1t certain that both
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ends ot the Chrnstian age recewve the effusion *° It
is not the first coming of Christ,” says Dean Alford,
* which interpretation would run counter to the whole
tenor of the apostle's application of the prophecy
but clearly, His second coming.”” For (1) Joel’s im-
mediately succeeding verse (1) fastens down the
date to the Second Advent *“* For behold, i those
days, and in that fime ’’—the epoch of the eftusion
—* when I shall bring agarn the captivity of Judah
and Jerusalem, I will also gather all nations and
will bring them down into the valley of Jehoshaphat
So also (2) Peter mast remarkably changes Joel’s
‘¢ afterward ' into “*in the last days’’; that is, the
Spirit expounds {Alford} what He means by afierwnrd
In thus way the inference that the downpour 1s
after the locusts of Joel u 1-10 and Rev. 1x 11-13
is avoirded: and instead of stopping the quotation
at the judgments as our Lord did (Luke iv 19), when
a vast epoch intervened, he links the downpour in
ciosest association with the final judgments The
first Messianic effusion of the Spirit at Pentecost was
the beginning of this fulfilment, and we, wonderful
thought, are now 1n the last one And (3} Joel, in
this very chapter, clamps together both ends of the
Gospel Age as requiring these maturing showers,
both for seedtime and harvest *‘ He giveth you

THE FORMER RAIN

in just measure, and He causeth to come down for
you the rain, the former and the latter 1ain in the
first month *’ (Joel n 23} As Professor | J Given
says ‘' This abundant rain 1s more closely part:-
cualarised as the early or October rain, which, falling
at the seed-time 1n autumn, promoted the germina-
tion and growth of the seed just sown; and as the
latter or March rain, occurring a short time before
harvest, matured the crops "'

Now one feature of the effusion—namely, muracu-
lous inspiration—marks it off sharply from all other
secret and age-long activities of the Spirit  © Your
sons and your daughters shall prophesy "—the word
means, not ssmply to predict future events, but to an-
nounce the revelations of God (Lange); they had just
heard the * tongues’’ that proved the Spint’s in-
coming—"' your young men shall see wvisions, your
old men shall dream dreams ', and *' also ’—as an
unprecedented thing, for there is no instance through-
out the Old Testament of the Spint ever falling on a
slave—'' upon My servants and on My handmaidens

i will pour out in those days of my Spirit "—a re-
peated prediction, that the tremendous fact may
£0p us

Jehovah Himself has given this triple definition of
muraculous seizure ‘' If there be a prophet among
you, I, the Lord will make Myself known unto m
in a vision; I will speak with him 1n a dream ™
(Num xu 6} This is closely related to and 1s 1n
agreement with

of restored miracle ‘~—imniediate insptration, without
forethought (Mark xim  11); miracle-gifted over-
throwers of demontc miracle (II. Tim 1 9}, grgantic
judgment-miracles yet to be (Rev. x1 6), together
with a general in-break of a miraculous order.

Both the prophet and the aposile so intertwine and

interlock the effusion and the judgments of the time
of the Second Coming, as to put beyond all doubt
that Pentecost did not exhaust the prediction, and
also to reveal to a limit almost incredible, the mercy
of God ‘‘ And I will shew wonders in the heavens’’
—to challenge thought and rouse fear—*‘ and n the
earth * —to sting into action—* blood and fire and
pillars of smoke. the sun shall be turned into dark-
ness and the moon into blood before the great and
terrible day of the Lord come and whosoever shall
call on the Name of the Lord.” Joel adds, ** shall
be saved ** Great terrors will mingle with mighty
salvations in the earlier phases of the last judg-
ments, judgment and redemption go hand in hand
not until the last section of the fearful catastrophe
does judgment abandon hope of salvation ‘* When
thy judgments are in the earth, the inhabitants of the
world will learn righteousness ’’ (Isaiab xxvi  9)
For it 1s to

shuddering and sinking, and actually taking its final
plunge, that God's lifcboat draws 1its closest and picks
up great numbers of sinking humanity In the old
world’s last hours, and up to the very brink of hell,
““ mercy rejoices against judgment ' (James n 13

Finally, the glonous results of this chmax of sal-
vation 1n the history of the umiverse are revealed in
Joel’s ultimate verse (11 1) as expounded and ex-
panded by our Lord ** Before Him shall be gathered
all nations and He shall separate them ’—them (mas-
culine) as individuals, not as nations (neuter)—'‘ as
the shepherd separateth the sheep fiom tle goats ™’
(Matt xxv 32), massed nations, n

COLOSSAL MULTITUDES,

assembled to nght and to left The whole world’s
population 1s gathered before the Lord, on His right,
some hundreds of muillions, if the separated masses
are at all balanced and commensurate, saved, for
the Judge pronounces them * blest,”’ and subject-
nations of millennial rule, and regenerate, because
our Lord’s rebuke to Nicodemus (John w1 10) implies
that there has never been, and never will be, salva-
tion without regeneration They are judged with a
highly pecuhar judgment of their own Multitudes,
we know, enormous enough to stock the mitennial
earth at the opemng of the Kingdom will be saved
It 1s a work of the Holy Ghost totally unparalleled
for any single generation in the history of the world.

The gift does not n itself qualify for the public

2 The teacher’s mumustry

This 1s a divinely gaven abiity to mumister  the
Word 0 an anstructive manner to God's people—
taking the great sublime themes of the Bible, and
making them easy to be understood The great
beauty of this gift 1s to make the Word of God real
manna for those who hear 1t, and under the powei
of the Holy Sprrit to make

great windows through which the New Testament
will be wonderfully ifluminated
3 The teacher’s sphere of labour

This will depend upon the office in which he 1s
appointed If he 1s apponted to the office of a deacon,
his sphere of labour will be in co-operating with the
Pastor 1n ministering to the church or churches under
his care If he 15 ordained to the office of overseer
or pastor, the sphere of labour for his mimistey may
be thar of a deputy pastor ike Timothy, in co-operat-
ing with other pastors in the care and spintual in-
struction of faithful students of God’s Word (II
Tim n 2), and also in giving part of his time to the
munistry of lus gift 1n different churches, as the Lord
would arrange and gude.

Moszgs, the writer of the Book of Genesis, was
a prophet, not a sctentist  Yet, in writing the first
page of the Bible, he proves to have anticipated the
latest wisdom and discovertes of to-day  Striking
spiritual confirmations spring to hight throughout the
thesis of the Rede Lecture delivered on 4th Novem-
ber by Sir James Jeans, the famous Cambridge
sctentist, and Secretary of the Royal Society, in the
Senate House He pictures the whole material
umverse as pulsing throughout with waves, and
nothing but waves—waves of matter, of magnetic
eriergy, and of radiation or hght—and all these prove
to be but transformations of each other He dwelt
upon God’s first recorded commard to chaos—** Let
there be light’’ (Gen 1 3)—as the nccessary and
scienttfically truthful explanation of a universe which,
notwithstanding the mynad forms of its\composing
matter, is 1n fact made of light The universe,
viewed as the alternaied product of materialised Light

113

and radiated Jight,—the ‘¢ bottled’’ and un-
hottled ** varieties, as the lecturer styled them—has
long been pomted out as the true scientific concept
of creation, but to find 1n the mind of a modern
scientist of encyclopedic learning a simple farth in
a fundamental statement of Genesis 1, allied to a
bold readiness frankly to confess it, 1s a new and
most welcome discovery, which we cordially com-
mend to the attention of Dean Inge and Professoi
Julian Huxley

But these wave energies, says the Rede Lecturer,
run 1n a vast composite cycle, which, as 1t had a
beginning from the mouth of God, must also have an
end—and we may surely add, that the end also must
be from the mouth of God—a conception also agree-
able to revelation at the other end of the Bible from
the pen of an entranced Apostle who knew nothing
of modern science, yet affirms that such a consum-
matmng Divine word has already gone forth—*' the

must mean the dissolution of time itself He
means of course that all measurements of time are
fundamentally based on the movements of the
heavenly spheres, and that therefore if the latter
were annthilated, time {or the natural measure and
record of t) would end, and eternity begin  But
then if the Divine Mind be mathematically consti-
tuted, as he affirms, needs must that at that moment
of dissolution some further, later universe should im-
mediately appear and function 1n the void left by the
annthilation of the old universe, in order to measure
ctermity 1tself by the majestic movement of its ever-
lasting spheres  And this, in fact, 1s what the
Apostle further affirms—'* 1 saw a new heaven and
a new earth "’

Moreover, schemed far above matter, supreme even
amud the current of those mughtier waves which
function as life, man appears in the creative decree
of God as born to a greatness at present immeasur-
able; destined to enter the illmitable expanse of that
spiritual new creation, a living and eternal soul;
who, though .ndeed fallen from his first estate, is
now called with new Divine words to a creation as
new as that of Genesis i ; baptised, if obedient, with
mighty life-waves of His Spirit; heir to all the ful-
ness of God,—and all bought with the blood of God,
spilt from the r:ven Flesh of God’s own incarnation
of Himself in the Lord Jesus Wondrous Price!

Put off thy shoes from off thy feet. for the place whereon thou standest 1s holy ground —Exodus i1, 5

LYMOUTH Rock and Independence Hall are
P holy ground to all Americans. Gettysburg,
Antietam, and Fredericksburg are holy ground
to every man both of North and South who walks over
those dramatic spots The battlefields of France are
holy ground to countless mothers, whose hearts turn
tenderly to the cross-marked graves where the bodies
of their precious boys sleep amd the hush and beauty
of green fields and flowers But do we realise
THIS WORD CF GOD TO MOSES,
that ‘' the place whereon thou standest 1s holy
ground "’? That the daily, prosaic, seemingly hum-
drum round of our every-day life and toil is holy
ground if we would only see 1t as God sees 1t and
accept 1t from His hand, as the holy place where He
i1s ready to work out His great purposes for our
humble lives?
The place whereon thou standest 15 the holy ground
of consecration
Most of us believe that God needs consecrated men
in the mnistry, in the foreign mssion fields, and m
all forms of Christian work But how many of us
realise thar rhe place whereon we stand in our daily,
work-a-day life 1s holy ground, and that there 15 no
limit to the blessedness and power with which God
will use consecrated bankers, lawyers, physicians,
clerks, mechanics and other Christian laymen who
give themselves to Him in consecration, 1n the holy
ground of their every-day life
NAT'S SAND HEAP
Chatting one day with a dear Christian friend he
said o me, * Have you ever heard abour Nat's sand-
heap? > When | answered in the negative he told
me the story Nat was a beloved friend of ours He
was a building contractor It so happened that in
his native city down by the river bank was a huge
sand heap To every one else but Nat 1t was merely
an unsightly, worthless sand heap But Nat had a
vision abour this sand heap He saw that every
truckload he sold would bring him a dollar  And
when the sand heap was gone the levelled ground

m consecration, God will make of it a beaut:ful struc-
ture enduring for His glory through all time and
eternity.

The place wheteon thou siandest 15 the holy ground
of God’'s call

Most of us when we picture God’s call, think of
something dramatic, revolutionary, and startling
The scene on

THE ROAD TO DAMASCUS

at once comes up 'We see the great light mn the sky;
we hear the voice from heaven, we picture the re-
volutiontsing effect of 1t all upon the great Apostle
to the Gentiles But we forget the great number of
men to whom God’s call came when they stood upon
the holy ground of their every-day Lfe and service
God’s call came to Samuel as he mnistered 1n the
datly round of the Temple; it came to Dawvid in the
sheepfold, it came to Moses after forty years in the
back of the desert, 1t came to some of the disciples
as they were mending and casting their nets In all
these cases the call came to them as they stood upon
the holy ground of their daily duties

There comes back to me an experience of my early
manhood days My health was utterly broken. All
my own plans were crushed As yer 1 had found
none of God’s One day I was sitting at my table
studying the Word of God A great blessing came
into my heart It was glowing with joy and with the
desire to give the samc message to others [ leaned
back 1n my chair and prayed, ** O God, 1f You would
only give me a chance to give this to others as You
have given 1t to me ™ I arose from my chair and
walked downstairs My sister handed me my morn-
ing mail The first letter I opered was from the
Secretary of a Young Men’s Chnstian Association
across the river from the little home town 1n eastern
Pennsylvania where I hived. It ran like this: *° Dear
Brother,—Last nmight we decided to

START A BIBLE CLASS,

We arose from our knees, after half an hour’s prayer,
impressed that you were the man we needed Will
you come over and teach this class for us?’* It
seemed but a small thing, but 1t looked to me like
God's holy ground of service That night I went and
taught a Bible class of five big-hearted raitlway men
God gave great blessing to my own soul, and seemed
to help these dear men I taught that Bible class
as faithfully as I knew for a period of three years.
Then came another class, and another At the end
of three years I was teaching ten Bible classes, and
had found my life work The place of daily service
whereon I had been standing proved te be holy
ground, and I had found the joy of God’s will for
my lLfe

Let us then heed this great truth, that God’s call
always has come, and always will come, to men who
are standing on the holy ground of everyday, faithful
service If He wants us elsewhere, He will make
it plan  But until He does so, stay where you are,
and count it holy ground whereon thou standest
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The place whereon thou standest es the holy ground
of patience

patient 1s
We

ALL THAT GOD PERMITS

to come upon you, whether of suffering, tribulauon,
or affliction, while He works out His purpose of
Christlkeness .n you, that makes the place whereon
thou standest to be the holy ground of patience

How true this was of Moses There in that barren,
lonely spot, under the fiery rays of a desert sun, day
after day, year after year, God kept His great ser-
vant 1n the place of patience That 1s, he * stayed
under ”’ the hand of God amid all the monotony, de-
solation, and 1solation, of that forty years of tremen-
dous test and trial  Forty years of tramming and
patience, for forty years of service A year of
patience for every year of leadership!' And out of
it the hot-headed, hasty young Egyptian-killer came
forth an iron-willed, stedfast, tender-hearted, marvel-
lcus leader wilh the very patience of God Himself
L'or none other would have sufficed to lead this raw,
undisciplined, rebellious, unbelieving, idolatious host
of Israelites through all those weary years of wan-
dering which their own smfulness had brought upon
them, yet which he shared with them as though he
himself were responsible with them for the tragedy
of 1t all

Much of our prayer hife consisis 1n heseeching God
to surround us with a new set of circumstances In-
stead of that we should pray for grace to stay under
the present circumstances while He works out in us
His purpose of Christlikeness God does not need
a new set of circumstances to make you Christlike
All He needs 1s for you to ** stay under ™ the old set
with which

HE HAS ENVIRONED YOUR LIFE.

I question if there 15 any Christian reading these lines
who needs a change of circumstances as much as he
needs that Chrstlke change in himself which God s
seeking to work out as he stays under his present
conditions

A young man came into my room one day for a
conference. He said he had been praying earnestly
to Ged to make an important change in his environ-
ment, but God had failed to do so  So his faith had
been much shaken 1T suggested thar God might have
a purpose in keeping him where he was, and that
1t might be well to submit 1t all to Hrm and stay under
His hand while He worked out His great purpose
We got down upon our knees together, and I prayed
that he might make such a committal [ waited a
moment to hear 1t, but when I looked up he was
standing with his hand upon the door knob ready
to go out He had no intention or desire to stay
under God's hand, but was getting ready to get out
We pray to God to change our environment, but when

God puts s hand upon us to change us, instead of
sltaying under that hand we

REACH FOR THE DOOR

to get out Of course if God Himself changes our
circumstances it 1s different But until He does so,
it 1s well for us to stay under our present environ-
ment, realising that the place whereon we stand 15
the holy ground of patience for us

The place whereon thon standest 1s the holy ground

of suffering

For he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from
sin  that he no longer should lwve the rest of his time n
the flesh to the [usts of men, but to the will of God (I
Peter 1v 1, 2)

This 1s a striking text It clearly teaches that the
children of God, through their experiences of suffer-
g, pass from doing the lusts of the flesh into the
blessed place of living in the will of God This may
not seem true to us while we are passing through it
But as the years go by, and we see how our lives
have been deepened and enriched through suffering,
we begin to reahise what hely ground this place of
suffering 1s whercon we stand

I once heard a dear Chrisuan man tell this story
He had had a beloved son He was onc of those
rare personalities, winsome, lovable, and outstanding
in the beauty and strength of his character The
young man was taken to a hospital for an operation
He came through all right and seemed to be convales-
cing rapidly  His father had a long and important
rallway journey to take, but

HESITATED TO LEAVE

his sick boy  The latter however wished him to go,
telling him that it was all night, and as the father
lecaned over him to say goodbye, the lad kissed him
and bade him Godspeed Three or four days brought
the father back from the long journey He hastened
to the first telephone booth, picked up the ‘phone,
and inquired of the bospital how his boy was The
answer came back like a bolt from a clear sky, ‘* He
15 dead ' A spasm of pain swept over the father's
face as he narrated it to me, and uncovered the agony
of his soul after a lapse of six years But a new
light was 1n his eye, and a new joy m his vouce
as he told me how he had found the blessed will of
God for his hife, and what unspeakable joy he was
finding 1n doing that precious will The suffering
had done 1ts work It was the holy ground of God’s
will for him

Back to me comes the recollection of years of suf-
fering in my own hfe. I was called home from collegc
by the death of my father There fell upon me the
care of a paralysed mother, seven children, and thou-
sands of dollars of debt. It was the place of foving
duty, and I unhesitatingly stepped into 1t But what
years of suffering they were! 1 was only a boy and
the burden was great Year after year passed by,
and how dark they were as I look back over them
now At last the awful debts were paid, my brother
was a successful young business man, my sisters
were happilly married, and my beloved mother was
*“ absent from the body and present with the Lord ™
I myself was physiwically crushed
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THE PATH OF SUFFERING
had been a thorny one, and the way seemed hard and
long Now that the years have fled, and “ 1 see
the rammbow through the ramn,” those years of suf-
fering have proved to be the holiest ground upon
which my feet have ever trodden For in them, and
because of them, I passed out from the will of the
flesh concerning my own hfe into the precious place
of the will of God I learned obedience through the
things which I suffered  All that I passed through I
needed, nor would I recall one day of it now, as I
think of the unspeakable blessing 1t has brought to
my life
What do you think was the holiest ground upon
which the feet of our blessed Lord trod after His
resurrection glory came to Him? I am sure it was
under the gnarled olive trees of Gethsemane where
He sweated blood 1n coming into the perfect will of
God, and the hill of Calvary, where He poured out
the crimson tide of His lfe for you and me when
‘* He loved us and gave Himself for us '’ And when
you and I come back in our glonfied bodies to re-
visit these earthly scenes, I am sure the holiest ground
upon which our fcet shail tread wnll be the places
where we suftered
The place whereon thou standest 1s the holy ground
of serwce
In my college days there was a boy in the class
above me whom we called Tom He was quet, and
somewhat reserved, but was able, scholarly, and
withal popular among the boys We all thought he
would make good out in the world, but none of us
realised he would ever be
THE HEAD OF THE NATION.
Graduation day came and with 1t the breaking of
college ties, anrd the parting of college friends
Thirty-five years rolled by Then one day I heard
that our old college-mate, whose full name was
Thomas Woodiow Wilson, was to speak in this city
I went down to the great hall to hear him There I
found a splendid audience of four thousand Christian
men gathered to hear his message upon a great moral
- and rehgious theme It was a magnificent address
and captivated his audience by its eloquence and
Iiterary fimsh At 1ts close I went up and greeted
him, and we had a pleasant chat about the old college
days He took the train for the capital, and I wended
my way down to my ofice 1 sat there thmking
of my old college friend He was at the zemith of
his fame The eyes not only of the country, but of
all the world were centred upon him My own life
was quiet, obscure, hidden away mn a Ihttle office
whence I was sending out over the world simple
devotinnal
MESSAGES FROM THE LORD.
Yet do you know, that as I looked into my own heart,
I could not find one atom of envy toward my dis-
tingwished fellow-collegian, nor of covetousness for
his high posittion Do you ask why? Simply be-
cause I had found the humble place in which my lot
was cast to be God’s holy ground of service, and that
was the joy of all hfe to me Chersh in your thoughts
and ask God to incarnate in your lfe this wonderful
sentence nf Hudson Taylor ‘‘ Be God’s man, in God's
place, dommg God’s work, 1n God’s way

The place whereon thou standest is the holy ground

of soul-wnmng

We say there are yet four months to the harvest
We postpone our soul-winning to some ndefinite
future, or some time of special service in our churches
But Chrst says the fields are white to the harvest
He points us to the immediate present, nght at our
hand He calls upon us to buy up the opportunity, to
redeem the time which 1s every day at our doors
“ To-day * 1s the ever present ‘‘ now ’' of soul-win-
ning and 1s the only holy ground upon which our feet
may stand

One might 1n a Canadan town & young man arose
in a city mussion and gave this remarkable testimony
He said he was a passenger on

when that great ship went down He was thrown
mto the water n  tire darkness and managed tu
scramble to a plece of wreckage, where he held fast
By and by a man dnifted pear to him who was hold-
ing to a simlar bit of wreckage As he came near
he called across the water to the other man, *‘ Young

man, are you saved? ’ The young man repled,
* No, sir”’ Back came the words, ** Believe on the
Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt pe saved '° Then
the speaker drifted away into the darkness By-and-

by through some strange happening, not a chance,
the stranger dnfted within haiing distance of the
young man, and called out over the water agam,
“ Young man, are you saved now?’ Agamn the
YOURg man rephed, ** No, sir”’ Agamn the voe
came back, ‘* Believe on the Lord Jesus Chnst,
and thou shalt be saved ’” Then a wave swept over
the speaker, broke h.s grasp, and he went down to
death 1n a watery grave °‘ And then,” sard the
young man, *‘ with two mules of sea underneath me,
I believed on the Lord Jesus Christ and was saved.”
