The tesumony on every hand was that we never
Vefore had such a Convention How delightfully the
munistries of the various speakers blended, and met
every need of each longing soul There was Pastor
McWhirter, whose soul-stirring messages roused the
people m holy fervour to rally round the good old
banner of the Foursquare Gospel, and stand for the
whole counsel of God Then there came Pastor E |
Phillips, unfolding the banner of God’s requirements
for Hs people as revealed in His Word  The unctron
of the Divine Spint was graciously granted through-

that 1s to come That 1s the picture of God's ex-
tent of covering of our sins, by Jesus Christ, the slain
Lamb of God God will keep atonement before the
£yes of the assembled universe through all the ages
of ctermity He does not say anything ahout our
ame  feet,-——all that old past life,—them He has
Covered with the blood of Jesus Christ

I wonder 1f we think enough of what 1t cost to
fover our lame feet 1 stood one day at Niagara
;"d I thought of that text in Isasah Y 6, ‘* The Lord
th laid on Him the imiquity of us all ”’ Then I

remembered the marginal transtation ‘‘ The Lord
hath made to meet on Him the muquities of us all ™’
I remembered the geologist smid there was a cubic
mile of water a day flowing over those two falls be-
fore which 1 was standing, and 1 thought of the
untold millions of tons of water that were meeting at
that precipice I thought of Lake Ene with 200 feet
depth, of Lake Huron, with its 500 feet of depth;
of Lake Michigan, with its 600 feet of depth, of Lake
Supertor, with its 1,000 feet of depth and 20,000
square miles of surface, and I thought of all that
ocean of water meeting at that pormt and falling on the

1 confess I could not understand 1t, but [ had to
believe the awful statement that the sins of the world
had met in penalty upon Him Then I thought of
this  You are 2 godly man, you walk with God all
through your hfe, you have lived a clean life some
day, in a sudden moment of weakness, overcome by
a sudden temptacon, you commit a grievous sin
Can you mmagine a greater horror in your soul than
the consciousness of the guwlt of a great sin in your
hie after you have lived a pure one? Well, can any
human imagination conceive of what 1t must have
meant 1n the soul of the only perfect Man in the
umverse when He hung there, the Lamb of God,
bearing all the sins of the world? Yes, | know 1t 1s

A MYSTERY;

I don’t know how far Jesus Chnst ever entered into
the consclousness of that sin, but it 15 appaling to
think of what 1t must have been and what 1t cost Him
to cover our lame Feet to-day, with His shed blood,
the Son of God who Joved us and gave Himself for us

Mephibosheth himself sard nothing abowt his
lame feet

He kept them under the King’s table of grace, and
rejoiced that he was shewn kindness for the sake of
another It was not because he was not conscious
of them, nobody in that city of Jerusalem knew his
lameness better than he. I fancy many a time as he
ctme down the streets of the city with Tus distorted
feet swinging between hts crutches, that the jeers and
the scoffings and the sneers of the rabblc were hurted
at the boy, nobody knew more keenly and distress-
tngly that he had lame feet than Mephibosheth, but
he saud nothung about them, just kept them under the
King’s table, and rejoiced that he was accepted n the
beloved *'* His grace, wherein He hath made us ac-
cepted in the beloved '’ (Eph 1 6)

remembereth that we are bur dust ¥ Yet Iic loveth
ws with an everlasting love, and has covercd our
lame feet with a token of His grace.

The people at the table sad nothing abonut Mephi-
sheth’s lame feer

We can search the chapters for any word of com-
ment about the crippled boy's lame feet from the
people who sat with lim Down deep in the human
heart somehow there 15 a tendency to uncover the

lame-footedness of other people, to drag forth nto
the garish day their foibles and their weaknesses and
their frailties, and to comment on them, usually with
not much kindness of comment,—but that s not
Christ-like, and that 1s not God’s beaunful way In
the wounderful love chapter He says  ** Lave believeth
all things, beareth all tlungs, leepeth all things, en-
dureth all things,”” but that first word ** beareth,’” i
the Greek Testament means °f covereth ””  Love
covereth all things  You say of your husband, ** If
he had thought a moment, he would never have done
that "’ You say ‘' My boy would never have said
that scorching thing if he had been himseif.’”” How
quickly we would cover all the weaknesses of thosc
whom we love That 1s

WHAT GOD ASKS

of us  “* Love covereth all things,” and David with

Christlihe patience and fove covered the boy's lame
feet, said nothing about them, even as God for Christ's
sake has covered ours

Someone has said, ' Test anythung you are ahout
to say about a friend by this three-fold test. Is 1t
true, 18 it loving, 15 1t recessary? ' Is it true? 1t
it 15 not, not one of us has a nght to speak it  But
1t 15 nut cnough to speak the truth  People say,
* Well, I am a4 man who speaks my mind * It 15
not enough to speak your mund  You may speak it
so roughly and so crueliy ara bluntly that you muy
stab to the heart some friend It 1s not enough to
speak the truth, you must speak the truth in love Is
it necessary? There are sume things that are even
true and loving that are not necessary to say How
much suffering and agony and brokenheartedness
from the tongues of gossip and backbiting would he
saved if we embodied that beautful rule mn our lives

May thesc lessons from the lame-footed boy bring
us peace and joy and rest, as we realise the atoring,
covering, blessed work of Gad 1n Christ Jesus to us
who sit to-day at the table of the King’s grace, with
all cur lame-footedness out of sight, covered by His

One nught they talked togethber for
a4 long time, and the Salvation
Army girl kept pownting to John
i1 36, “ He that believeth on the
Son hath everlasung life '’ Emma
would ask, ‘* Don’t you behieve on

“ Yes,” said Alice
Then you have
Life,” sawl Emma
“No, I haven’t, T don’t feel a
bit ke 1t .

The conversation contihued for
1 long time, but at last the worker

Mrs Frodsham was first of all
brought into a Penrecostal revival
when at Dr A B Simpson’s
school at Nyack  There some re-
ceived outpourings of the Holy
Spirtt simtlar to those recorded in
the Book of Acts She, however,
did not receive her Pentecostal ex-
perience untit some time later.
# At that time the Lord was pour-
ing out H's Spint 1n Winnipeg,
and many were receiving the Bap-
tism with the Holy Ghost in ex-
actly the same way as the disciples
recerved this experience on the Day
of Pentecost As Alice went with
Archdeacon and Mrs Phair to
many of the Pentecostal meetings,
she was convinced that this ex-
perience was truly of God

TARRYING MEETINGS

were begun in the Phair home, and
onc might in January, 1908, Arch-
deacon Phair received the Baptism
The following eveming Alice also

After some weeks of waiting God

** It was so wonderful to know
that I could really have the life of
the Lord Jesus in my body How
real He made 1t' How good He
1s' How worthy of our deepest
trust' Time after time

do with to-morrow  The present
moment alone 1s yours’ I lived

Since the Bible teaches that the umiverse 1s primarily
a spiritual order and not a mere material machine,
and that 1t 1s ruled by a living God, miracles are in-

3 The pride of life—it was a tree to
be desired to make one wise

James tells us that a man 1s tempted
when he 15 drawn away of his own lust
ot desire (James 1 14), and this works
through the senses of craving, seeing,
and possessing  Selfishness 15 sin The
Lord of glory, when tempted by the
Devil, recewved all the temptations along
the same lines, but, thanlk Ged, He over-

came by the Word of Ged He was
tepopted” to male bread tn rehieve his
own desires—the lust of the flesh, to

covet and obtain all the hingdoms, their
power and the.wr glory, which werg shewn
to Him, by other means than sacrifice
of self—the lust of the eyes, and finally
He was tempted to cast Himself dowr
from the pinnacle of the Temple, to prove
and manifest thar He was the Son of
God—the pride of life (Luke .+ 1-12)

The first temptation that ever was, as
well as those down through the ages,

even those that wied the Son of God,
therefore, came through common human
cravings of desire The man and the
woman failed, by disobedience sin came
nto the world, (Rem v 12}, and now
instead of fellowship there 1s separation
instead of companionship there 1s unrest
The Call that Reveals man’s condition
now rings through the garden {Gen
8-10) The voice of God begias to move
backward and forward (Gen 10,
Newberry margin) seeking for man fol-
lowing him to restore the brohen fellow.
