In reply to the foregoing we will use as an lus-
tration the Declaration of Independence

How many American citizens lirow whether the
onginal of that document 1s still 1n existence? And
if assured that it 15, how many know just where 1t
1s located® And if they know where 1t 1s located,
how many have ever seen, much less compared, that
onginal with the particular copy which they possess?

There are few, if any, who have done tlus, and yet
there 1s not one who doubts thar his particular copy
s a correct transcript of the oniginal

And why have we no doubt about this? Because
throughout these years the government las been
vitally mterested in the preservation and transmission
of a correct text, so that it would have been alto-

gether impossible for any corruption to have crept
nto it

Indeed, we may go further Suppose the o:iginal
text were decayed or destroyed® Could we not de-
Monstrate the accuracy and practical dependability
of any given copy .n an entrrely sausfactory way?
Would not an examination of all the extant copies
in different editions 1n successtve decades, to say

nothing of coptes in other languages and in  othel
countries—would not such an exammation leave us
without doubt that all the coples pointed tc one
origmal? And would we not be quite sure as to the
content of that original®

By an argument qute as simple and convincing
as this one our fears may be queted and our
faith confirmed concerming the translations of our
Bible to-day. If for the moment we may leave God
Himself out of the equation, how much greater has
heen the nterest of the Jewish nation in the first
mstance and the Christtan Charch in the second, m
the preservation of the text of the Bible, than that
of the United States Government in the preservation
of the text of the Declaration of Independence? How
much more has depended upon 1t' And as a matter
of fact, when we come to a comparison of the various
coptes of the Old and New Testaments extant, the
manuscripts and versions extending back to the time
of Christ and beyond, what a demonstration we pos-
sess that there was one onginal and of what the text
of that original was]

It 1s impossihle 1n so brief a space to present the
evidence for this, but
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THE HISTORY OF THE EVIDENCE

may be sketched thus

1 We have our earliest printed Bible say, in the
fifteenth century, and as the text of a hook cannot be
changed after 1t 1s typed, 1t is a simple matter to
compare the printed Bible of the twenueth century
with that of the fifteenth and determine whether they
agree  Naturaily, this has been done with perfectly
sausfactory results

2 Back of the prirted Bible of the fifteenth cen-
tury are the manuscripts, the written copies of the
various books, thousands of which are scattered
throughout the public and private libraries of Europe
These were not 1 every case coples of the whole
Bible, but parts of the Bible, which wher brought
together, however, give us the Bible as a whole

3 In thc case of the New Testament which we
consider first, some of these manuscripts, three of
them at least, are of a date as early as the fourth
century of the Chnstian era, and a comparison of
these with the New Testament we now have shows
them to be the same

4  Back of the manuscripts of the New Testament
ot the fourth century are the versions of the second
century, the difference between a manuscript and a
version being that while the former is always a copy
of the Old or New Testament 1n the original language,
Hebrew or Greck, the latter 1s a copy in some other
language

TWO VERSIONS
esasted in the second century, the Syriac, which was
the Bible of the Eastern church, and the Latin, the
Bible of the Western church  Neither of these ver-
sions contained all the books of the New Testament,
but the two versions together contained them all ex-
cept the Second Epistle of Peter

It 1s pertinent to add also, that the Synac version
dated from about A 150 Therefore, masmuch as
the books which formed 1its collection must have
existed for some time previously in a separate form,
1ts lustory practically brings us back to the close of
the apostohic age and hnks up the New Testament of
to-day with the period of Christ and His apostles

HISTORY OF THE OLD TESTAMENT.

The tustory of the Old Testament may be traced
in the same way as the New, back to the time of
Christ anrd His apostles, and indeed for some three
centuries earlier There can be, however, no ques-
tion but that the Old Testament as we have 1t to-day,
from Genesis to Malachi, 15 the same as 1t was .a
their day  Destructine critics themselves will not
deny tins  Moreover 1t 1» additionally interesting to
know that the Old Testament most popular in the
time of Christ and His apostles was a translation
from the Greek wersion known as the Septuagint
Chrnist authenticated that and we surely need nothing
further

Of course, a companson of all these manuscripts
and versions reveals a number of different readings
hundreds of thousands of them, m fact, for it could
not be otherwise unless a perpetual miracle wele
wrought 1n the case of cvery scrnibe, editor and
printer engaged mm making a copy But as a matter
of fact, these *various readings’ as they are known,
need cause us no anxiety whatever.

So far as the New Testament 1s concerned, West-
cott and Hort are good witnesses to the truth of tius
statement  Those English divines are consideied by
many scholars as the highest and latest authority on
the Greek text Also they belong to a school which
has always made the most of any hostile argument
which various readings were supposed to aftoid
Nevertheless, they assure us that the proportion of
words in

OUR FPRESENT GREEK TEXT

which are raised above doubt 1s about seven-eighths
of the whole, and that the remaiming one-eighth con-
sists merely of changes in the order of words, and
other *‘ trivialities,’” as they express it To quotc
therr exact language, ** the amount of what can n
any sense be called substantial variation can hardly
form more than a thousandth part of the entire text ™
That 1s, as Dr John Urqubart says, *‘ the compartson
of the manuscripts assures us that every 999 woids
are absolutely the words placed on record by the
sacred penman, and that there 1s doubt only upon
one word in every thousand ”

In the case of the Old Testament, the situation 1s
equally encouraging, or even mote so Vanations in
the Old Testament manuscripts are comparatively
few, for the almost superstitious awe with wlich the
Jews regarded the letter of Scripture, led to the most
scrupulous care 1n the making of copies No otlier
books 1n the world have been guarded with such
solicitude that they might be handed down exact n
every jot and tittle

It will not be uninteresting, even if not very 1m-
portant, to go a little into detail here and exhibit the
care by which copies of the Bible have been handed
down to us To begin with the Old Testament—

THE MASSORITES

were a company of Jewish scholars whose whole pro-
fession consisted in transcribing the Seriptures  In
each of the books they counted the number of veises,
words and letters  They could have told you that
the letter aleph, the first in the Hebrew alplabet,
appears 42,377 times in the Old Testament and that
the letter beth, the second in the alphabet, ocruis
38,218 times, and so on  They could have told you
the middle letter in the Pentateuch and that wluch 15
i the middle of each of its particular books  They
would never pernnt themselves to retouch their manu-
seripts 1f a letter was found misplaced, they would
not have changed it but have called the reader’s .t-
tention to 1t i the margmn If any mustake I
cscaped them they would have rejected the entine
papyrus or parchment on which they had written and
have begun anew To that extent did they canny
thewr veneration for the letter of the Word  The
Massoretic text of the Old Testament which gocs by
their name, was completed at about the mintn conuny
of our era
MODERN RESEARCH.

Gaussen, of Geneva, to whom we are indebted lor
some of these particulars, though they are found n
other authorities, carries the story still fuitho
through the works of Genttle scholars of the stiun-
teenth, eighteenth and nineteenth centuries e
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anmes Houbigant, Michaelis, Kennicott and Rosst,
representing respectively France, Germany, England
and Italy The great researches of the first-named
were bound 1n four folios The second gave thirty
years’ labour to his investigations, the third, Kenni-
cott, author of the great Critical Bible, as 1t 1s known,
consulted 581 Hebrew manuscnpts, and Professor
Rosst no less than 680

The same authonty. Gaussen, speaking of the text
of the New Testament, refers to the * gigantic n-
sestigations of Mill, Bengel, Wetstein and Gries-
pach ' The last-named consulted 335 manuscripts
of the Gospels alone The names of these scholars
are farly familar to readers on the subject of the
Greek text, even though they may not be students
of the same. But Gaussen mentions another name
pot so familar, Scholz, whom he does not further
identify, who examined 674 manuscripts of the Gos-
pils, 900 of the Acts, 256 of the Epistles of Paul and
93 of the Apocalypse Al these clearly establishad
the preservation of the text, so convincingly indeed
that the hopes of the enermies of the farth were sub-
virted  Michaehs refers to this.  “° At first,”’ said he,
i thcy (ememues of the faith) recommended these
critical researches, expecting great discoveries from
them to bolster up therr uhbelef, but those discoveries
have not been made ** The ranionalist Eichhorn con-
fessed that the different readings of the Hebrew manu-
scripts collected by Kennicott hardly offered sufficient
interest to compensate for therr cost!

STORY OF THE REVISED VERSION,

It still remams to speak of the latest of these
-gcholarly researches, and self-evidently the widest,
namely, the Revised Version of the King James trans-
lation, “‘ the greatest Biblical enterprise of modern
times,'’ as 1t has well been called This was the first
International and undenominational effort to prepare
an Enghsh version of the Bible It originated in the
Church of England min 1870 when sixty-five scholars
were sclected for the work, forty-one of whom be-
longed to that church, and twenty-four to other Chris-
lian bodies In the following year an American com-
iittee, consisting of thirty-four men of different de-
nommations, was formed to co-operate with the
Enghsh  The labours of the joint committees covered
Beveral years, the New Testament company com-
pleting 1ts work 1n 1880, and the Old Testament com-
pany 1n 1884
.. Even an ordinary reader comparing these two vor-
sions, the King James and the Rewised, can perceve
that the changes though many, are comparatively un-
Important  Sometimes an error m spelling has been
Corrected or a substitution has been made of one
$¥nonymous word for another, or a change of order

in the wording of a phrase, but all this without any
appreciable disuncuen of the sense In other words,
taking the changes altogether, they have not affected
a single historical fact or essential doctnine of Chris-
tianity  And yet these scholars are said to have had
in theirr hands for exammation and comparison no
less than 2,000 manuscripts of different books of the
Old Testament and 3,000 manuscripts of different
books of the New

This leads ont to what may be called the criticall

VALUE OF THE VARIOuS READINGS,

The Rev Alexander Roberts, D.D., here quoted, was
a professor 1n St Andrew’s Unrversity, Glasgow, and
a member of the English New Testament committee.
Speaking of the New Testament he says

‘“ The fact that we possess these various readings
constitutes our best hope of being able to approach

to certainty with respect to the origmal text Thes
may appear paradoxical, but 1t admits of easy
demonstration

‘““ For example, take any ancient writing in the
printed text of which there exist no various readings.
Is that text thercfore puré and trustworthy? Just
the opposite It 1s hopelessly corrupt There are
no “varleties of reading because the work has come
down to us in a single manuscript only, and there 15
no other authorty to appeal to Nothing could be
more calamitous to an ancient author than such =
circumstance  In the course of centurtes his work
has been often transcribed and, of necessity, dis-
figured with numerous errors How are those errors
to be discovered and corrected, when the work sur-
iives 1n only one manuscript? Where 1s there any
possibility of compansor except by conjecture? And
will not conjecture vary with different minds?

““ How different the case i regard to the New
Testament ! No miracle has been wrought to preserve
its text as it came from the pens of the mspired
writers, which would have been something quite out
of harmony with God's method of governing the
world  The manuscripts have been left like others,
to suffer from errors of pure mistake as well as errors
of intention on the part of transcribers, it may be.
But 1n the providence of God, 1t has been so ordered
that vastly more copies of the sacred volume have
come down to us 1n manuscript than of any other
ancient wnting whatsoever, Thus we have a wealth
of material sn abundant means for ascertaimng
through careful examination and companson, the true
text of the onginal *’

We now trust that we have satisfactonly answered
the inquiry of our correspondent, and that he and
our other readers may confidently believe that the
sacred text n our hands n printed form s the eternal
Word of God as He caused it to be written

fourth century, upon the collection of documenrts now
recognised by Christians as embodying all that has
been revealed of the Divine will and government to
man  After the return of the Jews from therr
Babylonish captivity, Ezra collected and arranged in
their proper order all the sacred books or wnitings

THE BIBLE, the name now given to the Scrip-

then known to him  These he
DIVIDED INTO THREE PARTS
-—the Law, the Prophets, and the Hagiographa

The Law 1s contained in the Pentateuch, or five books
of Moses, the wrnitings of the prophets are embraced
in Joshua, Judges, with Ruth, Samuel, Kings, Isaiah,
Jeremiah and his Lamentations, Ezekiel, Damel, Job,
Ezra, Nehemiah, Esther, and the twelve munor pro-
phets The Hagiographa, or *‘ sacred wnitings,"”
consists of the Psalms, the Proverbs. Ecclesiastes,
and the Song of Solomon This division was made
with a view to reducing the number of books to the
number of letters in the Hebrew alplabet—twenty-
two—and to this arrangement, as well as to the
authority and Ihivine character of the books them-
selves, Josephus refers thus * We have not thou-
sands »f books which are discordant , but we have
only twenty-two, which comprehend the history of all
former ages, and are justly regarded as Divine Five
f them proceed from Moses, they include an ac-
count of the creation of man as well as the laws,
extending to the time of his (Moses’) death This
periocd comprehends nearly 3,000 years From the
death of Moses to that of Artaxerxes, who was King
of Persia after Xerxes, the

PROPHETS WHO SUCCEEDED MOSES

committed to writing, 1n thirteen books, what was
done 1n their days The remamning four books con-
tain hymns to God (the Psalms), and instructions of
life for man" This threefold division of the Old
Testament mentioned here by the great Jewish his-
torian was expressly recognised before his day by
Christ, and was also acknowledged by the writers
o the New Testament

From the time of the completion of the Old Testa-
ment by Malachi, the last of the prophets, to the
publication of the New, there elapsed about 460 years
Near the trme of Christ a translation of the Penta-
teuch was made from the Hebrew inte Aramaic, a
language with which the Jews had become so famuliar
when 1n captivity that 1t almost usurped the place of
their native tongue Subsequently other portions of
the Hebrew Scriptures were also translated into this
Babylonish-Aramaean dialect, these versions or para-
Phrases being called Targums. They are ten 1n num-
ber, and the most important of them is the Targum
0f Onkelos, which was first printed 1n 1609, at Venice

They were, however, considered by some as of no
iital importance, and, with
OTHER WRITINGS

not in the canon, were consequently calied apocryphal,
ecclesiastical, and deuterocanonrcal Among the
Greck versions of the Old Testament the Septucgimnt
1s regarded the most ancient and valuable transla-
tton It 1s said to have been begun and completed in
the reign of Ptolemy Philadelphus, 286-284 8¢ The
Egyptian monarch, who was apxtous to embody
in one perfect whole the laws of all nations for the
librarv ne had founded at Alexandria, sent to Jerusa-
lem and cobtained seventy-two learned Jews, six from
each of the twelve tribes, who were skilled .n the
Greek and Hebrew languages, to whom he entrusted
the compilation of all the laws of their nation  These
learned men were shut up, as we are informed, 1n the
island of Pharos, where Demetrius Phalereus, the
principal librarian of the king, wrote down their ver-
sion as they dictated 1t to him, accomplishing the
work 1n seventy-two days There are some dufferences
ol opinion among many crifics as to the time of this
translation and the number employed upen 1t, but of
its validity there seems to be but little doubt, as at
the time of our Saviour it was quoted as authorty
both by Him and by the apostles This account of the

ORIGIN OF THE SEPTUAGINT

was not questioned until the seventeenth or eighteenth
century, when biblical critictsm may be said to have
been in 1ts mfancy

There were early Latin versions of the Bible, the
most celebrated of which 1s the Vetus Itala In the
fourth century this latter was revised by Jerome, but
hc being dissatisfied wrth the work, translated the
Old Testament from the origmal Hcbrew, which trans-
lation 15 now known as

THE VULGATE.

This has undergone several revisions by the direction
of different popes, and has for centurtes been the
standard Bible of the Church of Rome It was first
printed somewhere between 1450 and 1455, at Mentz,
by Gutenberg It was undated, and was the first
book ever printed with movable types In the third
century, the Septuagint was carefully revised by
Crigen, and up to the reign of James I of England
several translations, revisions, and versions of the
Scripture, a'l clustering round the origmal text,
made their appearance, and were only set aside finally
among Protestants on the publication of what has
been since known as

THE AUTHORISED VERSION

This was the work of forty-seven learned divines.and
laymen appointed by James I to revise the Bishop's
Bible, which may be said to have been itself a re-
vision of all the Enghlsh Bibles that had preceded it.
It appeared i 1611, in a folio volume printed n
black-letter, and with the following title
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THE HOLY BIBLE,
Conteyning the Old Testament,
AND THE NEW,

Newly translated out of the Qriginal tongues
& with the former Translations
dihigently compared ana revised

by his Mailesties speciall Commandment
Appownted to be read in Churches
Imprinted at London
by Robert Barker,
Printer to the King’s most excellent Maiestie,
Anno Dom 1611
Strange to say, this version of the Scrptures,

notwithstanding the announcement met so frequently on
ITS TITLE-PAGE,

was never authorised by royal proclamauon, by order
of Council, by Act of Parhament, or by vote of Con-
vocauon, nor s it known whether the words, ¢ Ap-
pointed to be read in Churches ' were used by order
ot the editors or added at the will of the printer
However this may be, the bemgn and unnersal in-
fluence of the Version itself ;s ample evidence of its
fidehity to the original, and of the Divine source fiom
whence the latter sprung  Caedmon, a Benedictine
monk of the seventh centuary, 1s said to hive been the
first who rendered any part of the Bible into the ver-
nacular of the Englsh of that period There were,
however, many paraphrases and versions by iarious
other distinguished men, such as the venerable Bede
and Alfred the Great, all leading up to the more com-
plete and perfect edition that began with
WYCLIF'S BIBLE
in 1380—-the first translation of the entire Old and
New Testament Scriptures in Epglsh, and ended with
the Authorised Version of the present day Wyclif's
Bible was followed by Tyndale’s translation, especially
ot the New Testament, 1525, and these again were
succeeded by Coverdale’s Bible, 1527, Matthew’s
Bible, 1537, Taverner's Bible, 1539, the Greai Bible,
same year, Whttingham’s New Testament, 1557,
the Genevan Bible, 1560, which was the first Enghsh
Bible printed 1n Roman type, and the first broken up
into verses after the manner of the present veision,
or 1 which italics were used to rupresent words sup-
plied by the translators  After this came the Bishop's
Bible already mentoned, the sertes closing 1 the
version made 1n the time of James |
The New Testament was not all written at orce, but
11 different portions and on various occastons  Six
of the apostles and two disciples who accompanied
them 1n their journeyings were engaged upon the work
That part of it known as
THE GDSPELS
was written or composed by four of the contemporaries
of Christ, two of whom had been constant auendanis
on His mimistry  The first of these histories was pub-
lishea a few years after the death of Jesus, and
among the very people that knew Him personally and
were witnesses of His life and conduct
The history called the Acts of the Apostles was first
published about the year 64, and the Episties were
separately written by five of the apostles, from 17 to
35 years after the death of the Saviour One of
these five, abour A D 96, wrote the Book of Revela-
tion also, which work completes the whole of the
Scriptures of the New Testament,

ALL THESE HISTORIES AND EPISTLES

were received by the Churches with the greatest
veneration, but from the manner in which they were
first circulated some of them were longer in reaching
certain places than others, a circumstance which pre-
vented their being received into the canon so soon
a~ the rest. In consequence of ttus delay. and from
the fact that a few of the wnitings were addresscd
to mdividual believers, or had not the name of the
apostle added, a doubt obtained among some regard-
ing the genmuneness of the Epistie to the Hebrews,
the Epistle of James, the Second Lpistle of Peter,
the Second and Third Epistles of John, the Epistle
o: Jude, and the Book of Revelation These how-
ever were subsequently acknowledged universally,
and classed with the other portions of the New Tes-
tament, ali of which had been received without dis-
pute or misgiving from the beginning

SEVERAL APOCRYPHAL WRITINGS

were published in the second century under the
name of Jesus Christ, but these were rejected by the
early Christians as spurious and hereucal On thus
head Paley observes, ‘‘ Besides our Gospels and (he
Acts of the Apostles, no Chnstian history claiming
to be wrtten by an apostle or an apostolical man
1, quoted within 300 years after the birth of Christ
by any writer now extant or known, or, if quoted,
1> quoted with marks of censure and rejection

was that of Coverdale, Southwark, 1537 The fitst
New Testament printed in Scotland was the Genevan,
1576 It was not published until 1579, when the Old
Testament appeared with it The first Bible printed
m Ireland was the Authorised Version, 1714 The
first portion of Scripture, and the first book of any
kind, printed v Amernica was The Bay Psalm Book,
Cambridge, Mass , 1640 The first New Testament
printed 1in America was the Authonsed Version
Boston, 1742  The first Bible printed in America
was the Authorised Version, 1752 The first Bible
printed 1in Ameruwa and having an American tmprint,
was the Authorised Version, Philadelphia, 1782

brance the things of Christ, and 1s a true Witness, not
speaking of Himself In this work of glonfying
Christ and empowering the Church for service,

THE HOLY GHOST

has gifts to give, and so we come to our subject,
** The Gifts of the Holy Ghost

That there are such gifts 1s clear from such scrip-
tures as, ‘‘ God also bearing them witness, both with
signs and wonders, and with divers miracles, and
gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to His own will "'
(Heb u 4), and the 12th chapter of I Connthans
That 1t 1s indeed the Holy Ghost who gives the gifts
13 also clear from such expressions as, ‘* Now there
are diversities of gifts, but the same Spint ** (verse
4), and ‘‘ For to one 1s gwven by the Spirit "
(verse 8), and then verse 11, ‘‘ But all these worketh
that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every
man severally as He will »

We have all read much on Salvation—and so 1t
should be—and no doubt quite a lot too on the
Baptism of the Holy Ghost—so also should that be—
but not such a great deal upon the gifts of the Holy
Ghost  For this reason the previous g.fts have not
been dealt with at any length, although so \mportant ,
but let us carefully consider these other gifts, con-
cerning which there 1s so

MUCH IGNORANCE,
and about which we read, ‘* I would not have you
to be ignorant * (I Cor xn 1)

In the early Church we read of people being saved,
healed, and filled with the Holy Ghost, and of the
manifestation of the gifts of the Holy Ghost The
power of God, however, did not remain with faithless
churches—the Church generally becoming cold and
formal, until at about the third century after Christ,
the gifts of the Holy Ghost were not 1n evidence We
would not regard this as being a dispensation of
the Lord, but as due to the backshding of the Church

Things went from bad to worse urtil about the
fifteen century, the darkest of the Dark Ages of the
Church’s history, when the forgiveness of sins was
not only sold as concerning the past, but also the
future, so that you could pay beforehand for sins that
you wanted to commit However, there was a fresh
dawn of hght with the Reformation and Martn
Luther, and. thank God, more and more hght as the
years went by. Should 1t not be expected that as
the Church gradually lost her life, power, glory and
light, there should be a gradual coming back mto the
fulness of the New Testament pattern? We have no
trme for any ‘' new hghr ' that would seek to lead
us away from the Scriptures, but we welcome all that
leads us back to the New Testament pattern

THERE ARE NINE GIFTS

of the Holy Ghost. (1) The word of wisdom, {2) the
word of knowledge, (3) faith, (4) the gift of healng,

(5) the working of miracles, (6) prophecy, (7} discern-
ing of spints, (B) diverse kinds of tongues, and (9) the
interpretation of tongues

It will be noticed that in the passage of scripture
(I Cor xn 8-10) where this list 1s given, we read,
 For to one s given by the Spirit ' (verse 8}, and
then eight times we read “ to another,”” which sug-
gests that the Divine plan 1s different gifts for dif-
ferent people, and for a person to have more than
one gift 1s the exception rather than the rule This
seems to be substantiated by the 29th and 30th verses
of this chapter, which ask, ‘‘ Are all apostles® are
all prophets? are ail teachers? are all warkers of
miracles? Have all the gifts of healing? do all speak
with tongues? do all interpret? ** This makes clear
that the general order 1s

DIFFERING GIFTS
for d.fferent people, but we cannot limit one gift to
one person, for after the questions just quoted we read
the injunction to °‘ covet earnestly the best gifts "
{plural, verse 31) This may be an exhortation to
them as a people, but then too 1t may be an injunction
to individuals

A comparison 1s made 1n the Scriptures between the
gifts of the Spint and love Because love 1s a more
excellent way, there are some who would tell us that
they are not concerned about the gifts, but are con-
cerned only with the more excellent way This 1s
not a scriptural position, although those who tell us
this are seeking to be scriptural It 1s no moe
scriptural to be taken up only with love, and refuse
to consider spiritual gifts, than 1t 1s to be taken up
only with gifts, and to forget the more excellent way
If we would be perfect, and in accordance w:th the
Scrptures, we are to ‘° foliow after love *” (I Cor
xtv 1), but not to stop at that—rather, while we are
doing that, we are toscovet earnestly the best gifts ™’
as 1t says i I Corinthians xu 31, and agamn later
in I Connthians xiv. 1, we are to ** desire spiritual
gifts ’'  Let us then, dear reader, be scriptural, not
merely mterested 1n the gifts of the Spint, and ad-
minng them, perhaps even believing in them, but let
us covet and desire them as we follow alter love. It
15 true that the Holy Spinit divides to every man
severally as He wnll, and 1s sovereign 1n this matter
as we read 1n I Corinthians xn 1l-—we recognise
His sovereignty, but we will remember too our res-
ponsibility.  'We will covet earnestly the besr gifts,
leaving the Spint of God to divide severally as He
will  Notice too that in the expression, ‘‘ the best
gifts,”” 1t 15 suggested that some gifts are

BETTER THAN OTHERS.

As we in these days read what the Bible has to say
concerning this subject, there are two possible dan-
gers that present themselves

(1) To beheve that the gifts are bemng mamfested
in these days when they are not

(2) Not to recogmse the manifestation of the gifts
in these days

These studies take the stand that the gifts of the
Spint are being marufested in these days; therefore
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we have 10 accept the challenge that the first danger
15 our danger  First let 1t be said that 1t 15 hardly
possible that

SANE, SENSIBLE MEN

and women all over the world <ould beheve that they
harve seen or heard such definite manifestations as
these gifts deal with, when there have been no such
manifestations  Second, tn answer to such a charge,
let it be said that tius 1s something more than a
belief 1t 1s something that we have seen ard heard
—we have seen the sick healed, we have heard and
read testmories (Witness or tesumony as to an oc-
currence being accepted as evidence n courts of law
by sane, sensible people) of deliverance from all man-
ner of sickness and disease, we have heard preach-
g that has been different, we have heard people
speaking i a language they have never learned—a
dear, distinct tongue, ad we have heard such mes-
sages an this clear laoguage  interpreted Such
evidence as this cannot be gamnsiid, and rudely
pushed aside

Let us look now at the evidence on the other side,
and with the facts before us, decide the 1ssue  1s
it possible that these muraculous guits of the Hol
Ghost are 1in evidence in these days, and jet not re-
cogimsed®  We beheve that 1t 1s possible for the
following

TWO REASONS,

and we leave the reader to give tus verdict of the case

{a) It 15 possible {or a person to live in thus wotld,
and yet never come n contact with such a people,
such a movement, or such mamfestations, even though
the Lord be working in this way

(b) There were three classes of people amongst the
Jews when our Lord was here

Phansees A scif-righteous sect with a  letter-
strictness whiwn overlaid the Law with traditioral 1n-
terpretations

Sadducees  Not strictly a sect, but rather thoee
amongst the Jews who denied the existence of angels
or other spirits, and all nuracles especially the resur-
rection  They were the religious rationalists of the
ttme and strongly entrenched n the Saanhedrin and
pricsthond  They were identified with no affirmatue
doctrine, but were mere denters of the supernatiral
(Matt ~xnn 23-33, Acts xxm 8)

Herodians a pohitical party of that day (Matt
xxit 15-22)

These interpretations have been taken from D
C T Scofield, and are beyond contradiction It s

THE SADDUCEES

that we are most concerned about Notice that al-
though such rughty miracles were done, thesc Sad-
ducees dented miracles, n fact were deniers of all
that was supernatural—their doctrine was destructive
We believe therefore that 1t 1s possible for the mani-
festation of the gifts of the Holy Ghost not to be
recognised in these days, in the samme way as 1t was
possible for people living 1n the days of Chnst to
deny the miraculous and supernatural n spite of the
evidence everywhere There 1s still the Pharisaic
spunt, there 1s still the spirt of the Herodians, and

quite evidently there 1s still the same spint of the
Sadducees

LBefore proceeding with the gifts and dealing with
them separately and in detml, the necessity of a true
and spirtual balance in these things may profitably
be uryged

Thank God for the people who in these days aiv
not crampmg out the Holy Ghost, but welcoming Hiw
presence and operations It 1s possible, however, o
be so taken up with spiritual tiungs and the miracu-
lous that we forget to be practical It 15 abundantly
possible 10 be too practical and not at all spiritual,
but it 15 possible, too, now

BE PRACTICAL

envugh  Our God 1s practical  The Bible 15 a prac-
tical Book, and the Chnstian walk and Chustian
seivice are nol mere fragile things only to be luokcd
at and adnured, but things workable and to bhe ex-
