HE word husband means house-band Here
I at once we obtain an exalted coaception of the
posttton of the husband He 1s the one who
holds and binds the home together
One writer helpfully says
“ Dud you cver hear the word husband explamed”’
It means hiterally ‘ the band of the house,” the sup-
port of 1t, the person who keeps 1t together, as a
band keeps together a sheaf of corn  There are many

married men, who are not hushands because they
are not

THE BAND OF THE HOUSE
Truly, 1n many cases, the wife 1s the husband for

ofttimes 1t 1s she who, by her prudence, thrift, and
economy, heeps the house together The married man
who, by lus dissolute habirs, sirips his house of all
comfort 18 not a husband 1n a legal sense he 1s, but
in no other, for he 1s not a house-band—instead of
keeping thungs together he scatters them among the
pawnbrokers "’

We will remember then that the husband is the
band of the house He 1s the strongest force in bind-
ing the home together Have you ever noticed the
disaster that comes through broken bands? The
band breahs—and the sheaves of corn fall mto dis-
order. The band comes off the wheel—and the spokes
are scattered The stnng breaks——and the bunch of
roses falls apart The wire snaps—and the mechani-
cal toy 1s spoilled The webbing 1s cut—and the up-
holstery 1s tattered

When the teal housc-band fails, the wife may make
brave efforts to supply his place, but she can never
fully succeed

fLest there -be any mistake un understanding the
present writer's views, let 1t be at once said that in
his judgment the ideal position can be summarnsed
thus The hasband 1s the head of the house, but the
wife 1s the heart of the home

Many years ago [ first heard that statement, and
the more [ think about it the more [ feel 1t exactly

summarises
THE SCRIPTURAL POSITION

‘Why not learn it off by heart? Let us repeat it to-
gether The husband is the head of the house, but
the wife 1s the heart of the home

Now for a very practical statement

The husband must be respected by his wife

This may sound a low level of expression. Why
not substitute the word love ?—the husband must be
foved by lus wife It s certanly true that a wife
should love her husband But in these days 1t is
necessary to point out that true love can only be
bult upon true respect  There may be a passionate

ammal love which 1s not governed by respect, but there
can be no true and pure love without respect

How is a husband to gain and hold the respect of
hig wife?

(a} He must be clean n his talk when at home

(b) He must be clean i his talk when away from
home

It 1s not sufficient for a wife to know that her hus-
band tells

NO VULGAR JOKE

in the home If e 1s to retain her respect ho must
tell nothing unclean and laugh at nothing unclean
when away from home

One day when traveling on a tramcar [ had a
pawnful shock Sitting in front of me were two men
Onc was a well-known Chnstian leader 1n a town
where once I had been a pastor’ 1 had been to that
man’s home, and enjoyed much hospitality He gave
liberally to the church to which he belonged, he hdld
many offices in Christian work, and generally speal-
ing was a respected church leader I noticed that he
and his friend were laughing much It was a sirange
kind of laughter—the kind I had learned through
painful experience to associate with that which was
not pure. Again my old-time friend began to speak
I could not help but overhear He told a story that
made me gasp with amazement [t was silly—it was
worse, 1t was unclean If 1t had been told 1n a
public house by a moral leper. one would not have
been surprised But to be told by this man '-—well,
words cannot express the shame [ felt In a moment
a man whom I had highly respected fell with a crash
from a pmnnacle of honour to

A PIT OF SHAME.

But if he lost my respect, what about his wife’s?
Supposing she had heard? Home-lfe would have lost
its sunshine for her

(c) He must be clean 1n his private habuls

One who smokes and spits 1s not pleasant any-
where In a home where there 1s a clean, scnsible,
and sensttive lttle wife he 1s utterly out of place
Cleanhness 1s not next to godliness, it s a part of it
There are quite a number of other habits which are
not clean, yet one hesitates to mention them 1n an
article Iike this  Let us observe other people, and
if we see any habit in them that we do not hike, let
us take care not to reproduce i1t in our own homes
Dirty habits are easily avorded by a httle thought and
effort Hands frequently are soiled by honest tod
—there can be no rebuke, only praise, under such cn-
cumstances But we can easily distinguish between
honest toul and slovenly habits
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d) He must be controlled sn his use of the physical
relattonship of marviage

[This part of tne subject will be dealt with at length
when these articles appear 1in book form at the con-
cluston of the series.—ED ]

(e) He should have no secrets from his wnfe
We have heard a wife confess that she did not
know her husband’'s income! He had

NEVER TOLO HER

what he earned, but gave her a weekly allowance
Poor wife! Poor, musguided husband who cid not
sufficiently trust his wife to tell her what he earned'

Other husbands have secret friends, and secret club
associates They are mystertously late n arriving
home at night, and never give the reason why No
wonder the wife begins to think that she has not the
first place in the affections of her husband

(f) He should be appreciative

I don't mean that he should be untruthful He can-
not say the cooking 1s grand when the meat ts half-
done, and there 1s no salt 1n the potatoes, and too
much gnger 1n the pudding  But for those who have
eyes to see and a heart to appreciate, there will be
many little things that can receive an approving word
The husband who 1s really grateful 1s in the best posi-
twon really to grumble if the occasion arses  Grumb-
ling 1s not good if 1t can be avorded—but occasionally
1t helps a too easily satisfied wife to be more vigilant
and thorough

(g) He should exhibit the fruat of the Spirit of Chisst
. The fruit of the Spirit 18 named in Galatians v
22, 23 ** Love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness,

goodness, faith, meekness, temperance Here we get

to the heart of
A HUSBAND'S SUCCESS.

There are so many things a husband should (’io: but
these things vary and multiply under various circum-
stances Yet if he 1s filled with the Spirit of Chrst,
he will have the grace within hum to meet nghtly
every emergency as it arises. The best husband can
vily be a Christian husband  If he 15 not a Christian
husband then he will faill in many ways DBut if he
15 Chnist’s, then he will be about his Savieur’s busi-
ness He will see to 1t that the Biblé 1s the centre
of the home, that united home prayer 15 a daily prac-
tice, that every week the Lord has one-tenth of the
mncome, and even more, that Sunday finds him and his
wife 1in the house of God, that during the week as
much time as possible 1s given to !

THE SERVICE OF THE CHURCH,

that the music of the home is honouring to God, that
there 15 no Sunday paper, that the htile home works
hke clockwork-—and many other things

If he does these things, then hc w.ll obtann and
mamntain the respect of his-wife Respect will prove
to be the sohd rock foundation of love and he will
have the joy of knowing that the words of Scripture
are being fulfilled 1n his experience ‘° Nevertheless,
let every one of you in particular, so love his wife
even as himself, and the wife see that she reverence
her husband ** (Eph v "33), and agan, ** Husbands,

UR Lord possesses a number of names and
O titles descriptive of His varwus dispensational
offices He 1s called in the Scriptures, a
Prophet, a Priest, and a King This 1s brought out
clear as sunbight in the Epistle to the Hebrews, in
the nminth chapters, verses 24-28, thus
He nath appeared (verse 26)—as a Prophet
He now appears (verse 24)—as a Priest
He shall appear (verse 28)—as a Kmng

He was a Prophet on earth, He 1s now a Priest 1n

heaven, and 1s

COMING BACK TO REIGN
as King  If we reverse the Divine order of the names
and offices ot Christ, much musunderstanding will be
the result the Scriptures will be sadly distorted and
the Church w.ll lose much that God has intended 10
be her hieritage in the present era of grace

Although there 1s no plain reference in the New
Testament narrative of our Lord’s life where He
offered Himself as a King to Israel, yet I find that
the same inspired records furmish me with a super-
abundance of references to the establishment of a
spintual kingdom :n the hearts of all them that be-
leve  Surely our Lord durmg His pudmght inter-
view with such a high digmrary as Nreodemus would
have intimated that His advent into the world was of
nattonal interest to those whom this ‘' master 1n
Israel '’ represented, had that then been His intention
On the other hand our Lord marvelled that the proud
Phansee knew nothing of the new birth— Marvel
not that T said unto thee, Ye must be bown agam »’

Notes from the Journal of Miss MARION EWENS

UR beloved sisters, Miss Ewens and Mjss
O Paint, having recently occupied a new and
important centre in the Bihar Province, Miss

Ewens writes as follows
Let me teli you a little of the work here and the
kind of place we are in It cannot in any way be
called & jungle' Monghyr 1s the second most 'mpor-
tant town in Bihar, Patna bemg the first Monghyr
1, an old historical town on the banks of the famous

Miss Ewens, Miss Pamnt and Mr and Mrs Ephraim.
Ganges Parts of a fort are yet to be seen O
bungalow 1s nside this fort

At our first Sunday service here last week theie
were five people present beside ourselves Mr
Ephraim preached An Indian nurse who was piresent
with her baby, both with high fever on them, asked
me to pray for them The next morning Mr Ephraim
mct her aut and she said they were both quite well
This led to our bemg called to go and pray for a
very sick child of one of the Baptist Christians yes-
terday, and the child 1s much better to-day ‘lhey
feared 1t was dymg when we went there Such op-
portunities tend to open more and more doors for the
message  Praise be to God!

The Hindus celebrated their New Year just recently
and we had a splendid view of 1t all. Both at early
dawn and sunset throngs of devotees flocked to the
banks of this sacred river to perform their ceremomal
bathing and at the same time to offer the firstfruits of
their land 1o the sun  The eldest women of the
famuly were chosen to present the offering, the other
members of the farmily gathering round and sprini.
ling the sacied water in front of these offerings,
which were presented 1n winnowing fans They had
already fasted two days, and this was the third day
of fasting, after whirh they would keep a feast It
was pathetic to sec both men and women measuring
thewr length in the dusty road agamn and again, and
<o mahing their way to the river bank

Reaching the top of the ghat leading down to the
Place of bathing and worship, they would not so

much as walk down the steps, but continued measur-
ing therr length n this way over the stone steps

Thus humbling themselves to the very dusr, thirsty,
hungry, they arrive at the brink of the river Al
this s done to obtam ment, and if possible to atone
for past sins by washing in their sacred nver What
a glorious Gospel we are telling these very people,
that Jesus has accumulated all the ment that satis-
fies God, that there 1s

drawn from the very body of the Saviour, and that
all who plunge beneath that flood lase all their guilty
stans  If you could have watched the scene as we
did, you would be astomshed at the abandonment of
body and soul to therr worship How much they
are willing to suffer, if only they can obtamn or attain
to a stage of nighteousness by works which will en-
sure the devotee a better existence 1n the nextr world
Is 1t any wonder that they fear death, and are all
their ifetime subject to bondage, when they have to
look forward to being a dog, rat, cat, lion, or mon-
key in the next period of their existence? On account
of this belief Hindus do not take Iife, lest unwittingly
they kill some departed relative

Our bungalow consists of four rooms, one of these
we keep for meetings only. At present we only have
two meeungs a week, Sundays and Wednesdays at
4 pm At one Wednesday meeting a young man
was =aved He 15 a

and has had some education at the Dublin University
Mission 1n Hazaribagh, but had not received the new
birth As his name 1s now blessedly recorded in the
heavenly register, I do not mind anything else The
Lord will lead him on

Will you please join us in prayer for one Mr Aziz
{a name which means Beloved) So you can call him
Mr Beloved! His wife 1s a Christian and was once
a member of a Chrstian church  On account of this
unequal marriage the Chrisuans looked down upon
her, and she discontinued going to church This all
happened some years ago. Strange as 1t may seem.
the Lord brought our workers in touch with this very
family Mr Beloved has not yet been to the meetings,
but he allowed us to hold a meeting mm his house

He 1s very fearful of lis fellow Mahometans |
spoke in Hindi on the story of Nicodemus, explaining
‘ Ye must be born again ”’ We feel he 1s convicted
of the truth, and we must pray be will be convicted
of his need of a Savipur

The following information I receved from an
American veteran muissionary in India, but now on
furiough 1n America Certamnly these seventy mil-
lions of so-called ‘‘untouchables would stand by the
British Raj any day, and are a factor to be reckoned
upon in the present situation n India

He expresses thankfulness for some articles concern-
ing ‘“The Real Hindwsm,”' which have appeared 1n one
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of the largest dailies 1n America, sent from their India
correspondent 1 quote from one artcle

‘“ The President of a conference of ¢ outcasts’
(those lower than the lowest caste of Hindus) speaks
for 70,000,000 of ‘untouchables * which he represents
Apostrophising the caste members of Hinduism, be
says ‘ We outcasts are treated worse than beasts
You may touch yow horse, your dog may luk jour
hand, you may let your cat eat your food, rats may
run about your room, and you are not polluted DBut
one of us may not touch you, or look at you, or walk
past you on the main street  Our very shadow brings
pollution  Not only are you polluted, but you god
15 also  He wasn’t polluted when He created us—

but you believe that if one of us goes into a temple
now, and looks at your 1dol god, that god has to have
4 bath immediately He has to be sprinkled with
sacred cowdung, muved with cow urne, to purnfy
him  and one of us may not come nearer to you
thon sixty-four feet, lest he defile you high castes
This 1s untouchability  We realise that 1f the British
were to leave India, we would be the first ones to
suffer, and therefore we as a body condemn the civil
disobedience campaign "' This writer adds that as
soon as such poor outcasts become Chrstian, they
are freed from all these caste restrictions The ** un-
touchable *7 1« no longer such, but a biother beloved
Hallelyjah '—M B LwEess
