THESE words have been a help and strength
to thousands of souls 1n pursuit of salvation
and the gifts of God Notice that 1t 15 1n
relation to an afflicted child that they were pronounced
in the fight of faith when seeking healing from the
Lord Jesus In them we see that in one and the
same soul there can arise a struggle between

FAITH AND UNBELIEF,

and that 1t 1s not without a struggle that we come to
believe n Jesus, and in His all-power to heal the sich
In this we find the needful encouragement for realis-
ing the Saviour’s power

I spcak here especially to sufferers who do not
doubt the power or will of the Lord Jesus to heal in
this day without the use of earthly remedies, but who
lack the boldness to accept heahing for themselves
They believe 1n the Divine power of Chnst they be-
lieve in & general manner His good will to lheal,
they have acquired, either by the Scriptures, or by
facts of healing by the Lord alone which have taken
place 1n our day, the intellectual persuasion that the
Lord can help eren them, but they shrink back from
accepting healing, and from saying with faith, *“The
Lord has heard me, I know that He 1s healing me ”

Take notice, first, that without faith no one can
be healed When the father of the afflicted child
said 1o Jesus, ** If Thou canst do anything, have com-
passion on us, and help us,”” Jesus replies ‘‘ If thou
canst belreve

JESUS HAD THE POWER

t+ heal and He was ready to do i, bur He cast the
responsibality on them  '* If thou canst™ **All
things are possible to him that beheveth ” (R V)
In order to obtain your healing from Jesus, 1t 1s not
enough to pray Prayer without faith 1s powerless

It 1s the ** prayer of faith ' which saves the sick
{James v 15) If you have already asked 1t for
yourself, then before you are conscious of any

change, be able to say with farth, *' On the authority
of God’s Word | have the assurance that He hears
me and that I shall be healed ’’ To have farth means
in your case to surrender your body absolutely into
the Lord’s hands, and to leave yourself entirely with
Him  Faith receives healing as a spuitual grace
which proceeds frum the Lord even while there 1s no
conscious change m the body Fath can glonfy God

and say, ‘' Bless the Lord, O my soul who
healeth all thy discases  (Psalm cui 1-3) The Lord
requircs this faith that He may heal

It was lus ardent desire that his faith should not
come short  Confess to the Lord ali your ditficulty
to believe Him on the ground of His Word, tell Him
you want to be nd of this unbelhef, that you bring
1t to Him with a will to hearken only to His Word
Do not lose tune in deploting your unbelief, but look
to Jesus The hght of His countenance will enable
you to find the power to beheve n Him (Psalm xln
3) He calls on you to trust m Him Say to Him,
‘ Lord, I am still aware of the unbelief that 1s m
me, I find 1t difficult to bebeve that I am sure of my
healing because I possess Him who works 1t, and,
nevertheless, I want to conquer this unbehef Thou
Lord, wilt give me the victory 1 desire to beheve,
[ will believe, by Thy grace I dare to say I can be-

Stirring Journals from the Congo and East Transvaal

RITING her first impressions of life and
\K/ work 1n the great Congo field from the
misston station at Mwanza, Mrs  james

Mullan sends us the following interesting particulars

We left Elzabethville last Tuesday Never shall |
forget the services on the Sunday n the mission
church there Hallelujah  The s'nging and earnest
prayers of those dark-shinned brothers whose souls
belong to Jesus, was the most real inspiration re-
ceived since leaving Cape Town, and will never be
forgotten  They sang, ‘“ Send the Light,"” with
such enthus:iasm as to sur one s spirtt to do

GREAT THINGS FOR THE LORD,

Our rail journeys ceased on Wednesday when we
arnived at Bukama to take our places on the river
steamer, to travel up Congo River for Kabumbuly,
and from there to this station The journey took two
days which were the most enjoyable of the whole
trip, being along the glonious country of wild
Afrnica  We passed floating 1slands of papyrus,
glorously shady palms, all kinds of grasses, and
herds of antelope  The first day we broke the journey
v order for four men to hunt  They succeeded 1n
shooting nine large antelope, which made the menu
«u_the shup’s company the follow:mnyg day!

We arrived at Kabumbulu last Friday, when we
were mnvited to the houses of Dr and Mis MceDonald,
and also Mr and Mis Wilding, who atc stationed
there

After a wilcome cup of tea we took our position
for the five hours’ trck through to Mwanza! The
bicycle Mr Mullan rode became punctured when haif-
way to our destmation, which resulted 1n & very tirng
walk for him 1 went by hammock, so was= v no
danger of punctures' I did have a few bumps,
bangs, and jolts, which are expected when travelling
that way

We encountered a large brown snake on the path
which resulted in the boys dropping the hammock
without thought of 1ts hapless contents, and yelling
af the top of their voices! One of the carriers said
he was bitten, but on our examining the imjury we
discovered u slight cut caused by the hammock on
his foot

We arrived, after five hours’ journcy, at

MWANIA,

to be recened by quite a number of the Congo Evan-
gehsue Mission workers, cluding Messrs, Taylor
and Salter, and our hosts, Mr and Mrs Burton
The cooling lemonade, and refreshing bath were more
than welcome Thank God for the kidred hearts we
meet everywhere, all rejoicing 1 the companionship
of Jesus

Last Sunday was a real day of blessing as we
ittended the morning scrvices, and were so thankful
e realse the great change in the hearts of those,con-
verts o ihe evening Mrs Burton tool: me to a
ullage near by, called Kakia, where there was a Bam-
budya dance and beer-drinking in progress, to cele-
brate the death of a man n the village, and to kecp
his spinit away  Not many attended our lttle meet-
mg  Hundieds of the people were gathered to the
carousal, and many more were on the way, all dressed
m their best clothes and very excitedly awaitag
events  The drums were playing, with the accom-
paniment of strange

PORTABLE WOODEN PIANOS,

and causing thereby a wewrd rhythmic melody, to
which the dancers were moving  Around their lomns
the latter wore doths of every description, which
were very full and wide, ana looked peculiarly grace-
ful ay they wriggled and twisted  Although at first
I admired the dexterty and grace of movement, yet
after watching a httle longer the evil suggested in
these dances was plun to see It was sickening to
watch the evident admirauon on every face, and to
feel our helplessness to stop such displays  But God
sees ' Aad it cheers us to realise that even though
we see the evil, He secs the darkness of their hearts,
al has His plans for their salvation

Last rught I eaperienced my first camp-fire meet-
mg ' We all gathcered in Mwapsa village where o
large fire of branches was burming, and a g clear-
ing made for the audience to sit It was a Iittle afier
8 30, and the firebght was playmg upon the happ:
taces of the large number of natives, all of whom
had been converted

Oh, the peace, joy, and ecvident satisfaction por-
trayed on these Christians' faces, o contrast te those
we had seen the previous might  When God changes
a man, He does 1t well and truly!

We sang hymns, and a number of earnest prayers
were offered, after which twelve evangelists spoke
about tharr work, and 1ts results

TWO INCIBENTS
were afterwards relared to me which are so beautiful,
as follow

In a certain village the Gospel had been recerved
by some of the people, though not by others Those
that believed, however, could not be persuaded to
destroy the old fetishes and charms they had used.
One old man was very ill, and sought Divine healing.
The native evangelist said that he would not be
healed unless he first destroyed these charms  His
wife sought to dissuade him from this, but his son,
who was a Chnstian, said, ** Yes, my father. Burn
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these old fetishes, and Jesus will hear your prayer "'

At last the deed was done, and the evangelist prayed
over lum, anomting him in the Name of the Lord
He was immediately healed, and gives now the happy
and powerful testtmony of an obedient child of God
The other incident 1s sorrowful, but an urge to all
Lhristians to permit God to fight their battles

A WITCH-DOCTOR !

was convinced of his need of Christ as His Saviour,
but would not give himsellf to God The evangelist
prayed for him, and spoke much to him, but was
rudely treated and refused He said that as a witch-
doctor he made medicines and charms, for which he
was well paid But where would his money come
from if he became a_Christian® And so he refused

the message, and the evangelst was rather dis-
heartened
But God pays His debts without money This

witch-doctor 1s now a terrible sufferer with that dread
disease, sleepy sickness

Pray that he will see his foolishness of rejecung
the gift of eternal lfe for the vamities of this world,
and that 1n penitence his heart will seek to the great
Lover of souls

We have had the joy of meeting the first coment
of our work, Abalahama (Abraham), who 15 rejoicing
in the Lord, and doing much work for Him

Hallelujah ' the fruits of these sants of Geod are
mantfesting themselves more and more!

It was indeed a privilege to be there for the
Chpistmas meetings  Groups would tramp i from the
various local churches headed by their evangelst, and
with sleeping mats, firewood, books and other neces-
sities loaded on their heads, and singing the songs
of Zion God was very present in the meetings, and
many were blessed

On the Sunday the church was not large enough,
though the natives are experts in crowding together,

and numbers had to sit outside, Two chiefs were
present, but neither have taken any stand In the
afternoon we all marched down to the river to make
a public confession of faith m Jesus A white man
with a gun stood by, solicitous of our health, pre-
pared to shoot any crocodite that might be 'rquisitive
or hungry—but around us were the gunless angels of
God 1n theor munstries to the heirs of salvation On
our return the behievers entered the church to re-
member the Lord’s death, while the others gathered
a lttle distance away for an open-air meeting  In

I have referred 1o the ' church ™ bulding at
Komatipoort You can see a part of 1t 1in the photo
with the large stores on the roof It has certamly
' passed 1ts prime,"” if it ever had one, and despitc
the ventilation (both designed and aceidentaly 1t s
decdedly warm on hot days Imagine corrugauwd
iron walls and roof too hot to touch, temperaturc
110 and over, natives packed hke sardines, every onc
of them streaming with perspiration, and everyont
singing with all ther heart (They always considu
therr heart (s situated 1n theiwr throat, and point there
when referring to it

Here at Nelspruit we had a three-hour waich-night
service  One man, evidently with a message from
God, spoke of the missionaries (and the Governmert)
putting fences up He at times did not like the
fend s, and broke through, seeking pasture on Satan's
farm  But he was always sorry afterwards  But
fenues were good for the people, and were only put
there for their good  Before the new year started,
1 number of men and boys came forward to seek the
Lord, inciuding the two biggest boys in our da)
school, and one young man who has been listening
to the Gospel for years Praise God!

But at present we seem t0 be scarcely touching the
fringe of the work We long that each believer shall
be a firebrand, and for such an outpouning of the
Holy Spirit that the whole countryside shall resound
with the praises of our Redeemer

N our previcus talk on the husband we saw that
I the meamng of the word 1s that of house-band
It 1s equally interesting to know that the word
wife means a weaver One writer says ‘‘The wife s

THE PERSON WHO WEAVES.

Before our great cotton and cloth factories arose, one
of the principal employments in every house was the
fabrication of clothing every family made 1ts own
The wool was spun nto thread by the girls, who
were therefore called spinsters, the thread was woven
into cloth by thewr mother, who accordingly was
catled the weaver, or the wife

But the root meaning of the word helpmeet 1s even
more interesting Eve was given to Adam to be his
helpmeet (Gen n 18) Helpmeet comes from a root
meamng to surrownd The wife 1s therefore a sur-
rounder One who surrounds her husband with love,
sympathy, and provision The husband or house-
band surrounds the home with his stiength  The
wife surrounds her husband with her love

But now let us be very practical In our last pre-
vious talk we asserted that for a hushand to hold
the love of his wife he must first hold her respect

Now we will speak from the wife's siandpomt, and
say, that 'f she 1s to bhold the love of her husband
she must

HOLD HIS ADMIRATION.

A husband ought to be able to admne his wife
If he cannot really admire her, he cannot 1eally love
her It i1s possible to admire without loving, but 1t
1s not possible to love without admiring—unless it
be with a love of compassion But a wife should aim
at holding her husband’s contented love A love of
compass:on s very unsat.sfactory between man and
wife  They should be perfectly satisfiedd with each
other, and thus love with a love of contentment

(1) There should be physical admuration

Every time a husband looks upon his wife’s face
he should expertence pleasure The human face should
be the most beautiful thing 1n existencc  Man 1s the
poem of God. Man 1s God’s masterpiece Do not
mistake me—paint and powder do not make the face
beautiful Paint and powder give a sham appear-
ance No thoughtful man will be attracted by make-
up He knows that he 1s looking on beauty that can
be washed off with soap and water Nerther does a
man simply look ourt for

BEAUTIFUL FEATURES

To some, beautiful features are an unpossibility
Naturally one cannot alter the shape of the nose and

the colour and size of the eyes But there 1s an -
describable something that can beautify the platnest
face We call it ** a beautiful countenance ’’ It 1s
the expiession of the face But 1t 1s an expression
that comes from the depths of the heart It is this
countenance which delights the heart of man It 15
this which stirs up his admeratior

I recollect the story of an elderly Christian lady
who was nding i a tramcar A troubled young
woman sat down beside ler The two entered into
comversation  Love and sympathy beamed from the
face of the elder lady At last the other sad,
‘ Please can 1 kiss you? " *‘ Yes,”’ said the lady.
A little later the young woman said to her new friend,
*“* Were you surprised when I asked you to let me
kiss you® ' ¢ No,”’ said the Christian lady, ‘* many
other girls have asked me the same ”

As far as we know there was no particular humam
beauty about that lady But she had a love-lit coun-
tenance  Others were drawn to her—others wanted
to kiss her

It 1s not saying too much to assert that the sight of
HIS WIFE'S FACE

should create within the heart of the young husband
the desire to kiss her—especially 1n the quiet moments
of rest after the toill of the day, or the completion
of some exacting duties

Natural beauty gradually fails, but the beauty of
the countenance should ever increase. But the wife
should always remember that the beauty of coun-
tenance disappears when the heart 1s angry and
jealous  Apxiety and grief also rob the face of its
attractiveness  How careful and prayerful the wife
should be not to mar the attractiveness of her
countenance To aim at this 1s not pride—it 1s
commoen sense

Mr Frank Cockrem, of the London City Mission
gives sound but plain advice to open-air speakers.
But his words not only apply to the male open-aw
speaker, they also apply to the female home-maker.
He says .

A minor matter, and yet withal an important one, 1s the
subject of dress and personal appearance It 15 strange, but
alas! quite true, that I know some working-men preachers
whose hands and faces are never clean, others who never
attend properly to thewr finger-nals, others whose dress 15
uniformly untidy and soiled Difficult as it may be for some
who are engaged in particular occupations to maintain an
absolutely neat and clean appearance, this should be earnestly
striven for bv every one who preaches Christ before his
fellow-men

control

A self-controlied wife is a marvellous blessing  She
is able to face the

MOST DIFFICULT SITUATION

with courage and wisdom It 1s a sad thing for a
man who, just when he needs the help of his wife
most, finds her going off into a fant or hysterics

‘When the founder of the Salvation Army, the late
General Booth, was still in the Wesleyan ministry,
a cnisis arose  He felt that God’s call to him was to
do the work of an evangelist DBut the Wesleyan
Conference voted against him giving his full time to
this worle It was a crisis for Wilham Booth  If he
refused to agree, then he would have to leave the
Wesleyan ministry  He and s farily would lose
thetr 1nrcome Hits home and futmie would be
threatened One can well understand the strongest
of men hesitating But while Mr. Booth was m the
midst of the crisis, and as he was being urged to agice,

EMEMBER!' How often do we find God
Rusmg th's word in His dealings with His

people, first, with the children of Israel,
directly, and also through Moses and the prophets,
then with the Church, through His Son and the
apostles The recurrence of

THIS INJUNCTION, ' REMEMBER,”

should 1mpress us with the fact that God has recog-
nised a snare, namely, that we easily forget that which
we have seen, heard, or experienced, and He seceks
to keep us from falling into 1t afresh No doubt, if
we sat down for a quiet hour with God and His Book,
each of us would remember lessons that we had for-
gotten, mughty wonders wrought before our eyes, of
which we have thought httle or nothing since the time
they were accomplished, experniences through which
God had mughtily brought wus, the recollection ot
which, in some time of fiery tral or temptation, wouhl
have quickened afiesh ow faith tn the Lotd of glory
Oh, let us begin to learn this lesson to-day. it we have
not learned it before—that God would have us bring
ofttimes to mund His mighty doings, His blessed
instruction through the Word day by day, and also
the times He has undertaken for us, and brought u-
through triumphaatiy, when hope seemed gone Let
us remember to-morrow the experience we have to-

The Moorhouse Crisis in Moody’s Ministry

N 1867 while Moody was preaching in Birming-
I ham, he met the preacher Henry Moorhousc
Mr DMoorhouse expressed an immechate desie
to visit America  Moody was prejudiced agamst him
and paid lLittle attention to his request In the frst
place Moorhouse was hnown as the Boy Preacher, and
Moods disliked titles that seemed to bc sensational
He also felt that Moorhouse was pushing humself too
much, and that it was not good taste for im to ask
to be brought to Amerca Finally, the young man
d:d not have the appearance of a preacher
But by some means Moorhouse managed to follow
Moody to America  The great evangelist tells the
iteresting story of

THE CRISIS

which came into his ministry from this crrcumstinge
Moody relates the incident mn these words

‘I hadn’t been in Chicago a great many weeks
before I got a letter saying that he had arrnved mn
America, and that he would come to Chicago and
