You may wonder what my tmpressions weig os |
drew near to Japan  Words fadl to express the praise
m my soul to the One who had led me 12,000 mules
over the mighty ocean, 1o preach the glorious Gospel
-—yes, through the same Red Sea that was rolled
back by the mughty hand of our God My heart
was full of praise to God as I was coming through
the Inland Sea of Japan For miles and miles there
was nothing but hundreds of islands Yes, ‘¢ the
islands shall hear His vorce ”*

Standing on deck 1 sighted Kobe God had truly
gone before me and prepared many hearts As the
boat neared the quay-side I could hear the songs of
Sion to welcome me I was greeted warmly by dear
Sister Taylor and her workers, while they sarg fiom
full hearts, ** Glory to God, Hallelujah ’—a never-to-
be-forgotten memory At last my eyes were behold-
ing the land of His choice for me and the people that

We have nad a wonderful tume i Calecutta this
weel-end  Miss Paint left Monghyr for Calcutta on
Friday, but I could pot go with her, as a widow
we arc interested in had promised to come out on
Saturday morning , however, she did not come, so 1
went off by the mght tramn to Calcutta, arriving at
seven am Mr and Mrs JEdwards bad arranged
for us to take two meeungs, mormng and evening,
praying for the sicl after each meeting

This Little body of believers 1n Caleutta had started
a church of thewr own They had freely spoken of
their disappointment with missionaries generally to
Mr and Mrs Edwards, and we wondered how they
could ask us to speak to them' However, my per-
sonal experience of working n India befure and after
my Baptism, helped by the melung power of the
Spirit of God, moved them to receive us both with
a hearty welcome, and at the close they asked if we
would stay longer and teach them more Mr Mundel,
their leader, said, “ You two have done m one day
what the professional mussionary could not accomplish
in seventy years ”’ He 15 a very influential Bengal:

they wanted to be prayed for 1 thought fhey hid
better remaun in thetr seats—it was just a room—.and
we wouldl go to them Ar Edwards came round
and helped me, but it was astonishing how the num-
ber leept inereasing, every corner was occupicd, and
people standing at the door before we were thiougl
Glory ' Hallelujah ' I just knew some were healid,
though 1 did not ask for testimonies rght awas
The best testimony to therr having received Dblese-
ing, lay 1n the fact that after feeding us with Bengal:
sweets, they took us off 1n a carnage to visit somc
bedridden cases—all sorts of diseases, whole famthes
were sick

We had left home at 830 am, and did not r-
turn wll 130 pm, tired, hot, and happy' It is
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quite hot n Calcutia, whereas 1t 1s still quite cold
n Monghyr, so 1t was a sudden change for us

But now .

ETER tells us in his second epistie that ‘‘a man
P 1s the slave of any one by whom he has been

worsted 1n fight ” Many of us—like Saul of
Tarsus—fought against Chnist .n the old days, we
struggled for supremacy, seeking to establish the
soverergnty of self. But at last we found

QOUR RESISTANCE BROKEN

down—strongheld after stronghold fell before the
omnipotent love of God, until eventually the central
citadel of our being capitulated to Christ, we sur-
rendered to Him the keys of the kingdom of hfe,
and tendered Him the sword of rebellon We dis-
covered that Divine love 1s the mughtiest dynamic
in the world

And so we have become ‘‘ thralls to God "’ by
reasor and nght of conquest. We are no longer

Of Him who died upon the lree,
We loved Him then at Calvary,

We love Him now we do not see,
And shall through all eternity

Of Francis of Assist 1t 1s recorded that he was
a lover of God " This accounted for the glowing
zeal, the undying devotion, and the unwearying ser-
vice which glonfied his whole Iife Thus we see
that the authority which Christ exerts and estab-
lishes over the life He has redeemed 1s that of love
In one of Dr Stuart Holden’s books reference 1s
made to a character, ‘' a self-willed girl, whose life

you have become thralls to God — Rowws v 22, 4§ Way

had become enriched and beautified by a pure love
In e<planation of the power which her hero pos-
sessed over her, she said, * Plhell, you see, I love
ham and so he can do anythung he hkes with me * '
Is this not a faint Likeness of that lugher and holier
bondage which our heavenly Hero and Lover has
brought us wnto? His great love demands

UTMOST SURRENDER;

and perfect love casts out all fear, all reserve is
taken out of the response which we give, our aban-
don to His will 15 perfect and complete Love de-
lights to renounce 15 hberty, and yeld to the law
which governs its bfe. This hfe is only possible
to those who know the reign of love—the fetters
of obedience would prove 'rhsome and pamnful to
the spint of any but those whose wills have been
yielded entirely to God. The pathway would be far
too difficult for other feet True sprritual conquest
can only be realised by those who are prepared to
submit to this love-thraldom

How uttle we realise all that this supreme servi-
tude to the Drvine would accomplish 1n us and make
possible through us Ignatius Loyola once cried,
“ Give me twelve men wholly surrendered to God,
and I will convert the world with them ” Some-
what extravagant words to use, and yet contamnmng
a great truth  The possibihties of nfe utterly God-
possessed are tremendous—n fact they are only
Iimited by the will of God What God can do with
Life which He controls 1s occasionally seen 1 the
mimstry of those who have thus yielded For ex-
ample, ** Hudson Taylor, one Sunday morning, whilst
walking along the seashore at Brighton, heard

THE INNER VOIGE,

wluch he hnew so well, say to hie ¢ Hudson
Taylor, I am going to evangelise Inland China, and
if you will walk with Me, I will do it through you* ”’
What God wrought through this consecrated chan-
ne! forms one of the most thrilling stortes of mis-
sionary achigiement n modern times  Like others
who have willed themselves unreservedly and irrevoc-
ably tu God, Hudson Taylor proved how much the
Divine hand can accomplish in one life and ministry

Let us never forget that 1f we give ourselves to
God m this wholehearted manner, God gives Him-
self back to us in fullest measure It 1s only as
we let ourselves go—Uterally throw ourselves upon
God’s will—that He can meet us in floodtide ful-
ness, and only thus and then can we prove the ex-
hilarating and exultant joy of being utterly lost in
God,—carnied captive m the Spirit to the heights
and depths of Divine impartation and impregnation
As long as we so tenaciously ching to our own tiny
resources, so long shall we remain but ankle-deep m
spiritual experience  So many are content to wade,
when God s plan 1s that we should swim
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Yes, all s mune, I'll use 1t all,
The grand, the fair, the soft, the strong,
To nerve my force for His blest thrall
To whem 1, having all, belong

O Master and Lover Divine, take possession of
this vessel of fragile clay, filing 1t with the unpriced
treasures of Thy grace and love Let my whole life

Make every outlet of my bemg a means of out-
pouring to the thirsting and tempted that hLe all
around my path.

Two Classes

15 divided mto two classes—not three or four
classes, but only two
In Matthew xxn. 31-46, the words sheep and
goats are used There 1s a certain resemblance be-
tween the places they are gomng to In some as-
pects they may look much alike, but their final des-
tinations are wvastly different
The sheep shall be set on the right hand, and the
goats upon the left "When judgment 1s given, the
Lord will say to the sheep, ‘* Come, ye blessed of
My Father, mhert
THE KINGDOM PREPARED

for you from the foundation of the world,”’ and to
the goats He will say, ‘" Depart from me, ye
cursed, nto everlasting fire, prepared for the Devil
and hss angels "’

We could do with more notes of warming regard-
g a Christless eternity Few have the revelation
of a Chrstless future, and fewer still of that few
give forth thewr revelation, and preach the Word
regarding the place ' where therr worm dieth not,
and the fire 1s not quenched *’

Needless to say, Jesus reabised its awfulness, andl
commanded us not to fear them which kill the body,
but rather fear the One who 1s able to destroy both
soul and body in hell. He warned the people by
telling them of the rich man m hell who was in
torment, and asked that Lazarus mught dip the tip
of his finger 1n water and cool s tongue, for he
was tormented 1n the flame To convey this awful-
ness He told the people 1t was better to pluck your
nght eye out, and cut your right hand off, and go
through life maimed, than to have the whole body
cast into hell

General Willlam Booth once said that if 1t were
in his power, he would give his preachers two
mmnutes 1 hell, beheving that this would make them
better preachers than all his instruction could do
Others, too, have been gripped by its awfulness, and
have resolutely refused to hold back from a full sur-
render, and have *‘ blown the trumpet to warn the
people 1y v

IN different places in the Word of God the world

WHEAT AND TARES.

The frst comparison 15 used 1n cornection with
the judgment of the nations, but this comparison,
found mm Matthew xin 24-30 1s used, not for those
of the world ourside, but for those in the Church
nside

Here too, there is a resemblance, but notice again
the ultimate destination In giving the interpreta-
tion of this parable in verses 36 to 43, Jesus said
that the righteous shall shine forth as the sun In
the kingdom of their Father, but the tares shall be
cast .nto a furnace of fire, where there shall be wail-
ing and gnashig of teeth.

There 15 danger in reasomng like the rich man, and
say, ‘‘ If one went unto them from the dead, they
will repent ** This reasoning ormgimnated .n hell, and
15 rebuked once and for all by the Word of God,
whach tells us that if people will not believe the Word
of God, they would not believe if someone rose from
the dead

When dealing with wheat and tares, a preacher
15 sometimes tempted to root out the tares It 1s
wise to give heed to the exhortatton to let both
grow together unt:il the harvest, for in pullng up
the tares there 1s a danger of hurting the wheat.

Intense ntcrest, the quiet enthustasm of that expec-
tant throng of people, saved and unsaved, and to
feel the presence of the Holy Spirmt at work saving
and healng broken and suifering humanity, was a
scene never to be foigotten 1 would hke to ofter
counsel to those who are prejudiced or critical of the
work, that they go and hear and see for themselves,
and then read Principal Jeffreys’ two small volumes
on the doctrinal and miraculous aspects of the Four-
square Gospel, and I thunk that they will be con-

vinced that his Gospel 1s truly a Foursquare Gospel
founded on and agreeable to the Word of Guod
Extravagances and accretions have grown up and

need of such a message, a Gospel of power, that
will convince and convert a sceptical and unbelieving
world, a Gospel which 1s still the power of God
unto salvation, and a Gospel that 1s able to heal both
body and soul

During Prncipal Jeffreys’ mussion 1 Armagh
{(which 1s about seven miles distant) a good many

His happiness was complete When evening came
his father suggested that the child should take the
rabbit back to the hole, and leave i1t with 1ts parents
for the nmight.

IMMEDIATE OBEDIENCE,

This 1esult can rarely be obtained without pumsh-
ment bemng given when there 1s failure to obey,
or to obey ,fuickly enough A slown, dawdling
obedience 15 practically as bad as no obedience at
all  Punishment will vary Dufferent temperaments
require diftereat methods If I may compose a pro-
verb for the occasion 1 would say, “Don't use a
steam-roller to do what a feather will do’' Some
children I hknow, figuratively speaking, require a
steam-roller  But others only need a feather Make
purushment as hght as possible as long as o 15 ef-
fectrve  But f Lght punishmene 1s not effecuve then
ncrease the severity of 1t until you get obedience
One leading paper recently said that the country
needs homes that are made the birthplace of charac-
ter " Strong character necessitates ready obedience

(3) Trawn the chidd to love God

To Israel and to us the most important duty of
parents 1s to train the children to love God See
how the Israelitish father was expected to teach bis
childrent the commandments of God “Ye shall
teach them your children, speaking of them when
tirou sittest 1n thine house ™ {Deut x: 19) Of
course, the finest and quickest way to get the child-
ren to love God 15 10 love Him ourselves A wrter
has truly said, *‘ An"ounce of mother 1s worth a
ton of priest ”

Pardon the illustration, because it 1s about a mon-
key—

A MOTHER MONKEY,
and her child But monkeys can teach us many
beautiful lessons I was wvisiting the Zoo On one
side—the inside—the monkeys had their main cages
But on the other side there were open-air cages
The monkeys passed from the mside cages to the out-
side cages by means of a rather heavy swing-door
It was not difficult for the big monkeys to lift up this
door—but 1t was too weighty for the baby monkeys
In the partcular cage I was looking at there was
an amusingly small and spritely baby monkey It
was such a wee thing To my pleasure I noticed
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that every time mother-monkey went through the
swing-door she stopped and carefully held it open
until baby monkey had gone through too'

Parents ' go through into the Christian Life of love
to God yourselves Then be sure that you hold the
door widely open for your children to go through
likewise.

for the sake of scholastic traming ** There may be
a few cases where a child must hve away from home
during school days, but such cases are very rare
The child’s place 15 by 1ts mother's side, m 1ts own
home might by nighe, sent off 1o sleep with the
memory of a mother’s prayers and a mother’s kiss
Boarding schools are full of temptation Home
should be the place where every day the temptations
of the school and the world are nuilified by the at-
mosphere of a beautiful home. Keep one thing n
mind—that you are tramming your children for God—
and many social and scholasuc iempranons will be
quickly overcome The modern child knows little of
a true home Iife It is born away from home It 1s
reared in a baby’s hotel Then for a few years 1t
has a paid governess Then 1t 1s packed off to a
boarding school Then after the boarding school
comes the umversity Probably at the age of twenty
years only about one year has been spent under
mother’s influence! As Chnstians we should stand
