Oh, no' It 15 inspired of God and good, as the
apostle says, for reproof, rebuke, and exhortation,
but the Scripture emphasises the value, the depth and
importance of the words of Jesus John the Baptist
witnesses, ' For He whom God hath sent speaketh
the words of God, for God giveth nor the Spirt
by measure unto Him » (John w1 34) God speaking
to Moses stresses the point in Deuteroromy xwvin
18, 19, “ I wiil rarse them up a Prophet from among
therr brethren like unto thee, and I will put My
words m His mouth, and He shall speak unto them
all that I shall command Him, and i1t shall come to
pass, that whosoever shall not hearken unto My
words which He shall speak in My Name, I will re-
qure 1t of him " This seripture as quoted in Acts
m 23 1s stressed still more, ** And 1t shall come to
pass that every soul which will not hear this Prophet
shall be destioyed from among the people’ The
margin gives this as wutterly destroyed, and we may
say that of no other prophet were woids ever given
this 1mportance and predominance All  proplhcts
have had
THE SPIRIT OF GOD BY MEASURE

but Christ had Him wathout measure His words there-
fore count for more and one may easily prove it by
weighing them and sounding therr depths Did not
Chnist Humself witness of His words, ** The words
that 1 speak unte you, they are spirit, and they are
Life ”* (John vi 63) Let us not forget that Chrst
ts the very Word of God How much more then also
since 1t 15 said, °* For the Word was made flesh, and
dwelt among us . . . full of grace and truth *’
{John 1. 14)

from any other wnting  You would be immediately
impressed with the immensity, the double mspiration
of the words of Jesus Consider the few sentences
of our text, ‘' The hour cometh, and now s, when
the true worshippers shall worship the FIather m
spiit and in truth, for the Father seeketh such to
worsiip Him 7’ (John 1v  23)

Now worship 1s a subject in which the whole would
15 interested  Every human cieature worships, for
we are made to worship

HUMAN BEINGS ONLY

can woiship  Ammals are incapable of 1t LEven the
unconverted worship something—it may be a deity
of their own mvention and imagmation, nevertheless,
they endeaveur to worshup The Apostle Paul puts

it this way * Whom therefore ye 1gnorantly wor-
ship, Him declare I unto you *’ Jesus told the Sama-
ritan woman, ‘' Ye worship ye know not what”

There 1s not a people on earth whe do not worship
Among some there 15 ceaseless worship  Indeed, the
whole world worships, for the human family was
created with that insatiable desire to worship some-
thing beyond 1t It 1s part of our make-up to offer
up all that we have to some deity or to devote all of
our powers, energles and affection to something or
someone Many in the United States stoop to wor-
shup 1mamimate things Whatever you give your
whole affection, mierest, mind and heart to, you
worship, be it an automobile, science, art, the pur-
suit of happiness or knowledge, 1t makes no diftcience
The result of this instinct 15 idolatry, for what we
should render to God, we give to human beings or
thmgs  Paul says covetousness 1s dolatry  From
thus we may know that our country 1s

ThE MOST IDOLATROUS

in the world to-day We are a nation of idolaters
and coveters, and need not travel to the South Sea
Istands Look at the masses here that never cease
to crave and desire this, that and the other, which
all results 1n trouble, unrest, confusion, and turmoil

The early Chrnistians were asked to bz ** content
with such things as ye have ' 7There 1s rest But

417
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we modern Christians are in great danger of becom-
ing 1dolaters as the world round about us grows
more covetous People to-day worship human be-
ings, master-men, and great women  The theatre
crowd has its idols, the movie fan his gods, the in-
dustrials their captains, the society fiends thewr sowmal
lions, the rich their financiers, the masses their heroes
and the common people mere things, luxuries which
they never cease to crave, or some glortfied individual
whom they wisn to emulate Why 1s it that we
never cease to ‘' worship "’ in some form or other?
Because there 1s that something in us that turns away
from imperfect self in disgust and disillusionment and
seeks to find perfection in another creature, as in
some god, or to lose self jn some rare treasure. No
wonder God produced One whom we could really
worship, at whose feet we might pour out our hearts,
and in whom we could never find a flaw, our Lord
and Saviour Jesus Christ

For two thousand years muliions of Jews failed to
live up to the mere Ten Commandments, a simple

at best, for when Jesus came He said, ** None of
you have kept the law "’ God proving all manlkind
failures and imperfect through this costly expeu-
ment, produced the Perfect Man, Christ Jesus, draw-
ing the whole world’s attention to the true object
of worsh:p

Christ 1s the supieme object of worship in heaven,
on earth and throughout God's uriverse, God havimg
fore-ordained that ali the fulness of His Godhead in
Him should dwell bodily, and having given Him m
all things the pre-eminence The true Christian
character 1s tested by worship If we do not wom-
ship, whatever our prayers, however many the 1c-
ligious duties and functions fulfilled, our religion i~
worsz than vam We were saved to worship We
shall not feel at home 1n glory if we have not feained
to worship here The atmosphere of heaven 15 wor-
stip  To have heaven on earth is to be filled with
worship

WORSHIP 1S BEYOND PRAYEH,

When we truly worship we rest, we relax If yow
Chnstian life 1s not one of continued, constant wor-
ship, you have never known the secret place o! 1uc
Most High nor the fulness of His joy, if Chnstian
Life becomes so busy, so active, so serviceful, if 1
resolves atself into suckling for forms or merely
abiding by so much ceremony, we have the shell
and have lost the kernel of true Christlanity  Sing-
mg 1s nothing 1f 1t 1s not worship; prayer is heavy
and tiresome, gallng and commonplace when not
filled with worship Even preachung will kill and
deaden, will be forced and strammed in character, pre-
ase, cold and frozen, except the preacher’s heart
wolships as he preaches Indeed, we may say that
every expresson and manifestation of Chestiop ex-
perience must be a form of worship to be acteptable
to God It must have that inherent quality of humble
adoration and praise intermixed and interwoven
Such jubilation, such abandoned and spontaneous
pratse as characterised the early days of the Salva-
tion Army and other God-given movements, such a

glonous spiritual reveling in song and in  tearful
adulation as swayed the multitudes mght and day
in the Welsh revival, such unpremeditated

OUTBURSTS OF HEAVeNLY SINGING,

such umted extollng of Chnst as with one vouce,
vast congregations rising to their feet, and Lftmg
their hands amid shouts of glory and praise as have
characterised the Pentecostal outpouring—are all
lpoked upon by the world as the sheerest madness,
dangerous outbursts of uncontrollable emotion and to
the worldly-wise have appeared sheer waste of time,
impracticable and rmusdirected effort and energy Full
of sophistication and carnal judgment, then scorn
such exhibitions of worldly judgment It 1s another
world that they are accustomed to  But were the
truth known, as God wviews 1t in heaven, more has
heen done for His kingdom at such times of umversal
worship than at any other when the humble Welsh,
at three o clock in the morming massed by the thou-
sands, sitting close together, heads bent back, hands
uplifted, tears streaming from therr eyes, singig
Dholeh Idde for the sixtieth tume, the whole meeting
charged with the spirit of prostrate adoration, souls
were being automatically converted night and left,
transformed, whole hves revolutionised  These aie
the operations of the Spirit that count most, and
I think of the eaily Church only in that way It 1s
that very sp.rit that touched me as characteristzc ot
the early Pentecostal days Oh, the worship! the
worship! THE worsHIP!  Everything was secondary
to that And do you remember when God first filled
you with the Holy Ghost, how you just wanted to
let everything go and do nothing but woiship Him,
the Beloved of your soul?

My text s, ** For the Father seeketh such to wor-
shtup Him '’ Oh, there 1s a pathos, there 15 a
beauty, there 1s

A MEASURE OF CONTRAST

in this sentence, sufficient to break your hearts! Just
think of 1t, God 15 looking, searching. trying to find
on this earth, those who will worship Him 1n spirit
and n truth

One would naturally think that, surrounded with
such millions of angelic creatures so much more fit
to praise Him, God would not think of looking about
on earth to be satisfied with such imperfect worship
as we could render Him But think of the wistful-
ness of those words of Jesus, their import, their
weight—** For the Father seeketh such'™ Halle-
luzah ' It melts my smnt, 1t comforts my soul to
think that God stoops to seek our worship when all
of heaven bows down before Him It will be a won-
dlerful thing some day for us to be given the pri-
vliege of hearng the angel choir sing  These bemngs
created to praise God do not follow our time-driven
habts, reither are they bound by buman lLimitations,
nor do they fall under the laws of a cursed world
They know no infirmity, no affliction They neither
sleep nor eat to sustain ewustence They can sing
all day long on one note and never have to take
a breath Thwnk of 1t' Teeming miltons of them '
Perfect m gift and in their art, bowing before God’s
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throne, day after day (for there 1s no mght there}
making the courts of heaven ring with untold rhap-
sodies of praise, kindled by vital, pulsing, inmediate
commumon with Him who 1s enthroned 1n the midst,
and with a volume of melody like that of ten thou-
sand oceans Wesley said, ** Ten thounsand angel
choirs bow the knee to Thine eternal, hely majesty
Oh. praise God! Thiok of 1it! Ten thousand angel
choirs of a million voices each and perfect harmony,

necessary to our confined human sphere Oh, the
difference between us and the angels 15 so great!
They can stand there cohort upon cchort, regiment
upon regument, and just fold therr wings and cry,
“ Holy ! Holy ' Holy ! ”" with not a thing to distract
o1 divide therr attention, not a care to oppress them,
nor a4 nuessity to demand their tme  They burn
upon the altar of heaven continuous incense of ador-
g worslup before Him who sitteth upon the throne,

all of heaven re-cchoing agam and agamm with that
marvellous music of adoration-—and yet, God just
turns His back on it all as 1t were, and searches
out among us, seeks to find a soul here on earth that
will worshup FHim  He does not look for them in
heaven for they all worship there {one could not re-
main n heaven without worshipping God} but looks
for us, with all our imperfections and himtations, af-
flictions and infirmities  He seeks our worship—
miserable dying mortals that we are, circumvented
and circumscribed with suffering, sin and  death,
forced o acquiesce to the demands of time and space,
of circumstances and rélation, having to go home to
bed to cook and 1o eat, 1o toil and 1o sleep, to catch
trains and do all kinds of trivial, vexatious things

till 1t saturates all of the courts of God with a mist
of glory  But God turns from 1t all and listens for
the fantest cry from a brokon-hearted sinner on
earth, turns away from all tus meflable celebration
just to hear you and me pray in our sceret closet
The next tme that you shut the door and bend the
knee 1n private, think of that text Raise up hely
hands without wrath or doubting, and a humble voice
in worsiup and adoration, this 1s more pleasing to

God than all the panegyrics of heaven It 1s wnt-
ten, ** There s joy 1n the presence of the angels of
God over one sinner that repenteth '’ (O sinner,

as you come and hkneel at this altar and Lfi up your
eyes to God’s throne 1n heaven and say, *° Dear
Jesus, be my Saviour,” for the first tme, all of
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heaven as 1t were, 1s sulled and the angelic hosts
rejoice ! 1 think the greatest miracle in all the world
1s the fact that God takes a poor, forlorn, lost soul,
cleanses and fills him with the Holy Ghost and causes
him to worship God 1t 1s wonderful!

There 1s much in our praymmg that 15 wrong We
pester God for thungs. We repeat, ‘‘ Oh, Lord,
come and give me this,”” ‘‘ give me that,”” *' GIVE
ME THE BAPTISM ''! If God could only cure us
from that continued begging, break our spints,
give us

CONTRITE HEARTS,

melt at will our nature and fill us with Himself, we
would adore, praise and worship Him, take our de-
hght 1n Him, and He would give us the desires of
our heart We need to be delivered from our prayers,
delivered from our desires, our continued speaking,
our ceaseless struggling Oh, just to rest, to wor-
ship God in the beauty of holiness! Brother, sister,
leave 1t all to Him He will work 1t out for you
i you let Him work 1t our m you Tor this you
were converted For this you are to be prepared
For this the Latter Rain outpouring has circled the
globe. For this 1s real religion and I refuse to ex-
plain or apologise for the Holy Spirit.  If He ;s poured
out till we cannot help ourselves and rise in unison
as i the early Chnstian Church, and storm the
heavens m one adoration and praise and prayer, [
know that the people that sit in our mudst will feet
that He 1s real Even though we are helpless as 1t
were, our hearts are wept out before God and the
breath of heaven sweeps us down on our faces before

Him, He will do more for us i that abject insuffi-
ciency and helplessness, that abandonmen{ to expec-
tation, than He could otherwise It 1s in such an
atmosphere that 1t 1s easy for people to get saved,
to recerve the Baptism in the Holy Ghost and to be
healed

We have failed to notice how promment the atti-
tude of worship was wrth those who sought to obtain
favour from Chnst Think what an awful sight that
manmac of Gadara must have been, yet 1t 15 wntten
the man ran out of the tombs and worshipped Him
(Mark v 6) No wonder he was delivered And 1t
was the same with many other cases, with the worst
—*“ A leper came and worshipped Him ’ (Matt v
2)  Our attitude n approaching God counts for so
much., Even tne great ruler, Jairus by name, ‘“ when
he saw Him, he fell at His feet—and worshipped
Him » (Mark v 22, Matt ix 18) And though his
daughter was dead, she was

RAISED TO LIFE AGAIN

The heathen woman of the north country, a Syro-
phemician of the coasts of Tyre and Sidon, in spite
of the fact that Jesus’ mumstry was confined mostly
to Israel, moves our Lord to compasston: read 1t for
yourself in Matthew xv 25, ** Then came she and
worshipped im,”” and obtained the healing of her
daughter that very hour

It 1s useless to multiply cases, but may we not
learn from these at least the secret of a complant
attitude as_we approach Him who 1s the King of
kings and Lord of lords 1 am sure that as we get
our eyes fixed on Him in suppliant adoration we shall
have, even before we ask, what we seek to obtamn

The Gifts of Ministers to the Church

IV.—_EVANGELISTS

HE word means ' one who announces good
I tidings **  The good tidings or the gospel that
the evangelist announces is mentioned many
times 1o the Scriptures, and the act of announcing,
declaring or preaching such good tidings also ovcurs
many fimes, but the person himself 1s only called
by this name three times mn the New Testament
The word evangelisi 1s mentioned, once in the hst
we are considering, once in II Timothy 1v 5, where
T.mothy s told to do the
WORK OF AN EVANGELIST;
and again in Acts xx1 8, when Philp s referred to
as an evangelist
With regard to the good tidings that the evan-
gelist announces, the act of announcing or preach-
ing, and the one who does this work, these three
words come from the same Greek root or derivation

{1) Euaggelion—evangel, gospel, or good tidings

{2) Euaggelistes—evangelist or person who an-
nounces this evangel, gospel, or good tidings

{3) Euaggelizo—evangehise, or the work of an-
nounung the evangel

The word evangelist is referred py many people to
ministers who are seeing many souls saved i then
mmistry, as distinet from the ministry of bulding up
God’s people There are many who would confine
this mumstry to the ' teling forth of guod tidings ™’
alone, with deuisions for Christ as a result, but theie
are many, too, who accompany this mumustry with the
mighty power of God, and the manifestation of the
gifts of healings, mrracles, and faith

We have had mighty men of God who have been
wonderfully used in the salvation of the lost, who
have not been concerned abour miracles and healings
following their ministry At the same time we hanve
mighty men of God who are concerned about miractes
and healings following their ministry, as well as the

greater miracle of grace. God has worked mighuly
to the salvation of the lost through the foolishness
of preaching alone, but God has worked mightily,
too, through the mumstry of muracles, healings and
faith as well as the foolishness of preaching It may

be that in
THESE LAST DAYS,

when the supernatural is so much in evidence in so
many false cults, we are also seeing more of the
supernatural power of God that was in evidence
i the early Church

We respect the opimion of those who confine the
woik of the evangelist to * announcing good tidings”’
alone At the same time we like to take Philip as
our 1deal evangelist. We would say, too, that there
are different ways of ‘ announcing '’ this gospel
Regarding the way in which the early Church an-
nounced 1t, we read, ‘° God also bearing them wit-
ness, both with signs and wonders, and with divers
muracles, and gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to
His owp wnll ?? (Heb 1 d)

We have no desire to underestimate the great work
that has been done and 1s being done by men of
God, who confine therr ministry to the preaching of
the Word It 1s truly 2 wonderful work, and we
would take no glory from it If, however, there 15
a possibility of a wider mumistry, let us open our
hearts wicde for all that the Lord has for us  We
arc never In a very strong position when we thinh
that we have 1t ali  To be forced to achnowledgt
a wider muustry for the evangelist, because of the
Scriptures, does by no means rob the other of i1t.
gloty—the same glory 1is there, but a new glory
presents itself

ONE POSSIBLE DANGER
with the evangelist 15 setting himself up as a teachc
as uell  Because God has mughtily blessed him m
this worl, he is prone to think he knows all about
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the whole of God s programme. The Lord has put
him in the Church to evangelise, in the same way as
the Lord has put the teacher in the Church to teach
Not only does his great success as an evangelist make
him think that he 1s a teacher of the Oracles of God,
but the people he mnisters to accept his word, be-
cause of the Lord’s blessing upon him in his right
sphere. Here again we would bring the scriptural
injunction of Romans xu 7, 8, ** Let us wait on our
mimistenng,”’ and leave the other person’s ministry
alone, unless the Lord has blessed us in that respect
as well

An evangelist’s burning desire is to see souls saved
Often he 1s not so concerned about them recening
the Bapusm of the Holy Ghost. Notice that i1t was
the same with Philip—many were saved and were
bapuised in warer, many were healed, and there was

great joy in Samarna, but when 1t came to the Bap-
tism of the Holy Ghost, the apostles at Jerusalem
sent down Peter and John. The evangelist, too, 1s
often not concerned about such gifts of the Spint as
speaking in tongues and interpretation Happy 1s the
man, who, although unconcerned about such mani-
festations himself, leaves such manifestations alone,
and does not ser limself up as an authonity on local
church order, although he 1s an authority on evan-
gel'stic meetings

ON the wall tn my 1o0om there hangs a motto
with these words *‘* God 1s stiong enough
to wait ' My thoughts began to cirdde round
those words, and I samid to myself, Those words alc
not a biblicol phrase, but are they expressive of
biblical teaching®  And the more I have thought abowt
them the more 1 have been convinced that the words
*“ God 1s strong encugh to wait,”” are true
Strength to wat 1s one of the perfections of

GOD'S CHARACTER

Strength to waut 1s also one of the mathks of a stiong
human character  That God 1s strong enough to
wait 1s clearly revealed throughout Scriptuie  God
Las a sct programme for cariying out His puiposts
That programme was started in the eteinal ages be-
fore the foundation of the world, and will continue
throughout the countless ages of cteinty  YWhen
God planoed events to happen at a eertala tune, He
did not hurry, and efiect His puiposes befoie the ap-
pointed tme arcned  No, God’s strength of chavac-
ter caused Him to exccute His plans at the scheduled
time  Probably if I had to get sometling done for
next Saturday I should want to be thiough 1t by
next Wednesday  Otherwise I should be wondeiing
i 1t would get done in time . But not so with God

Let us take some outstanding Scriptuie mstances
of God’s strength to wait  The first one 1s m con-
nection with the deliverance of the children of lIsrael
out of Egypt

JACOB AND HIS FAMILY

settled down in the land of Egypt during the famine
They were given Goshen by King Phaiach  Theire
the family muitiplied and multiplied untl the descen-
dants of the twelve sons had developed into twelve
tribes All went well for many years, but at last a
Pharaoh came to the throne who did not know Joseph,
and the cluldren of Israel were biought into bon-
dage, and made slaves God’s puipose was that they
should be delivered  The children of Israel were ces-
tined for Canaan freedom, not LEgyptian bendage
God had a set time for therr dehverance But He
did not deliver them before that set time arnved  God
could have delivered them after the first five ycars
of slavery I believe that as the Lord looked down
m love and pity on His bound people, His lea:t
vearncd to set them free  But His wisdom had ai-
ranged a certain time for their deliverance, and jet
although His heart of Jove yearned for then liberty,
His streagth of character enabled Him pedfectly to
wait untid e appointed time  This sticngth to wet
15 also 1evealed m the traming of Moses as a leadet
for the children of Isracl God spent eighty years in
preparing Moses for leadeiship  God hnew He was
gomng to use Moses to lead the Israelites out of
Egypt, and He could have made im a leader at forty
or fifty years of age But God's wisdom anianged
that Muses sliould be eighty before taking up his great
work  Apd God was strong enough to wait until
those cightly years had expired

For our nest dlustration we will pass nght over
to Dauvid, the second hing of Isracl  Saul, the first
king ol lsiael, was the king of the people’s choice
He failed badly, and because of his disobedience over
\gag amd the Amalehites, was

REJECTED BY GOD

from bemg kg  Then you remember how Samuel
was sent to Jesse, for God smd He had provided Him-
self a kg out of Jesse’s sons  The story of David’s
anointing had an unusual setting  Samuel had a
feast prepared, and Jesse and his sons were invited
to the feast When all were assembled, Samuel
loohed around on the sons of Jesse, and wondered 1n
his lieart which was God's chowce  The Lord clearly
revealed to Samuel that not one of those assembled
had been chosen by Him  So Samuel asked if there
was yet another son  Yes, there was David, a youth,
who looked after the sheep No doubt Jesse thought
that David was too msignificant a boy to be ncluded
in the invitation to the feast But at Samuel’s re-
quest David was sent for, and as he came mto
Samuel’s presence the Lord bade him arise and anoint
David, for this was the chosen one David was
ancinted king  But wil! you notice that about hHf-
teen years elopsed before David actually realised lus
kingship  And even then for the first seven years
he was only king of Judah {II Sam o 11} It was
not until about twenty-two years had passed that
David was anocinted lung over all Israel Scupture
clearly shews that David was the

MAN OF GOD'S CHOICE.

And God knew cuactly the date when He wanted
David to be king over all His people  But God was
strong cnough to wait for about twenty-two years
before the fulfiiment of s plan The more one
dwelis on this theme, the more onc secs the outwork-
ing of the truth

Perhaps one of the gieatest mstances of God’s
strength to wait 1s revealed n Calvary  Tun to
Eph 1 4, 1 Peter 1 20, Rev xm 8 These re-
ferences distinctly shew that our salvabion was
planned before the foundatron of the world, that in
the etcrnal counsels of God 1t was arranged  thar
Chrnst should be the Saviour of the world  And
the time for Chast to be mamifested as Rerdeemen
was 1o be hundieds and hundieds of years after the
creation of the world It 15 sumply amazing to see
how God was strong enough to wait those hundreds

of years before fulfiling the desire of His heart
Those ycars were not yeals of ndifference  God
cdid not leave the world to taule care of itself No,

every moment wag under His core As God looked
down on the s of the wotld Iis heart yearned
over them He did all m His power to biing His
straying people back to Himself 1 cannot tell you
why God did not send His Son into the world nght
away back in the Oid Testament But my heart be-
lieves that God’s wisdom and love arranged the per-
fect date when Calvary should become a fact And
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God was strong enough to wat Moffatt gives this
thought 1n a striking way-—see Galatians 1iv 4 ** But
when the time had fully expued, God sent forth His
Son »’

Anctlier 1nstance 1s 1 connection with the conung
of the Holy Spinit, Before Chnst’s death He had
prepared His disciples for His coming departure
Their hearts were saddened at the thought that the
One who had been their constant compamon fou 3%
years was to be taken from them But Chnst did
not allow them to sorrow long He said He would
send them a Comforter, the Holy Spirt, who would
take up His abode in their hearts He would take
of the tuings of Christ and reveal them unto them
That promise was further confirmed as Chnst lcd
His disciples out to Bethany after H:s resuriecuon
Just before He ascended to heaven, He said, *' I3c-
hold, I send the promise of My Father upon you, but
tarry ye 1n the city of Jerusalem until ye be endued

God knows all about 1t And, again [ say, unless
He has revealed otherwise, He has an appomnted day
when we shall receive healing 1 do not think for a
moment God finds pleasure in seemg His children
suffer But His love for us will not overrule His
wisdom, and give us healing before the appointed
time To act prematurely may mean the loss of
valuable spiritual lessons  God's wisdom has ar-
ranged a set time, and He is strong enough to wait
Are we strong enough to wait?

hnd him, and then his hfe would be cut oft But
no, God's hand was upon him, and though he was
being led through mysterious ways, all was well
And at the appointed ime David was crowned king
and ascended the throne He was all the better as
a king for the waiting time  And perhaps some of
you feel that to-day the door into the mussion field
seerns more tightly closed than ever The

blind, and the poor {Luhe xv}, ‘‘ then

The lost sheep was only one of a hun-
dred, and if you rechon the lass by
percentage you would say that it was
very sma'l  Neverthcless the Shepherd
was prepared to leave all and go after
that which 1s lost until he find it Per-
centage found no place in the shepherd
heart and never will  There was no
comfort for ILim while one sheep wis
ou of the fold This was a mighty re-
buke to those Pharisees who thought so
much of themselves that they could not
believe that the lord would shew any
interest 1 the one that had gone astray

The work of a shepherd 1s no light
one 1 Palestine, not only do they have
to face the ioneliness of the land, the
constant search for pasturage, the watch-
fulness agamst Bedouin Arabs and wild

peasts, but added to that there 15 the
care of foolish sheep whose tfendency
seems lo lead them to stray unless

watched with care  Once agaa 1t will

Tna Lost Suver (Luke xv 8-10)

Please do not think of this lost
drachma (equal to T4d} as an ordmary
comn lost from the woman’s housekeep-
ing money, 1t has a far greater signifi-
cauce and value than that The mar-
ried women of Palestine and Araba
generally wear a chamm of ten comns
(sometimes more) upon their head,
and this ornament 1s very ghly prized
and guarded wsth great care because
it s the guft of the bridegroom  Eng-
hish wives are very careful of thewr wed-
ding rings, and great indeed would
be the search made should a wed-
ding ring get lost  In the same way
these cowns on the head-dress of an
Eastern woman have the mportance of
a4 wedding ring, and any loss of a comn
from the ten would be regarded not only
as serous, bur ns due to lack of res-
pect for the husband So sacred was
the regard for tltese coins that in Jewish
l.w the, could not be confiscated for
deb No wonder tlhis woman Ut the
limp, swept the house, and searched
d.l gently untl she found the comn that
was lost

Rejoicing—for the restoration of the
cow, and for tne finaing of the sheep—
1y emphasised 1n both parables Why?
Because that was exactly what these re-
ligious scribes and Pharisees were not
doing  When lost sinners were com-
ing to the Lord, hearing Him gladly
and becoming new creatures, mstead of
rejoicing at the gracious work that the
Lord Jesus was doing, they were finding
fau't because the Lord was having any-
