Meekness of Wisdom

EEKNESS 15 humility in its relation to God,
M and lowlhness 1s humiiity n relation to our

fellows We may regard meehness of
spirit as the bedrocl: ard the bottom form of truest
lioliness, and the best of religious character  Every
Christian character has some one or two traits which
are the most dominant Every wvirtue 1s good, but
there are some that seem to link us closer to God,
and nasmuch as meeckness of spirit 15 pre-eminently
fitling to us creatures 1t lowers us into the

more thoroughly than any other disposition  ‘lhe
apostle speaks of us having *‘ the meekpess of
wisdom '’ which 15 the highest kind of wisdom, be-
vause 1t 15 founded 1n self-renunciation, and i recerv-
mg wisdom of God Notice some things connected
with meekness of sprit In the nrst place 1t has a
wonderful access granted to God’s presence It
can find God by shoit methods and nstinctively
discovers His presence and His leading where other
virtues have no trace of Him If we may so speak,
meekness can scent the Divine footsteps, and stuke
His trail i unsuspected places, and find out which
way God 1s going—how He will be Likely to act—the
quickest of anything mn the world People often
wonder what God will do in certam crcumstances,
and how He will bless, or how He will pumsh, or
how He will provide, or how He will lead, in such
and such circumstances, and every time that human
reason, or knowledge, or prejudice or feeling has
any movemert in the matter, they will miss 1t, but
a heart that 1s sunk into perfect meekness, will al-
most 1nstinctively discern where God will go and how
He will act

In the second place meekness of spimit 1s always
accompamed with

A SINGLE EYE

It never has double motives, and has no motne ex-
cept that of God’s will It 15 not whimsical, does
not experiment, does not try this or that to see which
will come out best, but 1t 1s fixed on pleasing God,
and does not turn to the right hand or 1o the left
for sclf-interest, or to please other people, or to get
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gain It can risk everything with God, and so .t
has only one motive, one aim, one intention, and for
this reasont 1t never musses the mark This s why
mechness of spint 15 so luminous It can  see
through people and through men’s writings, and
through business and fashion, and the opmions of the
day, and discern what s worthless and what 1s sold
Meekness of spirt 1s a nwsaprce to the world, for
the world can de nothing with 13t, and 1t 1s always
a rebuke to 1ts pride and nonsense

In the third place meehness of spuit 1s never sur-
prised at anything that happens It does not get
amazed at the way things are gomng on, because 1t
1s prepared for every emergency A saillor who could

with perfect knowledge would never be oft hus guard
about the commg of storms Meekness lies at the
bottom of ail dealings of God, and 1t knows the
treachery, the guile, the deceitfulncss, the untenabili-
ly, the frailty, the emptiness, the viciousness, the
ingratitude, of everybody in the world, and 1t s pre-
pared for every form of disappomtment, so that
1s not shaken from 1ts repose m God at the changes
in the world or i1n the people To be where we are
constantly swiprised at things and people 15 to be in
a statc where the foundations of life are always
jostled  There 15 a time coming when nothing will
be shaken, for the Apostle tells us God w.l con-
tinue to shake all things as long as they can be
shaken, that theose things which cannot be shaken
shall remam, and then says that we are to receive o
kingdom which cannot be shaken, and in which theie

1S vain to attempt an evasion of the ssue. *‘ Cap-
not' ' It 15 the expression of a law which holds
sway in the Kingdom of God Lukewarmness and
halfheartedness are quatities which disqualify for dis-
cipleship [ may not make discipleship a secondary
or subsidiary thing—someth.ng that i1s for spare
moments, and occupies but a corner of my bfe. It
must be

HERE we have a Divine barner erected—an

PRIMAL AND PREDOMINANT;

upon any other terms discipleship becomes impossible
—* Ye cannot serve God and mammon '—ye can-
not be on a friendly footing with the world and also
walk in the Lght of the Divine pleasure. Christ and
Belal—darkness and Light—have no communion with
each other You cannot become immersed in matenal-
ism, and lay up for yourself treasure in heaven

The Cross 1s an inescapable and mevitable element
in the Christian hfe A cross-less discipleship would
be both a costless and a powerless affair, which
would doubtless make no Iittle appeal to the natural
man, as 1t would not involve lum to any great extent
i blood-red sacrifice It would mean ne pounng
out of the hfe i bleeding mimstry—no deep perc-
g of the heart by the ruthless thorns of persecution

Consecration means abandonment. Carey could
not have laid the foundation of India’s missionary
cunquest unless he had given himself utterly and
unreservedly to the work of winmng that dark land
for Chist  Mornson could never have

PIDNTERED PAGAN CHINA

had bhe not been wiling that the cross should cut
right across every claim of self, and bring to death
every desrre that barred the way to the realisatiun
of the Divine purpose  Livingstone could never have
penetrated the benighted internior of Afnica, and thus
made way for others to carry the Gospel to its sin-
steeped natives, wtthout an uttermost surrender of
himself to the work Paul, the great Apostle to the
Gentiles, could never have proved the exceeding great-
ness of the Divine power had he not counted all
things but loss for the sake of Christ. These men
counted the cost, and because they shrank not from
all 1t meant, they made conquest certain.

I cannot divide my allegiance If I accept the
mastershup of Christ, then I must be prepared for
all the imphcates of this relationship I can no more
separate the stream of my devotion—giving a por-
tion to Christ, and a portion to self—than I can walk
in two different directions at the same time. COne
1s a physical impossibility, the other is a spintual
impossibility. 1 cannot lean to my own understand-
mg, and also claim the supernatural guidance of
the Holy Ghost I cannot acknowledge the sove-
reignty of self, and enjoy the lordship and leader-

shup of Christ The opponents of Jesus fAung this
taunt at Him 1n His dying moments, ¢ He saved
others, Himself He cannot save '’ Of how many the
reverse could be recorded—they saved themselves,
and so failed to save others

The self-righteous legalist who would fan seck an
entrance into the Kingdom of God wvia the portal of
his own good works, is confronted with this start-
ling prombition—'* Cannot!’* To the one who
would presume to plead the loving character of jeho-
vah as the ground of his confidence and acceptance
with Jehovah, comes ths unrelenting and uncom-
promusing  utterance of Chrst—*‘ Cannot!*  The
temporising, time-serving spint cannot possess this
land of promse- to such this condition constrtutes
the imsuperable impediment. It chills their zeal, and
sends them back to the easier

PATH DF SELFiISH INDULGEHNCE.

How many souls in therr Chnistian expenence, at
some time or other, are faced with the spiritual crisis
which  this formmdable condrtion of discipleship
creates And how many turn back, not prepared te
shoulder the Cross, failing to see that this 1s the
royal lghway to unspeakable blessing and power.
To those Jewish adherents who were prepared to ac-
claim Him as Monarch and Messiah—Fulfiller and
Fulfilment of Israel’s earthly ambition—came this
ternfic broadside of truth It staggered them—
pulled them up sharply to realise what discipleship
meant It had the effect of quckly thinming the
throng that at this time filled His train  They could
not accept the clearance which the Cross would make
in their Lives

Thus we see that both then ard now the Cross
becomes the real

TEST OF LOVE AND LOYALTY,

I cannot truly love Him and forsake His Cross And

HERE are many different things that mght
hinder people from recerving healing from the

Lord. The promuses in God's Word are rich
and abuadant and glerious on the subject of healing
for the body Many hear them repeated day after
day They hsten often to testimonies of those whao
have proved these prom.ses true, and yer some people
fail to receive healing We have such texts as this
one found i Exodus xv 26, I am the Lord that
healeth thee >’ In Psalm cui He tells us that He
forgives all pur iniquities, and

HEALS ALL OUR DISEASES,

and He tells us also that He renews our youth like
the eagle’s Again, He says that those who wast
upon the Lord shall mount up on wings as eagles,
and they shall run and not be weary, and walk and
not famnt There are also many other texts on this
subject which I have not time to quote to you

Many people know these wonderful promises and
yet are not healed. There 1s some difficulty, but they
do not scem to know what 1t 13 People sometimes
say to me, ‘‘ I have such wonderful faith, but I am
not healed " I know that this cannot be true, for
when we have faith something happens

God’s Word says, ‘' If ye have faith as a gizaun
of mustard seed nothing shall be impossible
unto you ’’ 1 was thinking of

SOME OF THE DIFFIGULTIES

in the way of healing In James 1v 3. 1t says ‘‘Yc
ask, and recerve not, because ye ask amiss ™ The
following verse shews that people ask amiss because
they wish to receive blessing from God not for His
glory alone, vut to consume 1t upon therr fleshly de-
sires  When we are abiding :n Christ and  wam
everything for His glory He will give us all things
He says, ** Every one that asketh receiveth ™ Gnil
says yes, in Chrnist, to every one who asks m His
Name ‘' For all the promises of God in Him are
yea, and i Him amen, unto the glory of God by
us ' He gives when you ask, but you do not always
receive

People come to be prayed with for healing, and
1t 15 so easy to pray for some of them, for we feel
that they take the healing as we pray ‘‘ the prayer
of faith ” for them It 1s like the rain that comes
down and soaks into the thirsty earth  But other
people do not seem to take the healing at all They
have but Lttle room in theirr hearts for the Word
of God, but the

THINGS OF THE WORLD

have a large place in their affections God says
that 1f thosec who believe lay hands on the sick mn
Jesus” Name, recovery will follow  Beloved, you
come to the altar to be prayed with You are sick
and suftering, but what 1s your motive m coming to
be healed® You answer, “ Oh, 1 want to be well,
and free from pam-—able to go back nto the
world, and meet my worldly friends, and have a good
time, as I had before '’

Now, do you think that God is going to give

such a sacred thing as the Life of Jesus Christ Him-
self in your body te be spent on the things of the
world?  So people who want healing with a wrong
motive are asking amiss, and God says they do not
recetve  The next verse mm James 4, says, ** Know
ye not that the friendship of the world 15 enmity
with God? Whosoever therefore will be a friend of
the world 1s the enemy of God

This does not mean that we are not to love the
people of the world with the love of God, and seek
to bless them But we cannot have fellowship with
them in therr worldhiness We must seek to draw
them out of the world, that therr sculs may be
saved

God tells us that we cannot serve Him and the
world tou, for no man can serve two masters He
says, ‘' Come out from among them and be ye
separate, sarth the Lord, and

TOUCH NOT THE UNGLEAN THING;'

and 1 will recene you, and will be a Father unto
you''  LEverything that belongs to the world and
that opposes the hingdom of Christ 1s unclean, and
we must be separated from it  If we are true to
Christ, and separated unto Him, we shall be able to
hcdp others 1o come up unto the mount of vision
Beloved, God wants to give you that marvellous
health which comes from the indwelling Christ  He
sdys, ‘* [Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of Man,
and drink His blood, ye have no hfe mm you’ You
say, ‘* This s a great mystery "’ Yes, 1t 1s a great
mystery, but 1t 1s a blessed reality, When Jesus
said these words, many of His disciples walked no
more with Him He said to the twelve, ** Will ye
also go away® "  But Peter sawd, “ To whom else
should we go? "’

The people thought 1t was a hard saying

to the natural mind, but not when 1t 15 1evealed to
us by the Spint In the Lord’s supper we receive
the bread and wimne, and if by faith we recerve Him,
then His Iife springs up m us It 1s not enough for

on to recenne Him, the living One, you will find
that He will gquichen your whole being Even your
flesh will become permeated with Divine hfe. Some
people say that it feels like electricity, but it 1s not
thar, 1t 1s nfe, the resurrection life of Jesus *‘1
am come that they might have hfe and that they
might have 1t more abundaatly

Do not try to reason out these things with your
minds you cannot do it  The truths that Christ
brought must come by direct revelation You open
vour heart and tell the Lord that you cannot reason
these things out, but trust Him to reveal them to
you God refuses the wisdom of this world as

A FAGCTOR IN MAN'S SALVATION,

and since He refuses 1it, you must let it go and
become like a httle child, then He will be able to
reveal the deep things ot God to you What 1s re-

It s
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velation® Well, 1t 1s bke this, you go into a dark
room, you cannot see where anything 1s, and finally
you press the electric Light button and the room s
flooded with Lght, that 1s hke revelation Jesus
said, ** I am the light of the world >’ You come to
Him and get filled with the light (Jesus}, and His
truth will be revealed to you Then too, it s so
sweet to have that blessed fellowship and communion
with Him which comes by walking in His hight Are
you willing to give up the world and be separated
from 1t 1 order to geét this wonderful and glorious
communion with Him?

Home by thinking upon the pathetic oppo-
site  Sad to say, many homes are far from
model homes—they are tragically tangled Many
are sighing for a model home, but the tangle seems
too great
Strange to say the first home on earth was tangled
Not only did the wife and the husband make a sad
mix-up of things, but they were also pamfully dis-
appointed in their children
ADAM AND EVE
called their first chuld Camm, meaning *° gotten
The thought in Eve’s mind seems to bave been that
she had gotten from the Lord the promised man who
was to bruwse the Serpent’s head  Yet how uagial-
ly she was disappointed Instead of being a de-
hverer he turned out to be the first murderer, ond
most open prodigal agamst the Lord Later on more
and more sad trials came through inter-marnage,

backshiding, and godlessness The tangle in  the
first famuily was never properly unravelled, and
throughout the centuries mullions of other tangles

have resulted from that first one.
Think of some of the tangles to-day

(1) The home where only one of the parenis 15 con-
verted

What a sad tangle this 15! On the deepest things
of Life neither husband nor wife possess their pos-
sessions They possess each other 1n a measure phys-
ically, but spiritually they are strangers to each
other The believer yearns to take the unbeliever into
confidence—but nstead, one being spintually dead,
spunitual fellowship 1s impossible,

(8) The home where both are conwverted, but with
opposite denommational views.
Some get along fairly well under these circum-
stances, and
AGREE TO DIFFER,
But on the whole 1t 1s a heart-breaking spectacle to
see the wife going off to her place of worship, and
the husband, moving 1n an opposite direction, to
his, and the chidren torn between two OpIMONS

(3) The home where the parentis are out-and-out
Christians, but the sons and daughters are god-
less and wayward,

Sad to relate there are many such homes Child-
ren have not said, ‘* Mother’s God shall be my God,
and father’s Saviour shall be my Saviour "’ Volumes
of prayer anse for them Blinding tears are shed
Anxious and loving appeals are made, and yet Mary
prefers the company of the world, and John 1s com-
pletely eaten up by business pursuits

(4) The home where mother 15 a semtanvalid

Mother’s wise activity 1s a cementing asset to the
home But how sad the loving family all feel when
mother 15 not well Perhaps her patient spirit draws
forth sacnficial love, but 1t 1s a trial and pamn to
father and farmuly when mother 15 atling

(5) The home where father 1s guilty of secrvet sin
Mary a fam:ly lock up father’s faillings in then

own hearts, They would not think of revealing his

weaknesses But they are there, and cause

A PERPETUAL LOAD

to sensitive hearts Perhaps he 15 a secret drinket,
perhaps he secretly gambles his money away Per-
haps he has an unbearable temper Perhaps he 1s
not wise toward the other sex Perhaps he spends
on selfish pleasures what should be spenz on a needy
home Perhaps—?

(6) The home where love beiween husband and fnfe
has waned

They stll keep up appearances They still are
outwardly happy, but deep down in their hearts love
has vanmished The most beautiful home 15 some-
times cold, because love 1s absent Beautiful fur-
niture, expensive motor cars, costly clothes can never
tale the place of the first love

So we might go on We try to draw the veil
over the extremer forms of tangied homes But
they all exist Father a drinker, perhaps mother
too!' Sons lving away from home' Daughters
who have not wrtten home for years! Athetsm ap-
plauded, godly mimsters mocked and misrepresented !
Youths and mardens professing great things for
Christ, but sadly denying those things in the homel
Coldness and cruelty beneath the same roof ' Father
dead, and mother has to struggle to brng up the
children!' Poverty necessitatmg hving 1n  ungodly
localities !

AGED RELATIVES

living 1n the home who wish to have theirr own way,
and not fit in to the methodical methods of the real
home-owners !

Multitudes of such homes abound Many a roof
hides a mulutude of tears, If only the walls 'could
speak, what a tragic history they would’disclose !
The trail of the serpert 1s everywhere In ‘many
a home-garden there are more thorns than roses,
more weeds than flowers

If our lot 1s to be placed in the mudst of such a
home, how should we act?

There should be at least five characteristics 1e-'
vealed 1in us
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(1) Humaility

The tangle may have been brought about by our-
selves. " We should not cast the blame on others—
certainly not on God—when we are mamly respon-
sitble Perhaps a believer married an unbeliever
Perhaps children were brought minto the world un-
wanted  Perhaps the children were pampered and
allowed to have their own way Perhaps the money
that God entrusted to us to spend 1in His service has
been spent upon the home. Perhaps God has only had

mm our lives, and an 1dol has been made of wife and
children  Perhaps the tangle is all our fault Well,
if 1t 1s, we should admit it Tell God about 1t
Don't try and cover :t up Humble yourself unde
the mighty hand of God that He may exalt you in
due ttme People sometimes murmur, ** Oh, I don’t
know what I’ve done to deserve this,”’ when all the
time they know deep down in theirr hearts it 1s be-
cause they hawve been making their own plan in ufe,
instead of taking God’s plan,
(2). Patience

If we know that we are responsible for the tangle,
and yet bitterly regret it. and long to be delivered,
then we must be prepared to be patient Don’t think
about leaving your husband because you can’t get
on with him If years ago you made a wrong choice
outside the will of God, then you should patiently
endure Let the Lord know that you have made
mistakes, and then be prepared for years of patient

waiting and
PATIENT ENDURANGE,

until God has restored ;n some measure another good
plan, instead of the best which you shattered :n
earher days

(3). Courage

Face up to your surroundings and live for God i
the midst of them If you are shghted, persecuted,
rejected, still bravely stand for God Ask for grace
to overcome the tangle If you ask Him God will
either unravel the tangle or give you grace to bear
it Don’t lose heart Take your harp down from

the willows, and sing the Lord’s song in a strange
Iand

(4} Prayer

Ask the Lord to remove the tangle Constantly
ask Him in some wonderful way to put the whole
matter right, Keep on praymg for your godless hus-
band, keep on praymg for your wayward boys and
girrls  Whatever you do, ‘‘ don’t stop prayng '—
just *‘ pray through **

(5) Faith

Believe that God will answer your prayer Be suie
that some day the Lord will see to it Be sure that
the hand that brought Israel out of nher tangles will
bring you out of yours You will yet sing the Lord’s
song m a better place—a place that the Lord lLas
planned You may have to tread even deeper iales
of sorrow and suffering, but you will get thiough,
and you will sing a song of praise on the other sile

(6) Fathfulness.
Be sure that while you are believing God to lead

you out of present tangles you don’t get into -more
In trying to untangle wool I have sometimes made
mere tangles, and the result has been worse than
ever Mind tius does not happen spiritually Don’t
do ewil that good may come Keep true to God
keep clear of evil alhances Don’t contrive. Trust
and obey, and sooner or later the darkness will pass,
the hght of a new day will dawn Despair will be
turned into delight  Sighs will become songs, and
tangles will become triumphs

The tume to avoud tangles i1s in the early years.
But, 1f you are already in the tangle, then humble
yourself before God patiently endure, bravely face
up to your surroundings, keep on praying for de-
Iiverance , have faith that the deliverance will come,
—and soocner or later the Lord will remove the tangle
and give you a pattern woven by Himself Or to
change the figure,

fost sight of, and singing takes the
place of sighing The son only ashed
to be a hired servant, and in an Eastern
home this class belonged to the lowest
order of menials employed, but the
father through the covenant of the slam
fatted calf, makes him an honoured son

The Scn's Confliet (Luke xv 25-32)
The elder son was not pleased at his
brother's return and his father’s lawish
love He shewed ~ bondservant’s gpieir,
though he was his father’s sole heir
He wounded his father more by his un-
lovig ¢rticism than the younger son
had by his waywardness The breach
between these two brothers was such
that nothnng seemed to heal it This
15 the part that must have stung those
scribes and Pharisees who grumbled be-
cause the Lord Jesus received sinners and
ate with them  Does 1t apply to any
of us? Of which spirit are we—the
elder brother or the loving father?
