My meat 15 to do the will of Him that sent Me, and to frush His work —John v 34,

ERE we have the central source of the inspira-
H ton of the hfe of the Lord Jesus Chnist,
the underlying motive of all His mmmistry
The key-note of the music of that wondrous lfe 1
found n those revealing words spoken amid the
travail of Gethsemane—‘* Nevertheless, not My will,
but Thine be done.”
Because Christ so completely gave Himself up to
become the prisoner of

THE WILL OF THE FATHER,

His life was large with spiritual content, He lived
and moved 1n the environment of etermity, His inner
spirit hfe was not confinable in the narrow orbit of the
earthly He was constantly removing hie's empha-
si5 from the natural to the spirstual—from the tem-
poral to the eternal—from the earthly to the heavenly
His Kingdom was spiritual, His weapons werc
spintual, His methods were spiritual.  He directed
the aspiration and ambition of His disciples toward
an heavenly goal. All who came under Hrs influence
gravitated towards the same centre as Himself. He
drew them upward, heavenward, throneward

From these words of the Master we gather that
He was possessed of a holy absorption—captivated
and conquered by a supreme force which moved Him
oawards to the fulfilment of all the Divine plan and
purpose. He was not to be switched off from the
main line of the Father’s will by the calls or cares
of the flesh °* Wist ye not that I must be about
My Father’s business? '’ are words that reveal the
constraining 1mpulse of His ife  Higher and stronger
than the claums of kindred was the catl of His God-
given mumstry  Upon this vital constraint everything
hinged and hung.

May we not learn from this magnificent utterance
of our Lord that the will of God 1s always possible
So many place an exaggerated emphasis upon the
frailty of the flesh, the helplessness of the human
And th,s .s advanced as an excuse for laymg down
the will of God when it involves a cross But if the
words of Jesus Christ mean apything, surely they
mean that not only 1s

THE DIVINE WILL POSSIBLE,

but that in the measure it 1s accepted or rejected,
hfe 1s more or less strengthened or weakened
thereby. To miss the will of God means an at-
tenuated, emasculated Christian life.

Thy precious will, O conqu’ring Saviour,
Doth now embrace and compass me

All discords hushed, my peace a river,
My soul, a prisoned bird set free.

The circumstances sucrounding this word of the
Lord are not without their spiritual significance
Chnst had just been engaged m the conquest of a
soul—the wayside well had been suddenly trans-

formed nto a penitent’s form—and now cones the
diverting appeal of His disc.ples—prompred doubt-
less by desire for the Master’'s well-be:ng  Are there
not often at hand those insistent counter-calls that
seek to annul the holy passion for the highest and
best? Those clamant, competitive winfluences that vie
with the soul's truest and deepest consecration—those
subtle, nsinuating voices that penetrate right to the
precinets of tlve sanctuary, and at numes find thewrr way
to our consciousness at the very moment when we
stand at the altar of sacnfice, ready to plunge the
knife into that winch threatens to stand between our
soul and God? Those soltcitous whispers of the flesh
that bid us stay our hand, and choose some less
thorn-strewn path

Save yourself to-day in preparation for to-morrow,
husband your strength—economise 1n the expenditure
of your time, your vitality The suave voice of the
natural says, ** Extravagance now will mean exhaus-
tion later, take things easily, go more slowly, spare
yourself ' We do well to remember that no loss
can result from diigent and devoted application of
all the powers of the being to the execution of the
Divine will

And does not the do.ng of the Divine wiil include
the mcarnation of God’s thought—the translation of
that thought into terms of everyday living So that
we mught render the text that heads this article
thus, ** My meat 1s to be all that the Father hath
planned, to lay bare to the world the heart and mind
of the eternal God, to make known His infinite power,
to declare His jneffable glory 7 To what a lugh
level this lifts all Chrstian bfe, what a grand con-
ception 1t gives of all service for Christ, where there
can be nothing that 1s not sacred, since all 1s ded:-
cated to this splendid end

To His dusciples our Lord said, ** Whosoever shall
do the will of My Father wlich 1s in heaven, the
same i1s My brother, and sister, and mother *, thus
teaching that whilst obedience may not determine
relatronship to Chrst, yet the latter 1s revealed there-
by It 1s the same truth expressed in other words
which we find in the tenth chapter of John'’s Gospel,
where Christ said, ** My sheep hear My voice, and
I know them, and they follow Me* More often
than not, action and awmrude disclose character.

The will of God, great and glorious as 1t 1s, may
often find its fruest

in the humblest form of service—such as on the sur-
face may seem insignificant To spend so much time
m quest of onz soul, and that soul, to boot, a Sama-
rntan woman of unchaste character, when crowds
were neceding the hght, appeared almost a wastage
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of precious energies  And. yet, bear m mund, the
saving of that one soul represented the will of God
It was part of the plan which the God-Man came to
execulte  Too often we focus upon statistics, we

come to pass literally Hence when God smutes the
earth 1t will i reality reel and stagger like a drunkard
when 1t 1s placed back into its perfect relations.

All these prophecies in Isaah are confirmed by a
passage in Rev. xwi 18-21, where John 1s describ-
ing the Great Tribulation judgment He tells us that
there 1s to come a great earthquake such as has not
been since men were on the earth, the cities and
nations will fall, the islands will be shaken out of
therr places, and the mountains be levelled down so
that they will not be found '* These words corres-
pond exactly with the vanious other prophecies con-
cerming the smiting of the earth, and making 1t to
reel and stagger at the time of the Judgment period,
and then the earth will be properly

and thus eliminate the terrible curses which afflicted
1t since the time of the Ilood
