FOURSQUARE CHURCH WITH TIP-UP SEATS

Messenger girls carrying parcels, City workers, men,
women and children—all waved their Bibles in the air
outside a floodlit church at .\-ulﬂlli\; Hill Gate last l\ig]ﬂ-

The Foursquare Gospel revivalists were adding another
church to their fold by re-opening Kensington Temple for
worship after its rebuilding.

Hours before the ceremony, people had gathered from all
parts of London, and the ground in front of the temple was
packed with more than a thousand people.

THANKSGIVING SERVICE
A short service of thanksgiving was conducted by
Principal George Jeffreys, founder of the Elim Foursquare
Gospel Alliance, standing in the doorway. The assembled
people sang hymn after hymn, punctuating each with
** Hallelujah ! " and ** Glory ! "’ and waving their Bibles,
handbags, and hymn sheets in the air.

Short addresses by the Principal and other speakers
were made against a continuous under-current of exclama-
tions. Passages read from the Bible were repeated by the
crowd word for word.

Then the congregation moved inside, sitting and stand-
ing in the passages of a church which had tip-up seats
and emergency exits, and in which the singing was led by
a piano, a violin, and a cornet,

solid mass Those that were unable to get mto the
grounds remained standing around outside  Amdst
tremendous enthusiasm the Principal appeared on the
steps leading up to the front entrance, and conducted
an open-air service before throwing open the doors
Chorus after chorus was sung with true revival fer-
vour until the neighbourhood resounded with the
praises of God As the words rang out, one realised
by the heartiness of the song and the look on the
faces that those present meant every word they were
singmg  The West End could not fail to know that
<4 happy crowd was in 1ts mudst that mght, for the
strams of sacred song went far and wide The Prin-
«cipal ther read the twelfth chapter of Isaiah and each
verse was repeated after him by the great crowd
A glorious testimony was indeed given to those pass-
ing continuously in ’bus and car, and on foot

Then came the moment which the Foursquare
Gospel people had looked forward to for months,
The deoors of the Temple were opened wide and they
surged through them mto the beautiful and spacious
building, every part of it, ground floor, galleres,
transepts, aisles, platform, pulpit—every available
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space bemng occupied Those who were unable to get
in, stood in the vestibule at the back, and outside
on the steps

We should here say a little about the Temple 1t-
self The new and larger galleries with the raised

THESE warriors of God were itrammed in the
school of faith They were ofttimes heawvily
handicapped and overwhelmirgly out-num-
bered, yet always trijumphant They possessed a
dynamic which levelled legions to the dust of defeat,
and swept swarming armies of opponents into
humihating fight  Theirs was the path of the con-
queror—they marched from °' victory unto victory **
—none could withstand their

The experience of these Old Testament victors finds
its counterpart in the lives of those New Testament
warriors of whom Paul writes in his second Corin-
thian Epistle ** Thanks be unto God, which always
causeth us to triumph 1n Chnst " Or as another
translation of the same passage runs, ‘ Wherever
I go, thank God, He makes my lLife a constant pageant
of triumph in Christ

. became . .

They bclieved God and so overcame. The secret
of their strength was not in the subtlety of ther
strategy, nor .n the prowess of their arms. * Not by
mught, nor by power ’ won they the victor’s laurels

We also, as followers of Christ, are called to sol-
diership. We must also grip the sword of service,
and gird ourselves for the fray. 'Tis true we wrestle
not agaimnst flesh and blood, but our enemes are
none the less deadly, and the warfare none the less
real The weapons we wield are not carnal We
go clad 1n the Spirt's might, and armed with the
sword of truth C H Spurgeon once sad that
** the man who lives in the region of faith dwells
in the realm of miracles ' ** Faith,”” he adds,
“ trades 1n marvels, and her merchandise 1s with
wonders '’

Faith will work the muracle
As we trust God’s Oracle;
The victory ot Calvary
Comes not through earthly strategy

What 1s there to hinder the twentieth-century war-
rior of Christ winmng his way through all’ hell’s
opposirg legions®  Strong m the strength of the
LEternal Spint we may overthrow the adversary
The Cross 1s our answer to every thrust of Satan.
We triumph 1n that precious blood victory of Cal-
vary—in company with our Emmanue] we beat back
the forces of darkness and disease—they are scattered
before the battle-cry of an undimmed and undying
faith 1n God  We draw our strength and courage
from our all-sufficient and all-victorious Leader and
Lord—it 1s the consciousness of

that inspires us to enterprise and exploit In Psalm
forty-six we find a wonderful * therefore ** that
couples us on to the Almighty The Psalmist opens

. tesistless 1 baitle, —Hebrews x1 33, 34 (A S. Way).

his anthem with the bracing reflection—** God is our
refuge and strength, a very present help 1n trouble;
therefore will we nov fear © He surveys all the
formtdable host that are ranged in battle against
them and then having measured the strength of
these things, he can still sing his enheartening song
of utmost confidence 1n Jehovah

A survey of missionary history during the past
one hundred and fifty years will provide us with many
a strilking example of heroic and trjumphant farth.
When we read of the early days of the Bechuana
mission, for ten lopg years no gleam of Lght seemed
to pierce the prevailing darkness ‘¢ The Batlaping
had open ears only to what promised temporal gains,
and were deaf to all spiritual invitaiion or warning "
When the sorefy-tried faith of the missionaries almost
gave way, therc was a holy woman 1n the mission
who never faltered in her faith  She believed 1n the
promise of the unchanging God, and she said  ** We
may not live to see 1t, but, as surely as to-morrow’s
sun will rise, the awakemng will come "' When her
friends at home would have counselled her to give
up her forlorn hope and go to a promusing field, and
when someone wrofe her from England, asking what
could be sent her that would be of use—the sublime

ANSWER OF MARY MOFFAT

was ‘' Send us a communion service, 1t will be
wanted ' What mughty faith in the mudst of such
hopeless conditions ! Yet when that communion ser-
vice oreived on the russion field, three years later,
It Was at once put into use, and no less than one
hundred and twenty born-again converts sat down to
the Lord’s Table Thus God always honours and
rewards faith,

This 15 undoubtedly a faithless age, when men
believe nothing deeply, profoundly Faith 1s shallow
and shifty  We have, sad o say, passed out beyond
the old days when men were willing if needs be to
shed their blood rather than sacrfice their faith.
The splendid, the sublime thing about these people
referred to 1in our text was therr unstaggering confi-
dence 1n the invistble God  And because of this they
knew no defeat Their faith makes them outstand-
ing in the annals of the past, they are distinguished
from the general character of the period in which
they lied, their viston of God threw them out of
alignment with the spirit of hollow ceremonialism
which ofttimes surrounded them They lived above
the behtthng smrit that whirled around them

Says Archbishop Leighton, ** God lays hold of us
11;_.‘rl1rough Our laying hold of Him.”” Thus God puts

for the accomplishment of His purpose, and for the
overthrow of His enemes He awakens w.thin us
such desperate desire that we become possessed by
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a victorious vehemence, that fakes the kingdom by
force, that refuses denial, that cuts its way through
to triumph.

On the grave of Dr F. B. Meyer may be found
these significant words, ** Here lies a man who
recgoned on God.”” What a magnificent witness to
a lfe hved in and for God. Mazzini, the great
Italian said, ‘‘ Believe, and you will conquer > How
true this 1s of those whose trust 1s mn the Living God
Somewhere else we read that ‘‘ faith is not belef
in spite of evidence, but life 1n scorr of consequence '
Blessed Master, grant me grace to believe Thy
Word in all 1ts wondrous fulness, to take 1ts pro-
mises in all therr measureless meamng, and apply
them to each and every need of mine' Make me

bold to claim the fulfilment of that which Thy love
covenants ! Constrain my thirsty spirit to plunge
deeply into the mmfinite and exhaustless ocean of Thy
grace! Clothe me with that mighty, quenchless, un-
conquerable faith, that levels the mountains of diffi-
culty to a plan, and puts me in possession of all the
magnificent territory of Canaan! Teach me o bring
each truant thought under the sovereign sway of
Thy blest Spirit

The blood 15 the life —Deuteronomy xu 23

fiercely combated to-day, even from the pulpt,
than the doctrine of the Blood

This 1s an age of imperceptive materialism 1n
spiritual things, and the truly spinitual man 15 so
rare that the world counts him mad But the ob-
jection of to-day to the doctrine of the Blood is the
same as that offered to our blessed Master's own
words by the Jews—'‘ How can this Man give us
His flesh to eat? ”’

Then, as now, the same answer applies ‘' It s the
Spirt that makes alive [quickeneth], the flesh profits
nothing the words that I speak unto you, they are
Spinnt, and they are lLife’ (John w1 63) “ It 1s
the Spirit that giveth lLfe.”’

As long as we only understand it Lterally, 1t 1s
death 1o us, for it 1s ‘* the letter that killeth,”” but

and have the muind of Chrnst, faith in the Blood be-
comes a source of life to us, for * It 1s the Spint
that giveth hfe”

Of the real spiritcal meaning of the cleansing
Blood, we get a remarkable illustration in the clern.-
mg of the leper, when our Lord came down from
the mountain It was the blood of Christ, the Lamb
slain from the foundation of the world, which cleansed
the ieper, for in that touch of Jesus He communi-
cated His own life to the leper, so thai, as we learn
from other Scriptures, *‘the flesh of one as good as
dead’’ becomes are pure as ‘‘the flesh of a little chuld ”’

The significance of the touch of Jesus we learn from
other parts of Holy Writ *° Multitudes sought to
touch Him, and as many as touched Him were made
perfectly whole,”” for there went forth power from
Him, and healed them all (Matt 1x 20, 29, xiv 36,
Mark v 27, vi 56, Luke vii 14, viu 47). Power
went forth from Hum because His body was a four-
tain of life, for ** as the Father has life in Himself,
in the same way even to the Son gave He to have
life 1n Himself ' {John v. 26, Rotherham) His
sacred body being therefore charged with the very
Life of God, He quickened whom He would And

THERE 1s no Biblical doctrine which ts more

if we eay His flesh and dunk His blood, we have
THE SAME LIFE OF GOD

in us, for ** He abideth in us, and we in Him *
(John v1 54-56), and as He lived by means of the
Father, so we live by means of Him, and as He was
a fountain of Iife, so believers afterwards had in them
4 fountain of hfe springing up inta lfe-age-abiding >’
(John 1v 14, Greek and Rotherham)

To eat His flesh 15 to become a partaker im His
death—'* My body was broken for you ', but to
drink His blood 1s to become a partaker of His re-
surrection life. So the Blood 1s a synonym for life
in its highest form It 15 the very life of God
cleansing and re-creaung us

So the [eper was cleansed and recreated through the
bloed of Christ, for the touch of Jesus communicated
that Blood to him, and the flesh ** of one dead '’
returned to hum as the flesh of a lLttle child (Num
xit 12 and Il Kings v 14} No one need there-
fore, make the cleansing Blood ‘‘ a stone of stumb-
ung," for the blood s the life, and though we arc
justified by His death we, are saved by His life He
1s the wvine, we are the branches, which are kept
clean by the circulation through every part of the
life-blood of the Vine.

It will be noted in regard to leprosy that the
Scriptures never speak of healing the leper, but al-
ways of cleansing, and its cleansing 1s the most strik-
mng object-lesson and type of cleansing from mdwell-
:ng sin and natural corruption that could be given
Here 1t was instantaneous, for ‘ immediately his lep-
rosy was cleansed ”’ (Matt vin 3), proving that from
corruption as great as this, the blood of Christ can

CLEANSE IN A MOMENT,

though from head to foot there may be no soundness
im us, but wounds and bruises and putrifying sores
{Isaiah 1. 6)

In common theology the death aspect of the Blood
15 often dwelt upon to the exclusion of the Life, but
in the account of cleansing the leper (Lev xiv 6)
both aspects are clearly brought out. The priest had
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to take in two birds alive and clean, and to kill the
one representing death over living water, and to let
the living bird, representing the risen hfe, into the
open firmament of heaven. The living water (Heb )
as well as the blood, 1s used to sigmfy the punfying
aspect of our Lord’s ufe—'" he shall wash his
clothes, and shall bathe his flesh in water.”” It 1s
the laver or bath of regeneration ‘' This is He that
came by water and by blood.”’ The great distinction
between the water and the Blood 1s that the water
15 the type of the Holy Spirit, as explained in John

vi 37-39, of the rivers of Living water, ** This spake
He of the Spirit,”” but the Blood pomnts to the work
of Christ, in both aspects, of His death and of His
life (Heb. 1x 17)

If we drink His blood, Christ Himself becomes
our life (Col in 7), and it 1s His hfe-blood per-
meating and pulsating through our whole being,
which not only cleanses from all sin, but also imparts
and sustains that more abundant life which enables
us to ab:de wn Him, and to * prolong His days **
by walking *‘ even as He walked.”’

Our Lord most probably spoke not m
Greek, but 1in Aramaic, the language of
the  Hebren common  people—''the
poor,” to whom the Gospel was preached
Professor Burney has discovered that if
we translate our Lord's saywgs from
the Greek of the New Testament nto
Aramaic, they obey the laws of Hebrew
poetry

** The Lord's Prayer,” for example,
becomes a hymn in two four-beat tris-
tichs He shews that when the Lord's
prayer s translated to Aramac, 1t
has not only the rhythm of poetry, but
also the rhyme as well Then he goes
on to shegw that this s true of many
other of our Lerd’s wutterances  The
Sermon on the Mount, the commission
to the d.sciples, some of the parables,
and His last discourse given to the
Apostle John Al of these in Aramaic
cbey the laws of Hebrew poeury! * It
1s 1tmpossible to resist the conclusion that
we have our Lord's very words as He
shaped them mm a form which the humb-
lest of His disciples could easily
memorise

This 1s a truly remarkable discovery,
and one which once more awakens the
quastion of verbal imspiration

But tne New Testament was given to
the world 1n Greek We have been told
that thus 1s because 1t 15 a language of
such beauty and of such marvellous
power of expressing clear thought But
1s 1t not also a wonderful revelation of

God’s forbearance, and His amazing
and abounding love? Fo did the Jews
—God's chosen peaple—suffer at the

hands of any nation as they suffered
from the Greek?

“ Of al! races, and they were many
hostile to Israel,’’ says one, ‘' none was
a more deadly foe than the Greek None
was a more relentless persecutor None
was, by 1t luxury, by 1ts culture, and by
its critical acumen, a more seductive foe
to the morals nnd fairth of Judaism '

Yet God graciously took the language
of the Greek to be the great means of
bringing the Genti'e world to the hght
of the Gospel of Christ

enough to keep them alive, and never any bubbling
over to refresh another

If they speak of the Chrstian life at all it 1s only
to tell of their trials and temptations They have
ro joy, Ittle 1if any faith, ro happiress What 1s
the trouble® Just Lfe enough to be miserable but
not enough to enjoy 1t Just Life enough to see the
truth but not enough to walk mn 1t They believe
in the abundant bfe, the Baptism of the Holy Ghost,
but they want it to come thewr way They pray,
but have not enough life to pray through to victory
* Prayer 1s the Chnstian’s wvital breath,”’ but they
scarcely breathe enough to keep alive

We live in an age of backshding  To-day. pro-
fession; to-morrow back with the world Why so
easily overcome of evil? Lack of spiritual ife  Like
the lttle nivulet, subject to circumstances If 1n a
revival meeting there 15 a big downpour, they get
a Lttle L.fe and start again, but when the meeting 1s
over they are fainting by the wayside No wonder
God says in Jeremiah xv 6, “1 am weary with
repenting "'

Jesus came to give us such an abundant hfe that
we never need to fail or bring

REPROACH UPON HIS CAUSE,

It 15 no fault of His if we faint or falter, there 15 no
lack in His storehouse

The trouble 1s many have not gone deep enough.
The beautiful fountain sprang from such a depth
in the rock of its mountam home that no drought
could affect 1t, while the ILttle brook, though it
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bubbled and sparkled and made quite a little noise,
was nevertheless dependent upeon surface conditions
Let us go *f deeper yet, deeper yet’’ into the foun-
tain of His blood and His love, deep enough to
reach the more abundant Life that never fails

God says in Jerermah xnv 10, ** They love to wan-
der, they have not refrained their feet’ *f Love
to wander,” that 1s the secret of so much backshd-
ing  They never get deep enough to realise the
awfulness of sin, haven’t even a real Bible copvie-
tion  Then He adds,  When they fast, I will not
hear their cry, and when they offer burnt oftering
and an oblation, I will not accept them but [ will
consume them by the sword, and by the famne,
and by the pestilence '’ God 1s weary with this play-
ing religion, and 1s causing all these things to come
upon the world because of sin

In Revelation w1 16 God says, “*1 know thy
works, thar thou art neither cold nor hot I would
thou wert esther cold or hot, So then because thou
art lukewarm, and neither celd nor hot, T will spew
thee out of my mouth >’ From this we gather there
are what God calls “ hot” Chustians, ' cold’’
church members, and some

NEITHER COLD NOR HOT.

They are on the fence If some wealthy or -
fluential person does not beheve in the Baptism of
the Holy Ghost, they will not do so They pro-
fess salvation but deny the power, making fun of
those who have 1t They have a name to live, but

only life enough to roll themselves as stumbling-
blocks in the way of orthers
I knew a young convert aflame with the ‘! ife

more abundant He had a father-in-law who was
lukewarm, and constantly nagged him about tis
abundant hfe Opce when the fatheran-law asked
him, * What 1s the Christian’s worst trial? ”’ he re-
plied, *‘ Lukewarm professors '’ 1 believe he told

the truth Lukewarm professors do not believe
God's Word When you quote Scripture to them
they say, ' I do not beuieve that i1t means that "

That was the cause of Eve's fall The Devil comes
subtly and tells one that God does not mean what
He says Some believe it because they want to do
so  God says, ** Dress m modest apparel * {I Tim
n 9) but the Devil says, ‘* God doesn’t care what
one wears,”’ and people believe 1t Why? Because
of their pride—their modesty 1s gone The Devil does
not come to people with fire and brimstone to get
them to fall, but with a red-cheeked apple, short
skirts, no sleeves and low neck. *° Lukewarm ’’—
whom He will spew out of His mouth And no
wonder, when He has paid such a Price for a clean

PURE AND ABUNDANT LIFE!

The Word says, ** With joy shall ye draw water
out of the welis of salvation ” (Isarah xn 3) Water
symbolises salvation, and 1t 1s joy to know we can
have salvation in any degree But it 1s rather hard
work to draw water That 1s the Old Testament
expenience, but Jesus said, ‘' Whosoever dnnketh
of the warter that I shall give him, shall never thirsr,
but the water that I shall give him shall be m him

1y

a well of water, springing up mnto cverlasting Iife
{John 1v 14} A regular artesian well within,
springing up No more drawing Never goes dry
A Chrstian with that kind of an experience will
overflow to others But an artesian well can be
capped and the little stream that flows therefrom
shut off Some have the well of water within, but
keep 1t capped by a man-fearng spinit, or pride
Tahe off the cap and let it overflow 1n blessing to
others

But God has something better yet for us In
John vu 38, 39 Jesus says, ‘‘ He that believeth on
Me out of his innermost being shall flow rivers
of living waters "' A river cannot be capped, and
here 15 an experience of ' rivers "’ {plural) to be had
by merely beheving on Christ Believe that He s
the Son of God, the Saviour of the world, believe
that His Word 1s true, that

HE MEANS WHAT HE §AYS.

And when these mighty rivers of fath, hope, love,
like the Mississippi, the Amazon and the Congo, be-
gmn to flow from our mner being, we shall begin to
realise the meaning of the ** life more abundant "'
Oh, this great, and mghty love that He puts into
our hearts' Like a mighty fire it melts us unt:l we
have no will but His, and His will 1s sweeter thaa
all else, until faith springs up and flows out lihe o
river without any effort And faith brings hope
that never fails

Just think of people living ‘* at this poor dying
rate ' with such an inflow and outflow of Iife!
Eternal Lfe, bought and paid for by the precious
blood of Jesus Christ, and we can have it by becles-
mg 1t us so Why, oh why will people live so far
from their glorious privilege, be so lean and puor,
when riches eternal are theirs?

What peace, joy, happiness and contentment tlis
*“life more abundant” brings! Sorrow comes to
those who possess 1t, but

of their peace Dark grow the days but then faith
abounds more and more  Heawily fall affliction’s
blows, for many are the afflichions of the righteous,
but hke the o1l well which under the blow of the ex-
plosive gives forth a more abundant flow, because
of the very shactering of the rocky reservorr, they
are enabled to pour out an ever-increasing and en-
riching 1olume of blessing upon those about them

than their useless, uncreditable names on her muster rolls

THE NEW TESTAMENT

makes frequent reference to Chrisuans who fal 1o
go forward in the Christtan Lfe The book of Heb-
rews 15 rery clear it says
For when for the time ye ought to be teathers, ye have
need thar one 1each you again which be the first principles

of the oracles of God, and are become such as have need
of milk, and not of strong meat (Heb v 12)

Then follows the exhortation at the beginning of
the next chapter ** Therefore leaving the principles
of the doctrine of Christ, let us go on unto perfec-
tion.”” Especially notice those four small words, Let
us go on  One wrnter has selected these words as
a title for a book concerming the Christian journey.
It 15 a very suitable title “* Let us go on ''—yes,
that s what we must do We must not stand still,
we must go on  One hymn beautifully puts the
thought—

Onward, ever onward,
Journeying o'er the road
Worn by samnts before us,
Journeying on to God,
Leaving all behind us,
May we hasten on,
Bachward never looking
Till the prize 1s won

But now arises the question, Unte what are we to
go on?

WHAT IS OUR AIM TO BE?

What are we to seek that we have not already 1n
our possession?

The truth can be simply summed up by saying that
we are to go on

{a) Unto sanctification

(b} Unto power

Ist We are fo go on unto sanctification

But s not every Christian sanctified? Yes How
then are we to go on to sanctification?® The expla-
nation 1s in the fact that there are different forms
of sanctification Many Christian people misunder-
stand each other, and join opposite sects because
they do not see that similar words may be used to
describe various aspects of the same trath Tor .n-

stance, there are several forms of sanctification

There s

(a) Positional sanctification
{b} Practical sanctification
(c) Progressive sanctification
(d} Perfect sanctification

I do not wish to deal with this subject m detail
now, as that 1s done 1 a booklet of mine entitled
Sanctification, which can be obtained from the pub-
lishers of the Elwn Evangel, but we can brefly out-
line the truths thus—

The word sanctification carries the thought of
separation unto God It means '* to ballow '™ or
* make holy " The scriptural meaning 1s therefore
““tu set apart unto God’' Anything or any person
that 1s set apart for God 1s sanctified

Positional sanctification

The expression  positional sancbfication '’ 1s not

used 1n Scripture, but it ts clearly umphed—

A man s justified [or counted righteous] by faith without
the deeds of the Jaw (Rom w1 28}

It 15 one God which shall justufy [or count righteous] the
circumasion by faith, and uncarcumcision through faith
(Rem 1w 30)

Therefore being justified [counted righteous] by faith we
have peace with God through eur Lord Jesus Christ (Rom
v 1)

WE ARE COUNTED RIGHTEOUS

or perfect i Christ  Yet until our human nature 1s
perfected, we are not completely perfect We have
a perfect standing before God because of our farth
1 a perfect Christ, but our state is not perfect, for
our human nature has not reached perfectton There
ts a difference berween standing and state, hetween
position and condittion The moment we trust in
Chnaist as our Sasviour we legally bave 1n the sight
of God a perfect standing and position

Practical sanchification

At conversion we also enter into an experience of
actual or practical holiness or sanctification At con-
version we lose the satamc nature, retaining  ow
human nature, and receive a new nature, the Divine
or Christ nature The new nature or spirit of Chrst
which we recerve 1s absolutely perfect, and as far
as this new nature goes we are actually sanctified
Befoie cunvers,on we consisted of the old nature borp
of Satan, and the old human nature born of the first
Adam At conversion we lose the old nature boin
of Satan, and afterwards we consist of the human
nature (ideally under the control of the last Adam,
Christ) and the perfect new nature of Chnst  (This
subject 1s discussed 1n more detail 1n the hooklet,
How many buths are there m Scrpture?)
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Progressive sanchification

Progressive sanctification i1s not the result of our
new nature becoming more and more perfect, but s
the outcome of

OUR WILLS BEING SURRENDEREO

more and more fully to Christ, which results 1n ow
humar nature becoming more and more Chnstlike,
The actions of our human nature may fluctuate, but
the actions of the new Christ nature never fluctuate
The world (the godless forces around us), the flesh
(the appetites within us) and the Devil {the evil per-
son above us) may cause us  yeld 1o sin and back-
slide i1n heart, but the reading of the Bible, the lhs-
tening to godly preachers, the exeraise of prayer, and
so forth, cause us to yteld the human nature more
and more unto God, and so we grow in righteous-
ness and are increasingly yielded to God Or,
other words, progressive sanctification 1s taking place
in our ltves.

Perfect sanctification,

Perfect and practical sanctification should be ous
arm down here ‘‘ And the very God of peace sanc-
tify you wholly, and I pray God your whole spirt,
soul, and body be preserved blameless unto the
coming of our Lord Jesus Chnst » (I Thess, v. 23)
God has set complete perfection before us as a goal,
here and now We are e seek to bring our state
up to our standing, our condition up to our poOs1tION
No doubt, only One has ever exhibited perfection
here—the Lord Jesus Himself, and He did not attain
to perfection, but

RETAINED PERFEGTION,

a thing which the first Adam failed to do  But it s
good for us to understand that the :deal 15 before us
for our attainment, even down here There certamly
will come a time when the ideal 1s realised That
time s set forth in Philippians w1 21

For our conversation 1s in heaven, from whence also we
look for the Sawviour, the Lord Jesus Christ, wha shdll
change our wvile body, that 1t may be fashioned like unto
His glorious body, according to the working whereby He
15 able even to subdue all things unto Himself

To summarise —

(1) We are positionally sanchifted at conversion,
through the blood-reconciling work of Jesus Chnst,

(2) We are praciically sanctified at conversion by
the removal of the old satamic (not human) nature,
and the giving of a new, perfect Christ nature

(3) We are progresswwely sancitified by the mims-
try of the Holy Spint through gifted men and the
Word of God and prayer, whereby our human nature

1s brought more and more into umformity with Jesus
Chnist

{4) We are perfectly sanctified at death or trans-
lation, wheén we become like Christ

There 1s a difference between practical sanctifica-
tion and power for service

PRAGCTICAL SANCTIFICATION
15 the outcome of the fulness of the Spint of Chust,

power 1n service 15 the outcome of the fulness of the
Hoty Spirit Clear thinking and statement has fre-
quently been confused because of the failure to dis-
tinguish between the Spint of Christ and the Holy
Spirt. ‘
(1) Sanctification 1s the fulness of the Spirit of
Christ.
(2) Power 1s the result of the fulness of the Holy
Spint
The Spirit of Christ 1s a Person None other than
Christ Himself Not the human personality of
Christ which the Son of God took to Himself at His
imncarnation, but the eternal nature or Spinit of the Son
of God which He possesses from eternity to etermty.
God 1s Spirit Thus the Son of God was eternally Spirit.
It 15 this eternal Spint of the Son of God which 1s
given Us in measure at conversion Think of the
following passage

But when the fulness of time was come, God sent forth
His Son, made of a woman, made under the law, to redeem
them that were under the law, that we mught receive the
adoption of sons And becausc ye are sons, God hath sent
fortn the Spirit of His Son mnto your hearts crying, Abba,
Father Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a sop
(Gal v 4T

A Chrnistian 1s doubly a son of God He 1s

ADOPTEO A SON,

and then mmmediately born again, and so born a son
This cannot take place in the natural An adopted

son cannot be truly born unto the famuly. But what
15 1mpossible to man 1s possible to God On the
ground of the work of Christ, repentant man Iis

adopted nro the famuly of God—our, in other words,
receives the son-place Then immediately afterwards
he 15 born a son—for God sends forth the Spint of
His Son mnto our hearts whereby we cry, Abba,
Father It 1s this sending forth into our hearts of
the Spirit of Chnist whuch constitutes the new birth
or regeneration, The Father is the source of the
sending fortn of the Spirit of Chnist, the Holy Ghost
15 the Agent tn the implanting within us of the Spirt
of Christ, and Chnist Himself gladly rejoices in the
act of being sent forth into the heart of the repen-
tant sinmer Thus we may say that we are born
again by the Father—by the Holy Ghost—by the
Son  The triune God 1s responsible for

THE [12W BIRTH

But the supply of the Spnt of Christ 1s by
measure \' ¢ may receive the Spirit of Christ with-
out recewving, the fulness of the Sp'rit of Christ Paul
reahsed that the measure of the supply of the Spirit
of Christ might vary

In Philippians 1 19, he says For | know thar
this shall turn to my salvation through your piayer,
and the supply of the Spint of Jesus Chnst ™’

In Ephestans 1v 11-13 1t 1s stated that the exercise
of spintuat g.fts 15 des.gned to bring us * unto a
petfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the
fulress of Christ

Both these Scriptures shew that there may be a
measure of the fulness of Chnist, and also a fulness
of the measure of Christ The greater our fulness
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of the measure of Christ the more are we practically
sanctified It 1s this fulness of Chrnist that we need
It 15 this which 1s set before us as a goa! Some
Christtans have this fulness 1n a very marked degree
immediately after conversion  But frequently it s
largely lost by allowing the human nature to assert
itself. The true place of the human nature 1s under
the control of the nature of Christ If this were per-
fectly exhibited, then perfection of hfe would be re-
vealed To be like the Lotd Jesus Chiist we must
be so filled with His Spinit that He will contiol our
human nature  Ow human nawre will not be ob-
hterated, but i1t will gladly be yielding to the sway
of Christ  To put 1t in the words of the apostle,
““1 live, yet not I, but Christ liveth 1n me "’

In our next talk we shall be detaiing the hfe of
sanctification  Meanwhile the following lines may
help us to remember exactly what sanctification 1s

SANCTIFIGATION.

I yield myself to Christ I am forgw’n,

that they spent much time in secret communion with
God, they waited upon God and renewed their
strength

Moses must go away to the desert for forty years
that God may train and discipline him for the great
work of leading Israe!l Dawid, the anointed, must fly
as an outlaw in daily perd, that he may develop the
hardy courage and brave trust that would fit him to
be Judah’s king The Baptist must be in the soli-
tude of the wilderness until the day of his shewimng to
Israel. Paul must tarry three years in Arabia, 1n
silence, before he goes forth to prociaim the un-
searchable riches of Chnist  John must go away to
