UCH abortive effort on the part of sincere
M * babes in Chnist,’* as the Bible styles them,
might be saved, if they once reahsed that
which becomes so clear to those that are of full age,
whom the Scripture denominates ** perfect ’*  ones,
that 1t 1s not by effort or struggle that they can
emulate the Lord Jesus, but rather by enterng inio
rest, and ceasing from their own works, as God did
from His For
JESUS HIMSELF

sard, ** Of Myself 1 can do nothing; the Father thar
dwelleth it Me, He doeth the works.” ** The words
that I speak are not mimne. but His that sent Me "

This docirine has bBeen greatly misunderstood and
abused by the merely letter-learned, as shewn in such
expressions as, ‘‘ Lay your deadly.domg down
And by some sections of the Church this teaching
is carried to such an excess that holy living 1s taboo
and looseness of Ufe actually encouraged. Sins
against the body, the temple of the Holy Spiri, are
condoned as being unavoidable  Between the nomi-
mal Christian and the world there is so little dif-
ference that it 1s impossible to distinguish one from
the other, indeed the advantage 1s often on the side
of the non-professor. The sooner the professing
Church wakes up te this fact the better, for every
tree which beareth not good fruit will be * hewn
down and cast into the fire,”’ and ** every plant which
My. heavenly Father hath not planted shall be rooted
up‘|,

The fact hies just here that when we cease from
outr own works, we must begin to work the works
of God. We must recognise the fact, that it 1s God
who produces in us both the will and the execution
Our conscience 1s thus purged from dead works, that
we may bnng forth fruit unto God Frugt s the
product of the law of life working n the tree It
makes no effort to bear fruit. Even so s 1t sad
of the spintual man, ‘* He shall be like a tree planted
by the nvers of water, that bnngeth forth his fruit
in his season, his leaf also shall not wither, and
whatsoever he doeth shall prosper »’

THE GREAT DIFFERENCE

between the Old Covenant and the New, the law of
Sinat and the law of Christ, 1s not so much in their
requirement, as that the first is written on tables
of stone, and the second on fleshy tables of the

heart, for God says, “ I will make a new covenant
with  the house of Israel, and the house of
Judah T will put My laws nto their mind, and on
their hearts will 1 wrte them '’ (Heb, vz 8, 10)
So just as the law of sin formerly worked in my
members to bring forth fruit unto death, so now
the law of the Spinit of Life works in my members
to bring forth frurt unto God—love, Jjoy, peace,
longsultering, graciousness, goodness, faithfulness,
meekness, self-control  And they that are of Chnst
Jesus have crucified the flesh, with the passions and
lusts thereof  These alone can be said to follow
Him 1n  the regeneration—to follow the Lamb
whithersoever He goeth In them alone He sees
His sced and prolongs lis days For 1t 1s not their
own life that they are hving, but Chnst hiveth in
them This 1s the only practical Christian life.

When we can say with the Apostle Paul *‘ In
conjunction with Christ I have become crucified
Nay, hving no longer am I, but bving . me s
Chnist, and as far as I now hive in the Rlesh, in farth
I live, the faith of God and of Chnst

We cease from sin because we are dead we
cease from our own works because Christ died,
not that we mughr be able to form « holy nature in
ourselves, but that we might receive one, ready pre-
pared and formed n Christ for us, by wunon and

FELLOWSHIF WITH HIM.

And as our natural corruption was produced in the
first Adam, and propagated from him to us, so our
new nature and holiness are first pioduced 1n
Chnst and derived from Him to us, or, as 1t were,
propagated

This makes holy hving as easy and natural as
eating our daly food 1t becomes our meat to do
the will of Him that sent us, and to finish the work
that He has given vs to do  We eat His flesh and
drink His biood, when we receive Christ into our
bodies by faith, just as we receive food by eating
and drinking  Chust 1s as truly united to us there-
by, as our food 1s by eating and drinking, and be-
ing thus joined to Christ we are no longer left under
the power of sinful inchinations, but are powerfully
endued with a bent and propensity to the practice
of holiness, ‘‘ by the mnward law of the Spint of
Ife in Christ Jesus, which makes us free from the
law of sin and death !

fire, carrying conviction to the careless—the other,
whilst 1t feeds the mind, leaves the soul empty and
unmoved The latter produces no moral miracles,
accomplishes no spirifual transformations.

of priestcraft, letting in the hght of liberty—that
awakens the conscience of a people and makes them
acknowledge their moral and spiritual poverty, creat-
ing craving for the removal of error and the enthrone-
ment of truth, makmg them capable of recognising
the:r obligations Godward and manward, and more-
over making them able and willing to discharge those
obligations

Effective truth when Spirit taught,

Will change the Ve that God bhas sought
Will heep the hfe that Christ has boughs,

Blessed evangel that brngs emancipation to the
serf and the slave—that frees the tradition-bound
mmnd, and enfranchises the religious ritualisi—that
conquers custom and convention, and launches the
soul forth into the priceless and precious relationship
of sons of God—that awalens the cry within, ‘‘ Abba,
Father,”” and ends for ever the grave-bound condi-
tions of life  This message, mstinct with  Divine
hfe and inspiration, has encompassed the globe and
given birth to movements and men which have

SWEPT MULTITUDES INTO THE KINGDOM.

It was the valant and wirtuous George Fox who
said, * If one man or woman were raised by the
Lord s power to stand or live m the same spuit that
the apostles and prophets were in, he or she would
shake the country for miles round

In this Gospel of the Crucified lies the dynamic of
eternity—the creative energy of the Deity It was
in the Christ of Calvary that God was reconubng
the world unto Himself, and through this despised
agency spoiling principaliies and powers, making a

triumph out of what, on the surface, appeared a
tragedy

Our scienusts tell us *‘ that there s energy stored
up 1n one grain of radium sufficient to raise five hun-
dred tons a mile high.”” Astonishing and astounding
statement thus, and yet what of the wondrous Iift-
ing power of the Gospel of Jesus Christ? One has
only to pick up and peruse a book hke Broken
Eatthenware to see something of the saving, heal-
ing, and transforming dynamic of the Gospel of
Divine grace. See how low these souls were brought
by sm, and yet how high they were hfted by the
leverage of the love of Christ.

Not by might nor power—

Nor reason’s mighty sway,
But simple faith of childhood,

Such 15 the Sprrit’s way

As we follow the path of Paul the pdgrim and
pwoneer preacher of the first century, we cannot but
be impressed with the trall of triumph which heé
leaves behind—that

CHAIN OF CHURCHES,

all aglow w.th Pentecostal passion, speaks eloquently
of the effectiveness of the message which he bears
At Corinth, Philippi, Ephesus, Thessalomca, and
Colosse, could be found those living memonals of his
labours Agamnst the dark background of superst-
tion, sensuality, and selfishness shone the  light of
Christian truth and testimony. Amid all the profamty
and pollution burnt the fire of faith in the crucfied
Nazarene. The cities of Asia were being nvaded by
ar evangel that avercame all opposition—that thrived
among the fires of persecution-—establishing itself in
hearts and minds once corrupt and Christless—talking
possession of Satanic stronghoids and hurhing back
the forces of darkness

Here we have an evangelist solely reliant upon
Divine resources—counting upon equipment from
above.

And yet with all this marvellous display of power
we do not find the apostle glorying i the flesh, or
being carried away by the success of his mumstry.

of the Holy Spint »

The late Thomas Cook, speaking of that Divine
unction which disunguishes the minstry of those who
are thus endued with the Pentecostal passion and
power, says, ‘‘ It is nerther pathos, nor eloguence,
nor psychological power, nor mental force, but a
subtle, '‘mysterious, unaccountable, and almost irres-
istible influence which only God can give.” It 1s
this indescribable unction from above that, resting

upon the ‘° foolish, the weak, the despised 'things of
the world,”” makes of them the vehicles of the Divine
glory, and the instruments of the Divine will
Through the channel of their yielded poverty and
human impotence flow the fertilising streams of
blessing  The vessel, though perhaps unworthy and
uncomely, yet possessed of this heavenly unction, the
rough exterior 1s transformed from within Thus
God often tabernacles i temples that man would
count unfit, making them the messengers of His
mercy and grace.

Comfort in sorrow. The disciples have only just
emerged from the shock and sorrow of their Master’s
death For the past few days since His resurrection
they have been contented simply to bask i the love
and peace afforded by His dear presence. Now they

CONSTERNATION AND SORROW

that they are to lose Him indefinitely. They are
heart-broken, and to console them the Divine Master
tel's them of the Comforter whom He will send
them He lovingly assures them that He will not
leave them comfortless, forsaken, or forlorn, but
that He will send them a new Leader who will turn
thetr sorrow mto joy This promise, although given
by thewr trusted Master, seemed to thewr gnef-
stricken hearts utterly impossible of fulfilment But
at Pentecost, when the promise was fulfilled, witness
their joy and gladness We are told, * They did
eat theirr meat with gladness,” and again, *¢ The
disciples were filled with joy and with the Holy
Ghost

Light tn darkness Prior to Pentecost thetr minds

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The Will of God

A Sermon by Pastor LEN J JONES (Elum Tabernacle, East Ham)

Regarding these matters, not only have we a
right to know the will of God, but we are ex-
horted to a knowledge of the same

IN most matters the will of God 1s clearly revealed

One verse of

Scripture reads, ' Wherefore be ye not unwise, but
understanding what the will of the Lord 1s  {Eph
v 17), and another verse reads, *‘ For this cause we

also, since the day we heard 1t, do not cease to pray
for you, and to desire thar ye might be filled with
the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual
understanding ** (Col 1 9} We should kpopw the
will of God in most matters, but the Scriptures alsa
make clear that in some matters we do not know
the will of God The same apostle who exhorted
the Ephesians not to be unwise but to understand
what the will of the Lord was, and prayeda for the
Colossians that they should be filled
with the knowledge of God’s will,
himself acknowledged that n certan
matters he did not know the will of
God  These acknowledgments “w:ll
be dealt with further on.

The Will of God revealed

In connection with the principal
facts of the Chrnistian Lfe, the will of
God 1s very clear, but m connection
with our lives day by day, and es-
pecially with regard to our move-
ments, the will of God 1s often not
so clear

The salvation of the lost 15 the will
of God, for God 1s not willing that
any should perish, but that all should
come to repentance In I Timothy
n 4 we read that the Lord *f will
have all men to be saved, and to
come unto the knowledge of the
truth "’ Lo

The healing of the body, too, 1s
to many the clearly revealed -will of God Some-may
hesitate to accept this mr it entrety, but there are
others who beneve this to be the tesching of Ged’s
Word

The Baptism of the Holy Ghost, as well, 1s some-
thing we have a right to know the will of God about
We can, and we should know the will of God, foi
this 15 of utmost imporiance The Apostle Peter
on the Day of Pentecost told the people that the
promise was unto them, and to thesr childver, and
to all that are afar off, eveh as many as the Lord
should call We know 1t was for those who were
standing around, and for their children, yes, and
we know 1t is for those afar off, which takes in
us to-day, if we also know that the Lord has called
us ’

Sanctification, too, 1s the will of God cleatly re-
vealed 1in His Word, for we read, ** Foi this 15 the
will of God, even your sanctification ” {I Thess
iv. 3) It 1s-not something to pray about, but a

promise and command fo be embraced and acted upon

To be a doer of the Word and not a hearer only
15 also the clearly revealed will of God, for we are
told to be such in Matthew vu 24-27 and James )
22  When we are convinced of a truth in the Word
of God, then the next thing 1s to do what we have
read by the grace of God, and not pray for guidance,
for we have that already, for the Lord guides through
His Word

The TVl of God not revealed

This 1s not something to be alarmed at, but to
accept the huding of His will as His will  Whether we
accept 1t or not, 1t will still be true, and in some
matters we shall not know the w:ll of God

As we have said already this 1s principally in con-

~ 1 nection with our day-by-day living
and movements, and not so much in
connection with the fundamental
truths of the Word of God Writing
to the Corinthians the Apostle Paul
said  *“But I will come to you
shortly, 1f the Lord will, and will
know, not the speech of them which
are puffed up, but the power” (L
Cor 1v 19), and when speaking to
the Ephesians, he said, “1 will 1e-
turn again unto you, if God will"”
{Acts xvin 21) In the Epistle of
James, too, we have this same
thought 1n connection with our move-
ments We are told not to be ton
sure as to what we are gomng to do
or where we are going 10 go on the
morrow, but rather should we say,
if the Lord will, we shall live, and
do this or that {James 1v  13-15)
Yes, we have a nght to say that we
do not know the will of God in all
] things .
It 1s true that these verses are principally 1n con-
15 another
place where the Apostle Paul was not sure about the
will of God in connection with another matter The
whole of I Cormnthians vir suggests a little doubt
as to the will of God in this matter, and concludes
with this statement, ‘° But she 1s happier if she %o
avige, after my judgment and I think also that 1
have the Spirit of God " (verse 40)

the Wil of Man

It 18 clear that man has a will, but it 1s not so
clear to many that he has a nght to use 1it, or In
other words, that_in many things the Lord allows
him to please himself Have you ever prayed for
guidance in a certamn matter, and even then have to
make your own choice2 Have you prayed for a long
time, and after that long time are no nearer know-
ing what to do® You have wondered what to do,
and prayed éver sb hard, but there was no hight from
heaven '
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Perhaps this was a case when the Lord expected
us to use our own discretton If the Lord did not
want us to thirk, why bas He giver us somethng to
think with? Why has He made us bengs capable
of thinking? Perhaps it 1s because 1n many matters
He desires that we should use tlus thinking faculty,
in the same way as we use other

FACULTIES THAT HE HAS GIVEN
unto us We have hands to be used, and perhaps
in deciding some matters we have a mund to be
used too.

We have ev:dence of the exeicise of man's free
will in I Corinthians xvi 12, and who has a right
to say this was contrary to God's best? In this
verse we read that the Apostle Paul desired that
Apollos should go to Cornnth, but regarding the
choice of Apollos in the matter, we read, ** But his
will was not at all to come at this time "' id Apol-
los agomse for a revelation from heaven regarding
this matter, or do what he believed to be right under
the ctrcumstances? Sometimes when you pray des-
perately in cases hke this, when perhaps the Lord
would have you make your own choice, 1t 1s not
hght you get but darkness, and eventually have to
make your own decision

A certain well-known Chnstian, who 1s now a mis-
stonary in the foreign field, was in much bondage as
regards the will of God in different matters Re-
member, it is those who are the most earnest and
conscientious that are the most subject to such bon-
dage, for they desire the will of God in everything
At last he was wondering 1f he should wear his hat
or his cap on certain occasions, 1n the same way as
others have wondered and prayed if it was the will
of God for them to go by tram or by tramn, and
which street they should go down It can be readiy
seen that there 15 no knowing where this will end,
if we continue to refuse to make our own choice n
some things One day this man was reading I
Cornnthians x, 27, and he was loosened from this
bondage, once and for all. In this verse he read,
‘“ If any of them that believe not bid you to a feast,
and ye be disposed to go, . The words, ‘‘ and

ye be disposed 1o go,”’ seemed 1o stand our before
him " Why," he said, * there are some things that
the Lord wants me to please myself about ™
In I Cormthians vu 39, the will of God revealed
and the
FREEOOM OF MAN'S CHOICE

are beautifully portrayed The middle of the verse
gives the woman liberty to please herself, ‘‘ But if
her husband be dead, she 1s at liberty to be marned
to whom she wiil ' ; but the first part, The wife
1> bound by the law as long as her husband liveth ”’,
and the last part, *‘ only in the Lord,” clearly reveal
the will of God

In conclusion we would make 1t clear that no per-
mission 15 given in the Word of God or in this talk,
for man’s will to be 1n opposition to what man knows
to be the will of God There must be no conflict
here, but a blending—a blending because of the con-
sequences, for it s ‘‘ he that doeth the will of God
abideth for ever’ (I John n 17), and a blending
because of the privileges and possibihties, for *°f
ye abtde in Me, and My words abide in you, ye shall
ask what ye will, and 1t shall be done unto you "
(John xv 7)

the mentality of the Christan Church of to-day
Logic seems to be relegated to the Greek
Kalends, and brain-waves of indescribable psycho-
logical flexibility appear to have taken its place
Yet to be sound in principle 15 to be absolutely
agreed and established upon logic as the suence of
correct reasoning
We have before us the Word of the living God
If we, as Chrstians, really believe in our heart of
hearts that it 1s the Word of God Almighty, then
ALL PRECONCEIVED NOTIONMS
or concerted ideas about 1t of our own must be
abandoned and dropped at once, and vanish
To be logical, 1t 1s God’s Woard, and under no
circumstances are we to put the construction upon

IT 15 difficult to penetrate or clearly undeistand

it, that we very often do, when faced with the diffi-
cult and trying problems of life

Every student and close observer of Holy Wnt
must have been struck by its distinctness and clarity,
and i1t 1s only when our puny ideas are pressed into
1it, and we endeavour to make its principles accord
somehow or other with our finite views., and our
shallow interpretation of it, that we destroy 1ts
power

We read in I Peter 1 21 that ** holy men of God
spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost”
Consequently we haive the mind of God expressed n
words, distinet and clear, so that ‘‘ the wayfanng
man. though a fool, shall not err therein !

What a wonderful privilege 1s therefore ours, to
know certainly, when we take up our Bibles, that we
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can clearly understand the mind and will of God con-
cerming us, and that in its sacred pages we can find
all we need to know, and how to act under every
circumstance through which we may have to pass
as we Journey through this life

It 1s our heavenly Father’s chart for His children
in which He has pointed out all the rocks, quick-
sands, and pitfalls we are to avoid, also all the pro-
mises upon which we can rest when tried by the
enemy of souls

Unforrunately the great trouble of to-day s that
the Church does not seem to realise that God says
what He mears, and means exactly what He says in
His Word, so that very often the Word s mani-
pulated and watered down to swit the

PREVAILING IDEAS

of nominal church-going Christians, therefore we
need not be surpnised at the falures apparent 1n
every direction

Revelation xxu 18, 19 very clearly explans exactly

what will happen to those who n any way alter
God’s Word

Again, one of the strangest and most remarkable
things that Christians often do {and m consequence,
bring about a deal of rrouble and final disaster upon
themselves and therr work) 1s to forget the g:eat and
Divine principle laid down throughout the Word,
which 15, “‘ The just shall live by faith,”” and 1n
no other way

For some reason or other we often find good,
saintly people qute innocently alter this vital pim-
ciple, and are carried away by feelings, this, of
course, 1s disastrous and can only end in disappoini-
ment

No, to be successful in any department of God'
ecomom'y, we must accept absolutely what the Woul
says, and act upon its commands and precepts
Every promise 1s assured us, but 1t 15 on  God’s
terms only, and in no other way

We should avoid much disappointment in hfe if
before launching out upon any scheme that we ap-
piove and think will be for the geneial good, o1 fo
the advancement of the kingdom of God on earth,
we go before the Lord in prayer, and very definitely
abandon o wills to His completely, beng willing
for all His blessed will, no matter what that will may
be Unt!l we do tlus, we cannot expect God to
fulfil His pronuses, as every one of them are con-
ditional, and to be accord ng to

HIS WILL, NOT OURS

It stems Lo be mlerent m man, and patticulaily
the Christtan man, that he must everlastingly be
domng something, just as though there was anything
mm human nature that could recommend us to Gud, o
that we could mmprove upon, Are not we all fallen
creatures® ‘“ All have sinned, and come shait of the
glory of God ”*  Are rot we all dependent upon Him
for all things® He says clearly, ** Without Me ye
can do nothing.” So why not yield wholly 1o Him
and learn the lesson He wishes us to know? O

helplessness 1s apparent, but ** His strength 15 made

perfect 1n weakness,”” for '* when we are weak, then
ate we strong '—m Him

Oh, glorious dependence, let us lean, lean, lean,
upon Him'!

Tlus seems to be the most difhcull lesson we Lave
ty leain, and yet when leaincd 1s the mo-t gloious
experience that enters the Chustian Lfe, while lLerc
betow Our Fathe: cannot use us eftectually unless
we are entirely submiss ve to His wull and piepaicd
to say yes to all that He ashs ot us

Wlhen we are still befone Him. peifectly willing
for all our own plans to be overtlnown, and

HIS WILL ONLY

to be paramount, then and only then (op He worl
thiough us for His glory To be successful, we
ean never be other than simply channels

Who and what are we? We cannot save a single
soul, or heal a body, or baptise. Theiefore we must
walk “* humbly with our God,” and m the deepest
recesses of our hearts give Him all the gloiy die
to His loly Name

Tlus 1s a deep lesson we all need to leain, bowmg
our lLeads in nothingness before Him, when we 1e-
member “‘ the pit whence we weie taleen ™

Although the negative 1s, ** Without Me ye can
do nothing,” the positive 1s deai, ** 1 can do all
things through Christ which stieagthicaeth me 7’ Su
that we have every encouragement to go forwaid,
and 1f 1eally leaning upon the Divine promises,
" Whatsoever ye shall ask of the Father m My
Name, He will give it you,”” becomes a dead cer-
tainty, and the logic of the Scriptures is clear and
emphatic

Prince of Life (Acts 1 15) when He
meets death, in whatever shape or form
1t be, at any age or tune, He congquers .t
The daughter of Jairus just dead, came
to Lfe at His word (Mark v 22-43)
The w.dow’s son on the way to the
grave at His command returns home
(Luke wvi1  11-15) The brother of
Martha and Mary, buried four days,
and by now offensive—it 15 all the same,
when Jesus spoke the word, Lazarus
hved and walked (John x1 43, 44,

The same thing happened when they
sealed the tomb, for He had given His
word, "I 1ay aown My ufe tnat I
might take 1t again—I have power to
lay 1t down, and I have power to take
1. again (John x 17, 18) No seal
or stone or guard was needed to prevent
outsiude forces from breaking open the
tomb, the power that burst i1ts bands,
broke its seals, overthrew its guards,
