We see by these quotations how secret the Lord’s
comung 1s to be  Whom can you find more secret
than the thief who hides himself in the daikness?
and where could you find anything more cleveily lud-
den than a snare? In both there 1s absolutely no
sign of therr presence

So 1t will be with our Lord’s return, there will be
no premonitory signs to the worldly, only the Bude
will be able to read, 1n the signs of the times, the
newr return of her Bridegroom

Now let us turn to Matthew xxiv 29-31, where we

Notice, here we are told that all navons shall see
Him, and that there will be ‘' a great sound of a
trumpet " Also in Luke xxx 25, 26, we read ** And
there shall be signs in the sun and in the moon and
in the stars, for the powers of heaven shall be
shaken " In these verses we have enocugh signs to
make the very bravest heart tremble

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Now let us examine honestly these extremely con-
tradictory statements concerning the Lord’s return
In the very same chapters we are told that the

MANNER OF OUR LORD'S COMING

will be as stealthy and as silent as a thief, as hidden
and unexpected as a snare, coupled with this we have
the statement, that all nations shall see Him comng
and shall see great and terrible signs in the heavens
and hear the great sound of a trumpet

Could you anywhere find anything so seemingly
contradictury as  these statemeats appear to be?
Some people have said, *‘I cannot believe the Bible,
it 1s so contradictory.”’ and they quote such passages
as these God's Holy Word 1s never contradictory,
if 1t appears so to us 1t 1s because we are lacking in
the knowledge and understanding of His Word, and
so, mstead of doubting, we should pray that the Holy
Ghost may enlighten our understanding of the Scrip-
tures, of which He Himself 15 the Author

These statemcnts concerning the manner of
Chnst’s appearning, although so apparently inconsis-
tent, shew forth in a wonderful manner, the perfect
harmony of the whole of God’s prophetical Word
These passages denote that there are to be two dis-
tinct stages of the Second Advent which differ enurely
in place and purpose, and so both statements arc
perfectly true.

The purpose of—

The first stage, s wholly gracious and to protect

The sccond stage, 1s wholly retributive, to pumish
and judge

In the first, He comes to be glonfied in His saints

In the second, He comes to take vengeance upon
those that disobey and neglect God

In the first, He comes nto the air for His saints

salnts

The Lord Jesus shall be revealed from heaven with His
m.ghty angels, .n flamung fire taling vengeance on them
that know not God, and that obey not the Gospel of our
lLord Jesus Christ
These two stages are separated by years (probably

seven)  Just as n the first Advent we have the
Epiphany, Christ's mamfestation to the Genules, fol-
lowed some years after by the second manifestation,
at His baptism, when God the Fatber spake from
heaven saying, ‘‘ This :s My beloved Son '

The first stage of the Second Advent will be
spintually discerned  Just as was the case in the
first advent, only the spiritvally-minded recognised
Messiah, so it will be at the Second Advent The
Jews had the Old Testament with 1ts prophecies con-
cerming their Messiah  They knew the name of the
village where He was to be born; that He was to be
of the house and lhineage of Dawvid; that He was to

be taken mto Egypt, and brought back to dwell at
Nazareth, and although Jesus fulfilled all these pro-
phecies, and others, the Jews as a nation, rejected
Him because they were blnded by their own seif-
righteousness and had forsaken God, for He says of
them, * These people worship Me with therr mouths
but their hearts are far from Me ’* As a consequence
they had no spirtual eyes to discern their wonder-
ful Messiah when He came

But God rewarded those who worslupped Him fiom
their heart, by givuing them His Holy Spinit, so that
their eyes were enhghtened and they recugmiscd and
welcomed their Messiah with

When our Lord was speaking to His disciples about
the signs that should herald His return, He sad,

ye shall see all these things, know that it 1s near,
even at the doors '’ Now, bearing in mind that the
fig tree, 1in the Gospels, represents Israel, let us con-
sider for a moment some of the Jewish signs, so
wonderfully being fulfifled 1n our day Mr Sidney
Watson says

“ God’s ordering n all things 1s a perfect order-
ing, hence we find that He has first gradually pre-
pared the land for the people For many hundreds
of years God withheld the latter ramn  There are
many references to God’s warning and promises in
this” matter In Deuteronomy %.. 13-17, we read
that God said to the children of Israel, that if they
would but love, serve, and obey Him, He would
give *‘ the rain of the land in 1ts due season, the first
and the latter rain, that thou mayest gather in thy
corn and thy wine and thune oill.  But take heed to
yourselves that your heart be not deceived, and ye
turn aside to serve other gods, and worship them,
and then

be kindled agamnst you and He shut up the heavens
that there be no ram,”” ete Jeremuah ,u 3 tells
us that because of Israel’s adulterous idolatry, ‘‘ the
showers have been withholden, and there hath been
no latter rain”’ Then in Joel u 23, one of God’s
promuses of blessing in Israel’s future, in the end, we
read, ‘“ Be glad, then, ye chidren of Ziwon, and re-
joice 1n the Lord your God - for He hath given you
the former rarr moderately, and He w.dl cause to come
down for you the ramn, the former rain and the latter
ramn 1n the first month *’

The former ramn quickens the growth, but if the
latter rain 1s withheld, there 1s form wathout sub-
stance, but with the latter rain there 1s a complete
fitling out of the grain

Now here 1s the fulfilment of that prophecy. Some
twenty-five years ago half an inch of latter rain was
given, then year by year there has been the fullest
return  * And when ye shall see these things, know
that 1t 1s near, even at the doors ’’

TFake another wonderful fulfilment of prophecy as
regards these last days In Fsarah we read, * Be-

cause thou hast forgotten the God of thy salvation,
and hast not been mindful of the Rock of thy
strength, therefore shalt thou plant pleasant plants,
and shall set 1t with strange shps In the day shalt
thou make thy plant to grow, and in the morning
shalt make thy seed to flourtsh but the harvest
shall be a heap in the day of gnef and of desperate
sorrow,’” or, as the margin reads ‘“ the harvest
shail be removed in the day of mhentance, and there
shall be dcadly sorrow '

I have called this a wonderful fulfilment of pro-
phecy, for this reason—the wnthholding of the latter
rain for many hundreds of years had meant, that the
once fruitful land had become denuded of its fruit
trees The giving back, this last few years, of the
latter rain, has meant the establishment of agricul-
tural colonies all over Palestine—there are now some
forty or fifty of these colonies Now, these colonists,
as well as separate land-cultivators, have been com-
pelled to replant their land with ‘‘new plants and set
with strange ships,”” and they have imported from
America and other lands during

some muillions of new fruit sltps How wonderful 15
this fulfilment of Isaiah’s prophecy' But that only
deals with the tenth verse—the planting What of
the harvesting of that fruit crop? The prophet says,
“In the day, in the morming,”” they shall makc thcse
slips ‘‘to flourish,”” but ‘‘the harvest shall be rcaped
m the time of their desperate sorrow’—this refers
to the day of Jacob’s Great Tribulation  That
period, we gather from many parts of God's Word,
15 1n the Iatter part of the seven years of the Great
Tribulation, the seven years following mmediately
upon the taking away of the Church nto the air
to her Lord Since the Church 1s to be gathered
up scveral years before that harvest 1s gathered n,
do you wonder that so many of us speak of our
Lord’s near return?®

nection with obtaining sometung from God

How many have wanted to feel saved, or sancti-

fied, or healed, before believing God about 1t' How

many have waited for some inward movement, emo-

tion or good feeling (such as joy or peace in soul,
or a healed feeling 1n body) before they would

ONE of the snares into which Satan leads people

TAXE GOD AT HIS WCRD!

Now this method of looking for. or waiting for,
feelings 1s Satan's device to hinder souls and has the
following characteristics

1 It 1s locking to self imnstead of to Chrst, and
how can a person ever have faith in Christ 1if he
keeps his attention on himself? For feelings are in
himself, and not 1n Christ We cannot come to be-
lieve ore person, or thing, by giving attention to
another To expect to do so, or try to do so, 1s
clearly absurd

2 It 1s really looking away from Chrst. It 14
a downward instead of an upward look It practie-
ally leaves Christ and His Word out of the question,
for self 1s allowed to take His place Hence—

3 It 15 faith in self and 1n feelings instead of m
Christ and His Word  Since Chnist and His Word
are the true and only objects of faith or spntual
salvation lines, 1t clearly shows that vital heart faith
1s 1mpossible as long as one watts for feeling before
believing

4 1t makes God's Word dependent on man’s
feelings, therefore man’s feelings are more reliable
than God's Word—according to thus method ! Why?
Because a person refuses to

BELIEVE GOD'S WORD

unt]] he has some feehings to believe. Scripture has
to be endoised or proved by some good feeling
before 1t 1s belleved! So the inspired Word 1s made
less truthful and less rehable than a feeling!

5 It would make faith, and our spiritual concition,
as variable as feelngs Does a child need to have
an mner emotion at any time to make him believe
he 1s the child of his parents? Yet, this 1s the way
some act as regards this relation to God, If they
have good feelings they suppose they are all nght,
but if there are no good feelings, or if there are bad
ones, they question their salvation, even though they
are not willingly or consciously disobeying Him by
transgression against some known command

6 [t puts feelrg before fact We cannot feel what
we have not received, and we cannot receive apart
from faith, and we cannot believe until we cease
looking for feelings Hence he who looks for feel-
ings before believing for salvation 1s trying to feel
what he has not got! We must see our salvation
as a fact first without any reference to feeling, for
who could really feel saved before he 1s saved? We

see and establish our salvation as a fact by simple
faith 1n Christ alone Faith 1s to be proved by acts,
not by moods

7 It puts effect before cause If one believes
good news he 1s naturally elated So when we be-
lieve the good news of our personal savation, 1t 1s
natural to have satisfaction and pleasure about il
If a person does not (and he does not as long as he
waits for feelings, before believing) believe the good
news, how can he expect fo feel happy about 1t? The
good feeling 1s the result or effect that naturally
anses from faith Feelings are not the cause of faith,
but the effect, and he who waits for feelings before
he will believe, 1s trying to accomplhsh the impossible
task of putting the effect before ts cause

8 It makes results mmpossible, because 1t makes
faith impossible It 1s useless for a person to expect
spiritual results, and progress, when there 1s the de-
termunation to have some inner feelings to belienve

i before
BELIEVING ON CHRIST

for salvation, and also beheving 1n the present pos-
session of that salvation because of what Christ d:d
for him

Faith, by which alone we get results from God,
looks away from self, circumstances, prospects, pos-
sthilities, contradictions, and all that we may see,
hear, and feel— to God and His Word alone.

9 The desire to build faith on feelings, or wisible
and tangible things, 1s the work of Satan, designed
to hinder faith. and, by that, hinder results The
way to get away from this salanic snare 1s simply

are times when the desire for feelings has to be as
defirutely surrendered as any known sin would be

Have you given up insisting or depending upon
feeings® ** We walk by faith, not by sight * (il
Cor v. 7} ‘" Except ye see signs and wonders, ye

will not believe ”” (John 1v 48) ‘' Blessed are they
that have not seen, and yet have believed *' (john
xx 29).

Through faith (not feeling) we are justified (Rom.
v 1), punfied (Acts xv 9), sanctified (Acts xxvi 18),
kept (I Peter 1. 5), victorious (I. John v 4}, healed
{Matt 1x. 27-30) Through farth Chnst dwells 1n
the heart (Eph m 17), we stand (II Cor 1 24},
quench Satan s darts (Eph i, 17), receive the Holy
Spint (Gal w1 14), are translated (Heb. x1. §). What
1s left to get by feelings?
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Preach the Cross

To his converts in Corinth he wrote ‘1 de-
termwed to know nothing among you save Jesus
Chnst, and Him cruciied’ He aiso declared,
““First of all I delivered unto you that Christ died
for our sins,”’ which means that, as the prinupal
thing, he preached the Cross and
SALVATION BY THE ATONI!NG BLOOD

Whatever else came second, this came first,
ever he omitted he never omitted thus

The Gospel does not underrate ethics, or the duties
of human brotherhood, or the spotless example of
Jesus, but the Atonement 1s the sublimest display of
the Divine love, and 1t transcends all other revealed
truths 1n saving power

If T could deliver but one discourse to a congrega-
tion composed of all nations of the globe, this should
be my text, ‘* Jesus Christ died for our sins ’’ This
1s the truth that has lamn closest and warmest 1o
the Chrnistian heart

Thus 1s the touchstone for every pulpit Wheieve:
the highest spintual power has been atiamed there
has been the most faithful preaching of the gwlt of
sin, and of salvation anly through the redemptive
work of Christ Jesus on

THE CROSS OF CALVARY,

It 15 the duty of every munister to thunder aganst
injustice and temperance, fraud and selfishness,
hypocrisy and covetousness, and every form of
wickedness, but the true vantage-ground from which
to assail them 1s beswde the Cross where Jesus died
to condemn all sin and to save the sinner

The one theory of the Atonement which meets the
tremendous necessities of a world lying 1in wiched-
ness 1s this plamn, short, simple line *‘ Chnst Jesus
died for our sins’

Christ became our sacrifice, and laid down His
nfe to take away our gult ' the Lord laid on Him
the imquty of us all ™ Christ secures eternal hfc
to every true believer and faithful follower

The highest success m preaching lies just there

and Bunyan made the Cross the starting point for the
Celestial Caty.

John Wesley proclaimed it to the colliers of Kings-
wood, and the swarthy miners of Cornwall

Moody’s bells all chimed to the keynote of Calvary.

Spurgeon thundered his doctrine of vicarious atone-
ment into the ears of peer and peasant with a voice
like the sound of many waters.

The heart of God's Church has in all ages held to
this as the heart of all Christian theology—-‘‘ Christ
Jesus died for our sins’

This sublime central truth is no more obsolete
to-day than yonder sun 1n the firmament To every
young brother who 1s about entering the minmistry,
I would pomnt the example of the mughtiest of all
preachers—and would say to him, Follow Paul, and
plant your pulpit on Calvary, and let the uphfted
Christ draw all men unto Him!

A Sermon by Pastor Len J. JONES (Elim Tabernacle, East Ham)

T 1s the prayer of faith that saves the sick  The
I prayer of resignation may be pregnant with con-
secration, and prayer of other kinds 1s accept-
able to the Lord, but when i1t comes to the sick be-
ing healed, 1t must be the prayer of faith
The Lord does not offer healing for our long
prayers, neither does He promise great things for our
loud prayers, but

TO HIM THAT BELIEVETH

all things are possible If long prayers were the
conditton, we would pray all mght If loud prayers
were the condition, we would pray until we were
hoarse If we could buy an answer, we would pay
for 1t It 1s possible to do all these things and re-
main the same, but it 1s not possible to beheve and
remain the same.

Faith wil be rewarded when other things fal
Is it any wonder that faith 1s opposed by the world,
the flesh and the Devil, when forms and ceremomnes
go on without being contested?

The Word of God defines faith as *‘ the substance
of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen’
{Heb x1 1) Surely 1t 1s believing that what God
has promised, He is able also to perform It s not
conditional upon long prayers, loud prayers, o
prayers at all It 1s that imward realisation of the
veracity of the Word of God, and confidence in its
promises—such confidence that we act upon them

Someone has said that faith 1s an act This may
be true, but the statement has not helped us very
much, for we immediately ask just whart 1s meant by
that Rather would we say that as we act 1t nspires
faith to operate, and that operation of faith brings
the answer We may not feel like acting, but surely
we have learned by this time how treacherous feelings
are  We act because of our persuasion that the
Word of God 1s true, therefore our actions are in-
spired by the Word of God, and not by our feel-
ings—surely this 1s not so terribly wrong after all

THE PRODIGAL SON

may not have felt very much like returning and fac-
ing the situation at home, but he was convinced 1t
was the nght thing to do, so he did it  We may
not feel very much lke acting after we are prayed
for, but we are convinced because we reason accord-
ing to the Word of God that it 1s the night thing to
do, so we do 1t Just waver for a moment, and you
sink back to the old order of things, where you want
to sec or feet before you beheve This first step
when a person 1s prayed for 1s of vital importance

We can pray and leave it with the Lord if we
choose This 1s by far the easier plan to adopt, but
the statement can be boldly made that tius docs not
savour so much of faith, and therefore does not
bring the same results

If we are gomng to be healed, or sec others healed,
we need to be heart and soul m it, with one aim
i view. It 1s just the same n spiritual things as
in natural! things If a person 1s going to do well

in his examinations he must work, and work hard.
If a2 person 1s gomng to do well 1in bustness, he must
put his best foot foremost This 1s the general order
in the natural realm, and so 1t s in the spiritual
realm

No student of the Word of God w.ll disagree that
wonderful things are promised to those who believe
In John's Gospel alone this word believe occurs
nmnety-eight times In every chapter but three we
find this word, and in one chapter 1t occurs as many
as ten times Very well, let us put away all the
Devil’s substitutes, and embrace the Lord’s condi-
tions  Let us welcome everything that savours of
faith, and reject everything that

SAVOURS OF UNBELIEF,

There 1s a scripture that teils us, ‘“ As thy days,
so shall thy strength be ”’ (Deut xxxut 25} Could
we not read here that as we step out on God so will
our strength be, and associate with 1t another serip-
ture 1n Psalm Ixx: 16, “ I will go in the strength
of the Lord God ’ It was Dr A B Simpson who
said, ‘* He stepped out in the Lord‘s strength and
walked all day, not 1n his own strength, but in the
strength of the Lord "

Dangers present themselves i connection with
such a bold procedure, but we have faced danger be-
fore We were told many things before we stepped
nto this movement, but we faced them because of
confidence m the Word of God, and here we are
Dangers were suggested by others when we were n-
terested in the Baptism of the Holy Ghost, but we
had confidence i the scripture, ‘' He will baptise you
with the Holy Ghost >’ Confidence 1in this and other
scriptures urged us on, and now we are glad Dan-
gers ha.e been present too n other ventures of
faith  Yes, we have faced danger before, but with
our two feet on the Word of God there 1s nothing
to fear

There are two instances tn the Scriptures where
people ventured n this way In Acts 1 6 we read
that Peter sard at the Beaunful Gate, ** Silver and
gold have I nonc, but such as I have guve I thee
In the Name of Jesus Chnist of Nazareth rise up and
walk ?*  After he said that, he took the man by the
nght hand and lfted him up Notice he hfted him
up before he was healed It was then his ankle-
bones recerved strength, and he walked and

LEAPED AND PRAISED GOD

A bold step 1t certainly was, but no greater in the
category of bnldness than the healing was remarlable
v the category of the muraculous

The other instance 15 1n Luke xvit 11-19  Here
we read of the ten lepers who were hcaled Jesus
told them to go and shew themselves to the priests
This was ewidently before they were healed, for the
1l4th verse tells ws, *‘* As they went, they wete
cleansed.™’

The following testimony was given by a Mrs Louws
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S Johnson of Laurel, QOntario, Canada This testi-
mony 1s taken from among many in a book recently
published—Miracles, by Dr Charles S Price ** At
this time the evangelst obeyed the command
God's Word, James v 14, and oflered praver for the
healing of my body, after wlih, T sat upon the
bench  Someone offered to get my crutch, as the
time had come to leave the buillding, but I sad, ‘No,
I do not need any crutch to-rught  Then my hus-
band went to hft me up, but I sait no agan  Oh,
I just Lpew that Jesus would not fail me, 3t T trusted
Him fully (Anyone not knowing what I suffered,
could not realise what 1t meant for me even to make
an elfort to move, for any extra moving meant ad-
dhitional pain, and would probably necessilate me go-
ing to bed for days or weeks )

14, ** Now after that John
was put tn pnison, Jesus came mto Galilee, preach-
ing the gospel of the kingdom of God’’ 1Ihd Jesus

high priest God knew all about Aaron’s gult, yet
He chose lum to mimster before Him in the Holiest
of Al No fitness, no worthiness, no justifying
works are here revealed (Grace and grace alone
soclves the problem, and appomnts and accepts Aaron’s
mipistry

The Multitude were in Grace, for we read that not
only Moses but also ‘' thy people found grace
(Exodus xxxm1 16 And agam in Jeremiah xxx1i 2,
*“ Israel found grace in the wilderness >’ Also, ** Yea,
I have loved thee with an everlasting love, therefore
with cords of loving kindness {merciful kindness)
have I drawn thee "’

Finally, God in mercy put Moses’ tables of stone,
Aaron’s rod, and the pot of manna mside the Ark
where they were coveircd by gold and blood, typifying
righteousness by atonement Thus man and his
worhs were covered by mercy and grace It was the
best and most merciful thing God could do  The
most casual glance at that sublime mnth chapter of
Nehemuah will for ever bamish from our minds the
idea of salvation by works, so far as Israel were
concerned, and leave us looking at, and loving a God
with a heart as embracing as the compass

The foregoing will assist us to see that instead of
Israel bemng saved by works, they were only kept
from destruction by mercy Jesus asked, ** Did not
Moses giwve jou the Law, yet none of you keepeth
the Law " (John vu 19) Paul sums up

ISRAEL'S FAILURE

when he says, '‘ Israel hath not attamned to the law
of righteousness because - he sought it by
the works of the Law > {Rom ix 32) Hear Paul

again, '* We who are Jews by nature and not sinners
of the Genties, know.ng that a man .s not justified
by the works of the Law, but by the faith of Jesus
Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Chrnst, that
we muight be justified by the faith of Chnst and not
by the works of the Law for by the works of the
Law shall no flesh be justified * (Gal n 15, 16)
This leaves us free to consider the case of the
nations styled the Shecep and the Goats We shall
take 1t for granted that it is prophetic of a scene in
the Millennial reign of Christ Jesus That the sheep
enter into eternal life, and into the kingdom prepared
for them from the foundation of the world The
sheep are called Righteous, or Just, How did they
become nghteous? for naturally ‘' there 1s none
nighteous, no not one *' It could not be by the works
of the Law The Word of God has already settled
that 1ssue There 1s only ove answer ** Be 1t
known unto you, men and brethren, that through
this man [Jesus] 1s announced unto you the remis-

sion of sins, and i Him all that believe are justified
from all things, from which ye could not be justified
in the Law of Moses ' (Acts xm 38, 39}

They are also called Blessed by the Lord Jesus,
and the Word of God says, ° Blessed are they whose
miquities are forgiven and whose sins are covered
Blessed 15 the man to whom the Lord will not im-
pute sin”’ {Rom 1 7, 8  Unquestionably the
sheep were saved by grace and justified by faith.
Hear the testimony of others who were saved .n the
same way, at the same time and from among the
same people ‘' Salvation to our God which sitteth
upon the Throne and unto the Lamb,” and agam,
“ These are they which came out of great tribula-
tion, and have washed their robes and made them
white i the blood of the Lamb  Therefore are they
before the throne ”* (Rev wu 8-17)

Dr Gibson, writing on the subject of the Sheep
and Goats in the Fapositors’ Library, says, ** There
are those who, looking at this conversation in the most
superficial way, find i it the doctrine of

SALVATION BY WORKS,

and 1magine that they are warranted on the strength
of this passage to set aside all that 1s wnitten in other
parts of the scripture as to the necessity of change
of heart, to dismiss from therr minds all concemn
about creed or worship, about doctrine, etc Be
kind to the poor—that will do .nstead of everything
else ™’

In answer to such perversion of our Lord's lam-
guage it should surely be enough to call attention to
the fact that all 1s made to turn upon the treatment
of Christ by the one class and by the other Kind-
neéss to the poor comes i, not as mn itself the ground
of division, but as furnishing the evidence or mani-
festation of that devotion to God as revealed in Christ,
which forms the real ground of acceptance, and the
want of which is the sole ground of condemnation.
True 1t 15 that Christ identifies Himself with His
people, and accepts the kindness done to the poorest
of them as done to Himself, but there 15 obviously
imphied, whar 1s elsewhere 1n a sinular connection
clearly expressed, that the kindness must be done
“ an the name of a disciple ’’ In other words, love
to Christ must be the motive of the deed of chanty,
else 1t 1s worthless as a test of disaipleship  The
more carefully the whole passage 1s read, the more
manifest will 1t be that the great guestion which
determines the separation 1s thuis, How have you
treated Christ® It 1s only to bring out more clearly
the real answer to this question thot the other 1s
added, “ How have you treated Chnst's poor? ™
For according to each man’s treatment of these will
have been

HI1S TREATMENT OF CHRIST

Himself It 1s the same principle applied to the un-
seen Christ as the apostle applies to the invisible
God ““ He that loveth not his brother whom he
hath seen, how can he love God whom he hath not
seen® ' Philanthropy can never take the place of
faith  What would God do with past sins, even if
He accepted present works? e believe in a Gospel
of Work, but it is that work which Jesus declared
in John vi 29: ' This 1s the work of God, that ye
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believe in Him whom He hath sent®  Amud the
thunders of the Great Trbulation, when the earth 1
quaking, signs and wonders are visible in earth and
heaven, blood and fire and vapour of smoke, when
the sun 1s darkened, and the moon 1s turned into

blood, then “* 1t shall come to pass that whosoever
shall call upon the Name of the Lord shall be
saved ' (Joel u , Acts 1)

There 1s only one door into life and Jesus said
1 am the deor " He 1s ““ the Way, the Truth,
and the Life, no man cometh unto the Father but by
Me Lxcept 2 man be born again he cannot sce
the kingdom of God " The Loid will give grace and

glory and no man will attamn to the second only on
the grounds of the first ‘It is of faith that it
might be by grace.”

This 1s the Everlasting Gospel, the only Gospel,
and the Holy Spint says, ' But though we or an
angel from heaven preach any other Gospel than that
which we have preached, let him be accursed *' (Gal
1 8, 9) We submit these things to our readers for
their prayerful consideration

VWe believe enough has here been written to dis-
prove such statements as ‘‘ The ground of the selec-
tion of the sheep and the rejection of the goats in
the parable 1s based upon works, not faith ”’

What do you Cultivate in your Garden?

HAT a pleasure 1t is to see a beautiful,
\X/ healthy, well-kept garden with the smile of
the sun upon 1t, and the buzzing of busy
bees, and singing of happy birds sounding pleasantly
to the ear  Such a garden 1s full of hfe, vitality and
attraction It 1s there because someone has put
that plot of ground lus sirength, his thought, and
his interest
But what different types of garders we come
across as we

WANDER THROUGH THE COUNTRYSIDE

or even as we go to and fro in our towns Some
of them hardly deserve the name of ** garden *,
they are mere patches of ground with hedges or walls
around them, full of weeds, stones and weak-looking
uncut grass Other gardens we see appear to have
had a little time spent upon them-—enough to cul-
uvate a few hardy annuals—but they find the ground
will not respond to the finer and more delicate
flowers !  Why? Because it has not been enriclied
sufficiently  Enough time has not been spent n free-
g the ground from weeds, nor has there been any
watering done other than that done by the ram fall-
ing wpon the piot

Do you realise that God has given you a garden?
I wonder under what category your garden comes
Is 1t a field—nothing but weeds and stones and grass?
Or perhaps you have culuvated some flowers, but
have let the hedge grow too high, not having both-
ered to cut 1t, and so people cannot see and enjoy
your flowers  Or you may possibly not have a tall
hedge, and you may have a few flowers, but they
do not attiact, because of the briers and weeds which
intermungle with the cultivated plants  Such a gar-
den could not be said to be well-cultivated

How splendid 1t 1s if your garden has had the time
spent upon it and the patience that 1s necessary to
call forth its very best response by labouring to

GET RID OF THE WEEDS;

by protecung the young seedlings from worms and
insects; and by giving the extra watering that is
necessary to the plants What a message of beauty,
inspiration and joy such a garden must give out to
the passers-by

Yes, God has given every one of us a garden [t
1s the garden of our Lfe What message does your
life give out to the world? Is 1t like the beautiful,
well-cultivated garden, a message of joy. peace and
love? 1 trust the beauty and inspiration of your
garden s not hidden by tall uncut hedges of un-
necessary reserve, and fear of witnessing to the
world, or that there are any prickly briers and
nettles 1n your garden, sharp and wounding to the
touch, and stinging the one who dares to come near
them

The Master-Gardener wishes to co-operate with
us in making cur gardens things of beauty and joy,
for all our gardens once were just patches of waste
ground, but He came down to earth to shew us an
example of a rich, pure, and fragrant garden His
garden was the only perfect one the world has ever
seen There were no backbiting thorns or nettles
there  There were no unlovely weeds of unselfish-
ness and unholy desire in His garden, for

our Saviour tells to the world a message of hope, a
message of untarnished, unselfish love— a message
from God the Father Himself—and such a garden
as was His life 1s an example to us of what He wants

The Prophecy
