HERE 1s to be a Foursquare Convention 1n
the millennial Jerusalem soen  The pierced

feet of the Convener will rend the present

of Southampton “If I can find Miss Munday, we

Sure enough, at that very moment, out of the
moving, teermung multitude of many thousands
thronging the glass courts Miss Munday herself ap-
peared, unwittingly makmg a beeline toward our
group He beng appnsed of her identity, and she
informed of hits as one who was more than doubtful
of the reality of Divine healing—he opeming with

countering with the 1deal witness of personal ex-
pertence and evident present good bealth—the 1ssuc
was promptly jommed on the suggestion that really
after all she was but the subject of self-delusion, and
had merely grown naturally out of the tragic and
cripphng atlments which had, prior to 1927, inflicted
upon her over thirty years of devasiaung disfigure-
ment and pain  There can be no doubt that the
quet, fiank, and joyous personal testimony of the
Lord’s handmaiden was qute the best and most
potent antidote to offer to s scepticism, and that
her remarkably sudden needle-out-of-haystack ap-
pearance at the psychological moment of our conver-
sation with him, may yet be impressed upon him
by the gracious Spint of God as too providential to
be despised as ap argumert 1» the matter

In this condition she was brought to Principal
George Jeffreys’ meetings at Leeds She heard the
soul-thrilling Foursquare Gospel message, she be-
heved, was prayed for, and was marvellously delivered
from the chams of sickness which had long bound
her, beng glonously healed

The following 1s her own story of suffering which
came to an end over 4 years ago with her miraculous
deliverance —

“ It 1s with a heart full of praise and gratitude to
God that [ wnte this my testinony to His savng
and healing power I was born in Leeds, and hosve
hved there all my Iife When T was only six months
old T had consumption of the bowels and was danger-
wusly I, after which T was very delicate, and 1n
spite of every care on the part of my parents and
doctors, was always ailing, I neiser remember all
my Iife, prior to my healing, being without doctors’
medictne, and was often away from school for months

compelled to wear shoulder-straps to try and hold
my back up. Then a lump formed at the top of my
spine, and [ was found to be suftering from tuber-
culosis of the spine.

on my back, without even a pillow for my head, and
had 1w be wheeled in a spinal carriage I had to
have a spinal jachet which came up to my neck and
down to my bps There was a strap on top of my
head to keep my head stifl, but by pressing on top of
my head it made me worse, and had to be talen oft
Then sandbngs were put at each side of my head to
keep it still. After Iying down eighteen months 1
was allowed to get up, and was without my spinal
jacket for about a month, but my back became so
much worse that 1t had to be put on agan  As ume
went on, and I grew worse instead of better, new
treatments were tried For nine weeks 1 lay on my
body, propped up by sandbags, but this made me so
much worse that a new kind of splint had to be made
By tlus tme my head was out of place, pushed for-
ward by the disease, and every time I moved my
head the bomes could be heard chicking The new
sphnt came mght up the back of my head, and
fastened round my forehead with a strap, keeping my
head ficmly fixed m one position, just as if 1 were
m a vice Ths, the doctor said, was the only hope
of keeping the disease from gomg to the bran I
wore this splint for 3} years, only once being without
it, and then for less than twenty-four hours while 1t
was being repaired Even being without 1t for so
short a time caused such mntense pain that the doctor
had to give me morphia to numb the pain  Besides
wearing these splints, and spending most of my time
in bed, 1 had twice 10 have flmd taken out of my
spine  Once the flud was pressing on a nerve, and

my arm swelled up and was so pamnful that I had to
have it

IN A SPLINT FOR A MONTH

** Then, when my spine had been bad for mine years,
1 read in the papers of a2 Revival and Dwine Healing
Campaign being held in Salem Tabernacle, Leeds, by
Principal George Jeftreys, leader of the Foursquare

garden has wonderful power over the
spirit of man who has been turned out
of the garden because of sin  He seems
to find mn s mmirations or attemprs to
copy the Creitor a wonderful joy and a
foretaste of the garden that yet will be
I remember with what care and love
a hard birter man of the world cared fo
a4 square yard of grass among the rocks
and ravmes of Waziristan, and  low
Englishmen of all ranks came to gare
on that grass plot which was labelled,
‘A Lttle bt of England  Though so
tiny the greenness of that grass anmud the
burnt and blachened rochs of the most
wihospitable land 1 know haag power to
bring memories of far-off home to many
a4 heart that had not given 11 a thought
for years

Gethsemane was not merely a name,
i was a garden where the Lard ofttimes
resorted as was His custom with the
discip’es {Luke xxnn 3%, John xvin 1,
2)  Before this might they had hknown
1+ as the garden of many quset hours,
of talks wi'h the Master or His friends,
put after this night the world has known
it ac the garden of agony, of greatest
falsenrss, and of bitterest berrayal Yet
fyr al that the fragrance of those prayers
breathed out by the Son of God in an
ngony have lingered, so that in this gar-
den we feel the greatness of the love
that made Him drinl the bitter cup (o
the dregs, so that we may have access
into the secret place of the holiness of
God, and regam the garden of fellow-
ship with God

With this passage in Mark =iv 32-46
read Hebrews v 7-10, and I believe God
the Holy Smrit will give us undersiand-
mg, so that we may perceive jJust a
Litle of the bitrerness of the cup that
our Lord began to drink during rhis hattle
m the garden In this last contest be-
fore the Cross, the Lord craved for help
m His ntercession and so, leavirg eight
disciples at the entrance of the garden,

He tooh with Him Peter, James and
John  Ask your class on what other oc-
casions the Lord specially chose thes:
three disciples (see Marlh v 37, 1x 2
and xin 33) These three hnd seen Hiws
conquest of death, and His transfigura-
tion on the mount, and were now chosen
to share His last n:ght of earthly munis-
try but sleep robbed them of their price-
less privilege

His Prayer was not shrinhmg from
the work of the Cross, and from the
work thir Hiws {"ather had gnen o

His hand to perform e hnew that He
was to be Dhfted up as was the serpent
{John 111 14), He %rew that Hes work
was to give His life a ransom for many
(Matt xx 28), and before drawing near
tn the girder He had warned His dis-
ciples what was abour 1o happen,
words so plun that there was no mis-
raling the.r .mport  lhe Son of man
15 delnered into the hands of men, and
they shall kil Him, and afier that He
i» ki'led he shall rise the third aay
(Mark 1x 31) Agan, as they drew
near to Jerusalem a few days later, He
began to ell them whap tmings snould
happen unte Him, of beirayal, condem-
nation, delinerance to the Gentiles, of
the moching scourgmng, nnd spitting, the
death bv the cress, and then the finl
triumph the thurd day (see Mark x 32-
34) Johns Gospel contains so many of
these plain statements that this lesson
would need to be very long to quote
them all, the teacher or reader 1s re-
ferred to John vi, John x 11, 17, 18,
John xn  23.33 What then was the
cause of this sorrow unto death?
