Richard Howton built the church
in 1888 and labsured there with
fus wife unul lps death in 1927

Many were saved snd many were
healed and blessed  Probably no
other names are more cherished
or better known In the district
than these two faithful witnesses of those things
which were from the beginning, through whose -
strumentality a beacon hght was lkindled which bas
never been put out, and which the Lord has caused
to flare up more brightly than ever dunng the pa<t
few wecks of revnal when hundreds were gloriously
saved Passing now into the church we are charmed
with its beauty, utibty, and arrangement, It was
built with seating capacity for 800, including the gal-
leries At each side of the pulpit 1s a vestry, and at
the back are lecture room and class rooms
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Leaving the church we walk for seven or cight
minutes through a guet neighbourhood 1o the
second spot cluming our attention  We are on the
outslarts of the town and soou .each cur destina-
tion—"" Beth-rapha  (House of Healing) surrounded
by ficlds and lovely country walks in the bracing air,
and close to a very beautifully laud-out public path,
and large swimmung baths  The house is of grev

Her father was a close friend of the late George
Muller, the man whose childlike faith 1n God bore
frast m the great Orphanages i Bostol  So Lttle
Abbie early learned that faith in God brought things
to po=s
Abbie’s faith was born when her first childish prayer

of faith was uttered on George Muller’s kpee  One
day while in his home the httle girl, then but three
years old, said, “ 1 wish God would answer my
prayeis Like he does yours, George Muller.”

““ He will,”” was the prompt reply, and taking the
little child on his knee he repeated God’s promise,
‘““ What tlungs soever ye desire, when ye pray, be-
litve that yc recenve them, and je¢ shall have them *
Now, Abbie, what 1s 1t you want to ask God for?

*“ Some wool ©’ said the chald

So George Muller, clasping her hands m an atti-
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tude of prayer, said, ** Now you repeat what I say,
Please, God, send Abbie some wool >’ The child was
satisfied and jumped down and ran out to her play
Suddenly she turned back and ran to Mr. Muller’'s
house and said, ** Please, God, send 1t wa-re-ga-ted *’

The next day she was filled with joy and debght
to receive a box by mail with a quantity of lhttle
balls of vari-coloured wools Her teacher while
away on a wisit had found the odds and ends of
wool, and thought her Littite pupil might like them,
so sent the box by post Little Abbic’s heart re-
joiced and praised God for answering her prayer, and

HER FAITH IN GOD INGCREASED

In telling the answer to her friend, George Muller,
he again taught her words of the Lord Jesus in re-
gard to prayer ‘* But thou, when thou prayest,
enter snto thy closet, and when thou hast shut thy
door, pray to thy Father which 1s m secret, and thy
Father which seeth in secret shall reward thee openly
As God's Word was also read daly and obeyed by
her parents, little Abbie really loved thc Lord and
prayed to Him a long time before she confessed Him

Early one morning she was playmg in Mr, Muller’s
garden at the orphanage Mr Muller took her
hand, saying, ‘‘ Come, see what our Father will
do,” and hc led her into a long dining-room The
plates and cups or bowls were on the table. There
was nothing on the table but empty dishes Thee
was no food in the larder, and no money to supply
the need The children were standing watting for
their morming meal, when Mr Muller said, ** Chuld-
ren, you know we must be on time for school”’
Then Lfting his hand, he said, * Dear Father, we
thank Thee for what Thou art going to give us to
eat *’

A knock at the door was heard
there and said, ** Mr Muller, I couldn’t sleep last
mght  Somehow I felt you didn’t have bread for
breakfast, and the Lord wanted me to send you
somc  So I gor up at two o'clock and baked fresh
bread, and have brought 1t *’

George Muller thanked the man and praised God
for His care, then said, ** Children, we not only have
bread, but the rare treat of fresh bhread” No
sooner had he said this than there came

A SECOND KNOCK

This time 1t was a mulkman He sad his milk cait
had broken down rnight in front of the orphanage,
and that he would nke to give the children lis cans
of fresh milk, so he could empty his wagon and
repair 1t

These incidents made a great mmpression on little
Abbie  She learned that God, in answer to the
prayet of faith, made with thanksgning, would
supply His children with needed food So step by
step God was leading IHis precious little chuid, little
both 1n years, and m the faith

Even a little child’s faith s testcd  Abbie’s mothe
was I One mght during her fifth year her loved
mother had a sevcre hemorrhage, and was given up
to die  An older sister hurried upstairs to bring the
baby sister, to receive her mother’s goodbye hiss
Teiling her that her mother was dying, and that
they must hurry, the httle girl commenced erying,

The baker stood

““ My mother must not die, my mother must
die '’ As they passed a closet at the foot of
stairs Abbwe ashed ber sister to let her go .n the
closet alone for a2 few minutes The sister put her
down, but told her to hurry Little Abbie entered
the closet, shut the door and closed the window, then
kneeling prayed ** Dear Lord, here T am I've
done just what You said I’ve come to the closet,
and I've shut the door No one 1s herc but just
You and me  Please, dear Lord, don’t lct my mother
die t1ll I've confessed Christ ™’

A great peacc filled her heart, and she ran to her
mother’s bed saying, “ My mother will not dic ™
Her mother reached out loving arms to enfold her
baby, and to the

fell into a natural sleep, clasping her little gurl.
When she awoke the danger was past, and while
she ne er became entirely well, God spared her Life
five years

Then Satan began troubling Iittle Abbie  Many
people tlhuink 1t 1s not important for children to be
saved, but Satan 15 on the alert to tempt even the
little ones, s0 how necessary it is to lead them ecaily
to the Lord Jesus

In her praycr for God to spare her mother’s life
Abbie had said, ** Don’t let my mother die ull I've
confessed Christ 7' so every tume she tried to tell
her mother she was saved and belonged to Christ,

Satan would whisper, “‘ The punute jou confess
Christ your mother will die '’

For two years this torture continued  Abbie
longed to tell her mother she was saved, She knew

her mother was praymng and longing for her salva-
tion but fearing her confession would mesn her

“ That's qucer,'” s1rd the bttle crossing sweeper.
“ Your father told me how to accept the Lord Jesus

This was more than the child could stand
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“I do believe, so there,”” confessed Abbie firmly
and joyfully Turming she ran sw:ftly and clmbed
up the chair beside her mother.

future ages are planly declared, named, and described
in the most positive language as literal realities
There 1s a place prepared for the devil and his angels,
and Jesus says that He has

GOD has revealed the things of the future as

GONE TO PREPARE A PLACE

for the righteous, and 1t 1s named the Holy City, the
Heavenly Jerusalem, the City which hath foundations,
the City built of pure gold, the place of many man-
stons  Some take all these words to be but types of
something spunitual, or intellectual, but we take these
terms to refer in a most literal sense to a city, just
as truly as that any sun, or star, or planet, is a literal
part of the universe

In the first place, 1t 1s a singular fact that those
who do not believe in the real personal return of
Jesus to reign on this earth, and who do not believe
in a real resurrection of our dead bodies, and a
real new creation, and who reject the wvisible and
rangible from the New Jerusalem, on the ground
that 1t belittles true spiritualbty, are, as a rule the
most engrossed i the materialism of this present
world

Our highest spintuality 15 believing the truth. just
as God tells 1t to us  Those who accept of the future
economy as bemng literal facts, are the most spiritual,
and the most weaned from this present earth, because
the things they believe ‘‘ are true sayings of God ”

In the second place, a belief in the literal reign of
Christ on earth, and 1in a literal material city which
1S 1o come

DOWN FROM HEAVEN,

and as Scripture tells us, hang over the earth above
the mountains, and be adorned with the eternal splen-
dours described in the Revelation, 1s no bar to the
highest degree of piety, or the most heavenly char-
acter. Tlus carth was just as material before Adam
fell as 1t 1s now It 1s not the grossness of matter
that hinders holiness, but the sin that Satan intro-
duced into the world There 1s no sin 1n the material
creation of itse!f, and there may be blooming trees,
flowing streams, melodious sounds, fragrant blos-
soms, sapphire skies, verdant fields, and all the
charm of the wvisible creation about us, and these
things may be enjoyed by our bedily senses, in umon
with a state of perfect holiness, and the favour of
God, and also in a condition of immortaiity and free-
dom from all pan, sorrow, apd decay—if there were
no sin mmgled with 1t  This would have been the
case but for the fall of man, and this will be the case
agam in the new heaven and the new earth, wherein
dwelleth righteousness

In the third place, afl the Scriptures that refer to
the City, where the glorified saints are to have their

residence, refer to it 1n a natural matter-of-fact way as
a literal city, described in the clearest objective terms
Abraham built no houses, but dwelt in tents, ** for
he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose
builder and maker 1s God,” showing that the City
he looked for was as truly a City as those bult by
men It 1s written, *‘ God hath prepared for them a
city of habitation ' Dawid says, *' There is a river,
the streams whereof make glad the City of God
Again, ‘* Blessed are they that do His command-
ments,”’ or, as revised, ‘‘ that have washed therr
robes, that they may enter in through the gates nto
the city ** The place which Christ says He has gone
to prepare (s the same way as the city of pure gold,
which 1s not made with hands, but corstructed by
omnipotent skill, in the same way that Chnst formed
the blazing sun, and all other worlds

We are told 1t 1s built of gold, like transparent
glass  Gold 1s the finest metal that has ever been
cdiscovered 1n the material creation, and hence God
will use the finest material in His own creation to
construct that city which 1s to excel in brlhance
and beauty any sun or star that blazes in all the
uruverse  Infidels used to raise objections as to how
gold could be rendered transparent hke glass, but
many years ago some chemists discovered that gold
could be punfied until 1t was transparent, and thus
confirmed the words of Scripture  While the new
earth will be the glad home of delivered nations,
referred to i several places, the city of gold will be
ihe special home of the

In the next place, this city 1s called the Bride, the

MEMORY TEXT:+: ' He was taken
from prison and from judgment« and who
shall declare His generation? for He
was cut off out of the land of fhe hv-
ing for thke transgression of My people
was He stricken.’’—I1saizh iy 8

NOTES.

In your study of this portion please
read Mark xiv 53-65, and John xvin
12-24 a%se, for they will add to jour
hnowledge of the eivents of this tragic
night and of the injustice that was per-
mitted  Take the following facts

1. Blood WMoney

Judea was a Roman province under
a Romun governor, and as was the usual
practice they allowed the loeal govern-
ment of the country to continue  The
Sanhedrin  or c¢ouncil of seventy-one
members was a legal assembly to tiry
crimes commutted by therr own country-
men, and as such 11 was perfectly legnl,
on the Roman form for Christ to be
tried by these men on the charges
brought against Him  The arrest bv
order of such an assembly was legal
but the facr that 1t was brought about
by the bribery of one of the followers
ot Christ, and the fact that blood money
was paid, would mahke such an arrest
and the resuluing trial absolutely illegal,
and an ndefens:ble act of 1rjustice
Th:s fact alone under strict justice would
have quashed the whole trial, and ren-
dered the proceedings of this court .m-
possible

2. To Annas First (John xvin  12-24)

This wealthy bur wicked old man wAas
the great power behnd the Sanhedrin
He was the ex-high priest of Israel,
who after he had been deposed from
ofice had con‘rived to get no less than
<tx of s family te be made high priests
m his place, Caaphas, the high priest
at this tume, bemng his son-in-law  The
beoths of the merchants and money-
changers which the Lard Jesus had over-
thrown were n the hands of this man
and his sons and 1 Jewish writings
were called ‘‘ the bazaars of the sons
of Annas’  Through them this fomily
had become exceedingly wealthy The
profit in interest alone on the changing
of money amounted to abeour £10,000 per
year, and both Josephus and the Rabb:s
gwve the most terrible picture of this
marn and hig famsdy  The Talmud re-
cords a curse that was pronounced upon

them, ‘' who themselves were high
priests, the.r sons treasurers, and .hewr
sons-n-law  assistant  trexsurers, while
their servants beat the people with

It 1s quite clear from Jewish law thit
there was a great regard for the sacred-
ness of human hfe  The shedding of
blood was never treated as a light thing,
the whele law of the manslayer .«nd
the provision of the csities of refuge, s
nell as other Old Testament scriplures,
attest this fact  In the days before the
Roman conquest, great precaupons werc
taken to protect the life of a prisoner,
and even after gentence of death had
been pronounced, and the prisoner was
being taken ** without the camp ” 1n
dre, the 1»n sard, ** An officer 15 te stand
at the deoor of the court with a hand-
kerchief sn his hand, and another on
horseback follows the process.on so f.r,
and halts t the farthest point where he
can see the man with the handherchief
If anyone offers himself to prove e
condemned man innocent, then the first
man drops the handkerchief, and the
horseman gallops after the condemned
man and recalls him for his defence ™’
Witnesses were carefully  warned o
Jewisn jaw, ana tne oatn ran as fo'-
lows ‘¢ Forget not, O witness, that m
this trial for life, if thou sinnest, the
blood of the accused and the blood of
his seed to the end of time shall be
mmputed unto thee and if any wit-
ness shall destroy one soul out of lsrael,
he 1s held by the Scripture to be nas af
he had destroyed the world ™ Deut
xn 6 siaves quite clearly that twa or
three witnesses are absolutely necessary,

Pilate (John xvin 28), and by nine am
{(Marh xv 25) the wvisits to the court
of Herod and back to that of Tilate
were concluded and the cructfixion a
fact The hurry and haste shew this
trial to be a farce and a flagrant breach
of justice, for Jewish law provided thar
a trial for life must only begin in the
lay time, and also be concluded during
the day, and 1f there was a sentence
of death then the court must be post-
poned to a second day The speed of
this trial especially bemng held at night
shews 1t to be a false trial running con-
trary to all the safeguards for human
life provided by Hebrew law

5 Self-Condemnation.
