have need of all these things

HIS tent 15 a text of contrasts i choosing It
I recognises that there are two worlds  the
material and the spinitual  The great macerial
world of sun and stars and rushing streams, flower-
deched ficlds and waving forests, lies all about us,
but stretching far beyond the limits of these things
of sense, 1s the wonderful world of the spiaitual,
where visions of beauty charm us, glowing deals
bechon us on, and faith and hope and love abide
To some eyes and some hearts, ndecd, only the
mud of the real is here  But before others the en-
trancing
COUNTRY OF THE IDEAL

stretches in 1ts beauty far and away, with s rivers
and coentinents of e¢thereal loveliness, with 1ts moun-
tains of asprration, with mystic domes and spires of
1its palaces of dreams, and with all the radiant beings
that live benecath its skies

The great poet was right when he sand  “ The
world 15 too much with us '’; and these woids of the
Master, calling us awny from the material things,
come to us, in the midst of the turmo:l and the sel-
fish scramble of a materiahistic age, ninging in their
beauty bhe golden bells  They call uws away from
anxicty about what we shall eat and wlat we shall
drink and wherewithal we shalt be clothed, and point
us to the bountiful prowvidence of God, which pro-
vides even for the fow's of the air and dechs the
llies of the field with a raier raiment than even
Solomon 1n all his glory ever knew

Jesus Christ was no apelogist for laziness or in-
dificrence He was Himself one whose hands were
calloused with honest toil  This text, therefore, 1s
f“)t an mvitation to slovenhness The Bible says,
* If a man wilt pot work, neither shall he eat ”* We
are to do our best i every field of useful endeavour,
ut we are, accordmmg to His teachings, to put first
things first, not to over-emphasise the temporal and

But seck ye first the kmmgdom of God, and His nghicousness, and all
these things shall be added unto you —Matthewvi

31-33

the material, but to recognise that Divine Providence
who will surely care for us if only we put our trast
in Him, and to place the emphasis upon the spiritual
realities, which constutute at last the tgue hfe of man

The Master summansed all the selfish and matenal-
wtic forces which war agamnst the soul, and Jdamour
for our first allegiance, under the term Mammon
This 1s an Aramaic word, but 1t came most likely
from the Hebrew amman—meaning that which props,
supports, or that which 1s

RELIED UPON AND TRUSTED

So the Master pictured the rich fool, whoe filled his
bains and said

Soul, thou hast much goods laid up for many years, take
thine ease, eat, drinh and be merry

But Jesus' answer to all of this was-®

Thou fool, this might (hy sou! shall be required of thee,
then whose shall those things be which thou hast provided *

So i he that layeih up treqsure for himself, and »
not rich toward God (Luke xv 19, 21}

So to-day, as in the past, Jesus Chrnist stands m
the mulst of the ages and stretches forth His nail-
pierced hands and says  ** Seck ye first the hingdom
of God and His rightcousness 7 He tells us that
there 18 another kingdom more blessed and bhssful
far than that of the material [t possesses all that
15 good ana worth while 1n the matenial kingdom,
and yet 1t goes mfinitely beyond these things, and
bestows upon 1ts subjects those spiritual treasures
which are unto everlasting hfe the riches of hope,
the far wvision of faith, the warm heart-beat of love,
the inspirations of friendship, the joy of fellowship
with the great minds and the noble hearts of the past,
opportunities to serve, the chance to do good, and,
above all, harmony with God, a clear conscience,
clean hands, a pure heart, a sense of forgiveness,
cleanSing from sin, peace that the world does not
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give—swect, serene and abiding for ever—and the
high hope of heaven to crown all! These are the
treasures which belong to the kingdom of God

‘What now, let us inquire, does 1t mean to ‘“‘seek’
the kingdom of God and His righteousness?

Well, obvicusly, 1t means first of all that we are
to seek entrance into that kingdom. All men, of
necessity, are born into the kingdom of God upon its
mater.al side  They have to live under the laws
which God has established and which He controls
for the direction of the material universe ; but all mep
are not born into

THE SPIRITUAL KINGDOM OF GOD.

On the other hand, as the Bible makes amply plan,
they are born morally and spiritually into the hking-
dom of the Adversary, because of inherited sin and
the fruwts uf disobedience to God We read, there-
fore, in Romans xiv 17

For the kingdom of God 1s not meat and drink, but
righteousness, and peace, and joy m the Holy Ghost

This does not mean the righteousness whith 15
mmputed to us through the ments of Jesus Christ, but
1 means the righteousness which 1s implanted in us
by faith through the regenerating power of the Holy
Spirit

It 1s evident, therefore, that entrance into the
spiritual kingdom of God can come only by regenera-
tion. Just as a man becomes a citizen of an earthly
kingdom by his natural birth, so he can become a
citizen of the Divine kingdom only by a spiritual
birth. Therefore, Jesus saxd m John m 3, 5, 7
* Ye must be born again,”” and ** Except a man be
born again he cannot see the kingdom of God ** If,
therefore, we are really to put first things first 1n the
new year, and secure for ourselves the blessings of
the kingdom of God, then, first of all, we must obtamn
entrance 1nto that kingdom If we have not re-
pented of our sins and given our hearts i full sur-
render to the Lord Jesus Christ as Saviour, and it
we have not been born again through that act of faith,
then 1t 1s 1dle for us to expect the true bless:ngs
ot the kingdom of God or really to be used for the
on-going of 1ts mighty and triumphant forces So-
called ** social service,”’ apart from individual salva-
tion, 1s, therefore, a superficial and spurious thing
Jesus did not say, Ye must be reformed agan,”
but He did say, ‘‘* Ye must be born again,’’ and
when we are thus born agamn and truly enter into the
kingdom of God, social service activities and help-
fulness to our fellowmen will inevitably follow after,
as was 1illustrated so strikingly in the case of Zac-
chaeus the publican, following his regeneration

PRIVILEGES AND PREROGATIVES

To seek first the kingdom of God must mean agamn
that we shall seek 1ts privileges and prerogatives In
the Beatitudes, Jesus gives us a starthng and chal-
lenging new set of standards for happiness or
* blessedness ' These ar¢ not the standards of this
world He tells us here thar the blessed and happy
are. those who are humble in spirit, for *‘ theirs 1s
the kingdom of heaven’'; those that mourn, *‘ for

they shall be comforted '"; those who are meek, '‘for
they shall inherit the earth *’, those who ¢ do hunger
and thirst after rnghteousness for they shall be
filed ”* The truly happy and blessed are these, and
the ‘" merciful ' and the ‘' pure in heart’’ and the
* peacemakers '’ and those who are ‘‘ persecuted for
nghteousness’ sake,’”’ and who are ' reviled ¥ even,
and accused falsely

And ther, immediately after the Beatitudes, the
Master passed to the great positive, constructive
forces that are to be revealed in the service and lie
of the citizen of the kingdom of God We are to be
‘* the salt of the earth,” and thus its savour We
are to be ** the light of the world,”" and thus 1ts true
educators and gudes

All of this teaching, therefore, puts service upun
the high plane of privilege, and not of perfunctoiy
purpose or cold and callous duty It is the notd
which the Psalmist sounded when he exclaimed  *']
delight to do Thy wiil, O God " Entrance mto th
kingdom of God, and that alone, thercfore, will en-
able us to translate duty in terms of dehight and to
rejowce even i the persecuuons that come because of

FAITHFUL SERVICE

i

Wil the church members of to-day dare to measuie
up to this high standard? Will we really in this
new year put first things first and seek God and
His nighteousness, trusting Him to add unto us m
His good pleasure all temporal interests, all of the
mere material tnmmings and trappings of food and
clothing and houses and lands that we may need”

*“ But,”” someone asks, '* do you seriously say that
Jesus Christ intends that we shall put into a secondary
place such things as the bulding up of our homes,
the proper education and equpment for lLife of our
chidren, and our business success” ~° And I answer
this question, dear friends, by saying ‘‘ Most em-
phatically—yea, overwhelmingly—yes' Yes! YEs'
That 1s precisely what Jesus Christ 1s saying to us ™’
He is also saying that until we learn this wisdom of
heaven and bow to the true rulership of God in our
lives, we cannot give the best even of these temporal
blessings to our children or ourselves

Oh, my friends, it is unbecoming 1n us as Chnstians
to stampede after these things of the thoughtless,
selfish world We have higher goals and more splen-
d.d purposes We are here in the world to put God’s
kingdom first, that all men “ will take note that we
have been with fesus,” and, sceing our good works,
¢ glonfy our Father who 1s 1n heaven * When the
time comes within the ranks of the church people of
to-day when the Bible schoois and the mid-week
prayer service, and efforts for the salvation of the
lost, and sacrficial giving for the missionary enter-
prise, are put first, and when even home and schoo!
and business are made to rotate around God's king-
dom as a centre, rather than the things of the church
and kingdom around these temporal necessities and
preoccupations as a centre, then the day of Christ’s
return will be greatly hastened, and the hour when
the kingdom of heaven will be established upon this
earth, and the rule of God will banish the sins and
the sorrows of men will indeed be at hand!
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JOHN WANAMAKER'S EXAMPLE,

There have been, even n our modern age, high
souls who have 1lustrated by thewr lives the posst-
bility of real citizenship in the kingdom of God They
have put first things first, and God has abundantly
redeemed His promise to add unto them all the
matenial things that were necessary to an ever-
widening influence and an ever-growing hfe

Take, for example, such a man as the late John
Wanamaker I will ever be grateful that 1 was
privileged to work wrth him in kingdom service, and
to be his guest at the last hirthday party that he
gave before passing on to receive his bright eternal
crown He mvited about a dozen of us—some who
had been intimately associated with him in different
forms of Chrisuan service—to gather about s table,
and there we not only enjoyed the delightful fellow-
ship and hospitality of that hour, but we were pn-
vileged to see into the deeper depths of the great
and noble soul of our host John Wanamaker told
us that day, in the swect and sacred innmacies of an
hour of fellowship, how from the very beginning he
had sought to put God’s kingdom first 1ir his life
As a young man, struggling to get ahead, he was
loyal and true to the great things of the spiritual
kingdom, and we all know how magnificently he ex-
emplified this loyalty, even after the greatest success
had crowned his efforts Down almost to the very
day of his death, he was active in all forms of
Chnstian service  Though he was the

CREATOR AND LEADER

of one of the largest mercantile establishments on
earth, nevertheless he did not sit at ease m Zion, but
continued to the very end to give the interests of
the kingdom of God the first place 1n his bfe It 1s
Iiterally true that he devoted more time and thought
and efiort to the interests of God's kmgdom than he
did to s own business. He was always helping
somewhere and somehow It 1s a well-known fact
that he not only taught that great Bible class in his
own church, but that every Lord’s Day he was
speakimg here and yonder, bearing his testimony for
the Master, and often on week-mghts as well Not
only did he do these things, but he even put much
time on individual visiting, ofter amorg the lowly
and the poor, seelking souls for Christ, or mnster-
ing to the needs of his fellow-men

What a life! and what an answer to all sceptical
arguments and to the excuses of those who are in-
different and lazy in the service of their God'! What
a demonstration, too, all this 1s of the folly and sin
of the adversary, who leads those reaclung temporal
success to settle down to the enpyment of self-
indulgent luxuries

What we all need to-day 1s to hear this mghty
command of the Master, for that 1s what 1t 15
** Seek ye first the kingdom of God and His right-
eousness ’'° Will we then, dear friends, in this

NEW YEAR OF GRACE,

as citizens, as members of Chrst's hody—the true
Church—put first things first, seek the fulness of the
righteousness of God mn our lives, and accept in joy

the prinileges and prerogatives of His kingdom?
Jesus had made 1t amply clear that the Christian i8
to be a man apart We are called here in the Scrip-
ture of truth a *‘ pecuhar people "’ We are in the
world but not of the world We are pilgrims and
strangers upon the earth  Our citizenship 13 1
hea.en, and we are seeking an eternal aity whose
Builder and Maker 1s God Oh, that to-day we may
highly resolve, not merely to turn over a new leaf
of human striving and eftort for reform, but to seek
first the kingdom of God and His nghteousness.
wel! knowing then that all other necessary ** things ”’
will surely be added unto us!

because 1 am not a conmventionalist 1 am preparer
to wave not only my hymn sheet, but my hat and
umbrella as well, for Jesus my Lord At an open-
air meeung after exalttng my Lord as Saviour, and

speaking of the great things He does for men, I cried,
* Hats oft to Jesus!’’ and men raised their hats to
Jesus all through the crowd After sitting in the pew
I thought I would get nearer to the campaigners, so
I joined them in the vestry and on the platform, and
the closer I got to these men the berrer I liked them
Some men’s handshake alienates one The hand-grip
of these men cements you to them,

My impression, which deepened as the Campaign
proceeded, was that these men are men of God,
rarsed up for the times. Their methods are arresting
and eftectrve

THEIR MESSAGE 1S ALIVE

and therefore challenging  Thewr sincerity is con-
vincing  Their devonon is aflame They exalt Chnst
1 every meeting as Saviour, Healer, Baptiser, and
Coming King There were crowded meetings from the
beginning to the end, with hundreds of conversions;
many testified to physical healing.

The preaching of the Word was 1n power and de-
monstration of the Spurit of God There was nothing
sloppy, nothing sentimental, no sanctimoniousness
The Word preached challtenged the will and the -
tellgence of the auditor Sound words, as Saint Paul
would have said, was the order of each message.
Bibhcal preaching without fear and without favour
The trumpet gave no uncertain sound The common
people heard thiem gladly God’s seal was upon the
Word and work—and that 1s sufficient!

No Chnstrans are boran from above by an incor-
ruptible Seed received when we accept Christ as ow
Saviour (I Peter 1 23-25) The Lord Jesus had no
carthly seed, not one, yet it says He shall see His
seed (Isaiah lin 10} ** Except the grain of wheat
shall fall into the ground and die, 1t abideth alone,
but if 1t die, 1t bears much fruit >’, and the richest
grain of wheat that ever fell into the ground was
the Lord Himself He said, *“ 1 lay downr My lfe,

Frankly 1 confess that when I first sought

A DEFINITION FOR GOODNESS,

1 was baftled But after prayer and meditation the
truth begon to be dlear

I thinh we begin to get a definition of goodness
by referring to Exodus xvin 9 *“ And Jethro re-
joiced for all the goodness which the Lord had done
ta, Israel, whom He had delivered out of the hand
of the Egypuians '’ Jethro rejoiced in the goodness
of the Lord in delivering the Israelites out of Egypt!
What exactly was that goodress? This——that the
Lord did for the Israehtes more than they deserved

There was nothing deserving about the Israelites,
e Egypt or m the wilderness  In Egypt they were
slaves—and they were grumbling slaves  After
Egypt they did not improve They grumbled when
Moses and Aaron made the first attempt to release
them They grumbled when they were faced by the
Red Sea  They grumbled many times after that,
and yet God dclivered them and provided for them
They were unworthy, yet God saved them  Had
God been merely just and treated them as they de-
sired, then they would have gone back to Egypt, for
that was their desire But God was far more than
just He treated them better than they deserved
Thus, behold the goodness of the Lord

So row we can begin to get a defimtion of good-
ness  Goodness exceeds justice  Carrying it still
further we can say, Goodness exceeds duty, good-
ness exceeds expectation

to taste our food QOur food could be eaten and
nourish our bocies without it being tasty  Strength
of body 1s not dependent upon taste But God has
given us a palate, so that we are able to taste Thus
He brings to us sensauons of pleasure while we eat
This sensatron of pleasure s not necessary It 1s
n excess of necessity It 15
GOD'S GOODNESS.

The s'ngirg of the birds 1s not necessary to our
existence  We could live without hearing the songs
of the birds But God has put a song mto thor
mouths  Why? So that their song may delight our
ears It is not essential But God has done it m
order to bring us additional pleasure Thar 1s God's
goodness

We would exist without the beauty of the flowers
But God in His goodness has given them to us  But
His goodness in the flowers 15 doubled For He has
made many of them not only beautiful to look at
but fragrant to smell

Now, bearing our defimition of goodness in mind,
we will set out three divisions
(1) Goodness 1s manifested in undesesved forgiveness

That 1s one way 1in which God manifested His
goodness to us No one can ment God’s forgive-
ness  All forgiveness 1s of grace Grace 1s one form
of goodness He gives to us more than we deserve,
more than we can claam  Think of the prodigal son
The son had run away from home He had well-
nigh broken lis father’s heart He had spent his
father’s money e had brought disgrace upon him-
self, and upon others What claam had he on his
father’s forgiveness® He had his empty pockets, his
filthy rags, lus depraved soul Can these demand
the father’s forgiveness® No, they cannot Yet the
father forgives He puts a kiss on his cheek, a ring
on his finger, shoes upon his feer, clothes upon his
body He does nnt give lum a servant’s place, but
gives hum bark
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THE SON'S PLACE

That 1s goodness—undeserved forgiveness

Men call themselves our enemies—but we forgive
them OQur friends prove farthless—but we forgive
them Our associates get jealous of us—but we pray
for them  When we unhesitatingly forgive, when
we bhear no malice, when we go out of our way to
turn enemies into friends, that i1s goodness.

[ think [ can illustrate this truth A slave master
was cruelly lashing wrth his skin-tearing whip an
already half-murdered slave Taunungly the slave-
master cried, ‘* What can Jesus do for you now? "’
The answer was a sublime one * Him teach me in
forgive you, massa '’ That was goodness

(2) Goodwess +s giving move than we are obliged
to give

Queen Victorra—she was known as Victoria the
Good—had a Scottish governess for the young mem-
bers of the royal family One day the news came
that the mother of the governess was seriously 1
with an illness that would doubtless last some length
of nme The governess, feeling her duty strong to-
warcds her mother, sent in het resignation to the
Queen, 1n order that she might care for her motler
But the good Queen would not hear of it ** Go at
once,” she said, ** to your mother, and stop with her
as long as she needs you, and then come back aghin
Wihile you are away, I will keep your place for you
and hear the ch:ldren’s lessons’ Sec the governess
went to her mother, and the Qucen

AGTED AS GOVERMNESS

After a few weeks the mother died The governess
came back to the Queen  She had a big gap in he
hfe, but 11 was largely filled by the consideratc
womanly kindness of the Queen, who came every day
t3 the schoolroom

At length the anniversary of the death of the
governess’s motler came round On that day her
pupils came as usual before breakfast for prayer and
Bible reading  The scripture touched the tepder-
hearted governess  She struggled with herself, but
finally completely broke down At length, unable to
restrain herself she broke out into sobs One after
the other the children stcle from the room, and went
and told the Queen how sad governess was The
kindhearted monarch immediately hurned to the
sthoolroom, exclaimirg as she went, ‘“ Oh, poor
girl, 1t 1s the anmversary of her mother’s death
To the governess she said, ** My poor child, I am
50 sorry the children disturbed you this morning 1
meant to have given orders that you should have the
day enurely to yourself Take it as a sad and sacred
holiday I will hear the lessons ' Then she added,
* To shew you I hare not forgotten, I have brought
you this gift " The Queen then fastened on to the
wrist of the governess a bracelet with a locket for
her mother’s hair, marked with the date of her
mother’s death  That was goodness The Queen
did much more than 1t was her duty to do

So then as Christians we are to give more than
we agree to give, It is going the second mile,
giving the second cloak, acting the good Samaritan
Such a spinit transforms masters and men  Good-
ness 1s

The thought comes out in the words of Christ
* Do good and lend, hoping for nothing agamm
{Luke v1 35)

Much so-calted goodness 1s not goodness at all
The one who gives away a shilling hoping for five
in return, 1s not exhibiting goodness The ane wha
gives a £100 away to chanty in order to get his
name Into the papers i1s not revealing goodness.
Goodness does not think about reward

Some time ago [ had in my hands a tie—beautif.a'ly
knitted It came all the way from Africa [t was
knitted by a blind lady and sent to one who used *u
be a butler out there Many, many hours had been
given to the produetion of that gift Was it done
to obtan a reward® Oh, no, but just to cheer the
heart of an old fnend That was goodress

When the Lord Jesus left the perfectien of heaven
and came to face the shame of cartly, that you and
1 might have the gift of eternal hife, He did not ot
for reward He did 1t out of His goodness

If we are to shew forth goodness, then we shall
be giving without expecting reward  Are we giving
ume and thought and money? Are we doing what
Jesus did®? Are we going about domng good? Our
Lord brought happiness and human hearts together
He whispered the love of God into

—some of 1t terribly hardly earned But more, In-
finitely more, have done 1t by linng the Chisthke

Just two weehs ago we commenced
our school year  During the summer
we had wvisited various assemblies, and
had noted that the students who had
been 1n the Bibe School last year were
taling an active part m the assembly
life, preaching, leading the services, and
S0 on It had been a hird summer for
them financially, on gecount of work be-
ing scarce apd wages low Most of
them were duubrful as to whether they
would be able to return o school to
fvuish their studies We encouraged them
tu save all they couwld and cerme long
to schoo!l, and we wou'd look to the
Lord te supply our needs

All excepr two of those wlu were
the first year class last year returned,
su thar we have a good second year
ciass, and hope 10 see them gradua ¢ at
the close of this school year  Other
young people wanted to come as new
students, bu not having anything wuh
which to pay their expenses wc could
not accept them a!l  Those who have
returned to the schoql are happy to Do
bach, and have entered into their studies
and assignments with real earpestness
Last year we had to teach them so many
things, but this year it has noL been
necessary, they just take up their duties
without being told, and are willimg and
obedient

lhousands of Mexicans have relurned
from the American side of the border
mto Mexico during the past six months
It has been difficult for them to secure
worly, and with the winter drawing near
they feel that they would rather be in
their own country among their own
people and customs than on the Amer)-
can side  Among those who return to
Mexico are many who have accepted the
Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ, and st
gladdens our heart when we realise that
they will gg back to theirr own country
different to what they were when they
left 1t Instead of being 1in  spiritual
darl.ress and superstnon, they are now
new creatures 1n Chrst  Jesus Last
weelc a long tram full of these Mexicans
returning to thear own land left here,
and among them was a large family
from our own assembly here The tran
was scheduled to leave at B pm, so we
decided to go to the railway station and
wish them Godspeed We arrived at the
stamon ar T o'dock, along with the
students and other Mexican Christians
There was quite a large crowd, and we
began to sing, with this crowd of Mexi-
cans standing around listening to Gos-
pel hymns sung n their own language
** God be with you til we meet agam,
“I'll meet you in the morming,” etc,
were sung  Then followed some bright
and clear testimonies n  which the
students tock a promunent part, and we

could see that these were hemng listened
to with reverent attention After about
1} hours of singing and testfying, a
raulway official came up and said that
the tramm was ready, so with a bDrief
prayer, the farewell meeting terminated,
there werec hurried goodbyes, and they
were gone

It ts not difficult to see the hand of
God in this return of the Mexicans to
their country  As the Jews to-day are
returning to Palestine m God’s wonder-
fu' providence, so these Mexicans too
are returning to thewr country by the
workings of rthe same wise, all-powerful
Hand The Mexican laws mahe & al-
most mmpossible for a foreigner to do
efficient Gospel work in Mexico, but here
we sce Mexwans themselves who have
been ont the American side of the Bor-
der, and hive been saved and learned
much nf rhe things of God, practically
forced to return to their own country,
and we are sure that many of them will
be true soldiers of the Cross, and will
be the mewns of bringmg the light of
the Gospel to their native brethren still
m darkjess

Some short time ago a number aof
Mexicans "who were members of one of
our assemblics on the American sude of
the Border, returned to Mexico to a wil-
Ihge where there was no evangelical
wimess of any kind  In their own land,
wrthout church or Christian fellowship,
they decided to have services in  thewr
home  This his contnued ever singce,
and they write teling of people in the
village attending the services, and being
sived and baptised in the Holy Spirit

This, we believe, 15 an example of
what 15 taking place in other towns and
villages, and as the Mexican Christians
return to the land of thewr birth, they

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Acts 1 1-8

In these days of the latter rain out-
pouring of the Holy Spirit, there has
been more study of the Acts of the

Apostles than at any period since it was
wrilten  There are few of our number
who have not at one ume or another
spoken or witnessed or argued from the
second, the eighth, the tenth, and the
nineteenth chapters of this book  But
while this 15 so and while we rejoice
that the old wells of Pentecostal ex-
perience are being brought back into use,
and the mud of centuries of neglect
cleaned out (Gen xxvi 18), there 1s al-
ways the duger of getting into a rut
Many rhere are who never seem to see
anything in the book but these four chap-

ters, and whose attitude towards the
Acts hos become crrcumseribed to  the
manifestations of the Spirut Let us

rather seek for the plan and purpose of
the whole book

I do not mind confessing that for many
years, long af.er other books had been
studied and annutated, this book defied
ali my efforts to find a purpose and a
p'an in the facts recorded The events
narrated seemed 10 be composed of dis-
jounted historical facts 1n early Church
experiences, until one night (I fear early
morning woula be nearer the rtruth) I
saw a wonderful p'an 1n the book These
studies are not intended to be a commen-
tary {pertions will be passed over with
shiort notice}, but they are an attempt
to link up the narrative of the book so
that the events recorded become steps n
the plan of the Acts, and not disjointed
incidents
The Preface {Acts 1 1-5)

The general render of a book 15 very
pften inclined to pass over a preface un-
read, because of his haste to get tn the
author’s matter, and 1 doing so many a

book has been misunderstood, and the
reader has faued to understand s pur-
pose  Prefaces should always be read,
because they very ofien contain the key
to an understanding of what follows Tnis
preface contamns the key to the under-
standing of the Acts T1he book does
not stand alane, 1t 15 Vowume II, and
musi be understood m the hght of what
had preceded 1t The book of the Acts
15 a continuation of the Gospel of Luke,
or if you prefer 1it, Volume 11 of Luke’s
Gospel Link these four verses with
Luke t 14, and an understanding 1s ar-
rived ar at once

Theophilus, as his name .mplies, was
1 Greel, as also was Luke, the beloved
physician, and the Gospel placed before
him the glories of the Son of Man, and
the closing pronuse declared that remis-
sion of sins should be preached in His
Name among ali nattons begwming from
Jerusalem  No doubt the question wouid
arise, ** How can I, a Greel, be en-
titled to ¢laim the virtues and work of a
Jew on my behalf> " Many of the fol-
towers of Christ would be eonly too ready
lo tell him that he must needs be cir-
cumcised and heep the law of Moses be-
fore he could do so, and this second
volume was mitended to shew how Christ,
a Jew, could be the Saviour of a Greek
1he Gospel had gone forth, reached out,
so that 1t embraced not only Jews but
Greels, and the uttermost part of the
world, and this Volume II 1s the re-
eord of how that wonder of wonders
came bout It 1s the history of the
coming of the Gospel to the heathen, and
records the breaking away from the ex-
clus veness of Jewish nauonalism to the
world-nide proclamatien of the Gospel
The material therefore of which the boolk
of Acts 1s composed 1s all chosen to

mark this progress and purpose Time
and pme again it seems as though the
Gosnel was gotng to be hindered from
gomng forth, but at those very moments
of crisis in the early Church, we sud-
denly perceive another move forward on
the part of the Holy Spurtt It is well
to note that in the oldest MSS the title

of thes bool s 5|mp'|y “Acts,”  and
Dr Pierson has well said that the tatle
should be, ** The Acts of the Haly
Spirit *', yet perhaps a  better ome

would be, ** The Acts of the risen Lord
Jesus through the power of the Holy
Ghost ”  Certa.nly the statement .n serse
one, that the first volume only recorded
what Jesus begur to do and to teach,
rather suggests thit in this volume we
have a record of the continuance of His
work mn and through the Church It s
He who 1s moving our, through the
Church, over obstacles and hindrances,
to go after the other sheep until there
15 one flock and one Snepherd
