We are now hving m the dispensation of the Holy
Spint, and God 1s anomting His messengers and am-
bassadors with the Moly Ghost and with power. He
anomts all who are called into His service, and that
takes 0 every believer, for He bhas given *' to every
man his work ' (Mark xiii 34) None other js really
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called of God, for when Jesus gave the command,
** Go ye nto all the world and preach the Gospel to
every creature,”’ He followed i1t with another com-
mand, ‘‘ Tarry ye . . , until ye be endued [clothed]
with power from on high * The anomnting constitutes
the normal condition of a New Testament saint.

He 1s anointing prophets—preachers, teachers,
evangelists, pastors, exhorters—that they may tell
forth the message of the Gospel with the Holy Ghost

SERYT DOWN FROM HEAVEN.

He 1s anomnting priests and 1s giving to them the
munistry of itercession *’ that they may plead for a
lost world 1n the power and under the anointing of
the Holy Spirit, that they may stand in the gap be-
tween the Living and the dead that the plague of
Satanic power may be stayed, and that multitudes
may yet be saved ere the Great Tribulation bursts
out upon the earth

He 1s anomting kings, and has assured us in Rom
v 17, that ** They that receive abundance of grace
and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in Lfe
by one, Jesus Christ "’

We each have our httle kingdom in which we can
reign 1n victory and triumph, ever remembering the
word that God spake through Dantel the prophet to
Nebuchadnezzar the kg {Dan. 1v. 26), ** Thy king-
dam shall be sure unto thee, after that thou shalt
have hnown that the heavens do rule ’ In Chnst we
can be master of every situation, and be led m
triumph in cvery place, yea, be ‘‘ more than con-
querors ™’

and ought to be anointed with the Spirit  ** For the

GOD'S ESTIMATION,

One may have lived thirty, forty, or fifty years ac-
cording to human chronology, but untidl sheltaod
beneath the blood of Christ, we do not Live at all
it His sight

Hence the reader s carnestly besought at the
threshold of another year to consider with intensc
solicitude whether he 1s alive or dead, or i other
words, whether that precious blood has been applied,
wlih was so aptly set forth in the blood of the
passover lamb It will be observed that it was a
lamb without blemish, selected on the tenth day of
the month, and kept untl the evening of the four-
teenth, suggesting the period from the day John the
Baptist mtroduced the Lord Jesus as the ‘“ Lamb of
God which taketh away the sin of the world,” to the
day of the crucifixion, thus embracing four years ac-
cording to the Jewish mode of reckonming time Ten
15 the scriptural number of responsibility to Gnd, amd
for thurty years, the average length of a generation
then, He had been thoroughly tested, and had per-
fectly discharged all of man’s 1esponsibility n every
particular

NO HOPE WITHOUT THE LAMB

Every man was to take a lamb, *‘ according to the
house of therr fathers, a lamb for an house, and it
the household be too Lttle for the lamb,” the nearest
neighbours were to be joned together, * and the
whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall
kil 1t in the eveming ' There 1s no hint that the
lamb might be too lttle for the household, and so
far as the record goes, there was but one assembly
and one lamb, for God would seek to impress upon
His people the umity of the Spirit founded upon the
one accepted and all-sufficient sacrificc of His Son

The Israelites, who were not a whit better than
the Egyptians lymg under sentence of death were
commanded to take a bunch of hyssop, and, having
tipped it 1n the blood of the slain lamb, to strike that
blood on the two side-posts, and on the upper door-
Post, of their houses, not beneath to be trampled
under foot, but protecting them on either side, and
overhcad Then God said, ““ The blood shall be to
you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and
when I sec the blood, I will pass over you, and the
Plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, when
I smite the land of Egypt ”’ But if the blood had
not been sprinkled as commanded, the destroyer would

most certainly have entered the houses, and the
stroke of death would have been inflicted It was
not enough that the lamb was slamn, the blood must
be sprinkled It 15 not enough thal Christ our Pass-
over has been sacrificed, but He must be personally
recelveddl His death, considercd i atseif, will not
save a single accountable soul, apart from faith n
Himsclf

It 15 absolutely essential, therefore, at the outset
to ask ourselves whether we are trusting' 1n the blood
alone, or partly at least in our fasth, cur fechngs, our
repentance, our resolutions, our baptism, our union
with the church, our good worhs God did not say,
“ When 1 see these things,'” but * When | see the
blood ”” Nor dul He say, “ When yon see the
blood,” but ““ When I see 1t > He was satisfied with
the blood outside, and we must be satisfied with His
word 1nside

THE BLOOD ALONE

makes us safe, the Word alone makes us sure
There was no doubt great variety in the age, moral
character, past history, and degree of confidence on
the pait of the hundreds of thousands within those
blood-sprinkled houses, but they wecre equally safe,
for the Lord saw the blood, and passed over the
door, and stood beside 1t to bar 1t. as if with the
stability of His throne, as if with the length of
cternity, against the entrance of the destroyer Until
He dies, not one sheltered beneath the bilood ecan
perish

But, mark .t well, those who were saved by
soverergn grace through spnnkled blood, were to eat
the lamb in that might, roast with fire, and unleavened
bread, and bitter herbs  Fire 15 the symbol of God's
holiness burning agaimnst sin, but it had fallen upon
the appointed substitute, and was satished Leaven
15 the symbol of evil, and hence 1t was said to the
Israelites, ‘* Ye shall put away leaven out of your
houses for whosoever eateth leavened bread from
the first day unti the seventh day, that soul shall be
cut off from Israel.”> The first word here rendered
leaven means *‘'leaving,’! or “‘remainder,’’ that 1s, “‘old
leaven,”’ and the second word rendered leavened
means ‘‘ sourness,” that 1s, open sin, recalling the
stniking exhortation of the Holy Ghost, ** Purge out
therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new
lump as ye arc unleavened For even Christ our
Passover 1s sacnficed for us. Therefore let us keep
the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the leaven
of malice and wickedness, but with the unleavened
bread of smncerity and truth ”” (I Cor v 7, 8)

THE CHRISTIAN'S PILGRIM CHARACTER,

Moreover, the redeemed were to eat the lamb with
girded loins, with shoes on their feet, with staff m
hand, and in haste This clearly betokened their
pilgrim character  From that eventful mght they
were done with Egypt for ever, and they were to be

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watching and waiting

The Present Times.

THAT we are living 1n times of
sommercial difficulty and depres-
sion there can be no doubt But
are these condiuons obstacles to
spintual revnnal?  According to
past history such times may be
preparations for revival

It 1s significant that before the
great revival of 1859 the world
was 10 a most t1ying position—yet
God sent revival We have re-
cently been reading a book, The
Half Can Never be Told The first
page of which gives the following
remarkable summary

* The autumn of 1857 was sig-
nalised by a sudden and fearful
convulsion in  the commercial
world That calamity was so
speedily followed by the reports of
revivals of religion and remarkable
displays of Divine grace, that 1t
has been a widely received opinion
that the two events stand related
to one another as cause and effect
Ir the day of adverstty men con-
sider. When the hand of God 1s
suddenly laid upon city and coun-
try, the sources of prosperity dried
up, fortunes taking to themselves
wings, houses, venerable for years,
integrity and success, tumbling
nto ruins, the pames never tar-
mished by suspicion, becoming less
than nothing in general bankrupt-
¢y, 1t 15 natural to believe that men
will look away from themselves,
and say, ' Verly, there 1s a God
who reigns ' As in the time of
earthquake, or wreck at sea, whenp
men'’s hearts fail them for (fear,
they will ¢rv to Him who rndes

upon the whirlwind, so it was be-
lieved that the financial storm had
driven men to pray. And 1t doubt-
less did Never was a commercial
crisis so mexplicable under the
laws of trade It was acknow-
ledged to be a judgment The jus-
tice of God was confessed 1n ar-
resting' men 1n recklessness, ex-
travagance, and folly, Thousands
were thrown out of business, and
tn their want of something else to
do, assembled in meetings for
prayer '’

Such were the conditions
ceding the world-wide revival of
1858-61, We again pray for such

Tribulation and Sickness

By HENRY PROCTOR, FR.S.L

T 1s very essenual that we should discramunate
I between tribulation arising because of the Word,
and the sickness which 1s often the frust of sin
in some form The curse of the law included every
kind of plague and sickness (Deut. xxvin 6) Christ
hath redeemed from the curse of the law in being
a curse for us Therefore we can claim by faith
exemption from every kind of sickness as certainly
as we can from every kind of sin, for the same God
who forgiveth all our iniquities, also hea's all our
diseases (Psalm cmt 1). for ‘* surely He hath borne
our discases, and carried away our pans ' ** Him-
self took our infirmities and bare our sicknesses '
¢ismah I 4 and Matt vin 17)
We do not necessarily share in
Christ, when we are sick, neither
w0 glory in sickness, but

the sufferings of
are we exliorted

ONLY IN THE CROSS '

of our Lord Jesus Christ, and to rejoice when we are
counted worthy to suffer shame for the Name, and
te rejoice and exult and leap for joy, when all men
speak evil of us, falsely for His sake, and that of
the Gospel

This is the Jand of suffering that we are to glory
in, knowing that our lLight affliction. which 1s but
for 2 moment, 15 working out for us a far more ex-
ceeding and eternal weight of glory, that tribulation
not being worthy to be compared with the glory
which shall be revealed in us We are not to be
surprised if the fiery trial, the scorching flame of per-
secution, 1s raging among us, to put us to the test,
as though some surprising thing were accidentally
happening to us On the contrary, in the degrec
that we share in the sufferings of Chnist, we are to
rejoice, so that, at the unvering of His glory we
may alsoc rejoice with trrumphant gladness. Tor we
are to be envied if we are being reproached for bear-
ing the Name of Christ, for in that case the spirt
of glory, even the Spirit of God, 13 resting upon us
(I Peter iv 12-14)

The Apostle Paul expresses as his paramount de-
sire, the longing to get to know Him, and the power
of His resurrectton, and the partnershup of His suf-
ferings, becoming conformed 1o Iis death, so that
he mught attain to the out-resurrection, that from
among the rest of the dead

This passage (Phil 1 10) was exemplified in a
remarkable manner at Lystra, where he was stoned
and left for dead, but rose triumphant over death by
stoning, by trusting in God who raises the dead,

for ** we are weighed down (be says) so that we des-
paired even of lfe, having' the scntence of death in
ourscives, so that we might not repose confidence
in ourselves, but in God who raises the -dead ”

The stoning was a sharing or fellowship in the
sufferings of Christ, and his immcdiate deliverance
a demonstration of the power of the resurrection,
which he so earnestly longed for He never had a
sickness which disabled mm from working; but pos-
sibly he would” néver have wrntten hls marvellous
Epistles, unless he had spent a long time i prison,
‘“the pnisoncr of the Lord,”” as he calls himmnself
Whatever the thorn in the flesh meant, that mes-
senger of Satan sent to buffct him, he was cnabled
to overcome it, as more than conquérer, and sull
to affirm his omnipotence in Christ, saymg, ‘‘ 1 can
do all tlungs through Christ who strengthens me '
Thus 1t became his blessed experience, to be always
bearing about 1n his body, the dying' of the 'Lord
Jesus, so that the life also of Jesus was'manifested 1n
tus 'mortal body This bearning about the dying of
the Lord Jesus is of immense importance’ and benefit
to us, for 1t means having always the power of His
death working m us For without death resurrec-
tion 15 1mpossible, and we can only be sharers in His
resurrection, to the extent that we are’ ‘sharers in
His death As far as we become conformed to His
death, so far do we share in His resirrrection’  And
insofar as His resurrcction life permeates our botlics,
1t 1s obvious that to this extent we must be 1mmune
tn pain and sickness for ‘

THE SAME SPIRIT

that raised up Christ from the dead, mhabits' us and
makes alive (or give hfe to} our mortal ‘bodies so
that 1t 1s no longer I who hve, but Christ who lives
in me As death, mn all its forms of pain and sick-
ness, has no dominion over Him, so 1t can have
no dommon over the Chrst-ife in me, for Qhrist
Himself becomes our hfe (Col m 3) '

And who can hmit the power of Christ to make
manifest His life even in our mortal flesh?

And so far as that lLfe is manifested in our mortal
bodies, so far must we become sharers in His re-
surrection, for the quickening promised in Romans
vir 11 1s by means of the Spirst, who raised Him
from the dead, and must therefore mean that we can
have His risen hife in our mortal bodies now, as we
let Him sanctify us in all respects So we find Spint,
soul, and body preserved in perfect soundness, blame-
less in the presence of our Lord Jesus 'Christ (I
Thess v 23, Greek)

Thus 1t 13 easy to see how such a mult.-
tude could come together so qu:chly,
seeing that a special offering was ap-
pointed for thrs day, which therefore al-
ways saw great multitudes gathered in
Jeruszlem  Turn up Lev xxin 15.21,
and notice the special character of the
offering on the Day of Pentecast  Surely
those two loaves baken with leaven and
naved before the Lord with an offering
of singular completeness comprising
burnt offering, meat offering, drimk of-
fering!, sin offering, peace ofiering, and
firstfrutts, speak to us of more than
simply the offering for thar day Can
1 be that those two loaves contamning
leaven which had been arrested in 1ts
operation by fire speak of Jew and Gen-
tue, bond and free, now gathered to-
gether 1 one through the fulness of the
offering of Christ, and baptised in the
Holy Ghost and fire, bemng accepted of
God?

The Manifestation

Many still hold that the miraculous

tongue called Arammc that all would
know and understand They heard the
bapt.sed believers speaking 1n  thetr
dialects, they heard Peter preach in the
common language of their faith
