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Making Christ Magnificent

By ADDISON C. RAWS (An Address given at the American Keswick)

That with all boldness

ECENTLY, while visiung Bermuda, I bhad the
anwlege of entering, with some friends, the

Wonder Cave We were led down under-
ground the many steps to the entrance of the cave
by = very aftentive young guide, and in a few
moments we were beholding one of the most glornous
sights 1 have ever witnessed. It 1s impossible for
me to describe to you that great cave with rts mar-
vellous formations But will you think for a moment
of being on steps windirg down to a depth of nearly
one hundred feet below the surface, while on every
side of us there were literally

THOUSANDS OF STALACTITES

hanging from the rugged and uneven coral rock ceil-
ings, and rismg to meet the stalactites were the
corresponding stalagmites  The stalacures, varying
in size from those much smaller than a soda straw
to those many inches in diameter and many feet in
length, were of most beautiful tnts and when these
were tlluminated with bright electric hights concealed
throughout the cave, 1t just seemed heavenly

One of the very interesting features of this won-
derland was the way in which Nature had used these
stalactites and stalagmites seemungly to represent
figures and characters of all descnpuons, and by
stretching the magmation somewhat one could find
scores of remarkable resemblances Here our gude
would point out the head and trunk of an elephant,
over there the form of an aged man; nearby the re-
markable likeness of a bird, over there he would call
our attention to a beaunful representation of a church
altar, over in that other corner it seemed that Nature
had bwlt in a great pipe-organ. Then just above
our heads we were amazed at the resemblance and
beauty of what looked Like a beautiful chandeler,,
such as would be found 1n a large cathedral, gloriously
dlurmnated  Then there was a large and dehghtful
pool of crystal water at the bottom of the stairway,
reflecting the gorgeous colounng all round and the
hghts and figures above it The water looked to be
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about four or five feet deep, but we were told 1t was
nearly twenty, and 1t was remarkable, although the
cave was mland at least a mile or more, the water
in 1t would rise and fall with the tide

I had become greatly artracted to our young gurde,
for he seemed fairly to revel in the beauties and
wonders of that cave, and happy t¢ have the chance
to describe them  Although he had been down there
hundreds of times before, everything seemed wop-
derfully fresh to hum agan as it did to u» He
tapped lightly here and there on certain of those deli-
cate formations, bringing out various distinct and
beautiful tones, as from chimes I still can see the
hght 1n his eyes and hear his earnest comments. He
told us that he hardly ever went intc the cave with-
out seeing some new feature of it that he bad not
noticed before I was greatly impressed also when
he said, ** The owner of this cave and myself are
exploring some adjoiming rooms or caves, and we hope
t> be able to open them to the public before long
Just the other day we crawled through some of those
openings between the rocks back there, and pene-
trated two hundred feet into what 1s evidently another
section of this cave We carrnied or pulled a wire
along with us and pushed the electric hght before
us We think that one may be even greater than
this.’’

In carly days at Keswich we had a little  sister
whom God wonderfully used m manifesting Himself
to those who came in contact with her  Although 1
was Just a small boy when she Ined, her hfe made
a tremendous mipression on my bfe, and I have
never been away from it Her lhitle body suffered
pain almost constantly, but with it all she seemed
the brightness of heaven

For seven years Dot had a runmng abscess in her
side which completely bafiled doctors, and nothing
that they could do scemed to have any effect, but, as
a wonderful answer to prayer and the faith of father
and mother, the Lord healed it almost instantancously
Her lttle shoulders were quite deformed, and the
Lord only knows just what she went through But
we have ncver known such patience as was man;-
fested by our little sister Dot. Her love for the Lord
Jesus was wonderful, and she truly demonstrated it
i her life

In those early days when many men, whose lives
had been

WRECKED THROUGH DRINK,

were coming for help, she seemed to be one of the
most valuable workers 1in the group Many a hard,
stony, godiess heart was broker down and won for
Christ by her lLttle Iife and love  Probably many
careers were changed by the influence of her hfe No
matter how repulsive or hard-looking a man mught
be, she was at once his friend, and how she would
trust the Lord to change their lives

I can remember, as we would be
time, [ many times fell asleep while
hterally scores of men and of friends she was praying
for Her heart was as great as her memory Father
and mother have often said they counted as she
prayed aloud, and frequently she would name more

Little Dot had been watching him, had seen some-
thing of the suffering m his face, and wondered if
there was not somethung she could do to help him
There was lhttle a child could do to hclp one in that
condition, but her lLittle life seemed so utterly un the
hands of the Lord that He could do much with i,
and so she ran out nto the fields gathered a bouquet
of flowers, and ran back to the place where he had
been sitting He had just left the bench and was
starting awdy, so she ran after hm  He found some
one suddenly pressing something into hus hand, as 1t
hung downr at his sde He stopped and saw the
flowers wluch had been grien him, but even more,
saw the love beaming up from that Little face toward
him  As he stood there trembling, the first thing
that gripped him was the fact that, well, some one
did really love him after all, cven 1if it was only a
Lttle chuld  Then he thought of s own bLittle child
a- homec whose Lfc was darkened, and who was not
having a chance to live becausc of his sin and dis-
sipanton  The tcars streamed down his face and thep
he tookh up Lttle Dot i s amms, crymg out to
God as he did so to forgive lus sin, to make a new
man of him, and to send him back to his home to be
a new father for hus hittle girl

GOD ANSWERED HIS PRAYER

and Dot’s  His lIife was wonderfully transformed,
and until the day of his death, so far as we could
hear, his life was a joy to his loved ones, and he
never went back to the curse of drink

A few years later, God, 1n His great love and wis-
dom, called our little sister home at the age of twelve
ty be with Hm I can stll remember the crowds of
people as they poured 1n and out of the large mission
halt on the day of the funeral They had come from
far and near to d {aiewell to the lLittle life which
had meant so much to them  Many redeemed
drunkards and others testified that afternoon of God
having used her Lfe to draw them urto H'mself.

She was laid to rest i the pines at Keswick where
she had played and prayed during her stay with us.
The men of the Colony lined the grave with ever-
greens, and did cverything possible to shew their
love and grauwde for Dot's nufe

Only a lttle girl, deformed in body and travelling
a pathway of pamm! But oh, how she made Jesus
Christ magnificent 1n her Ife, and how she did de-
monstrate His love and power.

Nor does one need a fine strong physical body, n
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order to manifest Jesus Christ [ have a friend, a
young man who has not walked for more than ten
years—utterly paralysed, except for the very lhmited
use of one hand and lower arm. His whole body 1s

SLOWLY BECOMING PETRIFIED.

He 1s even unable to move his head, and, in fact, if
the pillow were removed his head would not drop
or change 1its posiion. And yet as one enters his
room, one does not seem to be able to think of weak-
ness. The very atmosphere seems to speak of
strength and power. The way that lhfe and face
radiate the magnificence of Jesus Chnst brings hun-
dreds of people to visit him, and he has friends the
world over His life 1s one of ceaseless praise and
prayer, and his favourite hymn s, ‘‘ Every moment
He 1s dearer ”

No, God does not need very much of human
strength, human beauty, or human talent in order
to make Himself manifest to the world and to ac-
comphish great things for His Kingdom, does He?
Burt He must have it all—your five loaves and two
small fishes can never shew His miracle-working power
until He has them entirely 1n His possession

Will you demonstrate His Iife in your body from
now on? You probably won't be conscious of i,
and 1t 1s not for us to watch ourselves demonstrate,
—-but He would have us watch Hin as He demon-
strates His magnificence. Will you watch Him, and
let Him? Your friends will be watching you as you
go out from here, watching you much more closely
than you mught think What are they going to see?
Oh, rather, may I ask Whom are they going to see?

THAT OTHER FOREST FIRE.

Several years ago a forest fire started less than a
mile to the west of Keswick As I looked from the
window of my room and saw that the clouds of smoke
were being carried directly over us by the wund, |
knew 1t would not be long before the fire would
reach our buldings, for we lay right in the path of
the fire I could see flames leaping thirty or more
feet above the tops of the trees, and remembering
how dry the woods and undergrowth were at that
time, due to a prolonged drought, I knew the Lord
alone could save Keswick. As I ran with our men
to meet and fight the fire, I definitely prayed and
turned that whole situation over to Him How I
thanked Him that I had such a sufficient Lord at such
a time of need We took our stand against the fire
and fought hard, but 1t was useless The fire would
cut around us We were forced back to the im-
mediate grounds and I saw thar the wind had carried
sparks far in advance of the main fire and the tall
grass 1n one of our fields was burring 1n half a
dozen places. 1 heard the sickenung sound of the
crackling and roaring of burning timbers and al-
though the smoke was dense I knew that the farm
house with its other buildings just adjoining was
being burned to the ground. As the flames leaped
and roared in the trees before me, it seemed as though
Satan himself was saying, ‘* Well, I've got you this

time, and 1'm going to take your beloved institution
This fire proves that God has no meore use for any-
thing you have here This 1s a different situation
from the other big fire, It 1s no use trusting the
Lord now ' Then I remember so well the thril of
joy which went through my heart as He gave me
the grace and confidence to say, ‘* Lord, Satan never
did have the power You have, and unless You de-
finitely permit 1t, neither he nor this fire will ever
get one of our buldings I will trust You, Lord ™’
I+ was one of the most exhausting experiences, as
calls for help would come from different parts of the
grounds when fire would break out in a new place
Great large flying sparks and burnming embers poured
over the dry roof of our home and the executive
building, but God did not permit any of them to fall
on it The bridge, just 200 feet away caught fire,
but the flames were soon conquered The roof of
the men's mamn bulding caught fire, and also an-
other cottage, but mn each case the Lord had some
one there at the rght time and the fire was quickly
extinguished  Then the mam fire rushed past and
within thirty feet of the men’s building, but to my
joy as I stood by, in spite of the intense heat the
bulding remamned untouched Yes, He's worthy to
be trusted, isn’t He? The following Sunday might,
just as 1 was closing the evening service, a young
man, a neighbour of ours, rose to his feet, and walk-
ing to the front asked if he might say a word This
same young man had been in another town when that

FIRE BROKE OQUT.

When he learned of it and realised his wife and baby
were 1n their home alone and 1n the path of that fire,
he drove his car at ternfic speed and n a frantic
state of mind He drove through the heart of that
fire even as the flames were lapping the road before
him, but he found his wife and babe safely sheltered
in our home *‘* Friends,” he said, *‘ you don’t have
to be saved 1n a church, I was saved one day this
week down in the woods cutting down trees,”’ and,
punting to a man, he added, ‘* There's the man who
was responsible for 1t I watched hus hfe as we
fought that fire last Sunday I had a tree about
half cut down when with my axe suspended in the
aur I stopped and said ‘ Oh God, that 1s the kind of
salvation 1 want,” and I know He saved me nght
there And this 1s what I have been singing ever
since I found it in an old hymn book Wil you
let me read 1t?

[ know He’s mune, this Friend so dear,
He lives with me, He’s ever near,

Ten thousand charms around Him shine,
But best of all, I know He's mine!

““ Doesn’t that sound good,” he added; I know
He’s mine !

Suppose that other person had not lived through
that trial as he did, and had prevented Christ Jesus
and His keeping power from being demonstrated,
what about that young man's life and salvation? Oh,
iz 1s more than a privilege to live a surrendered,
yielded, believing, trusting hfe—it 15 a great respon-
sibility we have before God and for the sake of others
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“ Ye are not your own, for ye are bought with a
price therefore glortfy God m your body "
And now may we be

““ Yea, doubtless, and I count all things but loss [for
the priceless privilege of knowing Christ Jesus, my
Lord] that I may be found in Him, not having mine
own nighteousness which is of the law, [and as filthy
rags to Him] but that which 1s through the faith of
Christ, the nighteousness which 1s of God by faith *’

New Discovery of Bible Manuscripts

OR many years the world has been surprised

by the discovery from tume to time of remains

and documents of great importance in confirm-
ing tne behef that the Bible 1s the Word of Ged,
but recently one of the most astounding discoveries
ever made in this respect was announced in The
Times
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Two pages of the newly discovered papyri,
(By courtesy of ** The Times ™}

All our earliest Enghsh translations of the Bible
and the New Testament were made from the old Latin
versions that were published about A D 384, but be-
sides this, up to the beginning of the nineteenth cen-

N CORRY

tury there were three copies of the Bible m Greek
that were accepted by all scholars

First, there was the Greek manuscript ** A ' called
the Coder Alexandrinus which 1s kept in the Brnitish
Museum (Do not let the word codex worry you.
[t means manuscripts written in quires hke modern
books, and not on rolls, which was the usual form
of literary works until about the fourth century)
This manuscript dates from about the fifth century.
Second, the manuscript ** B ' called the Codex Vati-
canus, hept mn the Vatican at Rome This dates
from the fourth century  Third, the manuseript
‘ N, called the Codex Sinamicus, kept in Leningrad,
Russia It dates from the fourth century, and was
discovered by Tiachendorf in a monastery on Mount
Sinai (hence 1ts name) about A D 1844--1859

Since then many other manuscripts have been
found, such as the Old Synac version, and mn 1906
Mr C L Freer acquired some very old manuscripts
of which the most important was a fifth century copy
of the Gospels now known as Codex “* W,” and kept
ar Washington, I believe

A book rccently published saxd, ** Why have no
complete manuscripts of the Gospels carlier than the
beginming of the fourth century been discovered?

But while this 1s very unfortunate i1t 15 not un-

natural

The gap between the fourth century and the
Apostles was provided with abundant testimony from
the early Fathers, such as Irenzeus, whose works date
from A' D 183, Titan, who wrote about A,D. 170,
Justin, A D 145-150, and many othus, and from
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their writings 1t 1s possible to shew that Luke’s or
John s writings, as well as all the other books of the
New Testament, were known and quoted as authon-
ties even at that early date.

Now a new and astounding discovery has been
made known A group of Greek Biblical papyri has
been acquired by Mr. A. Chester Beatty, and this
collection 15 the most remarkable addition to the
textual matenal of the Greek Bible that has been
made for many a long year. It comprnises 190 leaves
of a Greek manuscript that must have been the pro-
perty of some hbrary of a Christian Church or monas-
tery mm Egypt, and ** the carliest of these manuscripts
can (says The Tumes conespondent, Sir Frederi
Kenyon) be assigned with confidence to the second
century of our era and not to a very late period of
it.”" Most of the manuscripts belong to the third
century

After describing those parts of the manusclipts
which refer to Genesis, Numbers, Deuteronomy,
Esther, Isatah, Jeremial, Ezekwiel, Damecl, and ILe-
clesiastes, Sir Frederic Kenyon goes on to say that
this discovery provides a new phenomenon in Bible
manuscripts  Up to the present time evidence has
jusufied the asseruon that before the fourth century
the four Gospels cannot have been known in a single
rolume since they were writtep on rolls Here how-
cver, 1s a papyrus codex written i a hand that
my opinton (says Sir Frederic) and in that of othe
competent papyrologists cannot be later than the third
century, and may be early m 1t, and it contamns not
only all four Gospels but the Acts as well

The next New Testament manusciipt 1s a codex
which, says the writer, seems to ha'e included all
the Paubine Epistles with the exception of the pas-
toral letters This volume s numbered and must
have consisted of one huge quire of 100 leaves Five
of these contain portions of Romans, and then, after
a gap of 70 leaves (some leaves are mussing), to ac-
count for which 1t seems necessary to suppose that
Hebrews as well as Connthians, Galatians and
Ephesians were included, there follow Philippians
and Colossians (contained in the manuscripts), and
after the missing of a leaf or two, I Thessalonians
These manuscripts cannot be later than the third cen-
tury LEven that much discussed book, the Resela-
tion, 1s represented by 10 leaves belonging to the
later part of the third century, the portwn that s
preserved being from 1x 10 to xvnr 2

This 15 a remarkable discovery which shews that
collections of Chrnistian Scriptures were gathered to-
gether soon after if not during the hfetime of the
Apostles or of their immediate successors, It bridges
the gulf that has for so long existed, and proses many
of the statemcents of the carly Tathers regarding the
books and their order to be not only true mn ther
knowledge but capable of proof

The historical documents of the Bible have by this
discovery, been pushed back a century, and 1in semc
cases two centuries, nearer to the onginal manuscripts

It may seem a long time, but as we look bhack
when we/are actually with Him, st wil be but
brief moment we have waited.

lady to take me back to them with her I never shall
forget the feelin's I felt that day And I loved the
heathen from that day to this

Now we all have our crosses, s'pose 1t 1s best for
us Mine was that we couldn’t give more tw the
heathen I felt we’d give our own children good
schoolin® an’ we ought to begin to help them children
a-settin’ 1n darkness in heathen lands

Though I should have begun before if 1 had my
way about 1t, Abner never felt the way I did on the
rmussionary subject Maybe his mother didn’t put her
hand on his head an’ wish he could go to the heathen

Abner never said a word agin my givin’ to our
church, an’ he always give five pounds a year for the
minister, an’ sometimes, too, when we hadn't a whole
white tablecloth in the house

Sez I, ** The munister cidn’t say we must give a
tenth of the old place, the cow an' thc hens, but

I should hke to try that tenth plan dreadful well

Abner didn’t say nuthin’ for much as two minutes,
then he riz up, turned around, an' took me right into
h:s long, lovin’ arms an’ kissed me Then we both
cried a little out of love an’ sympathy, an’ thankful-
ness 'cause Abner and I thought so much of each
other  When ye begin to give ye begin to love

Then Abner sez, ‘* Mary, ye've been a good wife
to me, an’ as good a mother to the children as ever
hved, an’ I'll let ye have your way this year, seemn’
we han’t gon’ to open the boxes for a year, an’
ef we hain’t got 'nough for the mortgage we’ll take
some of the tenth money.”

After the mimster got through his sermon, sez he
“ Ain’t there ten persons here this morning’ that’ll
