I HAVE no understanding of any Chrstianity that
1s not interested in the national Iife. I am not
saying—indeed, I repudiate the suggestion—that
1t 15 the duty of the Church of God to take part in
what may be called party politics, Whenever the
Church of God, in any branch, has been dragged at
the heels of any political party, she has become
paralysed Her duty 1s not to be led, but to lead |
am sometunes told that the

15 to catch the spint of the age I protest The
duty of the Chnstian minister 1s to correct the spirit
of the age And from that standpomnt I declare that
the Church of God must be interested 1n national
affairs

‘“ The grass withereth, the flower fadeth, but the
word of our God shall stand for ever '’ So said the
Prophet Isaiah to the nation of lns day Is that true
nationaily? Have we, as a nation, outgrown the
Bible? Increasingly, during the iast thirty or forty
yvears, our national attitude towards the Bible has
been largely that of treating 1t as something that
we have outgrown In my boyhood days there was
being conducted a defimte propaganda of hostility
towards Christianity and towards the Bible Every
Sunday speakers were sent out to address men and
women, and the halls used to be crowded That day
has gone, but I fee! that for a generation or more,
the national attitude has been that of lookirg on the
Bible as something we have outgrown Someone will
say, ‘“ You make that declaration, but how do you
account for 1t?"” It 1s not my busmness to account
for 1t. It has been, and still 1s being, dogmatically
asserted 1 certain academic quarters that we have
outgrown the Bible in certain ways It 1s being sad,
without the shightest apology, that we have outgrown
the Bible scientifically, and that we have outgrown it
philosophically  And 1t 15 also being said, not outside
the Church only, but inside, that we have outgrown
¢t theologically

These things are being affirmed, and that ubiquitous

person, ‘' the man in the street,”’ as we call him, with
his wonderful faculty of thinking over what his
teachers say, and applying their teaching a lttle
farther than it should be applied, 1s saying, ‘‘ If we
‘have outgrown the Bible scientifically and philosophic-
ally, and if we have also outgrown the Bible theo-
logically, really we must have outgrown 1t altogether””,
and he dismisses it He respects 1t because i1t was
his father’s, his mother's book, but for practical
purposes he puts 1t on one side as something that the
nation has outgrown This has gone on for a genera-
tion now I want to discuss these three points as to
whether we really have outgrown the Bible scentifi-
ally, philosophically, or theologically

Let me, first of all, say to you young people that
when these things are affirmed, by whomsoever
they may be affirmed, do not believe 1n them
simply because someone says these things are so 1t
15 up to you to investgate these things for yourselves
before you accept any dogmatic assertion, however
unan,mous the assertion may seem to be  Unanimity
has never proved anything. And if there appears to
be a unamimous opinion abroad mn the scientific and
philosophic world just now—I will not say a unanimous
opimon 1n the theological world—I beg you young
folk not to accept i1t simply because someone, .t may
be your professor in the science class, tells you to
believe 1t The most pernicious thing I know in the
intellectual world 1s

A SECOND-HAND AGNOSTICISM.

If you have a first-hand agnostictsm, 1f you are really
facing tellectual problems, I would stand by you
I would be patient with you as you face those
problems, and as you attempt to find a solution for
them according to truth

More than forty years ago a man went into the
vestry of the Metropolitan Tabernacle, after C H
Spurgeon had been preaching, and, shaking hands
with the great preacher, he said, ** I have greatly
enjoyed your eloquence, but you know, Mr Spurgeon,
1 am an agnostic”” And the record has 1t, and 1
think the tradition 15 a true one, that Mr Spurgeon

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“looked at the man and said, ** What did you say?
Well—let me see—my Greek may be a little rusty.
An agnostic? Let me think—oh, yes, I know I
believe the Latin equivalent 15 ignoramus '’ Agnos-
ticasm can never be the final resting-place of a strong
intellectuality No man can sit down and say, *‘1
do not know,'" and be intellectually satisfied

Let me touch upon the first, because it 1s the one
that receives most dogmatic asseruon, and apparently,
most unammous agreement—that we have ourgrown
the Bible scientifically There are two principles I
would Lke to lay down The first 1s Draw a clear
distinction between the ascertaned facts of science
and the unproved hypotheses of mvestigators  Hy-
potheses are perfectly permissible on their way to the
discovery of facts, but, while permissible, they are
not to be accepted as firal facts untl they are proven
The other thing I would ask you to do 15 to draw «
clear distinction belween what your Bible says and
what some people say 1t says It 1s not always the
same thing If you

START YOUR INVESTIGATIONS

on those lhines, I shall have no anxiety as to the 1ssue
I say this after forty-one years’ study of the Bible.
There are no discrepancles whatever between the as-
certained facts of science and those things that the
Bible really says

In the Bible we have a moral conception which has
created the great civilizations of the past two thou-
sand years In the Bible we have a conception of
God which has created all the philanthroples that are
at work in the world to-day  In the Bible we have
a conception of man which has created in the human
mind a discontent with false conditions of life, which
discontent has been the inspiratror of all reforms In
the Bible we have the declaration that the God of the
universe has made a way by which derelict humanity
may be re-born  In short, 1n the Bible we have the
Biblical conception of morality, the Biblical interpre-
tation of God, the Biblical mrerpretation of man, and
the Gospel These are things of national value, and
if we lose any of them. we lose the real secret of our
strength

First, in the Bible we have the conception of morahty
which has 1ssucd in the great civilizations of the past
two thousand years The world has never yet seen
a real cmalization  That will only come when the
kingdom of God cotnes in all its perfection I speak
of einilizavion as that order of Life 1n which the hughest
good of the highest number 1s realized Let me refer
you to the ancient Athenian civibzation I would Itke
to guve you the figures of Athenaeus At the census
of Demetrius, he said that in Athens there were about
21,000 citizens, free citizens, hving on the sunlit slopes
of the city, bashing amd its flowers, discussing its
philosophies, entering into

by day and by mght, and having no need to toll—
fiee and emancipated He says that at the same time
there were 1n restdence, sharmg m the hfe and glory
of Atnens, 10,000 students And, listen! there were
also 400,000 slaves sweating, toiling, bleeding, rotting
dy g, to make possible the lfe of the 20,000 citizens !
In thus our day, en:ibzation has come to mean that

order of life m which the highest good of the highest
number may be realized We are all seemng that, and
moving towards 1t, Well, that 1s the direct outcome
of all that you find 1n thus Book

Let me mentaily push you back through the years
to July, 1914. You see where I want to put you for
a moment—behmd the war I would ask you to gt
back to the mentality of that period, and I would asl
you to pomnt to three countries where this deal ot
avilization had reached its highest levels No onc
could deny that civibization had reached its Inghest
level in Greatr Britam, the United States, and Germany
And that civilization resulted from the reception ol
thts Book by the people, and from the fact that this
literature had been given to the people in their own
tongue  When I went to school, we were tauglt
history, and 1t consisted chiefly in learning the dates
on which batties were fought and lost, or won, dotcs
on which kings sat on the throne, and dates when,
by the goodness of God, they died The history ot
a country 15 the history of its people, and the history
of a people 15 the listory of the thinking of a puople

MOPRALITY ROOTED IN RELIGION

When John Wyclif gave the Bible to England, he
translated 1t, not from the orygnal, but from the
Vulgate How many of you know John Wychf’s m-
troduction to his Bible? It 1s in the British Muscun:
Sixty years ago, or thereabouts, Abraham Lincoln
told the American people that the true ideal of hic
was government of the people, by the people, foi the
people~—under God The interesting thing s that
Abraham Lincoln was not the composer of that re-
vealing phrase You will find 1t in the introduction
of John Wychf’s Bible, and Lincoln knew Wiyclf’s
introduction

On you go agamn until you come to Tyndale, When
his work was completed, the printing press came,
and England began to read A new conception of
Iife dawned for her What abour Germany? And
when you talk and think about Germany, do not
always think about her war lords—thimk of Marun
Luther Her greatness came when she got the Bible
m her own tongue ‘' But what about her failure®”’
someone says It 1s time we stopped flinging stones
We are all going that way Germany deliberately,
by her philosophy, turned her back upon this Book

The Bible stands from beginning to end for this as
an ethical conception—that morahty 1s rooted n
religion; that there are no sanctions sufficiently
powerful to compel, or impel, right behaviour between
man and man, except the sanctions that come when
all men are right with God You can make no laws
that will secure the well-being of humanity, save as
you derive them from the God who understands
humamty And, further, you can enforce no laws you
make until yoa have

CAPTURED THE HUMAN HEART

and the human mind and the human will, and st
them 1n nght relationstup to the God of faw, who 15
the God of love

In the Bible we have a conception of God wlich
has created the great philanthropies which are at woik
in the world to-day I am convinced myself that
philanthropy results from the God revealed in this
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Iiterature, those institutions that are awempung to
care for the unfit and the derelict, the mentally de-
ficient, and the crippled children, all those nstitutions
that deny that the survival of the fittest 1s the last
word Centrally, you sce God at Calvary You see
Christ 1dentifying Himself with human sorrow and
with human sin, You see Him out upon the lughway,
where are the halt und the lame and the blnd—
physically, mentally and spintually  Go back 1n
thought to the war years agamn, although 1t 15 afmost
Iike opening wounds to do so  There we saw scrence
pressed into service for the munlation and the de-
struction of human life, by the manufacture of high
explosines and porson gas  But we saw something
clse ir France and Flanders and the other war areas
We saw doctors, nurses, stretcher-bcarers  And we
saw the sign of the Red Cross 1 am afraid se are
forgetting that that which created the passion for
phifanthropy was the revelation of God that came to
men at Caivary And if we lose that, then the springs
of our compassion will dry up Men saw God at
Calory, amd then they turned round 1o try to heip
their fellow-men

Agun n the Bible, we have a conccption of man

which, 1 submit to you, has created in the human
mmd a discontent with false condstions of Iife  Let

me put it negatively The Bible denies absolutely
that man 1s the last result of an upward process from
shme  You cannot hold your Bible in your hand and
believe that man came in any other way than by
a direct Divine action Read agam your history, and
what you call your great reforms have all sprung out
of that conception Every baby born should have
the opportunity of realizing the meaning of its Lfe
according to the Divine intention, and, blessed be God,
by the side of that child God has placed His abun-
dant grace, and every child can, by grace, realize its
own destiny

Finally, there 1s 1n the Bible a Gospel The Bible
declares that there 1s a way by which men ard women
can be re-born  In other words, the Bible contains
a Gospel that works What are you going to do with
your moral and spiritual derelicts and lepers, without
such a Gospel®> Wherever this Gospel has been
preached, wherever men and women have been brought
face to face with the Christ of this Gospel, yielding
their lives to Him they have been changed

By its fruits must the tree be judged

I urge you, as members of the one Church, and as
professed belicvers, to stand by the Book for the sake
of the nation, for 1if we lose this Book, no army, and
ro navy, and no body of polticians, can save us

covered both our physical and our spintual sight
Christians are not all equally informed, Some know
more of Christ and His ways than others do  Christ

15 a wouderful and many-sided Person, and few know
Hum very well, while most of us know Him but Iittle
We can understand why there are so many Chnisoan
churches and denomimmations when we remember that
people are of different educational ages and sizes
But there 1s always a first sight of Christ that all
believers get  In one sense we are all born blind,
and when for the first ume we behold our Benefactor
with a new faculty-—spintual sight—we hnow onc
thingr, that whereas we were bhind to the spintual
world we have now seen 1t with the eyve of faith  The

eyes that were filled with darkness then become fuill
of tears

We all know, too, that there was a blessing m that
first sight of the Saviour and that there 15 a bless-
g :n continwng to loek upon Him  Those were
perutent  tears and that was a hght-giving vision
There was a relief that blessed the soul with peace
as our sins were forgiven and there was the dawning
of new hope and purpose as we were quickened in
spirit by the touch of Christ’s smile  'We look back
upon that first experience and wonder that we ever
looked away from the source of so much joy Why
have we gone on so long mn ignorance of the further
things that Jesus has wished to tell us and with so
ittle of the happiness that always comes with gazing
upon Him?

Is 1t not because we have made the mistake of the
risuse of sight? We have looked away from Jesus
upon surrounding circumstances, as Peter looked up-
on the waves of the sca We have looked at others,
as those who wanted to stand well with people did
m Chrst’s day We have been occupted i trymg
to see good mn ourselves, as that young man did
when he ran to Christ to find what good thing he
might do to .nherit eternal Life | ke him, we have
been sortowfully disappointed in Christiamuty because
we have sought 1t in our efforts and v self-improve-
ment  Occupied with things and others and self,
we have forgotten to look at Jesus as He 1s set forth

all good So He has been a long time with us, but
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we have failed to obtain that knowledge of Him
which 15 ife and the development of life.

WHY TARRY?

GOOD deal has been heard about the ““harm”™
A supposed to be done by encouraging young

Christians to * tarry until ye be endued
witll power from on high” (Luke xxav 49) Those
who object to the suggestion or rather command to
tarry, have thie idea that as soon as we are converted
we can receive the baptism of the Holy Spirit by
faith  There may be cases, but few indeed are they,
where believers have been baptised by the Holy Spirt
almost immedhately after thewr conversion But the
usual course of Christian experience 1s pictured 1n
the history of the first disciples of our Lord  Furstly,
they were awakened

TO SEE THEIR CONDITION

and their need, and they came to Chnst and gave
in their allegiance to Him  Then they followed Him,
worked for Him, believed in Him—yet how unlike
Him they were  Seeking to be set up one above the
other, running away from the cross, misunderstand-
ing His mission and His words, forsaking their Lord
m time of daprger—they ‘‘ knew Chrnist after the
flesh ** Then came Pentecost, and Jesus became the
indwellng Christ to them

All believers who know their Bibles are well aware
of the diffcrence between the early disciples before
Pentecost and atter What made the difference® The
power they received from on high They were com-
manded ‘‘that they should not depart from Jerusalem,
but wait for the promise of the Father '’ (Acts 1 4)

What f the disciples had pot tarried as com-
manded? They would not have received the blessing,
but would have gone on in their own strength, which
as in their past, would have meant utter failure

Some might say, ‘‘True, they [the disciples] nceded
to tarry, for the Holy Ghost had not then been given,
because Jesus had not been glorfied, but Christians
to-day ha.c no need to tarry at all, but just receive
by faith the blessing ’*

ROGERS

It 1s contended by some who object to tarrying
being encouraged, that there 1s a danger of believers
relymg on feelings and experiences and signs, which
lead moany astray, some getting false experiences,
mnstead of

THE REAL EXPERIENCE

of recewing the Holy Sputt  Also that some wait
and wait, yet finally do not receive and thus are
discouraged.

Because of the above possibilities 1t 15 contended
that 1t 1s wrong to encourage any to tarry. May I
say 1n passing that it 1s also possible for those who
say that they receive the experience by faith, without
any tarrying, also to be deceived and led astray,

Many such abound everywhere, who think they
have been baptised, and arc very self-righteous in
consequence

There 158 a wise reason why the Loed said “Tarry”
to His disciples, not merely because the Pentecostal
age had not started, but because the disciples needed
to think and pray oser their past and future, as well
as recerve something from God

The disciples would have been wasting time if they
were just warting for the day of Pentecost to come
Note the definiteness of the command that the dis-
ciples receved  ‘‘And bemng assembled together with
them, commanded them that they should not depart
from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the
Father’ (Acts 1 4)

The disciples, being human, might easily have felt
hike leaving the place where they were assembled, to
return in time for the Pentecostal outpouring But
no, the command was ** Tarry """ and tarry they did
Their human impatience so often manifested when
they were with Chr.st must be overcome—'‘ tarry '’
yes, they must tarry, they needed to tarry

The command and their need resulted
obedience, and consequent blessing

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# And when the day of Pentecost was fully come,
they were all with one accord m ane place ”’ {Acts
1. 1)  Ths 15 wonderful—note ¢ they were all with
one accord ”’ This was not so before they tarned,
because they had guarrelled among themselves as to
who should be the greatest, and had given many ex-
hibttions of discord rather than accord May 1 ask
the questton, Why does God the Holy Ghost make
mention that when *‘ they were all with one accord
in one place,’” then  suddenly there came a sound
from heaven as of a rushing mghty wmnd, and 1t
filled all the house where they were sitting And

Undoubtedly the days of tarrying were days of
humiliatron and of confession, with strong prayers to

1s glorified in your hife—that 15, you must desire above
everything else to live only and always for the glory

Prayer Needed.

THERE 1s need everywhere for
prayer The need for prayer 1s
obvious 1f we are to get the supply
of our reed But we must not
only talk about the mneed for
prayer—we must pray We must
give ourselves to prayer  When
man prays God blesses Prayer
lays the raillway track. Along this
track God sends His tramload of
supplies But how shall we pray?
Shall we pray according to the
stight of our eyes® Yes, some-
times that which we see with our
eyes gives us sufficient ground for
earnest prayer Yet armdst it all
we need to remember that God’s
thoughts are frequently far higher
and wider than our thoughts.
Therefore we need to pray accord-
mg to the will of God But how
shall we pray according to the will
of God? To pray according to the
will of God we must discover His
will  Can we discover 1t?

There 1s a scripture which an-
swers the question

“ Likewise the Spint also
helpeth our infirmities for we
know not what we should pray
for as we ought but the Spurit
Himself maketh intercession for
us with groamings which cannot
be uttered And He that
searcheth the hearts knoweth
what 1s the mund of the Spirit,
because He maketh intercession
1or the saints according to the
mll of God " (Rom v 28, 27)

Thus .we see the Holy Spirit 1s
willing to reveal the will of God
within us, and make intercession
through us according to His will
Prayer ;s needed—but 1t 1s Holy
Ghost prayer Praying in the Holy
Ghost 15 a spintual exercise far
greater than praying m the realm
of natural desire. Holy Ghost
praying 1s always answered It 1s
this prayer we need How impor-
tant then that we do not grieve and
quench the Holy Spint

God or Disaster.

A WRITER has called our atten-
tion to the fact that in the marches
of the children of Israel they were
often shut up entirely to God The
only alternative was disaster At
Pi-hahiroth either a miracle by God
would make a passage through the
Red Sea or they must become
slaves once more to the Egyptians
At Marah either a muracle by God
must turn the bitter waters 1nto
sweet, or else madness and death
must ensue through thirst At the
time of the crossing of Jordan
either the miraculous dividing of
that river must be granted by God,
or there must be obvious failure
to enter the land as God had
promised YetGod’s promusesnever
failed When the only alternative
to disaster and defeat was the direct
working of God, failure never
came, for God never falled Many
of us come to the critical moment
when we have to say, H God
does not help me, all will be lost.
We feel ourselves to be 1n a maze
of perplexaity The positton appears
nopeless It 15 God—or disaster
George Muller with his 2,000
orphans was n that position again
and again  Either God must inter-
vene In the provision of funds and
food, or the children would have
to be sent away and the homes
closed, and the testimony to a
prayer-hearmg God destroyed God
God must work or I But God
never fajled Israel or Muller
Neither wil He fail us The ex-
trermity of man 1s God’s oppor-
tunity  ** Let go—and let God,”
are words which have brought rest
to many a heart Instead of
struggling, worrying, weeping, just
‘“ Let go—and let God ' 'We may
be 1n a maze, but God never is

Saying “ Amen.”

I Cornthians xiv It is verse 16
1t lays down the principle that our

services shall be orderly and
spiritually snteligent  Part of the
verse reads, °° How shall he that

occupreth the room of the unlearncd
say Amen at thy giving ol
thanks® ’’  Among other things
this verse reveals that in publn
services we should bhe 1n a position
0 say Amen to the one who at the
moment 1s leading the meeting

But the other day we were in «
prayer meeting, and a brother wa-
praying 1n a fauly strong vorwce
Yet we could not say Amen, for we
could not hear what he was say-
mg ' We could hear what others
around him were saying  But then
sayings, which were sumply urter-
ances of personal worship, were so
loud that the voice of the one whn
was really leading the meeting was
indistingwshable

Loud praises are all right 1n their
place, but in prayer meetings as
well as in Gospel services when one
15 leading, either 1n prayer or
preaching, our exclamations should
be so modified that the attention of
the meeting s not distracted, and
all are in a position to say Amen
intelligently to the words that are
being urtrered

dignation  'Why should this stranger come 1in

among them and start his preaching to the
natives? What good was religion to mggers anyhow,
and didn't everybody know that when a black man
gets religion he loses his respect, and 1s spoiled as
a workman?

They were all religious people, and attended
quarterly commumon with the utmost regulanty
Their farms were far apart, but the news soon spread
from one to another that the man who had acquired
the M G farm was a fanatic, He was actually hold-
ing meetings for natives, and telling them that

GOD LOVED TH™M

What folly! Soon they would have no miggers to
plough their lands, and the black man would go
round hymn-singing and dressed in a starched collar,
instead of munding his own busmess and gettung on
with s work

Thus with a most intense religious zeal the sur-
rounding farmers set to work to oppose the new comer
in every possible way

They belittled him before the natives They refused
to allow their work-people to attend his meetings
They insulted him and denied him the most common
ctvilities

Meanwhile a new wision rose before the poor,
neglected black folk They had so long been told
that they were inferiors and dogs that they had begun
to believe 1t Hope and self-respect had died, and
they lived 1n an atmosphere of stifled hatred or
despair

Now, however, they found that somebody loved
them, cared for them, weicomed them, prayed for
their sick, and comforted the sad

In spite of opposition the meetings grew in numbers
and 1n power, until Sunday by Sunday big crowds of
black folk found their way to M G farm from many
miles around

One farmer was specially stirred by this sight, He
had hoped that his ridicule and contempt would hinder
the work of evangelizing the natives, but evidently
it was having the very opposite effect

EARLY ON SUNDAY MORNING

the groups of blanket-clad natives would begin to
cross s farm, by the road leading to the M G,
meetings Many of them had evidently come long
distances on horseback, being dusty and travel-stained

Then. nearer the time for meeting, came others
Girls singing the songs of Zion, mothers with babies
on their backs, little naked children, trooping across
his lands to the meetings

The road was a public one, and he had no rnight to
interfere with those who used 1it, but the smouldering
fires of indignation broke out in occasional acts of
viclence

He would harness his cart, and dash wildly along
the dusty road, scattering to each side the natives
who were trooping to meeting; and then, because

THE whole neighbourhood was boiling with 1n-

they stepped on to his pastures to avoid the cart, he
would attack them for it

The neighbours were all highly pleased with this
man’s attitude Ewidently he was anxious to support
his church, and was the enemy of every other faith
They did not realize that his wild, brutal actions were
a disgrace to any church,

At last things reached a cnisis

As some girls were making therr way to service,
one Sunday morning, he jumped on his horse, and
rushed after one with a sjambok, thrashing her un-
mercifully, and laying open a great wound in her
bare arm

Others had been kicked and thrashed from time to
time but this was terrible, and the next thing would
be murder,

The natives had made up therr minds that they
would not relinquish their meetings at any cost
Someone cared for them Someone had brought them
the news of eterna! Iife through the Lord Jesus Chrnist

This was
WORTH SUFFERING FOR.

Yet they flocked 1n dismay to their friend on M G
farm, and asked mm if he would not interfere, and
take the matter to the courts

Very wisely he replied, *“ No! The marter 1s 1n
your own hands Return blessing for cursing, love
for hatred, gentleness for brutality, and honesty for
unfairness Don’t only talk Christianity, but lrve 1t

Much prayer went up to God, that He would under-
take for these persecuted, downtrodden black saints

Then suddenly their opportunity came, and God sent
them deliverance under the most dramauc circum-
stances

The natives were sitting in service one day, whep
they were attracted by volumes of smoke in the
distance

The country was on fire and the flames rolled rapidly
in the direction of the crops and farm of the man
who had done them so much harm

Without a moment’s hesitation they hurried from
the meeting and dipping sacks in the stream, they
leapt into their saddles

The farmer was in despair, A brisk wind was
carrying the roaring conflagration every moment
nearer, and soon his place would be ablaze

Just when everything seemed lost, and he walked
away 1n sickenung grief, the tide turned

A wild cavalcade rushed up the rise The black
Christians flung themselves from thewr horses and at-
tacked the fire with desperate earnestness, beating
out the flames with their wet sacks

For a moment the 1ssue seemed doubtful. Several
of the natives were scorched, and most of rthem almost

BLINDED BY THE SMOKE,

but they were fighting for more than the farm and
the crops  They were fighting the fire for Jesus’ sake,
and to return good for evil
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At last their efforts began to succeed, and little by
little the long line of flames was mastered  The
menacing black Line of scorched grass had reached
within fifteen feet of the farm buildings, however,
hefore 1t was finally under control

No sooner was their work done than the black
Christians, without warung for thanks or reward,
mourted their horses once more, and, flinging away
the tattered remnants of therr sacks, raced back to
M G farm, to conunue the meeting which had been
interrupted

That afternoon the mvissionary received a visitor,
who had not graced M G, farm with his presence
before

Striking Conversions

It was the persecutor of the natives, the bigoted
zealot who had done so much harm

It was hard for him to speak, for he was covered
with shame and confusion. He managed, however
10 say, ~ You fellows have saved mne from ruin and
despair I've come to apologize for my past folly
Henceforth if you need any help, or if there’'s any-
thing I can do to prove my friendship, you can count
on me '’

It was no idle boast, for many years have passed
since then, and to-day the mussionary’s best tfriends
and helpers in his work for the salvaton of the
nagves are the neighbouring farmers near the M G
farm

Eastern prisons or gaols of the early
centuries of our era were never nice
places and this Philippian prison was
ne exception Plense  dissociate  this
prison from any DLnglish one, the ex-
terier or mnterior of which you mny have
seen I once visited one of these old
pri~ons n Constantinople, and even
though 1n a2 rumous condition and not
used for years, the memory haunts me
to this day Through the seven-towered
auter courr we walked the rank grass
impeding our steps and the walls stll
bearing the marks of chains and the in-
scriphons made by those rmprigoned
here {one, by the way, was 1n Ol
Loghsh) Then we pnssed aleng a dark
passoge, the l‘ght soon faded out, md
a priratin torch was substituted  The
ar became damp, hot, and pesnlentnl
Bats flew from therr hanging places aad
the squeak of rats was far from pleasant
My guwde checled my steps and at my
feet I pocred dowa .nto the depths of
a foul-smelling well The central prison,
i complete darkness without a window
or crack .1 the stone work, seemed to
reach high above my head It was cir-
culir, built round the cenire well and
around us siudes were the remaws of
the wooden cells that circled 1ts wall
The wood was black and rotten with
age, and those steps thar remained failed
to bear any weight Here 1 was told
the tragic story of Sultans of Turkey
who had finished their career of pomp
at the hangman’s hand or the assassin’s
knife, and whose bodies were simply
tumbiea into the cenire pit to be carried
to the sea by the stream that flowed be-
neath I rather fancy I ran out of that
piace!

Paul and Silns were beaten with rads,
many stripes were Imd upon them, therr
lacerated himbs panful and bleeding (ver
33) were then made fast in the stocks
and they were confined in the inner
prison  Light was excluded, the hea:
and the foulness of the wir must have
added to their torture DPlease do not
think of the old Lnglish stochs when
you read of these, they were far worse,
for the arms, legs and even the nechs

were so confined and stretched that no
paru of their body rmught rest upon sup-
pert  Ongen endured such torture for
many days

Then at mudmght there was a change
I do not think Silas began to complain,
but it must have seemed strange that
Paul’s vision should land them m such a
mess  If anyore got us such a beatng,
and fastened 1n such a place, 1 rather
imagine we would doubt the vision, or
call the man of Macedonia into queznon!
But they sang and prayed, and then
things happencd, while all the prisoners
were listening  Earthquakes are nasty
things, they make you feel so utterly
helplezs It 1s not you that move only,
but the things that always seemed so
substantiil, even the very ground be-
neath your feet View this mow from
the gacler’s standpoint

His Character (verses 22, 24)

Having recenned a command to keep
the priscners safe, he proceeds to eae-
cute his orders i the harshest manner
possible  The millh of human kmdness
d.d not exist un thus man’s soul A Living
brute, he seemed to glory in punishing
those placed m his charge

His Condetign (verses 27, 28)

Roman Jaw claimed the Iife of any of
its servants wiho allowed a prisoner to
escape {see Acts xn 18 19 and ~xxvn
42, 43)  Fur this reason this man was
ready to end s Life He had reached
the place where many seem to fail 1n our
own day, they tlunk things have gone =o
far that suicide 1s the only way out

His Conviciion (verze 29)

The expression, ** He came (remb-
lng,”” seems to suggest that such was
his condrtton wher he came .nto the
prison, but that 1s not the case The
Iiteral meaning 1s that when he came
t+ the apostles ** he became trembling
It was the same experience that Felix
had later when under the conviction of
the Holy Spirat (Aets amwv 25} The
Holy Ghost was dealing with the man

His Cry, " S.urs, what must I do to be
saved? " 1s one of the great sighs of
the human heart Life and eternal lde
seem to be a matter of doing, but the
greatest reply ever given, ‘' Believe on
the Lord Jesus Chnist, and theu shalt
bae saved, and thy house,” 1s 1ts com-
plete answer

His Contrition (verses 32, 33)

True repentance will be always mam
fest, and the brute who with savage lust
had pled on the stripes, now with the
care of a woman washed their stripes
