friends 1n the city of Dundee after 3,000 citizens
had been led to rejoice mn the Full Gospel in the Caird
Hall, the steadily deepening power of the Revival has

ing in the heat of ** flamimng June’ There, hours
before opening of the doors, were to be found long
lines of Dundee’s typical citizens, many of whom have
been long out of employment, nevertheless standing
with countenances radiant because of ‘‘ joy bells
ringing m their hearts '’ One of the local munisters
who held aloof from the field ripening unto harvest,
and heard only the happy songs of the reapers as
from a distance, comforted his 1lk 1n reference to their
own becalmed position with the reflection, ¢ It will
soon blow over.'”

POWER IN SERVICE.

We are therefore taught by Scripture to thmnk about
the grace of faith and the gift of farth. George Muller,
a great servant of God, who exhibited both these
forms of faith in his hfe, also recogmzed the difterence
between them

It will help us f we do the same In the three
mamn divisioins that we use in this Talk the reader
will notice that the first two divisions concern the
grace of faith and the last one concerns the g:ft ot
faith  This contrast helps to clearness

1 The first form of the grace of farth ts that which
rests upon the general pronuses of Scripture

For instance, 1n Romans vin 28 we read ‘' And
we know that alt things work together for good to
them that love God ”’ Here we have a general promise
from God Resting on that promise we have faith
to believe that in some way or other every jot and
tittle of every circumstance w.ll be overruled for good
Thus, no matter what may arnise, we know that in
some way or other it will be used by God for the
discipline of our soul and the progress of our lLife

Agam, we have the promise from Christ, recorded
i Hebrews xm., 5 ‘1 will never leave thee, nor
forsake thee,”” Having faith in such a promise we
are able to trust during the darkest mght, for no
darkness can destroy the promuse of the Lord to His
own Yet again we have

THE PROMISE IN MATTHEW XVIIL. 20,

* For where two or three are gathered together in
my name, there am I in the midst of them” De-
pending or this promse we gather together 1n the
Lord’s name, and know that He 1s in the oudst of
us We do not ask for His presence Faith 1ecog-
nizes 1t because He promsed

The ordinary hfe of the wvictorious Chnstian finds
its rest in the queer confidence that these gencral
promuses from God in Scripture can be absolutely
rehed upon

See how this form of the grace of faith was set forth
in the hfe of Miss Amy Carmichael of India, whose
faith work 1s so widely known

When the Great War of 1914 broke out the needs

of Miss Carmichael’s work were great  Supplies were
threatencd and the rate of exchange greatly lessened
the value of that which was sent In the homeland
the supporters of this India work were at first badly
hit The Indian natives pressed round M:ss Carmichael
asking her what she would do® How would the
nurseries be sustaned? DBut to all these questions
Miss Carmichael answered ° We have God, wars
in the world make no difference to God ~~ Thus Miss
Carmichael comforted herself and others What was
the ground of this comfort® It was the general teach-
ing of Scripture that God could always be relied upon.
That in some way or other the Lord would always
provide for those who sought first the kingdom of
God This was the grace of faith exhibted by Miss
Carmichael 1in which she depended upon the writien
promuses of God

2 The second form of the grace of fuith 1s thal whick
anses through the spoken promses of God.
For instance, when Paul was sailing to Rome and
his ship was

THREATENED WITH SHIPWRECK,

there was no wriften promuse in the Scriptures telling
lum that he and all i the ship would be saved. But
God gave him a spoken promise In the midst of the
storm the angel of God said to him ‘' Fear not,
Paul, thou must be brought before Czsar and, lo,
God hath given thee all them that sail with thee.’”
Immediately Paul’s fears all passed away and he said
to the others ‘'* Wherefore, sics, be of good cheer:
for I believe God, that 1t shall be even as it was told
me ' On what did Paul depend at that time? On
the wriffen word® No'—but on the spoken word.

When Abraham believed God and it was counted
unto him for righteousness, he also beleved mn the
spoken word of God

It was the same with Ananus, The Lord spoke to
Ananias, saying, ““Arise, and go into the street which
15 called Straight, and ingure in the house of Judas
for one called Saul, of Tarsus for, behold, he
prayeth ’ (Acts 1w 11)  Anamas acted upon the
spoken word of God, and, of course, found as God
had said

One day she was looking out upon a fair field.
Somehow she was attracted by the land, and

clearly spoke to her and said  ** Ask for that piece of
land At first she hesitated  She said, ** But, Lord,
we do not want 1t She had never before asked for
an unwanted thing, and so she hesitated But again
the word of the Lord came to her clearly, * Ask.”
She knew God had spoken, so she asked, knowing
that she would receive Need 1t be said that that
field at last beautifully fitted 1n with the extensions
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of Miss Carmichael’s work. On what did this Indean
worker rely? Was 1t the wnitten word of God? No!
—it was the spoken word. Thus she exhibited the
grace of fa:ith in the spoken word of God,

So far we have only dealt with the grace of faith.
Such faith 1s simply reliance upon the written or
spoken word of God But now we are to pass on to
our third diviston, which brings us to the heart of
this present Talk—

THE GIFT OF FAITH,

3 The gift of faith 1s the conviction from God arsing
with absolute certamnty in the spint of man that
a certam thing will be done, and 3t 15 done

Think of Peter and John on the way to the Temple
‘The lame beggar lay there before them m pathetic
helplessness There was no wrnitten or spoken word
of God to say to Peter and John that this crippled
man would be healed But as they looked on jum
the conviction arose m their hearts that 1t was God's
will to heal him then and there So with the absolute
conviction that it would be so, they commanded him
to nise up and walk  He thereupon rose up and
walked That was the exercise of the gitf of faith

Think agam of Paul He came mto the Isie of
Paphos He was opposed by a sorcerer named Bar-
jesus  Paul told hum that he would go blind for a
season, and he went blind Now the Apostle had no
written or spoken word of God to tell him that Bar-
jesus would go blind But he was given a special
fillmg of the Holy Sprrit, and with that filing came the
conviction that this opposer of the fa:th would be
bhnded by the power of God  And he was That was
the exercise of the gift of faith  See Acts xin 6-12

Paul also exercised the gift of faith in casting the
demon out of the demon-possessed girl. Sce Acts
v 18.

On occasions 1t would seem thar

exhibited the gifi as well as the grace of faith Times
were difficult It had beer suggested they should
retrench A new worker oftered, but 1t would mean
another £100 mmmediately  What should they do?
The worker was switable, but the funds were low
So they had a prayer meetng During that meeting
the convictron arose that the acceptance of the workes
was nght and all would be well Theie was no
written or spoken word of God, but jusz the con-
victton 1n the heart The time when this decision
was reached was June 24th, 1919 The morney recded
for the worker was £100 On July 12th a leties
arrwved from England saying, Thee weeks ago 1 sent
a cheque value £100 to the Manager of the Bank of
Madras to be placed to the credit of the Dohnavur
Nurseries account, which kindly use for the need of
the moment '’ Three weeks before was June 22nd
Thus twe days before the conviction of faith arese ia
the heart that all would be well, the money had been
sent

Many more Mustrations could be taken to illustiate
the gift of faith  But two from Dr Torrey’s life will
suffice  His illustrations are helpful because they not
only show the use of the gift of faith, but alse show

that he understood he could not use this gift unless
God stirred 1t up, He says:

** In my first pastorate we had a day of fasung and
prayer  During the morning meeting as we waie

pray.ng
GOD LED ME TQ PRAY

that one of the most unlkely men in the town mught
be saved that mght He had led a wild, roaming
Life, few n his famuly were Chnstians; but as we
kneli m prayer that morning God put a great burden
on my heart for that man’s salvaton, and 1 prayed
that he might come to the meeting and be saved that
night  And as | prayed God gave me a greal con-
fidence that he would come and be saved to-might
And come he did that mght, and saved he was thot
mght There was not a man in that whole town who
was more unlikely to be saved than he "

The other illustranon of Dr Torrey’s 1s along the
line of exercising the gift of faith in connection with
Divine healing, He says

‘“ There was a young dentist m my congregatioun
whose father was 2 membper of our church, This
dentist was taken very il with typhoid fever, he went
down to the very gates of deatl 1 went down to
see um and found him unconscious, and the doctor
said to me, * He cannot live  The crisis 1s past afl
1z has turned the wiong way There 15 no possibility
of his recovery ' 1 knelt down to pray, and as I
prored a great confidence came mmto my heart, an
absotutely unshakeable confidence that God had
heard my prayer and that that man was to be rarcd
up As 1 got up from my knecs I said to

‘Ebbe will get well He will not die at this time '
The doctor smiled and sawd, ‘ That 1s all nght, Mr
Torrey, from your standpoint, but he cannoc Ine
He wil die ' 1 replied, * Doctor, that 1s all right
from your standpoint, but he cannot die . he will Tive '
I wear to my home  Nor long after word was brought
to me that the young man was indeed dying
They told me what he was doing, and said thar no
one ever did that encept just when they were dying
| calmly repled, * He 1s not dymg  He wil not die
He will get well” I knew he would he did The
last 1 knew he was living yet, and his healing tool:
placc between forty and forty-fine years ago But 1
cannot pray for every sick man in that way, not even
though he s an earnest Chnsuan, which this man
was not at that ttme  Some it 15 God’s will to heal,
usually 1t 15 God’s will to heal!, if the conditions are
met, but it 15 not always God's will to heal * The
brayer of faith shall save the sick,” God tells us
James v 15; but 1t 1s not always possible to pray
‘ the prayer of faith,” only when God makes 1t possible
by the leadirg of His Holy Spiric

In closing 1t is necessary to say how careful we
should be not to lay claim to the gift of faith when
such a gift 15 not ours Imagination and human hope
can easily be mistaken for the gufi of faith  When
the guft of farth 1s 1n operation 1t always succeeds in
obtamning that for which it operates

“Bundles of Benefits™

The Bishop of London calis
Psalm cin ‘* Bundles of Benefits,”
and says ‘‘ The psalmist set him-
self one day to count up the benefits
he had received from God He
had not proceeded far when he
found himself engaged in an 1m-
possible tash  He found he could
not count the blessings he had re-
cerved m a single day so set hum-
self to find a help to memory  He
took these benefits which he de-
sared not to forget and he tried
them up in bundles He shaped
the bundles mto a song *’ The
Bishop of London names five such
bundles—forgiveness, healing, re-
demption, the coronation of love,
and satisfaction  These, however,
are m the first five verses and there
are still others to be discovered m
the following verses

Reapers of the striking article,

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Palestine : Dead, Buried, and Revived

By Capt. R. M. STEPHENS, R.N.

N a recent visit to Palestine I met several people
on board the steamer who said to me, ** What

15 the use of the Jews going back to Palestine,
they are not agncultunists?””  On that supposition
they were opposed to this country’s undertaking the
establishment of a Jewish National Home in Palestine

On arrsval 1in Jerusalem I wvisited the headquarters
of the Ziorust Orgamezation and put forward the above
question The answer I recerved was, *' Our fore-
fathers when they lived in the land were great agr-
cultunists  That 1s indeed

OUR MATIVE GENIUS,

During the dispersion, however, especially n Central
Europe, no Jew has been allowed for centuries to
own any land Therefore they could not be agricul-
turists, but have been largely forced mnto other
channels, such as finance, petty shop-keeping and
peddiing To-day we do not want to make Palestine
an ndustrial country, but agricultural To that end
we only give assistance to those who are willing to
go on the land and learn farming "’

How successful this policy has been proves
truth of these remarks.

The Jews have already bought up most of the best
land, namely, the plans of Sharon mn the south, and
Esdraelon in the north. These large tracts are fully
developed In some parts malanal swamps have been
drained and cultivated, and i1n others sandy desert
has been 1rrigated, and made to blossom as the rose
As we went through these plains we passed through
waving cornflelds being reaped, thousands of acres of
vines, oranges, groves, and orchards The most
modern agrcultural implements were 1n use, and
everything betokened prosperity The next step 1s
to obtam and develop the hill country, a matter which
1s under way  The contrast between the Jewish
colonies and the Moslem farm 15 complete, The latter
develop the land but indifferently, irriganon 1s almost
non-existent, whilst the agricultural implements are
still precisely the same as those used mm Old Testament
ttmes  Apart altogether from any Divine interven-
tion, the handwriting 1s on the wall, and the Arab 1s
bound to give way before the enthusiastic, husthing
Jew

Along another line are the immense hydro-electric
works at the south end of the Sea of Galilee These
are now almost complete, and by utilising the water
power of the niver Jordan will supply most of the
country with electric light and power At the north
end of the Dead Sea stand the recently erected works
connected with the extract of

POTASH FROM THE DEAD SEA

the

waters Potash 1s needed all the world over to fertilize
farmlands, and the experts say that the wealth thus
contained 1§ mcalculable. In addition to this, after
years of long and difficult experiments a process has
been discovered by which the bromide contamned 1n
this water can be extracted This also will be a source
of great wealth, and already camel loads of bromide
may be seen passing down to the sea coast.

Ore of the greatest drawbacks to the development
of Palestine has been the want of a harbour Now,
however, this difficulty 1s almost overcome, as the
new harbour works at Haifa are almost completed
Haifa is rapidly becoming the chief port in Palestine,
and will soon our-distance Jafta, s only nval, and
probably seriously aftect the prosperity of Berrut in
Syrio Harfa 1s also selected as the termunus of the
great oil-pipe from Iraq, which when complete will
give great impetus to the port Thus coming events
are casting their shadows before, 1n anticipation of
the day when the Lord ** shall make Jerusalem a
prasse 1n the earth  {Isa Ixu 7)

Not the least interesting part of my visit was that
spent in Jericho As 15 well known, Sir Charles
Marston organized an expedition which for two years
or more has been engaged under Professor Garstang
excavating the ancient city of Jenicho, The main
object of the expedition was to test the truth of the
B:ble accoun: of the caprure of that uty by Joshua
The excavators wanted to find out—

1 Did the walls fall down flat?

2 Was the city subscquently burnt by fire as re-
corded 1n the sixth chapter of Joshua?

To both these questions the excavators reply with
an emphatic Yes

THE REMAINS OF JERICHO

lie under a huge mound of rubbish, parts of which
have been excavated The first surprise to the visitor
15 to find that the ancient city can easily be encom-
passed on foot m half an hour There would be no
great difficulty then i the host of Israel marching
round the city seven umes in one day {Josh wi 15)
The present excavations include the mamn gateway of
the city, It 1s approached by a broad flight of stone
steps at the top of which stand the ruins of the gate
referred to 1 Josh, n 5, 7.

The most interesting feature, however, 15 the wall
Did 1t fall down suddenly, or did 1t gradually crumble
away from old age? Or was 1t deliberately pulled
down by the hand of some conqueror? These were
some of the quesuons which the excavators had set
themselves to answer With one voice they have
announced that the walls fell suddenly! Nothing less
than an earthquake, they say, could have caused the
walls to have fallen as we find them to-day

It was a true report that the spies brought to Moses
when they said of the land, ‘' The cities are
walled up to heaven '’ (Deut 1 28), for so it must
have seemed to them From remaming parts of the
walls to be seen they appear to have been erected on
rough stone foundations about 30 feet igh On top
of this came the thick, hard, sun-baked mud wall
perhaps another 30 feet in height, altogether a very
formidable defence agaimnst such a people as Israel
withour any engines of war However, they had some-
one with them better than engines of war in the
Divine ¢ Captamn of the Lord’s host ** (Josh. v 14),
so that when the trumpet sounded and the people
shouted {Josh w1 20), whether by earthquake or not,
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but at any rate by cirect interpesition of God, ‘* the
wall fell down under 1t ' (Josh vi. 20, margm), that
1= to say, *‘ under itself,’”” which 1s the condition 1n
which 1t is found to-day That God shook the wall
down by means of

AN EARTHQUAKE

at the precise moment necessary 15 most probable from
the statements of Psalm cxiv 2-8, ‘* When Israel
went out of Egypt . . the sea saw 1t and fled [that
1s, the Red Sea], Jordan was drtven back |when the
Israehites crossed dry-shod]. The mountains skipped
like rams and the litgle hills like lambs [at the fall of
Jenicho’s wall].”

The next point to settle was, ‘' Is the Bible correct
when 1t states thar the city was destroyed by fire?”’
Excavations conducted with this statement in view
fully corroborate the Bible account. Everywhere are
found traces of a great conflagration, blackened walis
teling thewr own tale {Joshh 1. 24) In one house
excavated 1t was found that as a result of the fire the
roof had collapsed and fallen on a number of earthen-
ware jars In one of these broken jars was found a
quantity of wheat, all blackened and scorched by the
heat, a specimen of which I was able to bring away
with me  On one point of the wall have been found
the remains of a house (Josh u 15), and although 1t
15 of course 1mpossible to say definitely that this 1s
Rahab's house, yet we know her house was not de-
stroyed when the wall fell down (Josh w 22)
Furthermore 1t 1s interesting to know that a it of
charred rope (Josh 1 18) was found on the floor of
thus house

It will he remembered that Joshua sad, ‘‘ Cursed
be the man that nseth up and buildeth tlus aity”’
(Josh w1 28) The Bible tells us that this actually
occurred 1n Ahab’s reign when a man named Hiel rose
up and rebuilt the city (I Kings xv1 34}, after an
interval of

NEARLY §I1X HUNDRED YEARS.

The excavators tell us from thetr observations that
after Joshua'’s destruction of the aty there s a gap
of about six hundred yecars during which the city re-
mained i rums, but that after that fime it was re-
built

An unexpected development 1s the Irght that the ex-
cavations aftord on the personality of Moses In this
connection Professor Garstang states that he has found
the tombs of the kings of Jericho They prove that,
as was surmised previously, these kimgs at the time
of Joshua's conquest were subject 1o Egypt The
mscriptions found in these tombs {says Sir Charles
Marston) will enable us to fix exactly the date of the
Exodus from Egypt Tablets show that interred
one tomb was a King of Jericho who died during the
reign of Pharaoh Thotmes III. and Queen Hatasu
This Queen i1s now believed to be the daughter of
Pharach who found Moses in the ark of bulrushes and
brought lum up {Exod, 1 10) She died 1n the 14th
year of the reign of Thotmes III | and in consequence
of her great unpopulanty all her favourites had to flee
from Egypt This then would doubly account for

Pharaoh’s wrath against Moses, and the latter’s de-
cision to flee the courtry (Exod. . 15) Thotmes III
reigned in all 53 years, that 1s to say, 40 years alter
the queen’s death and Moses’ probable fhight. We
thus have an explanation as to why it was necessary
for Moses to remain 40 years in the desert before God
sent hum back to Egypt to lead the people of Israel
out God kept him there until the Pharach who had
sought his hife was dead, and another Pharaoh was on
the throne From other tablets 1t has been found that
Jericho was destroyed 1n the reign of Pharaol
Amenhotep 111, who 1s believed to have rergned
from B.C. 1413 to B.C. 1377

NEWS FROM SAMARIA,

At Samana excavations have been gomng on for
several years and results of great interest have becn
attammed  The city of Samarnia was founded by Omu,
King of Israel, as the capital of his kingdom, whilst
the city seems to have been greatly enlarged and
developed by Ahab his son and successor

The excavators have unearthed the magnificent main
gateway of the city It 1s approached by a bioad,
steep road flanked on either side by remains of ancient
houses  The gateway 1tself consists of two massive
stone towers of which large porttons remain  Through
this gateway passed Naaman with his chariots when
he came to visit the prophet Elisha i Samana to be
healed of tus leprosy (Il Kings v) In the same gate
was trodden to death ‘° the lord on whose hand the
king of Israel leaned "' (II Kings vu 17) In anothc,
part of the ruins has been found Ahab’s palace, ** the
wory house which he made ' ([ Kings xxu 39) The
palace 15 still being excavated The remains alieads
visible show that it was a vast bulding, constucicd
nf enormous stones beaunfully laid together without
mortar  Scores of natives were employed at the timc
of my visit, under Brinish direction, digging out tins
great palace Since my return to England last May,
it has been announced that great quantitres of cat.ed
norles are bewng found i Samaria  These discosveiies
bing us face to face with the prophet Amos, and makc
his Dittle book lLive before our eyes It was he who
prophesied against Israel because of the luxury and
wickedness of the mhabitants of Samaria s ms-
sage from God stated that ** the houses of 1vory shall
pensh '’ {Amos mn 15), and woe to them that ire on
beds of wvory (Amos vi 4)

Thus i1s the Word of God continunally confirmed and
tlustrated as the spade does 1ts work. Excavations
are gong on 1n other parts of Palestine, and are of
absorbing nterest to those who know and love theu
Bibles It 1s mmpossible to say what may not be un-
edrthed at any moment

It cannot be too widely known that of all the thou-
sands of monuments found, not a scrap of mformabion
has been found to contradict the Bible, We have no
occasion to fear any further discoveries Ler them
dig and explore and excavate to their heart's content,
they help to make the Bible a thousand times strorger
than 1t ever was before, and the more confirmations
and proofs will they give us of the fact that the TWord
of onr God shall stand for ever
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DARWIN ON HIS :DEATHBED

T was one of those glorious autumn afteinoons
I that we someumes enjoy 1n England, when I was
asked to go in and sit with the well-known pio-
fessor, Charles Darwin  He was almost bed-nidden
for some months before he died I used to feel when
I saw him that his fine presence would make a grand
picture for our Royal Academy, but never did I think
s0 more strongly than on this particular occasion
He was situng up i bed, wearing a soft em-
browdered dressing-gown of rather a rich purple shade
Propped up by pillows, he was gazing out on a far-
stretching scene of woods and cornfields, which glowed
in the light of one of those marvellous sunsets wlich
are the beauty of Kent and Surrey His noble foie-
head and fine features seemed to be It up with
pleasuic as I entered the room He waved ins hand
toward the window as he pointed out the scene be-
yond, while 1n the other hand

HE HELD AN OPEN BIBLE,

which he was always studymng

“What aie you
reading new? ’’

I asked, as I seated mysclf by lus
bedside  *° Hebrews,”” he answered, °f stlt Tich-
rews * The Royal Book,” I call 1t Isn’t it grand? "
Then, placing lus finger on certamn passages, he com-
mented on them

I made some allusion to the strong opimnions ex-
pressed by some persons on the history of the creation,
its grandeur, and then their treatment of the earlcs
chapters of the book of Genesis

He seemed greatly distressed, his fingers twitched
nervously, and a look of agony came over his face, as

he said. * I was a young man with unformed ideas
I threw out queries, suggestions, wondering all the
tune over everything'; and, to my astonishment, the
ideas took hke wildfire People made a religion out
of them

Then he paused, and after a few more sentences on
*“ the holiness of God " and *' the grandeur of this
Book,” looking at

all the time, he suddenly said. ** I have a summer-
housc 1n the garden, which holds about thirty people.
It 1s over there,” pointung through the oper window
*“ T want you very much to speak there, I know you
rcad the Bible m the willages To-morrow afternoon
I should Like the servants on the place, some tenants,
and a few of the neighbours to gather there Wil
you speak to them?”’

*“ What shall T speak to them about? *’ I asked

* Christ Jesus,”’ he replied, in a clear, emphauc
voice, adding in a lower tone, ‘‘ and His salvation
I»> not that the best theme? And then I want you to
sing some hymns with them You lead on your small
nstrument, do vou not? ”’

The wonderful look of brightness and amimation on
his face as he said this I shall never forget, for he
added *‘ If you take the meeting at three o’clock,
this window will be open, and you will know that I
am joi:ng an with the singing ’

How I wish that I could have made a picture of
the fine old man and his beautiful surroundings on that
memorable day!
