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Early Rising

By GEORGE MULLER

D URING my stay at Plymouth, I was stirred up
afresh to early rising, a blessing, the results
of which 1 have not lost since That which
led me to 1t was the example of the brother in whose
house I was staying, and a remark which he made 1n
speaking on the sacrifice i Leviticus, “ Just as the
refuse of ammals was not to be offered up, so the
best part of our time should be especially given to
communton with the Lord.”

As this may fall into the nands of some children
of God who are not in the habit of rising early, 1
make a few more remarks on the subject

I It mght be asked, how much time shall I allow
myself for rest? The answer 1s, that

NO RULE OF UNIVERSAL APPLICATION

can be given, as all persons do not require the same
measure of sleep, and also the same persons, at dif-
ferent tumes, according to the strength oc weakness
of their body, may require more or less Yet, from
what I can learn, 1t 15 the opinion of medical persons
that men 1n health do not need more than betwcen
six and seven hours’ sleep, and women no more than
between seven and eighr hours, s that 1t would be
rather an exception for a man to require more than
seven and a woman more than eght hours Bur
my decided advice, at the same time, 1s, that children
of God should be careful not to allow themselves too
little sieep, as there are few men who can do with less
than six hours’ sleep, and yet be well 1n body and
mind, and few women who can do with less than
seven hours

I if 1t be asked, But why should I nse early?
They reply 15, To remam too long 1n bed 1s—

1 Waste of time, which 1s unbecoming a saint,
who 15 bought by the precious blood of Jesus, with
his time and all he has, to be used for the Lord If
we sleep more than is needful for the refreshment of
the body, 1t 1s wasting the time with which the Lord
has intrusted us as a talent, to be ased for His glory,
for our own benefit, and the benefit of the saints and
the unbelievers around us,

2 To remain too long 1n bed injures the body Just
as when we take too much food, we are injured there-
by, s0 as it regards sleep Medical persons would
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readily allow that the lymng longer in bed than 1s
needful for the strengthening of the body does weaken
it

3 It injures the soul The lying too long in bed
not merely keeps us from giving the most precious
part of the day to prayer and medration, but this
sloth leads also to

MANY OTHER EVILS.

Any one need but make the experrment of spending
one, two, or three hours m prayer and meditation
before breakfast, either in his room, or with his Bible
in his hands 1n the fields, and he will soon find out
the beneficial effect which early nising has upon the
outward and mward man I beseech all my brethren
and sisters intp whose hands this may fall, and who
are not 1n the habit of rising early, to make the trial,
and they will praise the Lord for having done so

IIT It may lastly be said, But how shall I set about
rnsing early? My advice 1s

1 Commence at once, delay 1t not
gin to nse

2 But do not depend upon your own strength
This may be the reason why before this you may
have begun to rise early, but have given 1t up, As
surely as you depend upon your own strength in this
matter, 1t will come to nothing In every good work
we depend upon the Lord, and 1n this thing we shall
feel especially how weak we are If any one nses,
that he may give the time wh.ch he takes from sleep
to prayer and meditation, let him be sure that Satan
will try to put obstacles m the way

3 Do trust in the Lord for help. You will honour
Him if you expect help from Him in this matter
Give yourself to prayer for help, expect help, and you
will have 1t

4 Use, however, in addiuon to this, the foliowing
means (a) Go early to bed

IF YOU STAY UP LATE,

you cannot nise early  Let no society and no pressure
of engagements keep you from going to bed habitually
early If you fail m this, you neither can nor cught
to get up early, as your body requres rest Keep
also particularly in rund, that neither for the body

To-morrow be-
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nor the soul 1s 1t the same thing whether you go to
bed fate and rise late, or whether you go to bed early
and rise carly Even medical persons will tell you
how injurious it 1s to sit up late, and to spend the
mornng hours 1n bed, but how much more impor-
tant still 15 1t to retire early and to rise early, m
order to make sure of tuime for prayer and meditation
before the business of the day commences, and to
devote to those exercises that part of our time when
the mind and the body are most fresh, in order thus
to obtain spinitual strength for the conflict, the trals,
and the work of the day (b) Let some one call you,
if possible, at the time which you have determined

S there any conflct between Christ and Chrs-
Inaruty? A traveller who recently returned from

a world tour says that in India he was warned
not to speak of Christiamty though he mught advan-
tageously speak of Christ The former 1s linked up
in the minds of Eastern peoples with Western govern-
ments, civilizations, armaments, wars, Occidental
business enterprises and Western soclal customs,
Many in Asia look upon Christianity as a rehigion
that has failed to bring either peace, righteousness or
unselfish service.

A smmilar feeling 15 often mamfested in so-called
Chnstian lands. Christiamty 1s linked up in thought
with the Church even more than with Chnist  In the
munds of many, the Church is idenuhed chiefly with
human creeds, with rituals, with great edifices and
sometimes with self-indulgent and arbrtrary preachers
and church members. In the minds of some no dis-
tinction 1s made between the Greek, the Roman, and
the Protestant churches, simple and complex. Mor-
mons, Christian Scientists and all remotely associated
with churches are called

CHRISTIAN WITHOUT DISTINCTION

Is 1t not tume to exalt and live Christ in such a way
that the failures of the Church and of church people
may not discredit Him in the munds of men? Ideally,
Christianity s the system of faith and Lfe which
Christ taught Ideally, the Church 1s the body of
Christ on earth, composed of followers to whom He
has commutted His work of munistering to men
Actually, Christiamty has come to be looked upon as
a type of modern eivilization which only partially ac-
cepts the standards of Chnst Actually, the Church
has come to be regarded merely as an organ.zation
made up of both real and nomnal followers of Jesus
Christ.

True missionaries, are, first of all, ambassadors of
Christ, proclaiming the love of God for men. the
ground of forgiveness of sin, and the Way of Life
True Christians—including missionaries——will seck to
Iive hves like their Master They will not depend on
human governments for protection; they will not be
self-indulgent or arbitrary, but will be ready to suffer
hardship and persecution if only they may

INTERPRET CHRIST

to those for whom He died When the message of
Christ 1s faithfully and lovingly delivered and nter-
preted by life as well as by words, men may sti'l
reject it if they will, as multitudes m Europe and
America have rejected 1t and so have rejected Jesus
Chrnist  God Himself will not compel them to accept
His Gift or to conform their lives to His teachings,
but mmussionaries nevertheless conunue t© go out to
proclaim the message clearly and lovingly so that as
many as possible 1n all the world may have an oppor-
tunuty to hear and receive hfe through Him

Nations and indrviduals have faled because they
have failed to surrender to Christ and His message
and to allow Him to live His lfe in them, He came
that we¢ mught have lLife and that we mught have «t
abundantly, In Him, all men may, if they wall, find
the secret of life and peace ana power It may be
too much to expect that the nations and the world as
such will accept and follow His Way of Life, untl
He Himself comes to reign as He has promused But
wlto can be so blind as not to see that mankind needs
Him most of all—in business and industrial enterprises,
im national and political affairs, 1n social and famuly
life and for personal character and conduct? It 15
the duty of every Christ:an to seek to make human
relationships Christian

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A CHINESE NOBLEMAN -

By ROSALIND GOFORTH

S I review the Iife of the man of whom I am
A to write, two incidents of over thirty years

ago come  mind. On our way to China
one of our fellow-passengers was a man who had been
n business twenty odd years in Chma. He declared
there were no real Christians in China, that they were
all *' rice”” Christrans—followers of the foreigner for
what they could get, and so on Practically all the
passengers, except the missionaries, heartily agreed
with these statemenis Later we heard the same thing
repeated on the coast steamer. Shortly after reach-
ing our destination

A WELL-KNOWN RESIDENT

of China, who had occupied for twenty-five years a
responsible position i the Maritime Customs, made
such positive statements along the same line that the
writer began to wonder if these things could be true
Six weeks later this accuser, and as I know now to
be, cruel slanderer of the Christians had gone to meet
his Judge—dying suddenly tn his chair as the result
of a vicious debauch !

It is now the wrnter's privilege to gave testimones
after thirty years’ standing, to the genuineness of the
Chinese Christian—here 1s one of them

Twenty miles north-east of the mission station of
Changteho lived a well-to-do banker and landowner
named Chen Lac-jung He was a man of most
masterly personality His old mother, to whom he
was greatly devoted, had long been afflicied by ai-
tacks of what the Chinese called demon possession
—which from all accounts exactly resembled those
recorded in the Bible Every heathen means had been
used for her relief Witch doctors, necromancers,

BUOOHIST PRIESTS,

and others had used their arts upon her (some of
these bemg very cruel), but the poor woman was
nothing better, but rather grew worse ”’

One day a Chrnistian called when the woman was
i a serious and v.olent condition Mr Chen asked
Mr Hsu, the Christian, to pray to his God for lis
mother, but the Chrnistian replied, * I would gladly
do so, but 1t 15 useless for me to pray to my God,
who 1s the only true God, when you recogmse so
many other gods that are false These household
gods must first be destroyed, then I can pray ' (Oh,
that our home Christians would realise this 100, then
would they know the power of prayer.)

After some demurring Mr. Chen decided that he
bad tried these gods, and they had failed him, now
he would burn them rather than lose this opportunity
of having his mother healed by the Christan God !

In face of the bitterest opposition from his family
and neghbours he publicly burnt all the household
gods Then he and Mr Hsu followed by all the
famuly and a crowd of curious nesghbours went mto
the mother’s room where she lay foaming on the bed
Mr. Hsu first sang the hymn, ** Jesus loves me "’'—
then prayed, then sang again

Gradually the woman quieted down and before long
was compietely restored Thus the Lord as of old
answered prayer and delivered the woman from the
terrnible power which had had such a hold upon her.
Her deliverance was so wonderful that all the famuly
and some neighbours immediately accepted the Gospel

Mr Chen left us home and business for several
weeks and

CAME TO THE OUTSTATION

where the writer and her husband were Here he
took the place of a httle child, His humility, earnest-
ness, and sincerity impressed us all When he felt
he had grasped the main truths of the Gospel he
returned home, realising, as few Christians seem to
do, that he had been saved to save others He at
once started family worship, and prepared a build-
ing as a chapel and preaching hall—here he gathered
and taught all who wished to learn  His whole fanuly
became out and out for Christ and soon neighbours
were won  The first of these was a notable opium
slave  The story in detal of the growth of
Christianity un Mr Chen’s region would fill a volume,
but space permits only the brief record of open, out-
standing facts

About two years after Mr Chen became a Christian

the locusts came over the country in great numbers,
cating all before them Mr Chen told his family that
since they would all be busy fighting the locusts,
famidy worship would for the time be given up A
few days later a fine boy in the family, about seven
years of age, bccame paralysed in one side and was
unable to get off the kang (or brick bed)
lowing is Mr Chen’s own account of what followed

“ One day I was out in the fields fighting locusts
when I suddenly seemed to waken out of sleep I
cried out—' Why! the connection 1s cut'! The con-
nection 1s cut'’ I hastened home and

I told them to get down on their knees and confess
with me our sin of putting God aside, that by domng
$0 we had cut the connection with God, for God had
said, * Your iniquities have separated between you
and your God, and your sins have hid His face from
you' ' Oh, Lord, now that the connection is mended
won’t You heal the lttle boy? * And as we prayed
we heard the child get off the kang, and before we
rose from our knees he was running around quite
well,”

Mr Chen became a tower of strength to the mis-
stonary, who when obuged to be absent from that
part of his ficld would commt the affairs of the
Church into his hands Did he get money for this?

you ask. No—all this service was for love of his
Lord.

Not many months ago this man stood bravely,

grandly, one of the severest tests any Christian could
be put to.

The fol- |
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He had a very dear Iittle daughter, a pretty, gentle,
timid child of about nine years of age, This child
was away from home when she was attacked by a
young woman of violent temper. The child was

STRUCK SEVERAL TIMES

with a heavy stick, and as she fled terrified was fol-
lowed and struck agam, 1t is believed, on the head,
A few days later the child returnmed home, but couid
say little else than “‘I'm afraid *’ over and over agamn
She sank rapudly and died; but before her death she
told her father of the atwack upon her A few days

later the writer received a most touching letter from
Mr Chen in which he reviewed the past—what he had
been saved from-—what Christ had been to him—then
wrote as follows

** Shepherd Mother—My heart 15 crushed, my little
daughter 1s dead [ do not want the one who kiled
her to be punished I only ask that you warn her so
that other children shall not suffer as mme has done '

Those of us who know how exceedingly revengeful
the Chinese are by nature, wili agree that one could
scarcely find a more beautful example of the power
and fruit of the Gospel of Jesus Christ than this

There was
no response, yet certain forms scemed wvisible A
boat was lowered The captain and four others got
m and rowed towards the vessel, and alongside
shouted again, * Ship ahoy'’ but no ieply The
captamn got on the shoulders of one of the men, looked

through the porthole, and saw the captain’s cabin
Saw the captain with a book before him, a pen 1in his
hand He seemed to be wrnting. The captamn
shouted, but got no reply He clambered on board,
went 1nside the cabin, and then he realised that the
captain, dressed fully in his offictal garb, had been
frozen to death even while he was writing There
were dozens of men all over the ship, on the deck,
some 1n the cabins, some cleaning brasses, all frozen
dead Many m the attitude of work, but not doing
anything, and when they looked at the Log Book
they found that the vessel had been there thirteen
years

This 1s the point  There are many people like that
to-day They have a profession of godliness, but I
would hke to seec them do something for God when
they are at home, or in the workshop or factory It
15 more important to live the life of holiness for one
week than sing hymns for a year The ship had all
the appearance of perfection, but in reality it was a
floating sepulchre Sad to say there are many to-day
have a form of godhness, of Chnistianity, of church-
ianity, but are dead spiritually They have no bfe
witlin It 1s a sign of the last days Many to-day
have a form of godliness but no power, no life, no
salvation They nced Chnst in the heart, Jesus
said, “I am come that ye might have hfe, and have
it more abundantly * 1 pray you may see your necd
of Him and accept Chrnist as your Saviour just now

Pravying according to His will

By GEORGE D. WATSON

E may pray for those things which ale
\X} plamnly promised 1n the Scriptures, es-

pecially when those promises correspond
with our needs Jesus says, ‘* Him that cometh to
Me I will 1n no wise cast out’ This promise 1s
plain and universal, applying to all mdividuals in all
generations, but it refers to people who want Christ,
who want Him as a Saviour, and who come to Him
m His capacity of Lord and Saviour This is a
sample of countless other promises which bear on
pardon, restoranon, and deliverance from rtrouble,
and on any work of Divine grace When we plead
such promuses, we may assure ourselves that we are
praying

IN THE DIVINE WILL.

In the next place, we may know we pray in the
will of God when we plead other cases in the Scrip-
tures which are analogous with our own  When
we are 1n certain spectal conditions similar to those
in which some of the people 1in the Bible were placed,
and when we read what God did for them, we may
prevaihngly plead His mercy tw do the same things
for us. We read of how God heard the prayer of
Jonah wher he was in the whale, and delivered him
not only from the whale, but from his disobedience,
which was worse than the whale, and f we are in
the depths of trouble, and as helpless as Jonah was,
we can plead what God did for him, and take 1t as
His will that He will do the same for us if we meet

the heart conditions, as Jonah did, on the basis that
God 15 no respecter of persons The Scriptures con-
tain so many various cases of men and women 1n all
spheres of lLfe, and in all sorts of circumstances, and
teil how God dealt with them, that we, knowing He
changes not, can feel sure we pray in His will when
we are n simlar crreumstances and  want  simula
things  This was
THE GREAT ARGUMENT

that the Israelites were taught when they were told
to call on the God of Abraham and Isaac and Jacob
Ir 1s impossible for anyone to be in such a condiion
m soul or body that he cannot find some case very
much like it in the Word of God

In the ncxt place, there may be special drawings
1 prayer, and we may be sure 1t 15 His will for us
when 1t refers to our hfe work, or some special
vocation It 1s evident that the parents of Moscs
were ecxerased m prayer in a special way for
him, wherein they were not led with regard to the
other children, and 1t 1s evident that Elijah was led
out m prayer mt a very different way from whart any
other godly soul in his day was led It 1s said he
prayed earnestly that 1t might not rawn, and the
original word signifies that he prayed an inwrought
prayer; that 1s, he was cspecially drawn by the Holy
Spirit to pray that it mught not ramm It would be
very foolish for any other people to pray such a
prayer  God intended to scourge the wicked nation,
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and He selected a long drought as His instrument of
punishment  God takes His true saints into part-
nership with Himself, and He took Eljah into union
with His own thoughts and feelings, and prompted
1 hmm

THAT STRANGE PRAYER

that it mught not rain for three years and six months
We may be sure that in the heart of Elijah there was
no personal revenge agamst his nation, for if Ehjah
had wanted a dearth merely to gratify any feeling
agarnst Ahab, God would never have heard the
prayer God does not answer prayers of spite or
personal revenge, or m the desires of the flesh, except
He answers in the shape of punishment; as when
He gave the quails to Israel, they made the people
sick, and thousands of them died Eljah’s prayer
was 1n the will of God, because he was saturated
with that will, and drawn out in thought and prayer
as a special providence  This 15 an example of count-
less other instances where prophets and aposties and
saunts in all generations have been led in special
praycr for special things, which 1t would never do
for other people to pray expecting similar results

We must distinguish between the universal and
the special, as regards praymg in God's will When
1t comes to forgiving our sins, cleansing our hearts,
keeping us from evil, and living a holy hfe, we may
know these are God’s will for every human being
But, while this 1s true, we shall err f we think that
it 15 His will to give to everybod;

THE SAME FORMS OF EXPERIENCE,

the same degrees of joy and sorrow, the same phases
of knowledge, the same spiritual gifts, or the same
degrees of unction, usefulness, or fruitfulness We
sometimes hear it said that 1t 1s our privilege to be
like Paul, and similar expressions, which 1s true 1n a
certain sense, and yet may not be true in another
sense  Inasmuch as God is infinite, He must have a
type of life, and a degree of grace and a measure-

ment of gifts and service for every one of His child-
ren and 1t 1s His will that each one of us fill up
that measure, This is what Paul prayed for, but
we do not find that Paul prayed to be as Job or
Daniel, but he did pray that he himself, and the be-
lievers of his time, mught reach the fulness of the
stature of Christ according to the measure of the gft
which Chnst has given to each soul. It s very
certain that for

LACK OF KNOWLEDGE

we have often prayed for things that were not un
God’s will, and prayed for experiences outside of
Gad’s plan for us to have

Another pont concerning the will of God is, that
Hec places Iimits to our prayers, but no limits to our
faith, when we pray in His wiill For instance,
Moses prayed several times that God would let him
go over nto Canaan, and one day the Lord said two
Moses, ** Speak no more to Me of this matter,” and
that was the end of it Moses found a Lhimut to the
things he should ask And Paul prayed three times
to be healed of the thorn in the flesh, and Jesus said,
““* My grace 1s sufficient for thee” And as m the
case of Moses, that was the end of 1t

[ only mention these to shew that when we pray
in the will of God we must remember that this wall
has a piohibitive as well as a permussive side We
ate not to pray for any thing just because others
pray for it, or because it gratifies

A WHIM OF OUR OWN,

It 1s 1n true prayer that we learn the will of God,
and learn what to pray for, and when we once as-
certain a clear conviction of what the will of God 1s,
then we can lay ourselves out in pleading along the
ire of that wnil, and give free rein to our faith to
go all the length of the promuses, and to know that
what we pray 1n the will of God 1s a Divine inspiration,
because 1t 15 as if God Himself was praymmg i us
and through us

Ater tarrying ac Cormth raul salls
to Ephesus, leaving Priscilla and Aquila
there while he pressed forward to Jeru-
salem  Some are worried at the thought
that Paul should have taken upon him-
self a Jewssh vow (Acts xviu 18), and
i order to_overcome the difliculiy Cony-
beare and Howson leave 1t to be under-

stood that 1t was probably Aquila
who had taken the vow But even
it 1t was the Apostle Paul, there

15 no reason why he should not be al-
lowed to follow the customs of nis own
land  His own words are that to the
Jews he ** became as a Jew that I mught
g1n the Jews, to them that are under
the law as under the law, that I might
gamn them that are under the law .
that by all means and every means I
might save some ' (I Cor 1x 19-22)
Ihe Scripture does not mform us what
the vow was, nor of the circumstances
under which 1t was taken, and I for one
cannot see that Paul in performing this
purely Jewish custom was i any way
putting the Gospel that he taught to the
Gentiles in any talse position  The visit
to Jerusalem 13 scarcely mentioned “‘He
went up 10 safluie the Chorch, and went
down to Annoch,” 1s all that we are
tod This 15 Paul's last wvisit to the
Church  that had originally sent him
forth to the Genules All through the
Acts of the Apostles we see this con-
stant pressing forward, or the moving
of the pillar of fire From Jerusalem,
the centre of Christtan witness moved
to Antitach, from Antioch to Cormth, and
now this last visit of the Apostle seems
to mark the final stage of witness from
this centre

The tmrd and last missionary journey
of the Apostle has begun ** Westward
Ho "' seems an old battle-cry when you
consider the work of Paul as he writes,
‘1 trust to come to Rome whensoever
I take my journey to Spain' (Rom
xv) To me it almost seems that the
\postle Paul would have discovered
America long before Christopher Colum-
bus 1f he had been given a few more
yrars of life, and 1f the Roman prison
had not kepr him fastened by a chan
Paul now pays s third visit to the
Galatian churches **in  order " (Acts
zvi1 23)  We do pot know his exact
route, but Acts xix 1 tells us plamnly
that he passed through the upper parts
or borders of Aswa, and so arrived at
Ephesus The churches of Galatia now
vistted were socon to cause the Apostle
much trouble, and to lead to the writing
by Paul himself (Gal wvi 11} of the
Emstle to the Galatians The old trouble
that the Couacd of Jerusalem had sought
to end was snll maling 1tself felt among
the Gentle churches  Jewish brethren,
following lic footsteps of the pioreer of
the Gospel, sought to bring them under
the bondage of circumcision and the

law  Their credentials seemed to be
most 1mposing, their authonty beyond
questiotl, so that many a church was
shaken, and moved from the sound foun-
dation of grace to the quicksands of
legaitern and ritual  Jerusalem, which
had once been the centre from which the
Gospel went forth, had now become the
place from which a bhght goes out tnat
was to bring much pan to the disaiples
of Galapa, and & sharp rebuke from
their spiritual tather  Consider well the
warning of Galatians 1 69, and be on
guard to challenge any other Gospel that
shews itself, because even in our day,
and following this grand movement of
the Spirit of God, there are those who
come along at nmes to preach a Gospel
that runs contrary to the Gospel of the
grace of God as revealed in the writgs
of the \postle to the Gentiles

Adauila and Priscilla,

While DPaul s employed on the final
visit, Aquilh and Prisciila are occupied
in kphesus A Jew of Alexandriy had
lately arrived i the ity and his preach-
ing had caused a great stir  Lhere are
a great many people in the world who
are prepared to accept a preather 1t he
1s eloguent, or if he 1s full of zeal Lhey
expect these qualities to overcome and
make up for lack of knowledge Yet of
this man Apollos we are told that he was
i high reputation as an eluquent and
forceful spealer (verse 24), mughty m
the Scriptures, full of fervent zeal, dili-
gent and bold Yer he was ignoran. of
the great facts of the Gospel and only
knew of the baptism of John All the
good quanties mentioned did oot councer-
balance his ignorance, or assist him 1o
Lift his discaples any higher than he him-
self had attamed (Acts xix 3) Possibly
he knew nothing of the death of the
Lord Jesus, nor of His resurrection, amd
certainly his followers did not know any-
thing about the Holy Spirit  lhey had
never heard of such a Person It 1s a
fact that along the banks of the Tigns
and the Euphrates, especially around
Amara, there are some of the followers
ot Jobn the Baptist to this day, so 1t
need not surprise us that in the early
years of this dispensation preachers
should be found who were stll pro-
clamwng the message of John  Aguila
and his wife providentially met Apollos,
and became the means in God's hands
of correcting the serious defects i this
man's preaching 1t seems to me that
such a Job would require (and does still}
a constderable amount of shill and tact,
and that they were able o do 1t so
well speaks volumes for these 1wo be-
loved Christians,; who were able not only
to turn out tents but teachers, *' know-
g the way of the Lord more perfectly '
Many m our day meet teachers and
preachers who to their way of thinking
are defective in knowledge, but the effect
of their contact 1s not to teach them the

wny of the Lord more perfectly, but o
pick holes and throw bricks Try Pris-
clla’s recipe and Aquila’s patience next
time you meet a zealous, learned, elo-
quent, yet ignorant preacher, and see if
the result 1s not different from that of
faultfinding and stone-throwing

to warn us of assuming any ex-
treme pos.t:on as to Divine healing,

foods For twenty-two years he
has been blind. Is 1t possible that
such an one as he could do any-
thing to help others?
