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The Glory of the Church

HEN we speak of the Church, we mean more
W than the house of Christendom. We refer
to what the Spirt calls ** the Church, which
is His Body " (Eph 1 22, 23) Some would tell us
it 15 the Church which makes Christians, but we be-
Iteve 1t 15 the Christians which constitute the Church
The glory of the Head of the Church will be shared
by the members of Christ's Body There are many
stars of truth on this aspect of the topic which flash
out in the firmament of God's Word, but we note the
following

FIVE CONSTELLATIONS:

Continuity of purpose, identity of place, conformity
to type, etermity of bliss, and snmortality of bemng.
** Whom He did predest.nate, them He also calied
and whom He called, them He also justified and
whom He justified, them He also glorified ”’ (Rom.
vin, 30) *‘ He which hath begun a good work in
you will perform it untl the day of Jesus Christ ”’
(Phil. 1 6). I will that they also whom Thou
hast given Me, be with Me where I am *' (John xvi.
11, 24) In each of these passages of Scripture there
15 2 continuity of thought and purpose We need
not be disturbed or distressed by the reference to
God’s foreknowledge, for all 1t means 1s, as He seems
to say, *‘ Thou dost adhere by faith to Him whom
I gave thee as thy Saviour; He will, therefore, belong
to thee wholly, and I shall not leave thee until I have

rendered thee perfectly like Hum."

We cannot explamn the subtle difference between
God's election of the believer, and the believer’s sur-
render to God, or the preservatron of the saints and
their perseverance. All we know 1s, they go to-
gether The saints make their election sure by add-
ing: to their faith the graces of the Spirit, and the
Lord mrakes their election secure by His keeping
power, for no power can sever the saved from the
Saviour

Death cannot sever
The ties that bind our souls through mortal years—
They last for ever

The law of continumty 15 this Nothing passes from
one state to another without passing through all the
intermediate stages The state of glory will only be

entered by those who are justifieq, the justified are the
called ones, and the called ones are the predestinated
ones With God’'s secret purpose we have nothing
to do. Have we responded to God’s call? If so, we
are justified by His grace, and we are assured the
justified will be glornfied The seed of a piant will
furmish us with an ilustration, The seed has m it
all that the plant will be The seed of God’s purpose
has in 1t the stem of His call, the foliage of His
justificanion, and the fruit of His glory.

Among the similes which are used to illustrate
Christ’s worth and work 1s that of the firstiruits
“Christ the firstfruits,” says the Holy Spint, 1 speak-
ing of the coming of the Lord Jesus i resurrection
power and glory A question has been raised as to
whether the Church 1s included n the reference to the
firstfruits In other words, does it refer to Chnst
absolutely in His personality, or does 1t refer to Christ
mystically—that is, to Chnist and His people, as Head
and members of His body? I think the latter. Be-
lievers are always said to be ‘‘in Chnst'; and,
therefore, are never seen apart from Him. What 1s
true of Him, 1s true of them; hence, they are already
ratsed m Hum, as we are disunctly told in Ephesians
1. It 1s not without meaning that ** Chnst, the first-
fruits,” 1s given, and not *‘ Chust, the firstfruit.”
The plural instead of the singular 1s used. The same
word 15 used agam by the Apostle Paul in his Second
Epistle to the Thessalomans The word 1s rendered
‘ from the begmmng,’”’ instead of ‘* a firstfruits,”'*
The verses shouald read - ** Bur we are bound to give
thanks always to God for you, brethren beloved of
the Lord, because God hath from the beginning chosen
you [a firstfruits] to salvation through sanctification

* The Greek word arche 1s generally rendered ** begmnmg.”
it means that which 15 first, such as, ** In the beginming was
the Word "' The word rendered * firstfruits ' 15 aparche,
that is, the prefix opo 15 added to arche, 1t 15 given, * from the
begmning '

The preposition $un 1s used seven tmes i Colossians
It signifies to be united to anything, as ‘° the old man with
his deeds ’', a bewng together with another, as '* quickened
together wath Him ', something in common to both, as Tychi-
cus was with Onesimus 1n muustry (v 9) The seven places
where the word octurs are u 5, 13, 20, m 3, 4, 8, v §
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of the Spinut and belief of the truth - whereunto He
called you by our gospel, to the obtaining of the glory
of our Lord Jesus Chnst '’ (IL. Thess. 1. 13, 14)

Eugente de Guernin was so attached to her i1dolised
brother, she had become so identfied with him by
mutual love and common suffering, that when he died
all joy went out of her lfe Her lament over her
brother’s coffin :s most touching ‘‘ My soul lLives 1n
a coffin, interred with thee, my brother Just as I
used to live in thy life, I am dead in thy death, dead
to all happiness, all hope below.”’

We may use the words of the [amenting sister, and
apply them to

OUR DIVINE LORD,

in a holier, higher, and happier sense, and say to
Him *‘ Lord Jesus, we are not only dead with Thee
and risen with Thee, but we are seated with Thee,
in all the glory of Thine acceptance, at the right hand
of God, and when Thou dost come again, we shall
be manifested 1n Thine own splendour, and be ad-
mured in the glory Thou hast put upon us ™

This 1s no picture coloured by a fevered imagina-
tion If any one doubts our identity, let him look at
the sevenfold repetinon of ** with Him in Colos-
sians  Let us look at them m the order of Christ’s
experience and ours

‘ Dead with Chrnist 7’ (Col 1 20)

* Quickened together with Hmm " (Col, u 13)

* Buried with Him *’ (Col u 18)

“ Risen with Him ** (Col 1. 12; m. 1).

“ Lufe hud with Christ in God  (Col 11 3).

*“ Aopear with Hum 1n glory ™" {Col w1 4)

Five occurrences of the words ‘“ with Him '’ are
frue for us in Christ now, and the other instance
watts, as Christ waits, for the ume of His mamfesta-
tton  Mark the *‘ when ' and the ‘¢ then "’

When He 1s manifested 1n glory, then we shall be
manifested with Him  Chnst was manifested 1n
humble garb when He came 1o suffer, but when He
comes agam, He will be revealed in splendour, and
we shall be with Him It 1s said of the New Jerusa-
lem that ‘* the Lamb 1s the light thereof ’’; so, too,
it 1s said of the glonfied Church, she has *‘ the glory
of God ” (Rev =x=x1 23, 11) Then shall the saints
reflect the splendour of the Lord, and He will be
admired in them (II Thess 1. 10); for He 1s ** glon-
fied 1n the saints,’ just as the samts are glorified 1n
and with Him What a wondrous identity !

CONFORMITY TO TYPE

The purpose of God 1s that we are to be ** conformed
to the 1mage of His Son,”’ and ‘“ as we have borne
the image of the earthy, we shall also bear the image
of the heavenly »* (Rom wvum. 29. I, Cor. xv 49)
This must be so, for when we see Him, we shall be
like Him, and we shall be presented ‘¢ faultless before
the presence of His glory with exceedmg jay ** (I
John w. 25 Jude 24). The references in these verses
do not directly refer to the moral lLikeness which be-
lievers bear to Christ, but to the actual glory which
they shall possess when He returns We cannot
comprehend all that conformity will mean; but what-
ever Christ 1s, we shall be, for, as Bishop Moule
points out, the ** Iikeness 1s not by accident, but of
essence. The Greek literally means, * conformed ones

of the image,’ etc., as if therr similitude made them
part of what they resembled *’ This thought 1s borne
out by the meaning of the word *‘ conformea It
15 rendered 1n Phil. m. 21, *' fashioned like unto,'
where the reference 1s to our glonfied bodies, which
will be fashioned like unto His glorious body The
word means ‘* jointly formed,”’ so that there shall be
similanty without any difference,
"Tis the Divinity stirs within us,

Tis heaven sself that points out an hereafter,
And intimates eternity

Yes, but there 15 more than a mere inumation of
eternity to the child of God The adjective ‘' eternal ™’
15 associated with certain words which proclaim u=-
ending felicity, and, more than this, every one of the
sentences proclaims an oppostte

Eternal life '’ speaks of an abiding union with
Christ, but it also stands out in unmistakable con-
trast to eternal death ¢ He that believeth on the
Son hath eternal life, but he that obeyeth not the Son
shall not see hife ’* (John m 36, R V)

THE BRIGHT BOW OF GRACGE

stands out 1n vivid contrast to the black cloud of
doom The safety of Noah in the ark 1s m contrast
to those who perished in the flood ourside of 1t

‘‘ Eternal salvation '’ proclaims the glad and per-
petua! safety of the believer in Christ, for Christ 's
** the Author of eternal salvation ’* (Heb v 9), but
1t also suggests the lost estate of those who *° suffer
punushment, even eternal destrucfion from the face
of the Lord ** (II. Thess, 1 9, RV ) The salvation
of Israel at the Red Sea stands out in contrast to
the overthrow of the Egyptians 1n 1t

“ Eternal redemption ’ unfolds the hallowed Itberty
tnto which the Lord Jesus has brought His own, by
means of His death upon the cross (Heb. x 12},
but 1t also speaks of those who will be wrapped in the
bondage of *‘ everlasung fire ' (Matt xxv 41) The
deliverance of Israel by the blood of the paschal lamb
stands out 1n contrast to the doom of the firstborn of
the Egyptians

‘“ Eternal inheritance  remunds us of the estate
of incorruptibility for which the ransomed are kept
(Heb 1x 15}, but 1t also brings to our remembrance
the ‘‘ eternal damnation "’ from which they have es-
caped (Mark ni. 29),

‘“ Eternal glory ™ impresses us with its wvista of
comung splendour, shared with, and because of, our
Beloved (II Tim 1 10; I Peter v 10}, but i1t also
points to the ‘' everlasting punishment >’ which will
be the portion of the unbeliever The bliss of Lazarus
in Abraham’'s bosom ts seen in contrast with the tor-
ment of Dives in hell.

*“ Eternal weight of glory ' and the house which 1s
" eternal in the heavens ' (Il Cor. rv 17, v, 1), are
seen in contrast to the ‘ sufferings of this present
time.”’ The Gethsemane of suffering leads to the
ascension of giory

*“ Eternal kingdom ** of Christ’s rule and glory,
which the faithful shall share with Him, stands out
in contrast to the shifting scenes of earth, and the
impotency of man’s rule. for we receive a kirgdom
which cannot be moved (II Peter 1 11).

Does not the blackness of the contrast make the

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brightness the more vivid? It 1s a solemn fact that
Goa says more ghout the doom of the wicked to His
children thanr He does to the wicked themselves
** Shall I hide from Abraham that thing which I do?’
(Gen xvui 17), said God to Himself as He thought of

upon the citics of the plamn, He told Abraham what
He was about to do The Lord does not hide from
us the wrath coming upon the unbeliever Why?
Because He would have us know from what we have
been saved, but He also desires us to know to what
we are saved What 1t all means we cannot tell, but
there will be.

Love without passion, for we shall be ‘' like Him *’

Service withour weariness, for ** His servants shall
serve Him "’

Holiness without alloy, for ** His Name shall be in
their foreheads "’

Blessing without curse, for there shall be ‘‘ no
more curse ’’

Joy without sorrow, for all tears shall be wiped
away

Light without darkness, for there shall he * no
right there.”’

Life without death, for there shall be ‘* no more
death ™’

Glory without suffering, for there shall be ‘‘ no
more pain ”’

Singing without crying, for there shall be no more
crying

Satisfaction without want, for hunger and
shall cease

Rule without end, for we
ever.”’
Beauty without infirmuty, for we shall be without
wrinkie
Living without sin, for we shall be ** faultless ”’
Company without absence, for we *f shall
ever be with the Lord »’

IMMORTALITY OF BEING

In that wonderful resurrection chapter, I Corm-
thians xv , we have a sevenfold description given to
us, as to what the glorfied body of the believer will
be, 1n contrast to what 1t 1s now (see verses 42, 43,
44, 49, 50, 53),

Incorruption 1s to displace corruption  ‘° It 1s sown
m corruption, 1t 1s raised in incorruption ' Corrup-
tion 1s decay Here, beauty fades, the sight grows
dim ; the limbs grow weary; the hand loses its grip,
the legs their elasticity, and the mund 1its veracty
But there, there shall be no fading, no dimness, no
loss of grip, and no want of agiity Then we shall
have perfect beauty, unfailing sight, unweariness of
limb, and perpetual youth Immortality 1s a state of
holiness and bhss, 1in an incorruptible and glonified
body

Glory displaces dishonour. ‘' It 1s sown in dis
horour, 1t 1s raised 1n glory '’ The body has been
dishonoured by sin  Its members have yelded to the
servitude of iniquity, Passion has torn the body,
anger has distorted 1t, lust has debased it, blasphemy
has desecrated it, uncleanness has polluted 1t, sin has
marred it, and Satan has ridden in it as a vehicle

But in the glorified state, these powers shall no more
have therr sway - LI

Pdwer displaces weakness *''It ts sown in weak-
ress, it 1s raised in power.”’ Here weakness cripples
our eftorts, defeats our purpose, mars our plans,
breaks our powers, hinders our progress, crushes our
ideals, and paralyses our hopes, but, in the glorified
state, fatigue shall not weary us, exhaustion shall
not stop us, for we shali run continuously and not
be weary, and walk and not faint We shall have
power to perform our plans, and carry out our pur-
poses

Spiritual displaces natural ‘It 1s sown a natural
body , 1t 1s raised a spiritual body ' The natural body
15 ‘' physical,”” that 1s, soulish, and 15 adapted for
the soul The spiritual 1s ** pneumatical,”” and 1s
adapted to the redeemed spirit The bodies will be
wdentreal 80 as to be recognisable, but they will be
cifterent, for they will move in another sphere We
shall have senses then adapted to the spiritual world,
just as we have senscs now suitable for this earthly
state

Heavenly d:splaces earthly ** As we have borne
the image of the earthy, we shall also hear the image
of the heavenly ”” What the heavenly body will be
like we do not know, but 1t wiil be independent of
fire, as 1s seen 1n the angel who appeared to Manoah
ascending in the flame, 1t will not be kept back by
walls, as 1s patent by Christ coming into the upper
room, the doors being locked, and 1t will not be con-
trolled by the law of gravitation, for Christ ascended,

will be scen, as the Son of man was seen 1n Nebuchad-
nezzar's furnace, 1t will be able to take food, as is
demonstrated by the angels who came to Abraham:
1t can be touched, as we may gather from Thomas
touching the body of Christ, and 1t will be identical
with the earthly body, for Moses and Eljah are
known as such, when they appear with Chrst n
glory

Immortality displaces mortality “ This mortal
shall put on immortality 7’ ‘* Death cannot reach the
glorified body, floods cannot drown 1t, fire cannot
burn 1t, the sword cannot pierce 1t ”’, dynamite can-
not touch 1t, ard ro destruction can overtake 1t
Deathless, undecaying 1t 1s  Yea, the glorified are in
a state of holiness and bliss from which it 1s impos-
sible to fall, for all immortality 1s a changeless, un-
ending state

Something displaces flesh and blood What that
somethmg 1s, we cannot say, for the Bible 15 silent.
Flesh ard blood 1t will pot be, for flesh 1s a tanted
thing, and blood 1s a decaying thing

We have a picture of the glorfied state in Christ’s
transfiguration, but we have no explanation, Of this
we are sure, whatever Christ 1s, we shall be, * His
Name shall be 1n their foreheads, says the Spirit,
of the redeemed—which seems tu mie, as one once
sald, that as Christ looks upon us, He shall see the
reflection of His own glory

We are not responsible for another’s conversion,
but—we are personally respensible for contact.
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The Second Coming of Christ

1L evangelical Christians beheve that Chrst
A 1s corung again. ‘Fhey hold different views,
however, as fo the manner of His appearing
Tens of thousands of Christians every Sunday recite
the Apostles’ Creed, 1n which they affirm their behef
in Jesus Christ who *‘ was born of the Virgin Mary,
suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead,
and buried, the third day He rose from the dead,
ascended into heaven, and sitteth on the right hand
of God the Father Almighty.”” Withour a pause
they go on to say, ‘‘ From thence He shall come to
judge the quick and the dead ' They profess to ac-
cept the coming agam of Christ without the shghtest
consideration of the implications of so great a subject
On the day of His ascension Jesus led the disciples
out to the Mount of Olives While

them, He was suddenly ‘‘ taken up, and a cloud re-
cerved him out of their sight And while they looked
stedfastly toward heaven, as He went up, behold,
two men stood by rthem in white apparel; which also
sard, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up
into heaven® This same Jesus, which 1s taken up
from you into heaven, shall so come mn like manner
as ye have seen Him go into heaven "’ (Acts 1. 9-11)

In a wisible, personal presence our Lord went
away, and the two witnesses assure us that He ‘‘shall
so come n like manner.  The whole New Testament
rings with this glorious announcement In language
«lear and positive, He 15 pledged to a definite, visible
return to this earth To give to these words any
wther than a lteral nterpretation 1s to handle the
Word of God decertfully.

The logic of such a conclusion 1s recognised by one
of the leading modernists and greatest scholars on that
side of the question, who states that if one 1s a fun-
damentalist, that is, 1f one believes the Bible 10 be
the inspited revelation of God, he must of necessity
be a premilienarian, for the Scriptures clearly teach
that Jesus Christ 1s coming back again in personal,
bodily form,

1. The comung of Chnst does not mean death

Frequently at funerals of believers Matthew xxiv
A2 15 quoted® ** Watch therefore; for ye know not
—~what hour your Lord doth come.” Then, in the way
fin which ohis scripture 1s applied, the impression 1s
:given that Christ’s promise to come again 1s fulfilled
at death Or, 1t may be that the wext 1s John xuv
2, 3. “ 1 go to prepare a place for you And if I go
and prepare a place for you. I will come again, and
recetve you unto Myself, that where I am, there ye
may be also ”’ Both of these, and other similar pas-
sages, refer directly to Christ’s second coming at the
end of the Church age and not to the death of a
believer

When a Christian dies, he *‘ falls asleep ’’ When
Jesus Christ comes again, all the sleepirg saints shall
awake, Death puts the believer’s body in the grave,
the comng of Christ will bring that body forth

from the grave. Death separates us from one
another, the comung of Christ will reunite us. Death
fills our eyes with tears, His coming will wipe all
tears away, ‘' For the Lord Himself shall descend
from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the arch-
angel, and with the trump of God ' and the dead in
Christ shall rise first then we which are alive and
remain shall be caught up together with them in the
clouds, to meet the Lord in the air. and so sha'l we
ever be with the Lord. Wherefore comfort one an-
other with these words '’ (I Thess 1v. 16-18)

Again, the Apostle Paul, in his First Epistle to
the Corinthians (av 51}, speaking of Christ’s return,
tells us that there will be at that time many lwving
believers who will never experience the sting of death,
but who will be changed 1n a moment, in ‘‘ the twirk-
Iing of an eye > If, then, there i1s to be a company
of believers who, like Enoch and Elyjah, will never
die, how can dearth and Christ’s coming mean the
same thing? The absurdity of the claim that these
are synonymous terms 1s at once apparent when one
endeavours to read the word ‘‘ death '’ into the as-
surances of the second appearing of Chrst

Richard Baxter's testimony on this subject is tl-
lummating. ‘‘ For my own part,”” he declares, ** I
must confess to you that death, as death, appeareth
10 me as an enemy and my nature doth abhor and
fear it  But the thoughts of the comung of the Lord
are most sweet and joyful to me, so that if I were
but sure that I should live to see 1t and that the trum-
pet should sound and the dead should arise and the
Lord appear before the period of my age, 1t would be
the joyfullest tidings to me 1in the world Oh, that
I might see His kingdom come ! *'

Some of the greatest promises of the New Testa-
ent given to the child of God, will not be fulfilled
at death, but at the second appearing of our Lord
and Saviour Jesus Christ For rstance,

THE RESURRECTION OF BEL!EVERS,

with their translation into the presence of our Lord from
which they shall go out no more for ever, 1s not men-
tioned 1n connection with death These events will
take place only when Christ appears.

2 It does not mean the comung of the Holy Spinit on
the day of Pentecost.

Those who consider the commg of the Holy Spirit
on the day of Pentecost the fulfilment of Christ’s
promise to come again, confuse the persons of the
Trimty In all of His teaching our Lord clearly dif-
ferentiates between Himself and the Holy Spirit. The
personality of the Holy Spirit 1s emphasised by the
use of the personal pronoun ** I will send Him unto
you' ' When He 1s come, He will lead you into
the truth '’ ‘¢ He shall glorify Me *’ John xiv, 15
and 16 speak of His gracious minstry to believers
But the marvellous things that are to take place at
the coming of the Lord Jesus Christ certamnly did not
transpire on the day of Pentecost There was no
resurrection and no translation, nor were the nations
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gathered for judgment before Him (Matt, xxv, 31-46),

3 It does not mean the destruction of Jerusalem under

Titus n A.D. 50

Some of my brethren who attempt to spinitualise
these passages, say that the destruction of Jerusalem
was the fulfilment of Christ’s promise to come with
power and great glory Let any unbiased student
read the scriptures that refer to the coming of Christ
and the events that will take place when He appears,
let hum compare these with historical accounts of the
destruction of Jerusalem, and he will see how uuterly
absurd 1s this explanation

Under Titus, the Roman prince,
destroyed

Jerusalem was
The Jews were drven to the very

and the city came under the heel of the Gentiles where
it has remamed throughout the centurnies At the
coming of Jesus, the city of Jerusalem will become
the ** joy of the whole earth * The Jews wi!l be re-
gathered The tabernacle of Dawvid, which 1s fallen
down, will be rebuwlt and the throne of Dawvid will
pe re-estaplished Then ‘* He shall reign from the
river to the ends of the earth '’ * And to this agree
the words of the prophets, as it is written, After this
I will return, and will build again the tabernacle of
David, which 1s fallen down, and I will build again
the ruins thereof, and I will set 1t up . that the residue
of men might seek after the Lord, and all the Gentiles,
upon whom My Name 1s called, saith the Lord, who
doeth all these things, Known unto God are all His
works, from the beginmung of the world ”* {Acts xv
15-18) ‘“ Thus saith the Lord, I am returned unto
Zion, and will dwell in the midst of Jerusalem; and
Jerusalem shall be called, A city of truth; and the

mountain of the Lord of hosts, The holy mountain **
(Zech. vin 3.
THE LORD HIMSELF

It 15 the Lord Himself who is to appear the second
time. ‘ This same Jesus shall so come in ke man-
ner as ye have seen Him go.”’ His feet that were so
mysteriously hfted from the Mount of Olives, will,
in the day of His return, stand again on that very
mountain (¢f Zech. xiv. 4) ‘' Behold, He cometh
with clouds; and every eye shall see Him, and they
also which pierced Him ** His hands that were out-
stretched n blessing as He departed from earth, will
be spread forth once more and * one shall say unto
Him, What are these wounds in Thine hands? Then
He shall answer, Those with which I was wounded in
the house of My friends,”” *‘ In that day there shall
be a fountain opened to the house of Dawid, and to
the .nhabitants of Jerusalem, for sin and for unclean-
ness ”’ ‘* And I will pour upon the house of David,
and upon the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the spint of
grace and supplications, and they shall look upon Me
whom they have pierced, and they shall mourn for
Him, as one mourneth for his only son ”

If, then, the coming of the Lord Jesus Chnst is
not death, nor the coming of the Holy Spint, nor the
destruction of Jerusalem, 1t cannot be anything less
or anything else than His own persopal appearing to
the world which rejected Him  For that event we
look Toward that day we hasten

PEAKING 1in human language, yet very re-
S verently, God does call upon His people for help
against a common foe.

Come behind the scenes in the opeming chapters of
Job. On a certain day, the sons of God came to
present themselves before the Lord Satan came also
among them ‘* And the Lord saxd unto Satan,
Whence comest thou? "' Satan’s reply 1s an amazing
one, ‘' From going to and fro in the earth, and from
walking up and down in 1t ** Just think of this enemy
of God having the audacity to make such a statement '
To walk the length and breadth of enemy territory
1s bad enough, but to announce the fact to the Owner
means that to all intents and purposes he has annexed
the property

Now we know that the earth 15 the Lord’s and
the fulness thereof God 1s (so to speak) in trouble
He needs help. To whom will He turn 1n the hour
of need? Surely to His covenant friend! God there-
fore calls on the name of Job when He enqures of
Satan if he has considered His servamt, '* that there
1> none like hum in the earth, a perfect and an up-
right man, one that feareth God, and escheweth evil
Job as God's ally has to stand the full force of a
powerful enemy’s attack, first of all on his property,
then on nis family, and lastly on his own person But

SATAN 1S DEFEATED,
and God rewards Job by giving him twice as much
as he lost 1n warfare, So our covenant Friend tells
us n His Word that a cup of cold water given in the
Name of a disciple shall be rewarded, and that those
who are faithful unto death shall receive a crown of
life

Then how can we reward Him who so frequently
comes 1o our rescue and delivers us? * What shall
I render to the Lord for all His benefits unto me?
-« . I will offer the sacr.fices of thanksgiving . . I
will pay my vows unto the Lord now, in the presence
of all His people, in the courts of the Lord’s house.”

Elyah came to the help of God on Carmel, and
proved Him to be the one and only God because He
answered when called upon by name

Idolatry 1s based, antithetically, on the same prin-
ciple as the worship of Jehovah. It 1s nghtly called
devil worship  Satan 1s its author, and has mitated
God in His methods. Because God brought His
people nigh to Himself by the shedding of blood,
wdolatry 15 based on sinilar lines, but carried to excess,
S0 we hear of human sacrifices, and 1dols’ temples
butlt on the foundation of the firstborn; thus for
example the temple children of India, and ali the m-
morality connected wrth Hindu 1dolatrous worship

In Elyah’s day the worship of Baal had superseded
the worship of Jehovah to such an extent, that Baal's
prophets numbered four hundred and fifty to Jehovah’s
one The question for deciston was, Which is the
true God? The details of worship and approach being
similar, the prophets of Baal were to call on the Name
of their God, whilst Elyah would call on the Name

of his, and it was agreed upon by both parties that
the God who heard the cry of His people and answered
by fire would thus shew Himself to be the true God.

The prophets of Baal called first. Now was the time
for Baal to shew his power and come to the aid of
his covenant people His reputation was at stake,
and his prophets became more frantic as the hours
sped on. The shameful silence of Baal was broken
by the mockings of Eljjah, who urged the idolaters
to cry more loudly, and give their god every oppor-
tunity of vindicating himself, thus making

GOD'S VICTORY

all the greater. The priests began to leap upon the
altar, and to cut themselves till the hlood gushed out
Truly Baal will be moved by such a sight, a reminder
that his covenant people call! It 1s now the time of
the evening sacrifice, and there has been ‘‘ neither
voice, nor any tO answer, nor any that regarded '
Fickle Baal' You have this day put your people to
shame and humiliation

Jehovah’s solitary but majestic prophet commands
the sullen and disappointed people to draw near. The
altar is repaired, and water poured over the sacrifice
and the wood Then m a prayer which 1s subhme
in 1ts simplicity, Elyjah calls on the Name of the God
of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob,
No need for him to leap on the altar, or to cut him-
self with knives Just a request that He will prove
Himself God in Israel, and Eljah His servant Im-
mediately the fire of the Lord fell and consumed the
sacrifice, the wood, the stones, and the dust, and
licked up the water in the trench

There was nothing more to be sad Baal was
proved to be no god, and his worshippers were utterly
defeated ‘* The Lord, He s God,"” 1s the sequel
to the story.

All the Old Testament saints dealt with God on the
strength of the blood covenant, and n consequence
they seemed to have power to prevad, even to the
point of appearing audacious, as Jacob at Bethel, who
made a contract that if God wouid be with him, give
him food and clothing, and bring him back to his
own country in peace, then the Lord would be hus
God, to whom he would give

A TENTH OF ALL

his possessions. Jacob was thus making the cond:-
tions known, and promusing a reward for help ren-
dered

God invites such a procedure by deliberately calling
on His people to prove Him, to put His faithfulness
to the test; to be bolder still, and command Him con-
cernuing the work of His hands On the other hand
we 1nvite Him to judge and prove us, to see if there
be any unfaithfulness on our part, any compromusing
with the enemy. Read Psalm xxvi in this connection,
David has opened no side door to the enemy We
do well to imitate him in his proper hatred of the
Lord’s enemies They are David’s enemues too.
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The friends now so closely umted are at hberty to
put to the test, and prove each other's fidelity to the
utmost hmut The demands made are sometimes of a
very unusual character. Thus the day came when God
tried Abraham, and cailed uporn him to give substan-
ual proof of his love and trust

The test concerned Abraham’s son, the chid of
promuse, whom he was told to offer up as a buent
offering  What a trial of faith such a request must
have been' But faithful Abraham does not scem to
have faltered The inspired record of this outstand-
ing deed 1s, that he rose up in the morming , saddled
his ass, took two of his young men with him, and
Isaac his son, and clave the wood for the burnt offer-
ing, and rose up, and went unto the place of which
God had told him No wonder that he 15 always
known as the friend of God' He 1s proved faith-
ful, God 15 perfectly sanisfied, and because these arc
the days of types and shadows, Isaac 1s received back
as it were from the dead, because he ‘‘ reckoned that
God was able to raise him up even from the dead "

of the true Isaac (the Church Gal 1v 31) whom the
Father will actually raise from the dead by His own
glorious power'

God gave proof to Abraham of His undying love and
faithfulness by a wonderful revelat.on of Jesus, the
Lamb of God Did not Christ affirm to the Jews,
** Your father Abraham rejoiced to see My day, and
he saw it and was glad ”’? God later proved His farth-
fulness 1n reality long after Abraham had left the
land of pilgrnmage for that better country, by an
act which far exceeded Abraham’s Isaac was spared,
but God spared not His only begotten Son, but of-
fered Him up for us all Yea, God offered up His
Son as a sacrifice for those who were enmemtes, and
thereby has for ever commended His love toward us,
in that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for the
ungodly

The day on which Jesus was offered is the most
stupendous day in the history of the world Al the
days which preceded 1t did but lead up to 1t, whilst
all the days which have succeeded 1t look back on 1t
On this day of days, God entered into Bloed Covenant
with mankind n reality, for He gave of His blood 12
the bloed of His Son.

Amazing love, how can 1t be
That Thou, my God, showaq st die for me?

On this day man also entered the Covenant in reality.
for Jesus gave of man’s blood, when His human blood
was poured out The Lord Jesus in His own person
took God's part, and man’s part, for He was perfect
God and perfect Man  Behold that crimson stream,
God and man’s blood mingling and flowmg together.

Anse, shine for thy hght 1s come, and the glory of the Lord 15 risen upon thee —Isaiah Ix. 1

O matter where a light may be placed, its duty
1s to shine Nothing else—just shine Now

mm order for a lght to shine 1t must be
brighter, have more radiance than its surroundings
Then 1t naturally follows that the darker the place
where the light is put the brighter will it appear, and
the more good will it do if 1t 15 allowed to shine
clearly

WHEHN JESUS WAS HERE

He said of Himself, ‘“ As long as I am in the world,
I am the Light of the world ™ (Jobn 1x. 5) During
the period of His munistry He was constantly shed-
ding light, shining for the benefit of all whom He
came in contact with, Lghting up the dark places,
shiming around and in the lives of His followers that
they in turn mught shine for Him by lhghting the
pathway for others When He had finished His
work and was about to go away, He said to His
followers, Ye are the Light of the world ' (Matt
v 14} So He has put it upon us His children to
carry on the work—in other words, to shine for Him
I wonder how many of us are doing our best Are
we letting our light shine, or do we sometimes grow
tired or discouraged, and allow our hghts to grow
dim or perhaps to go out altogether?

Herald a short time ago and 1s worthy of attention

She
had realised that her smile, everything connected with
her personality, was at the Lord’s disposal, and He
began to use her ' "’

Yesterday a young lady similarly placed came to
me and told me a like story of the difficulties and
discouragements 1n trying to lve a Chrstian life
amidst ungodly compamons 1 said to her, ‘ Just
shine for Him."" Then remembering that I had the
above paragraph by me I read 1t to her, and she too
went away with tears in her eyes and a resolve in

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Acts xx1 15-32

Paul and his companions were pow on
tne last stage of the journey  Jerusalem,
the home of his student days, the centre
of his old spirtual Nife, the city of hig
nation, and the scene of his bitter per-
secution of the Church, lay before him,
and, for all he knew from rhe warnings
recerved, would be the place of his mar-
tyrdom  Not that he cared, he was ready
for anything But the request thar h.s
service for the Church at Jerusalem
mught be 1ecepted of the samts must have
been heavy upon his heart  His feelings
for humnself were nothing, but for the
companions that wire with hmm, and for
the churches they represented, there must
have been an aching hope that here in
Jerusalem nothing would happen that
would widen the breach that had already
been starred in Galatta and Cormmth It
was perhaps because he feared what sort
of welcome they would rece.ve that they
toolc up with them Mnason of Cyprus,
an old disciple, with whem they were to
lodge.

The welcome does not seem to have
been very warm-hearted, for while they
were recerved gladly, and the rueord of
the work among the Gentiles gave the
Jerusalem brethren joy, yet they im-
mediately plunged ,nto a recifation, not
of their thanks for the gifts, but of their
grievances aganst Paul apd s teach-
ing *“ Thou seest, brother, how many
ten thousands {margmn, myriads), of Jews
there are which belheve, and they are
all zealous of the Law ™ Then they
enumerated their charges that Paul was
agamst Moses, agamst circumasson and
agamst  the customs Thnese charges
were later enlarged by the mob, and
made to 1nclude a violent attitude against
the people, the Law anrd the Temple
(verse 28})—three things that no Jew
could even tolerate It was an appeal to
Jewsh patriotism and to partisan spirit
i the Church

Paul's act of coneciliration has been
calied 1nto gquestion by many They have
said that his willingness to go nto the
Temple with these four Christian breth-
ren who were keeping a Nazarite vow
was inconsistent with his own teaching,
but such 1s by no means the case
I Cormnthans vn 1720 dsunctly shews
that the Apostle of the Gentiles taught
Jews who became Christians that they
should sull remam Jews i things out-
ward He humself says that, though he
was free, he became the gervant of all
that he mught gamn the more unto the
Jews he became a Jew that he mught
gam the Jews to them that vere under
the Law, as under the Law, to them that
were Without law, as without law (being
not without law to God, but under the
law to Christ) To the weak he became
as weak, that he muight gamn the weak
Finally he proclauns himsgelf to be made
all things to all men, that he might save
some by all means and by every means

crisis that s visit to Jerusalem was imn-
tended to avert There was no alterna-
tive  Go he must, 1f peace was to reign
among the churches, and f n his own
heart he was to be c¢lear that he had
done everything possible to keep that
peace Dersonally I cannot see that any
other alternanve was before the Apostle
1he brethren at Jerusalem had placed
hitn 1in 4 cormer  Refusal would at once
be the signal for further and greater un-
happiness among the churches, whereas
compliance with this request would shew
that tus writings and teaching, as well
as his achions, were all governed by the
lnw he thught—the ivw of love

We know from the remamder of this
chapter that the result nearly ended the
worh of the Apostle, but God overruled
this so that nstead of dywng he s al-
lowed to witness to all in the Temple
from the steps of the Castle of Antonia
with a Roman guard to pratect fhm from
the violence of the meb  Turn however,
from the rior and confusion of tue hap-
penmgs mn the Temple courts, and take
a last long gaze at

The Church ax Jerusalem, for this 1s
the last we see of 1t in the pages of the
New Testament A few years before
Peniecost haa veen enacted in the power
of the Holy Ghost—this year it was 7

CONGERNING THE HYMNS WE
SING

Perhaps one of the oldest hymns we
have rs, '* Arr thou weary? ” Tt springs
from a Greek origmnal, although there are
those who say there was more Latin in
the lines than Greek The Enghsh
translation, made 1n 1862, 1s the work of
J M Neale, a Church of Fngland clergy-
man  The orgmnal 15 an eignth century
hymn by Siephen of Saba

Qutside Jerusalem there 1s
ravieg through which flows the brook
Kedron  Perched on the brink of the
overhanging precipice 1s the ‘lonastery
of Marsaba In the early centuries of
the Christian era many religious people
were attracted to the Holy Land, and,
g.wng themselves up to a lite of asceu-
crsm, they Ined in scattered huts aor n
caves 1n the peighbourhood of tne Holy
City  In this way m the sixth century
came St Sabas, the Founder of the
Monastery of Marsaba

In this secluded spot this man gathered
the scattered communmity and formed them
inte an order under his direction  There
the monks lived and prayed, there they
died and were buried To Marsaba in
the eighth century came John of Damas-
cus, a man famed as a scholar and
teacher He led by the hand a boy of
ten years, his nephew, Stephen The boy
entered the fortress-like monastery and
never left 1t again  He became poet and
choir-master to the monks, and there he
wrote the hymn which m ats English
form has become popular and world-
famed
Art thou weary, art thou languid,

Art thou sore distressed?
“Come to Me.”" saith One “‘and coming
Be at rest ™

Stephen and his successors saw many
come to Marsaba who were weary of the
world  When Dante arrived, tired and
sad at heart, at the gate of the monastery
of St Croce, the gateleeper asked
through the lathice ** What seekest
thou? ™ and in one word Dante replied
‘“ Rest' " This was what those who
came to Marsaba wanted

Thig hymn has been ealled ** A portrast
of Jesus,’' but -t scarcely merits thar
ritle, for 1t Jeaves out of account the
joyous side of Christ’s character and of
the Chrighan Wife  Cornpare, for msance,
the glad words, ** Christ alone shall be
our portion,” in Sander's and Bourne's
song, ** Hark the Gospel,” with Stepnen s
words, ** What my portion here? Many
a sorrow, many a labour, many a tear "’
Th's view. of the Chnsuan nfe is too
onesided, and needs to be balanced by
the joy and blessedness which are so
promunent a feature of New Testament
writings and of Chrishian experience
Still, we thank Stephen for his hymn

Christ, 1n His effort to save mankind,
makes His supreme appeal to the heart
To become a Christian s first of all to
have tne neart attuned to the Spinig of
Christ  Sin 15 discord mn the universe,
and males discord 1n the human heant
anger  hatred, jealousy, prejudice, envy,
treachery, all these are discordant notes
that spoil the music m the heart in the
nome, and m all the social circles of life

Pau' declares that the three most
mustcal strings on the Christian’s violin
ot the heart are faith, hope, and love
Wordsworth, the poet, himself a beautifu!
Christtan, 1 one of his songs, says,
** We Iive by admuration, hope and love "
Perhaps m the poei’s thought admiration
was only another word for faith It s
the yearming of man for something be-
side himself, something higher and nobler
and better Men whe have not such
faith, have eyes full of dust, ears that
are heavy, voices that are hoarse and
wake no great songs rhat stir the sou's
ot men to ligh and noble deeds

Hope 1s the second string upon whuch
Paul relies for the heaveniy music He
says, ‘* We are saved by hope” The
whole story of mankind 1s the story of
the fanting heart kept alive and en-
couraged by hope It was hope that
kept the lLight burning in the heart of
Columbus Tt was hope that shrred the
heart of Milton till he caught the vision
of Paradise i the mudst of the double
darkness The good cheer of Jesus 1s
contagious The sou! histening o Him,
eries out with Paul, ** 1 can do all things
through Christ which strengtheneth me ™

But Paul counts the sweetest and most
resourceful string of all to be love. St
Augustine says, ‘' Temperance 1s love,
keeping 1tself pure and undefiled for God
Justice 1s love, readily enduring all things
for the sake of God " Christ wins the
heart by love ‘* [ came to break your
head,” once said 2 rough man to White-
field, with a big stone in his hand, “but
by the love of God you have broken my
heart "

There can be no music 1 any heart
without love One may have many other
good qualiies, and yet they will all be
hard and cold, harsh and unmusical with-
out love The music of Lfe must have
love for its deep undertons Happy the
man who has all these strings 1o fune on
the violin of his heart--fasth, hope and

To Cyprus! How the heart of Barnabas, ** Son
of Consolation,’’ must have thrilled as the ship sailed
away to Cyprus Forty muiles south of what 1s now
Asia Minor, and sixty mules west of Syria lay this
Little 1sle. To Barnabas, 1t was home (Acts 1v 36)
In his younger days, when he was known as Joses,
the two mountain ranges of Cyprus were s com-
pamons: and there ever stretched before him the broad
central valley where grew the oats, the wheat, the
barley, the grapes, the olives, the carrots, the beans.
the sikworms and the cotton,

lay on the trade routes Joses looked across the sea,
heard the call of adventure, and wandered to the main-
land to make his own And he made 1t. But when
this son of Lev: opened his heart to Jesus Chnist, he
sold hus land and laid the money at the apostles' feet
And then,—then that which every believer should
desire, was realised .n his kfe. The Holy Spirit ok
control—and Barnabas turns again home.

What a story he would have to tell the folks back
home! They must have heard of Jesus—all of them
Many accounts of His muracles would have filtered
along the trade routes. How eagerly they would hear
that Jesus had really opened blind eyes, healed the
sick, raised the dead, and worked many other miracles.
With what joy they would learn that Jesus was i
truth the Messiah, that He was crucified for their
sins according to the Scriptures, that He was bured,
and that He rose again the third day according to
the Scriptures With what ease they would be won
to Christ The plan was simple. Disembarking at
Salamus, and gradually moving across the island to
Paphos, they would preach the Word Probably
Paul would telf the great story of his conversior, and
John Mark would minister, What a blessing to bring
to the isle of his youth.

Had the Cyprus folks heard of Jesus? Oh, yes
Certainly. They had heard of Jesus the prophet and
His mughty deeds In fact, Elymas, Bar-jesus,
was at that moment assistant to the deputy of the
country. He, too, was a prophet and a wonder-
worker.

Just how amazing Elymas was, we are not told
Pussibly he was skilled 1n the lore and uncanny arts
and strange powers of the Median pnests, as were
many of the Babylonian Jews, a man of science beyund
his age in acquaintance with the powers and processes
of nature He may have been representative of an
oriental system of religion, and very probably was a
magician of great cleverness. Josephus speaks of such
an one, whose name was Simon—a Cypriot S0
clever was Elymas that he was able to represent him-
self as Bar-jesus, ‘* Son of Jesus,”” and be accepted
by Sergius Paulus—the deputy of the country, ' a
prudent man,’’ For a little while, life was rosy for
this blasphemous masquerader, Elymas, but he failed
to
