HE subject of this Bible study is Hearkenmg,

I or rather, I mught say, Hearkeming Diligently,

There are degrees of hearkeung We know

that a httle chuld who is being sent on an errand will

somettmes Listen so heedlessly that he will iind when

he arrives at the store that he has forgotten largely

what has been told him by the mother and needs to

go back to her agamn for mstructions. [ think often
we are [ike that, we do not

WALT ON THE LORD

long enough to hear His vorce, and to get His full
directions  There 15 50 much 1n the world to keep us
from diligent hearkening I think we need to be care-
ful not to give too much time even to religious litera-
ture, but must be sure to feed much upon the Word
of God

I wili take for my first text, Romans x. 17, * So
then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the
Word of God > How many people we meet to-day
who realise that they are lacking wn faith, and who
say, '* Oh, if 1 only had more faith, if I only had
the faith of such and such an one ' But God has
given us a Divine recipe for obtaimng faith ' Faith
cometh by hearing ”* As we hear God speak to us,
faith 1s mspired in our hearts We are also told that
hearing comes by the Word of God, so this capauty
for hearing God speak comes as we feed upon His
Word The prophet said, ** Thy words were found,
and I did eat them, and Thy word was unto me the
oy and rejoicing of mine heart ' Beloved, let us
learn to eat God's Word, and to have our innermost
being filled with it, for then we shall be able to hear
God speak to us Oh, to have our spiritual ears so
sensitive that we shall hear not only the Word of
God, but we shall hear the voice of God through the
Word  This must be our amm, to hear the hving
vouce of God through His Word, and

WHEN WE HEAR HIS VOICE

1t will create 1n us ‘' the faith of the Son of God ”
When we realise our lack of faith we must go down
before God in penutence and humility, and repent of
everything 1n us that hinders faith, asking God to
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wash away the s of unbelief through the precious
blood of Jesus

Now we will turn to Psalm Ixxx1, and we will read
from the 8th to the 13th verse This 15 a wonderful
Psalm and we should study 1t carefully

Hear, O My people, and I will testify unto thee O Israel,
1f thou wilt hearken unto Me, there shall po strange god
be in thee, nenther shalt thou worship any strange god I
am the Lord thy Goed which brought thee out of 1be lard
of Egypt open thy mouth wide, and I will fll 1t But My
people would not hearken to My voice, and Israel would
none of Me So I gave them up unto thew owr bhearts’
lust and they walked mn therr own counsels Oh that My
people had hearkened unto Me, and Israel had walked in
My ways 1 should soon have subdued ther enemies, and
turned My hand agamst therr adverswries The haters of
the Lord ‘should have submitted themselves unto Him but
He should have
and with honey

their nme shou'd bhave endured for ever
fed themn also with the finest of the wheat
out of the rock should T have satisfied ihee

Notice, beloved, all this victory and all this bless-
ing would come to God's people 1f they would only
hearken unto Him In dealing with those who come
to be healed of sickness, how many do you find who
have been diligently hearkerirg unto the Word and
istenng to His voice through His Word? Many of
them have been attending meetings,—yes., running
here and there It is blessed to have the privilege of

ATTENDING SPIRITUAL MEETINGS,
but people sometimes attend toe many meetings in-
stead of taking time to wait oo the Lord alone, and
to drink in the Word of God  Let us look more fully
at thts 8lst Psalm Among other wonderful things
that God promises 1s that f His people hearken unto
Him, * there shall no strange god be in thee.” Why
do so many dear children of God get into error? We
find many who allow themselves to be tossed about
with every wind of doctrine, and they get into strange
doctrines because they do not hearken diligently to
God’s voice through His Word He says about those
who did not hearker to Hrs vowe, ‘I gave them up
unto therr own hearts’ lust and they walked 1n their
own counsels ’ Could anything be more sad than
this  for God to leave us to our own natural desires
and to let us walk in our own counsels? It is sad
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indeed to think that God has to give His people up
in this way when they will not hearken to Him and
obey Him, but, praise His Name, He 1s always ready
to receive them agan when they will turn to Him
in penitence. Then, too, His heart s always reach-
ing out after them in tender love and compassion
There is a beautiful passage in the Book of Hosea
in regard to Ephraim. First, God 1s obliged to say,
¢ Ephraim 1s joined to idols let hum alone.’”” But

15 shewn further :n Hosea v 15, where He says again
of Ephraim, “ [ will go and return to My place, til
they acknowledge their offence, and seek My face
in their affliction they will seek Me early '’ This 1s
the reason why God 1s obhged to send affliction upon
His people, to cause them to turn from their own ways
and to give up therr own wills to God, and be fully
yielded 10 Him Notice agam n Psalm lxxx1, other
wonderful results of hearkening to God He would
subdue thetr enemues, the haters of the Lord would
submit to Him He would feed His people with the
finest of the wheat, which 1s a type of our feeding
upon Christ, and He would satisfy them with honey
out of the rock, which 1s the very sweetness of Christ
Himself as He 15 revealed to us by the Holy Ghost.
Now we will turn to Exodus xv 26, and see what
relation hearkering has to Divine healing In this
chapter we read about the statute and ordinance, that
God made for His people, just after the bitter waters
of Marah had been made sweet by the branch of heal-
ing,—a beautiful picture of healing through the Lord
Jesus, for Jesus is the Tree of Life, and one of His
names 1s the Branch  This 1s what God said to them
If thou wilt diligently hearken to tne voice of the Lord
thy God, and wilt do that which 1s right in His sight, and
wilt give ear to His commandments, and keep all His

statutes, I will put none of these diseases upon thee, which
I have brought upon the Egyptians for I am the Lord that

healeth thee
After this they did not even need to have the bitter

waters sweetened, but they came to Elim, where there
were
TWELVE WELLS OF WATER

and three score and ten palm trees, and they en-
camped by the water, on that beautiful ocasis in the
desert  There 1s a place, I know, where God wants
to hide us away—even the secret place of the Most
High, where pro sichress can touch us May He
draw us on into this blessed secret place where we
shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty Now
this statute was made when God’s people were still
under the law, but what He wants now 1s that we
shall conunually hearken unto Jesus, as the Holy
(Gnost takes of the things of Christ and shews them
urto us  He wants us to learn to walk so softly that
we shall be in a continual attitude of hearkening and
obedience The soul that 1s fully surrendered to Jesus
realises that it can know nothing and do nothing of
itself, and 1t ever hears Jesus saying, ‘* Without Me
ye can do nothing But by faith 1t can also say,
“ 1 can do all things through Christ, which strength-
eneth me * I used to be sorry that 1 could not do
anything of myself, but now I am so glad to realise
my own helplessness, as it enables me to trust Him

fully. I have learned to say, ** Dear Lord, I can do
nothing witholt Thee, nothing apart from Thine ard-—
I cannot give that Bible study, I cannot lead that
meeting , I cannot pray the prayer of faith; I cannot
speak the word of cheer to that oppressed one, but
Thou must do 1t all through me by the power of Thy
Holy Spunit.” As the little song says, ‘ When my
weakness leaneth on His might, all 1s night.”” Notice
that God says, ‘‘ I am the Lord that healeth,”’ not
I will be, but, “I am now thy Healer” Oh,
we must get ntc present tense faith, for God’s ac-
cepted time 1s now

Let us now look at Isaiah xlvuu 18, ** O that thou
hadst hearkened to My commandments! then had
thy peace been as a river, and thy nighteousness as
the waves of the sea.”” Sometimes I have sat on
the beach in San Francisco in a place where there
was a great open sea, and I have counted about six
or seven waves coming In at once, one following the
other, and | have thought of this verse that we have
just read, and I have sad, *“ O, God, Thou dost
want the rnightecusness of the Lord Jesus Chnst to
break upon my heart like that "’ He also wants our
peace to be like a niver, for a mighty niver just flows
on and on, so quetly and with such depth. Beloved,

WHAT POSSIBILITIES

there are for us if we diligently hearken to the vomc

of the Lord our God We will take another passage,
Isaiah Iv 2, 3

Wherefore do ye spend money for that which 1s not bread?
and your labour for that which satisfieth not® hearlen dil-
gently unto Me, and eat ye that which 15 good, and let your
soul delight iself in fatness. Incline your ear, and come
unro Me, hear, and your soul shall live, and I will male an
everlasting covemant urith you, even
David
You will note what beautiful promises there arc

here to those who ¢ hearken dihgently.”” If your
labour has not satisfied you, or attempts to receive
the baptism of the Holy Ghost, or to be healed, 1t is
probably because you have been seeking to be blessed
through your own laborious eforts 1nstead of
*“ hearkening diligently,”” As you hearken to God’s
Word, faith to receive all your imheritance will spring
up by the power of God’s Holy Spirit

Now we will turn to Deuteronomy vn 12

Wherefore 1t shall come to pass, 1if ye hearken to thest
judgments, and keep and do them, that the Lord thy God
shall keep unto thee the covenant and the mercy which He

sware unto thy fathers

You remember the coverent of healing 1 Exodus
xv 26 If you hearken to Him, He will keep that
covenant with you Now read the 15th verse of ihe
7th chapter of Deuteronomy, ‘ And the Lord will
take away from thee all sickness, and will put none
of the evil diseases of Egypt, which thou knowest
upon thee ” What a wonderful promise, *‘ the Loid
will take away from thee all sickness > Look at the
23rd chapter of Exodus in relation to hearhening
God tells His people that He will send an angel be-
fore them,

THE ANGEL OF THE COVENANT,

that was Christ 1n angelic form, and that they should
obey His voice and He would bring them into thewr
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mheritance. Notice 1n the 25th verse, ** And ye shall
serve the Lord your God, and He shall bless thy
bread. and thy water, and I will take sickness away
from the midst of thee '’ Beloved, if you desire heal-
ing 1n order to serve the Lord, He will see that you
have the right motive and will fulfil to you His cove-
nant *‘* Ye shall serve the Lord your God” So
many people want to be healed in order to seive them-
selves, and their families, or to hve for this world.
They want to be healed for all sorts of wrong motives.
and this 1s why God cannot reveal Himself to them
as the Healer

Turn to the 8th chapter of Deuteronomy. In this
chapter we see the importance of being filled with the
whole Word of God Read the 3rd verse,

And He humbled thee, and suffered thee to hunger, and fed
tnee with manna, which thou krewest not, neither diu thy
fathers know, that He might make thee know that man
doth not live by bread only, but by every Word that pro-
ceedeth out of the mouth of the Lord doth man live

God wants us not to confine ourselves to a few
favourite passages, but to

LIVE BY EVERY WORD OF GOD.

Ir order to do this we must read the Bible consecu-
tively Of course we may search our Bible studies
and read the New Testament over and over, but we
must not neglect consecutive readmng of the Word
of God

In Hebrews v 11, 1t 15 said, ** Ye are dull of hear-
mg ”’ God’s people could not understand the things
that He wanted them to learn, because they were
dull of hearng spiritually, and I think many of us
to-day are dull of hearing We often fail to under-
stand what the Word of God means because we try
to reason 1t out with our intellects instead of receiving
it into our hearts We read in Luke xxiv. 45 of a
great blessing which came to the disciples, ‘“ Then
opened He their understanding, that they might un-
derstand the Scriptures > Thus 1s a very definite and
precious experience, which will come to those who will
trust the Lord to give it to them Beloved ask God
tu give you this clear understanding of the Sciiptures,
through the power of His hlessed Spint

In Zechariah vu 11, God makes an awful charge
agamst His people,

But they refused to hearken, and pulled away the shoulder,
and stopped their ears, that rthey should not hear Yea, they
made their hearts as an adamant stone, lest they should
hear the law, and the words which the Lord of hosts hath
sent 1n His Splru: by the former prophets.

Have you somet.mes seen cluldren so naughty that

they acted in this way?—pulled away the shoulder
and

STOPPED THEIR EARS .

that they mught not listen to what was sald by their
elders This 1s the way that God’s people treated:
Him. Therefore He was obliged to turn away His
mercy from them. It 1s stated, ‘' Therefore it is.
come to pass, that as He cried, and they would not.
hear, so they cried, and I would not hear, saith the
Lord of hosts ” Perhaps that is one reasen wiry
some people are crymng and crymng to the Lord and
they receive no answers God 1s waiting for them
to repent and to humble themselves before Him. The
9th verse was what God had said to them when they
refused to hear Him speak

Thus speaketh the Lord of hosts, saying, Execute true
judgment, and shew mercy and compassions every man rfo
hig brother  Aond oppress not the widow, ror the farherless,
the stranger, nor the poor, and let nome of you imagme evil
agamnst his brother in your heart

How important that we hearken to God, and have
a heart of mercy and compassion to all our fellow
creatures, especially towards other Christians The
Lord says, ** Blessed are the merciful, for they shall
obtain mercy ** I beheve to-day there are people who
are bound with sickness and affliction because they
have been hard-hearted and lackng 1 compassion
toward another child of God. If God convicts us of
that, even though it be far i1n the past, we should
humble ourselves and confess 1t to God, also confess
it to the person we have wronged, if that person 1s
lving. God says, ° Confess your fauits one to an-
other, and pray one for another, that ye may be.
healed ' Ask the Lord to cleanse you from

THE SIN OF HARDHEARTEDNESS.

As we consecrate ourselves fully to Him, He will
make us tender and forgiving, and the love of God
will be shed abroad in our hearts, and our compas-
ston for one another will grow to such an extent that
we will marvel Such love can only be understood
by a mother's tender yearming over her child The
most tender human love i this world 1s a mother’s
love over her own offspring, especially for an erring
child, or one greatly afflicted The mother love 1s
sn great, so full of pity, and with such capacity for
giving comfort, that it gives us a very faint idea of
the way God loves us, Beloved. as you exercise God’s
mercy toward others, remember Gods sweet pro-
mise that you shall “* obtain mercy’

Practical Missionary Service

RITING from thew staton, Nelsprust, East

‘X/ Transvaal, Mrs Hubert Phillips sends wel-

come news of the work of Pastor Phillips,

herself, and their new colleague, My W H Fianas,
as follows

Mr Francis has been with us seven weeks now,

and 1s getting on quite micely with the language, be-

sides being a great help on the practical s'de of the

work  His own [ttle home, which Mr Phillips and

he, with the help of the students, have built ¢f mud
bricks with a grass roof, 1s a m 1 of neatness, and
pioves to the natives that this type of house or hut
can be very picturesque The natives are very primu-
tive m building work, and many of their huts re-
mind one of the rolling waves

The work 1s done with primitive tools and in#térials,
wlulst the thatchmg with coarse grass 1s often so

¢
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badly done, that when the ramm comes, 1t has no
difficalty in finding entrance.

It is good to report that during the last few
weeks it has been our joy to send forth two of our
native students into the great harvest field Before
.going they both felt their great weakness We, and
you, need to be continually remembering these dear
boys in prayer. You have no wea how difficult it 1s
for them, but God is able to keep them from falling

As I sit wrnting this I hear great shouts coming
from the school. The working hour (three times a
week) has arrived. The big boys have just been
taught to make mud bricks, and i1t 1s most interest-
ing to watch them, whilst they themselves feel very
clever. These bricks are made of ant-heap There
are often tons of soil 1n these great heaps, and when
one stops to consider that every speck of it has been
carried separately by these insects one realises how
great things can be done, lLttle by Lttle. The soil
of the ant-heaps 1s so hard that it has to be broken
with a pick-axe Then gallons of water are poured
over 1t, and 1t 1s mixed well and trodden by the bare
feet of the boys Then the moulding operation begins,
and the mud 15 slapped into brick-shaped moulds,
well pressed down, then carefully turned out, and
left to dry .n the sun Houses buwlt of these bricks
are beautifully cool, and will last for years

Whilst the boys are making bricks, the gurls are

taught to make their clothes and to kmit. The mis-
sion compound is a busy httle hive,
We have about twenty-six names on the mght

school register. Our boys are contmually changing
They come for a few months, and then the desire
comes into their hearts to

SEE THE BIG TDWNS,

and off they go. We praise God that even though
when they first come to us they are raw heathen, with
one destre, and that to learn, many pass on as bap-
tised believers. As they come under the sound of the
Gospel, the old, old story of the Saviour’s love grips
them, and they pass on, knowng the power of the
cleansing Blood

At the earnest request of one or two white childrer,
a Sunday school for themselves has been restarted
We meet together here at 9.30 on Sundays Our
Little Sonny John is the youngest member, two years
and four months, but most of the children (and there
are twenty-six on the register} are berween the ages
of eight and sixteen. We are looking to the Lord
so to work in these young hearts that they may be
burning and shining Lights for Him m their homes
We understand that there are only twe English ser-
vices in the town during the month

Yesterday we were privileged to visit a native chref
One of our evangelists has come through much tribu-
lation, and has left alf for the sake of the Gospel, and
the One he loves and serves He has now srarred
to work, and the souls on three large farms are his
special care It 1s common courtesy to introduce him
to the Chief, who lives about sixteen miles away
On our way, we picked up one of our preachers who
had been wvisiting an outstation Just as we were
nearing the Chief’s kraal, we arrived at a kraal where

they were in great trouble Whilst all the people
were at the meeting at the Chief’s kraal, by some
unknown means, their hut had caught fire, and before
they could do anything 1t was

BLAZING AWAY

The poor mother, with tears streaming down her
face, told us that all their things were in the hut It
gave us an opportumty of teling them of that Home
where never fire, rust, or moth can touch our
treasures When we arrived at the Chief's kraal it
was deserted, but on looking around we discovered
a huge crowd of people, sitting on the rocks in the
shade We realised 1t was a '' big day,” and much
mmportant matter was being discussed We knew we
must not intrude, f we wanted the Chief to look
favourably upon us, so we sat on the rocks about
a hundred yards away After a short time a mes-
senger came telling us that the Chief was very pleascd
to see us, but begged to be excused until all the
business was settled We were then told that the
King of the Swazis had sent two representatives with
a message to his people Lving in the Transvaal W
decided to wait, knowing that we too were messen-
gers from the King of kings, and what a wonderful
opportumty God gave us As the children saw us
sitting there, curiosity was aroused, and one by one
they began to gather round Little groups heard for
the first time the story of the Saviour’s love Many
pairs of Little eyes opencd wider, and wider as they
heard that He left all, and suffered and died for
them Many httle hearts opened hke flowers to the
sun, and were willing to recerive Him How deep a
work of grace was done in their hearts, etermity alone
will reveal, but we believe there was a real desire
1n these little ones to love Him whom they had never
seen, but only heard about from the white missionary

As the sun was dipping 1n the west, the women
began to think of their cooking, and one by one they
left the big meeting One of them

INVITED US INTO HER HUT

to have a meeting, an mvitation we gladly accepted
How they listened! The face of one very heathen-
lookirg woman was pathetic, as she kept exclaiming,
“Au! st sebumnyamenr, 51 sebumnyamem” (' We
are in the dark '’} Praise God we had a message
from One who 1s the Light of the World, and in Him
15 no darkness at all Just as the closing sentence
of a beautiful message, aptiy illustrated, on ** Behold
[ stand at the door and knock,” was bemng spoken,
two stalwarts came marching into the hut  They
shewed surprise on seeing us, then walked acress
and sat down They were the representatives of the
King of the Swazis—one in European dress, and onc
in real Swazi costume His red-brown hair stood out
about four inches round his head, and his glossy
black body was well decorated with beads and
feathers  The actual business of .ntroducing our
evangelist to the Chief took a very short time, and
as we left, amid the shouts and waves of that great
company, we felt that the seed had been sown, and
would one day yseld fruit unto Him

Bible Boxes

attention to the old-fashioned Bible boxes that
may still be found 1n many houses in this land
of Bibles The journal says

*“ The old Bible box 1s a dehghtful Lttle plece of
furniture It usually had a slopng front, which
formed the Iul of the box, and this was hinged to the
top the base of the Lid was sometimes fitted with a
book-rest, but qute trequently this was omutted
Roughly speaking, these Bible boxes were made prior
to the eighteenth century, and the wood employed for
their manufacture was almost always oak, for they
were made 1in what 15 huown as the * oak period *

* Most of the boxes wete carved or inesed on therr
sides, but the lid and the top were left plain  Some
of the most beautiful of the flat carving of the ovak
peuod may be scen on old B ble boxes, and, of course,
the better the carving the more valuable 15 the bov
It 15 sometimes found that the lid of the box 1s of a
brighter <olour than the rest of it, although this
maght suggest that the hd 1s not onginal, 1t 15 not
conclusive  In most cases it 15 merely the result of
genciatwns of brequent dusung and pohishing, and
exposure to hght,”’—and, we would add, consecrated
use

The qucstion 1s then discussed as to what modern
use these little bits of furniture can be put in the home
The suggestion 1s made that as a box n the hall it
may hold the farmly gloves, the telephone directories,
and the garage hey  If 1t 1s used by the housewife
whose burcau is m a state of chaos 1t may become the
receptacle of all her untidy papers, bills, tradesmen’s
books, etc , and among other things, the wnter
says, ‘‘ Old DBible boxes are most efficient for coal
scuttles 1f a metal hung 1s put i’ Coals indeed!

Why not a Bible® Those old boxes owed their place
and therr polish rot to the material of which they
were made, but to the treasure which they contained.
Has it come to this, that England has no longer any
use for the Book of books, so that gloves, bills, and
coals may oust 1t from the place of honour in the
home? England will never overcome her troubles,
recover her stability, or put down the steady increase
in cnme that marls cur era, until the Bible s read,
obeyed, and loved as 1t was in the age when Bible
boxes were a common_sight in the homes of our land.
“ Back to the Bible!’’ 1s still the only remedy, not,

ASTER ROBERT FOWLER was not yet
M willing or ready to sacrifice lus own wishes
A decisive victory 1s not to be won :n one

battle, however severe, but only throughout the stress
of a long campaign The struggle in lus cabin, when
he allowed the ship’s head to be turned towards Lon-
don, must needs be fought out again The unreason-

So now the long voyage to America must be under-
taken not only in too small a boat, but with too few
sallors to work her Besides Robert Fowler, only
two men and three boys were left on board to sail
the shup on this long, difficult voyage

Presently the Friends began to come on board;
and if the captain’s heart sank anew as he saw the
long string of passengers making for his tiny boat—
who shall wonder or blame him? It was a very
solemn procession of weighty Friends,

IN FRONT CAME THE FIVE,

who had been in America before, and who were go-
ing back to face persecution, knowing what it meant
Their names were . first that '‘ ancient and venerable
man ' Wilham Brend ; then young Christopher Holder
of Winterbourne in Gloucestershire, a well-educated
man of good estate; John Copeland of Holderness in
Yorkshire, Mary Weatherhead of Bristol; and
Dorothy Waugh, the serving-maid of Preston Patrick,
who had been ‘‘ convinced and called to the mims-
try '’ as she went about her daily work in the family
of Friend John Camm, at Cammsgill.

After them followed the other five who had not
crossed the Atlantic before, but who were no less
eager to face unknown difficulties and dangers
Therr names were. Willlam Robinson, the London
merchant, Robert Hodgson, Humphrey Norton (re-
member Humphrey Norton, he will be heard of agan);
Richard Doudney, ‘‘ an innocent man who served the
Lord in sincenity "', and Mary Clark, the wife of John
Clark, a London Friend, who, like most of the others,
had already undergone much suffering for her faith
On board the Woodhouse they all came, stepping on
deck one after the other solemnly and sedately, whale
the anxious captain watched them and wondered how
many more were to come, and where were all to be
lodged Once they were on board, however, things
changed and feit quite different It was as if there
had come with them

AN UNSEEN PASSENGER.

This 1s Robert Fowler’s own account *‘ Upon the
first day of fourth month called June received I the
Lord’s servants aboard, who came with a mghty
hand and an outstretched arm with them, so that
with courage we set sail and came to the Downs the
second day, where our dearly beloved William Dews-
bury with Michael Thompson came aboard, and n
them we were much refreshed; and, recommending
us to the grace of God, we launched forth "’

After this his narrative has a different ring-
Master Fowler was no longer gomng aboutr his ship
with eyes cast down and hanging head and a heart
full of fear He had straightened his back and was a
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stalwart marmer again Perhaps this was partly
owing to the great pleasure that came to him before
they actually set sail, when, as he tells, William
Dewsbury came on board to wisit the travellers
* Dear William Dewsbury ** was the one Friend of
all others Robert Fowler must have wished to see
once more before leaving England, for 1t was William
Dewsbury’s preaching that had ‘‘ convinced '’ Robert
Fowler and made him become a Friend a few years
before It was Willlam Dewsbury’s teaching about
the blessedness of following the inner Voice, the inner
guwdance, that had led him to offer himself and the
Woodhouse
FOR THE SERVICE OF TRUTH.

Perhaps he said, half in joke, half in earnest, *“ O
William Dewsbury ! O Willhiam Dewsbury ! thou hast
much to answer for ! If I had never met thee I should
never have undertaken this voyage in my httle boat "'
If he said this, T think a very tender, thankful light
came 1nto Willlam Dewsbury’s face, as he answered,
¢ Let us give thanks then together, brother, that the
message did reach thee through me, since without
this voyage thou could’'st not fully have known the
power and the wonder of the Lord

Quakers do not have priests to baptise them, or
bishops to confirm or ordain them, as Church people
do  Yet God's actual presence in the heart 1s often
revealed first through the message of one of His
messengers Therefore there i1s a special bond of
tender fellowship and friendship between those who
are truly fathers and children in God, even mm a
Scciety where all are friends In this relatton Wil-
liam Dewsbury stood to Robert Fowler

Reason and fear raised theirr heads once again,
even after William Dewsbury’s visit Robert Fowler
thought of going to the Admuiral in the Downs to com-
plain of the loss of his servants, and to ask that a
convoy mught be sent with them  But he did not
go, because, as he says, ‘' From which things I was
withholden by that Hand which was my Helper.”

The south wind began to blow, and they were
obliged to put in at Portsmouth, where there were
plenty of men waiting to be engaged, but when they
heard that this tiny vessel was actually venturing to
cross the Atlantic, not one would sail in her, and this
happened agam at South Yarmouth, where they put
n a few days later

AT PORTSMOUTH,

however, the Friends were not idle, They went
ashore and held a meeting, or, as Robert Fowler
puts 1t, * They went forth and gathered sticks and
kindled a fire, and left it burning.”” Not real sticks
for a real fire, of course, but a fire of love and ser-
vice 1n people’s hearts, that would help to keep the
cold world warm 1n after days

This was their last task i England A few hours
later they had qutted her shores The coast-line
that followed them faithfully at first, dropped behind
gradually, growing famnter and paler, then resting
like a thought upon the sea, till 1t finally disappeared.
Only a vast expanse of heaving waters surrounded
the travellers

HERE s always an analogy between things
earthly, and things heavenly, because *‘‘ things

on earth are copies of things i the heavens ”’
{Heb 1x 23, RV ) And just as the earthly physician
prescribes both remedies, with rules for the mainten-
ance of health, so does the Heavenly Physictan also
A hequent prescription 1s complete rest It 15 called
the rest cure. A proper amount of rest 15 essental to
the mamtenance of good health, So it is that Jesus
the Great Physician makes rest the first essential
Hear His saying ** Come unto Me, all ye who toil,
and are burdened, and I will refresh you " *‘ Take
My yoke upen you and learn of Me, and you shall find
rest for your souls, for My yoke 1s easy, and My
burden hght *’ (Matt xt 28, 29)

This means that we are kept

FREE FROM ALL ANXIETY,

because He 1s saying as we lean upon His bosom,
“* My chuld, be anvious for nothing, tell me all aboul
1ty leave all your cares with Me ' Then we find
mnstant relief from mental worry, which 1s the cause
of many diseases While our minds are stayed upon
Jehovah, the Great Physician, we are kept in perfect
peice He invites us to enter through faith into a
continual Sabbath of rest, which once we enter, we
cease from our own works, ard bong forth frum unmwo
God, for'only then can He begin to work in us, both
to wilt and to do His own good pleasure. producing
in us both the will and the execution, and making
us perfect 1n every good work to do His will (Heb
xmr 21)

He will cause you to rest, to hie down in grecn
pastures, and will lead you heside the waters of sull-
ness (Psa xxm 2) By this means, while you wait
n sience before Him, you will find that *‘ He giveth
power to the fant, and to them that have no mught
He increaseth strength ' (Isa xl 29-31)

The next frequent prescription 1s change of diel
* Man shall not line by bread alone, but by every
word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God ' The
words that He speaks unto you, they are spiurit and
they are hfe ‘* Thy words were found, and 1 did
eat them ©° Moses lived forty days, without food or
water, on ‘‘ words proceeding out of the mouth of
God ,”" and therc :s no mention of hunger or thust,
but he was strong enough to Break the two tables of
stone 1n preces, while his face shone with the glory
of God The prescription for diet in the Word are
the bread of hfe and the water of life The flesh
and blood of Jesus are to be our daily food, and these
are not only food, but medicine  We partake of these
through waiting on God in the secret place, and by
reading and meditation 1n the Word And to those
who are really being led by the Spirit mto all trurh,

‘tjhe Lord’s Supper 1s not only a feast of remembrance,
ut

o

A hEAVENLY DBISPENSARY,

for many have been healed at the Lord’s Table It
18 no doubt mntended to be a means of life to us  *“The
cup of blessing which we bless, 15 that not a partic-

pating in the body of Christ? The bread we break,
1s that not participating in the body of Chrst®”
(I Cor, x, 16, Moffatt) To drnk His blood is to
partake of His hife, and to eat His body, 15 to partake
of the Divine substance The eating of the pread,
and drinking of the wine, 1s an outward symbol of an
mward and invisible fact The inward new man docs
really partake of His spiritwal flesh and blood con-
tinually, and 1s nourished thereby For Chrst
nourishes and cherishes the Church, even as a man
nounishes and cherishes his own body.

Thus s the diet of the new man  This diet 15 bifc-
gwing, for Jesus says, *° He that eateth Me shall Iive
because of Me ' That 15, we become sharers in His
resurrection Life here and now mn the body, for in that

Alsp the water that the Great Physictan gives us,
becomes within us a fountain of water of lLife, spring-
g up and flowmng out to others as rivers of hving
waters of Iife (John . 14, vii 37-39) This 15 our
medicine

Much of the medicine prescribed by our earthly
physicians to-day 1s compounded of the warter of life
on the natural plane This 1s indeed the best kind of
medicine, seeing that i1t ts life itself, and anything that
tncreases the quantity, or promotes the circulation of
life in the body 1s immensely beneficial  But the water
of Lfe which Jesus gives us 1s beneficial alike to spinit,
soul, and body.

THE EARThLY PHYSIGIAN

often prescribes a change of air and scenery The
Holy Sp.rit’s baptism provides both  For when we
are baptised or immersed in the Holy Spirit, He re-
mains upon us, as a heavenly atmosphere, so that we
can *‘ breathe Him 1n as we breathe, and breathe our-
selves out 7' The heavenly Breath 1s shown in Jobn
m 8 (Greek) thus, '* The Spint breathes where He
pleases, and thou hearest His voice, but knowest not
where He comes from, nor where He goes, but in this
manner 1s anyone born of the Smnt” A spurit of
wisdom and revelatton 1s given us, 50 that we realize
that we are siting with Christ in the heavenhes,
jointly enthroned with Him there, and our days become
the days of heaven upon earth, in the fulness of
summer glory.

Then she
said  ** When you are older,
people will tell you that God 1s al-
ways watching you to see when
you do wrong, mn order to pumsh
you I do not want you to think
of 1t in that way, but I want you
to take the text home, and to re-
member all your lfe that God
loves you so much that He cannot
take His eyes off you "
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Acts xxu 1-22

In the silence thar ensued when Pauil
had beckoned to them with his hand,
he began to speak to them in Hebrew
At once when they heard therr own
tongue they were even more silent, so

that wn that turbulent crowd rthere wus
absolute silence  What did he say?
Some mmughty sermon?® Some well-

thought-out treaase regarding the claims
of Christ® No, none of these, but just
a sumple testimony of what the Lord
Jesus had done for him, ana the change
that had come about in his Life since the
day he met Christ on the Damascus
road Paul was always telling people
his testimony, or writing bits of 1t in his
letters It was never stale or dry, never
simply allowed to become a bit of old
history left for the muce to eat Left
for the mice to eat' Yes, don’t you
know that story?

A dear brother had a testimony which
he told and retold, so thar ali his neigh-
pours and friends at the church were
tired of hearing 1t To keep him quiet
they told him to write 1t down, which
ne did, and so 1t remained forgotten mn
the Enssmg of time, and untd he him-
self had almost forgotten the main points
of his own testimony Then a wvisitor
came with a testunony, and at once the
brother remembered his lymng 1n the
drawer upstairs To refresh his mund
he sent his wife to fetch it, so that the
new arrival mught hear his story  The
search went on until at last the wife
returned without the testimony, but with

a few bits of paper in her palm 1
can't find your testimony, tather, but

Paul’s never became [ike that, but he
was constantly turming to his own story
as an instument Jv demonstrate the
power and purpose of Christ Look for
a moment at the Word and follow 1t
through

After the historical account of his con-
verston in Acts 1x 1.9 you read that this
was the key thar epened to him the deor
of fellowship with the Apostles (verses
27, 28) It settled the difference with
the Gentiles 1n Acts xv 12 and was later
repeated 1n full to this crowd in the
Temple area (Acts xxu 1-21), to Felix
the Minor (xxiv 10-21), to Agrippa the
king {\c1s xxvi 1-29), and finally to the
Jews 1n Rome fActs xxvin 23}  Nor 15
this the end for he repeats ¢ m his [et-
ter to the Galatians (Gal 1 13-24), to
the Coninthians (I Cor 1x 1927), to
the Philippians (Phit o A1) and also
to Timothy (I Tim 1 1216, II Tim
v 6-8, 16, 17) His testimony was not
only to the gne experence of the powmer
of Christ, but to the present blessing
of a heart filled with His love, and it was
offered to the saved and the unsa.ed, to
the stranger and the friend, to the com-
mun!ty as well as the Church

history of the Church of God on earth 1t
has been the experience of the grace of
Christ in human life and walk that has
ser communities aflame  Peter as well
as Paul, Wesley as well as Wilberforce,
Muller as wey as Moody, the rich as well
as the poor, the unlearned as well as
the learned, all have their place in this
ordered band of witnesses The wonder
of the shock that the grace of Christ
gives to the soul the translation out of
aarkness 1nte light, out of the kingdom
of Satan mto that of the Son, the
mirace of the new birth 15 something
weil worthy of faithful, ardent, continued
witness, and woe to the Church or to
our own movement if anything removes
this contact with the Divine from our
midst  We should thereby indeed write
‘** Ichabod,™ for the glory of God would
have departed

A word of warning 1s necessary, how-
ever We live in a day when many
say, “ Ger an experience anyhow, but
get one, no matter upen what basis '’
If this were so, then the experiences of
Mahomet, of Buddha, and of many Hindu
mystics muight pass moster with  the
Christian, no matter upon what false
foundation they mught be bult  Such
would come very close to II Thess n
9-12, and must on no account be en-
couraged Our experience must come
mto lime with the Word of God, and
then, while there will not be the same-
ness of so many peas in a ped, there
will be salient features of likeness that
will stamp all as being after the pattern
shewed to us n the Word These
characteristics will be repentance, faih,
confession of Christ as the risen Son of
God, and consecration to His service and
His kingdom

Paul's defence followed this princ.ple
He who had been PAUL THE PHARI-
SEE, brought up in the straitest sect
of our rebgion, tratred and taught at
the feet of the rablis, and keeping the
law i a perfect manner, so that as con-
cernng the =ghteousness of the law he
could say he was blameless (Phil in
4-6), became, because of his ignorant op-
posttion (Acts xxv, 9 I Tim 1 13)
PAUL THL PERSECUTOR, the scourge
of the Early Church (see Acts xxu 4, 5,
xxv: 10, 11, ete) H.s bitterness seems
ts have grown until 1t became mad-
ness, No journey was too arduous, no
trouble too great, no occasion ever lost
to vent his wrath upon these feeble folk
By vote, by effort, by personal witness
as wn the case of Stephen, or by con-
signing them to prison, his one ambition
was to persecute this way unto the
death, and withour any consigeration
either for men or women

Then came the wonderful change upon
the Damascus road, the manifestation
of the Christ, the submission at His
feet, so that he became PAUL ‘THTU
PREACHER, converied, convinced, and
convineing He was a witness to the

Lord of the things that he had seen and
heaed  The story of how this change
of heart happened te him was the subject
of his defence, but wher he mentonel
that the God of Israel in thewr own
Temple at Jerusalem had said, *“ Depart,
for T will send rhee far hence unto the
Gentiles,” then thewr anger broke out
afresh  They did not wish to hear an-
other word, he was PAUL THE PEST

It s apparent to all that others besides
those who fear God have a fair amount
of confidence, and some have an abnar-
mal share One need not look further
for examples than to certain explorers,
inventors, and statesmen of our time, or
those of our nearest acquaintance who
make bold bids for success in business
and professtonal hife  They are confident

of the possibilities lying within themselves £
This type of individual 1s by pature con-
