g analogy to the work of the Holy Ghost o the
Learts of God’s people

Morcover, there are chdaracters m the Bible who
shew, m their nunistry and message, very strong
athutties to one or other of these methods of spiritual
action and reaction It 15 interesting and instructive
to trace, for instance, how fire finds a place in the life
ot the prophet Ehjah, both actually and typially

We can scarcely tind i the Word of God any
hgure more typical of fire than that of

ELIJAH

His fierce and fearless denunciation of the sins of
Ahab and Jeecbel made his mumstty truly ternble
Four times 1n the lite of tlns remarkable man we are
told he had to do with supernatural fire, and thesc
cxpenences teach us much n their symbolism of the
work of God the Holy Spirit It 1s a study thal
brings blessing, as we trace the character of the man
behind his work

TFire 1s perhaps the most powerful clement, man's
greatest fear and his most useful scrvant  One 1s
hardly surprised at primittve nations being sun-woi-
sluppas, not at the mysterious legends as to  the
origin of that cult Many were the stories of great
heroes who  brought thus valuable yet dangeious
clement for the berefit of mankind  The great o.b
wilich radates hight and lheat became the centie of
man’s wonder and his worship  Akhcnaton, the gieat
Pharaoh who would turn his people from iwdols to
worship one God, the sole Creator, thonght of Him
s 1ypified by the rachant heat and cnergy of the sun,
because it was Lhe source of warmth and lLight, he
saw n gt a picture of the Creator

Fire 1s a great cleansing agent What must wc
twe, fiom a bygienic pomnt of view, to the destruc-
tion by fire of things that would putrefy® We
use fire for hght, for warmth, and for the prepara-

tion of food, as well as for the destruction -f
rubbish

It dispels our darhness comforts and refreshes on
the bitterest day, and 1s absolutely necessary for the
preparation of our dailly bread It 1s the great re-
finer, and is used in countless ways for punfying
metals, etc It 1s an agent of encrgy, being the first
clement in the drving forees of most machunery  Tirc
makes the steam to drive the engine It 1s the spark
in the motor car that sets the whole complicated
mechanism 1 motion  Perhaps the most wonderful
work of fire, the most intense hieat man can male, 15
to change black carbon into diamonds

If we take the study of fire typically, we shall see
that the work it docs .n the matenal world gives us
a vivid picture of its work 1n the spiritual life

Elgah's story brings out in a thnling way cvery
usc of fire as we see 1t working n his life and minstry

FIRE CLEANSES

* Everythung that may abide the hre ye shall make
1 go through the fire ”’ (Num xaxa 23)

* When He hath tried me 1 shall come forth as
gold "' {Job xxm 10)

In the Mosaic economy, cleansing, which scemed
at times cercmonigl, was at the same time hygienic
All that could stand the fire must pass through it
How true tlus 1s of the vessels of the new creation
How often we meet those who cannot stand the fire
They shunl {from the fiery ordeal, choosing to walk
a path untouched by the flame of suftering and sacri-
fice  The challenge of the Cross provokes no res-
ponse, arouses no splendid and holy heroism

Though we know so little of Ehjah's early hife, jct
we hnow his preparation for such a muustry was no
shzht thing  One has sad of hum, ** The prophct
of fue that shone Iike a torch was onginally but a
picce of sntohing flax '’ Lest anyone should think
that he was ndturally cxtraordinarily brave, loving
to do daring deeds, and defy the wrath of a ciucl
hing and a vindictive queen, we are expressly told
that he was a ‘‘ man of hlke passions '’ as we are
Neoither was hLe a natural licrmit,  His life of awful
toneliness, with 1ts sudden publicity demanding super-
human moral strength, was the result, not of natural
gift, but of God's long tramung, of His cleansing,
chastening, and refiming fires.

reigned that the sovereignty of self was overthrown
The woid prophet 1n 1ts ongin means ‘‘ bubbling or
boiling over —the work of fire upon a full vesscl!
He was a man who learnt the meaning of fire long
before he was privileged to shew a rebellious nation
that God answers by fire

God can pever gnve an outward mamfestation
through His cluldren that does not hold an inward
reality in their ives  Let no one think that God ever
blesses outward mumstry that He has not first in-
wrought There must be a background of experience
—experience both disuiplinary and educauve—the hand
of God passing upon the passive clay until 1t becomes
rich in Dvipe design, cxpressing the beauty of the
Great Sculptor, whose thought has thus found em-
bodiment Ministry 1s God exhibiting what He can
do with a vessel He has made and tramned and pre-
pared Like Job, the time came for Eljah too, when
after the bitter nours in the Great Reiiner’s hands,
he came forth as gold, and realised that pam was
worth wlile  The Husbardman had beer at work,
and all branches that did not bear fruit had been
thrown inte the fire There might scem httle left,
pruning scems heartless work till the fruit 1s ripe,
and then there 1s no doubt about the wisdom and the
hindness of the One who held the knmife  Like the
Three Ch:ldren, Ehjah had been through a fire that
had burnt his bonds, and left him one Companion
Neo one could have faced Ahab as he did, unless all
bondage to fear and to man had been swept away by

A revival is the man.festation of Divine life, a mani-
festation of the supernatural, a revelation of the
wondrous grace and power of the ving God, a mighty
moving of the Holy Ghost

In looking at the condiuons existing n tins nhour—
« time of falling away, of compromise, of worldliness,
of lethargy, of unbelief, and of lawlessness among
God’s people—I believe there are seven things the
Lord desires to revive, namely, wision, consecration,
first love, faith, mtercessory prayer, power, and hol-
ness

God has declared ' Where there 1s no wvision the
people perish *' {Prov xw:x 18) The things we have
mentioned as existing 1 this hour shut out the vision
of Jesus, thereby depreciating spiritual hfe and 1ts pos-
sibilittes  This fact seems to be ilustrated m a
stalement giving a report of four prominent denomi-
nations fo1 1927, shewing that 13,235 churches failed
to report a single comvert for the year In making
comincnt on this sad cendition one noted man says
“Our chuwich activitics have outrun  our  spustual
experience "' Could not that be truly said of thig
grcat Pentecostal movement?  As we look back to the
beginning of thus mighty outpouring of the Holy
Spurit, what wonderfu! vision charactensed 1t, and men
were moved by the mughty power of God!  Because
of the lach of spirituality, and the capitalisation of
personality aad natural acquirements many of our dea:
people have lost the vision of a deeper ife O Lord,
send

It was a vision of the glory of the Lord that enabled
Ivaiah to say *‘ Here am I, send me " It was the
Joy set before our Lord that enabled Him to endure
the cross and despise the shame

In speaking of consceration we speak of devotion,
scparation, dedication ‘[ bescech you, therefore,
brethren, by the mercies of God, that ve present your
bodies a living sacrifice, holy acceptable unto God
which 15 your reasonable service And be not conformed
to this world [age], but be ye transformed by the

renewing of your mund, that ye may prove what 1
that good, and acceptable, and perfect will of God
(Rom xn 1, 2) The y.elding or giving over of our
bodics as a lhving sacrilice brings us mto affiliation
and identification with the Cross  Consccration and
sacrthce go liand in hand, mmvolving suffering  and
death, bring'ng us mto the experience, ** [ am cruci-
fied with Christ, nevertheless [ live, yet not I, but
Christ hiveth in me, and the hfe which [ now live,
I live by the faith of the Son uf God, who loved me
and gave Himself for me ', and, “ I die daily

This sacrifice 1s to be holy, sanct:fied, set aport,
acceptable unto God! This 1s the body that bears
the marks of the Lord Jesus, standing out separate
and distinct {rom the world, and not conformed to this
age or to Iits characteristics, but 15 changed so that
the Light of the love and grace of the Lord Jesus Chrst
flows out through 1t, giving testimony to the truth ot
a new creation filled with the Spirit of God, proving

A REVIVAL OF FIRST LOVE,

phshed  As a result of such prayer, souls are saved,
believers are filled with the Holy Ghost, the sich aic
healed and muracles performed by the mughty powe
of the Lord Jesus Christ

Oly, for a resnval of thus hidden munistry that takes
one to the closet alone with God and makes real the
sweetness of the fellowship of His safferings i real
wtercession for others!

Ow Lord, in His resurrection ministry to His dis-
ciples (that company that was to wait in the upper

Bishop Barnes of Birmingham has been
speaking outr once more Sometunes his
utterances please us, as when he de-
nounces the futiities of many practices
in the Roman Churen, but at other times
we are not pleased, as when he reveals
a lkmg for uncertmin scientific opinon
i preference to Bible revelation

He has recently been speaking on heal-
ing  Wnh the following paragraph we
entirely agree

‘It 15 the duty of Christian teachers
who wish to retain rhe respect of boys
and girls tramed in scientific method to
assert that no well or shrme can convey
a supernatural grace of healing Wherever
we may be, we can reach God n prayer
ihere are no places or things, sacred
shrnes or samts’ bones, that have super-
naturtl curative properties '

But whnt does the following mean ?—

‘* Tahe ancther example We can, as
I beheve, rightly pray that God will re-

Y the wayside of one of the principal thorough-
B faies of London, there has sat, for the last
cighteen years until recently, an old motherly-

looking lady, whose eyes have been eaten away by
discase  Hence she 1s totally blind

As she sits with her boxes of matches, studs, etc,
ber head and face are always turned shightly upwards
towards heaven, and there rests upon her face a per-
manent smile, that speaks of an inward peace and
contentment that governs and controls her lfe

This face has attracted many a  passer-by and
caused them to stop and wonder  In one casc 1t caused
1 young woman who was passing to stop. She had
a4 mother who was permanently bedridden, and she
said 1o herself, ‘I wish my
| mother could see this old
bhind woman’s face, with
1its empty sockets that once
were eyes, and to be able
to sce the happy and con-
tented look and expression
she carries ' The young
lady was able to obtamn a
photograph of the old blind
tady, and toolk 1t home to
her mother who placed 1t
i a httle frame on the
table beside her bed I had
the pleasure of reading and
then answering for this old
blind lady a letter that the
bedridden lady had sent to
her from the country, n
which she said that at
tuimes when she got weary
- and sad and depressed, ly-
ing there 1n her bed from
which she was unable to
nse, I just take a look at your photograph with
that sweet snule upon your face It makes me so
happy to sce that ook of peace, for it tells me of an
iner joy you must have in your hfe ™

The bedudden lady wanted to know more about the
old blind woman, and I was able to write and tell
het about the wonderful faith and confidence she has
m God, and how the Saviour was so real to her, and
guve ber that mper joy which He gives to all who
will put therr trust 1in Him

A fow years ago a Christlgp woman, a vigitor to
this countty from Canada, was passing along this
thotoughfare, and her eyes lighted upon the face of
this old blind lady, causing her to stop and consider
what that dehightful expression meant She said to
herself, *“ ['m certain I know the secret of that happy
and peaceful look that i1s upon that dear old blind
woman’s face It must be Jesus 7’

In conversation with the old lady she soon found
out that she wos correct m what she was thinking
Yes' it was Jesus Jesus was the great Reality
of this blind woman’s life, for He was her joy, her

peace, her comfort and ber ever-present Friend, re-
minding one of that beautiful hymn, ** What a Friend
we have in Jesus, all our sins and griefs to bear
What a privilege to carry everything to God in
prayer.”’

She told of one occasion when she sat in the high-
way, thinking about a very poor woman, a lodger
in the tenement house where she herself was ling,
and who was slowly going blind, and so was very
sad and depressed  She told me that on this pait-
cular day she had an mtense longing to take home
some flowers to her  ** As I sat there by the way-
sile,”” she sawd, ** I just told my heasenly Father of
my need and desire, and ashed Him to undertake for
me .n this matter,” and thus she left 1t 1n God’s
hands to fulfil His promse, that if we ash anything
m His Name, He will do it

During the afterncon of the same day someonc un-
known to her, passing by, placed a most lovely bunch
of beautiful flowers upon her lap and passed on with-
out a word, and she told me that she was then able to
go hume at her usual tame that day with the flowes
she wanted for tlus poor woman, and this was anothes
proof of God’s many answers to her prayers. as she
sat there by the wayside,

Trusting God at all times, and beheving His pro-
mise to be true makes lfe’s day more beautiful fo
all of us, and to listen to this poor blind woman
speak of Jesus 15 to make you want to know morc
about Him, Jesus, who 15 the Saviour of the world—
Jesus who died for us all upon the Cross and who
rose again from the dead Hallelujah! Christ rose!
and best of all, He has told us He 1s coming back
again

She just replied, ** Oh no, Mr Barrow When |
come here of a morning I just sit down on my stool,
and T have a talk with my heavenly Father This
gives me a good start for my day here, for He fill
my heart with Hie oy and His peace  Jesus 1s very
very real to me, and I love Him more than tongu
can tell "’

She has realised that great truth of God’s holy

I told her how very glad I was to hear her speal
thus of the value and beauty of prayer For has not

there ar my side bending over me, and that was what
made me late that particular morming,” and thus she
expluned the reason why she had no desire to see
the things of this world again  No wonder the
Psalmist cried, ** Trust Him at all times, ye people ”’

In the days before she went blind, she had neglected
to read God’s Word, as often as she ought to have
done, and now when she s blind and cannot read—
not even by the Bralle method for the biind—she has
a great longing to know more about God's holy Word,
and what it has to say to such as she, as she sits and
prays for those passing by Now our gracious God
had put i mto the heart of a young Christian gul,
a typist worhing in the neighbourhood, who passed
daily, o forgo part of her dinner Lour, and stand and
help the old blind woman to memorise some of the
wonderfu!l texts of the Bible, and often as I have
passed 1n the course of business, I have stopped for
a moment to speak to her, and have been greeted by,
“* Do listen to this, Mr Barrow ”’

Thus such texts as ** The Eternal God 1s thy Refuge,
and underncath are thc Everlasting Arms  Hce that
dwelleth 1n the secret place of the Most High shall
abide under the shadow of the Almighty.” and many
others has she learned through this young servant of
the Master repeating over and over again, and read-
ing with patience to her the wonderful words from
God’s Book

She has told mc of many wonderful answers to
prayer, that God had given her as she sat there

BY THE WAYSIDE, PRAYING

for those who were passing by dunng those many
long years of blindness

On one occasion, 1t was nearing winter time, and
she told me that certamn of her garments were getting
worn out, and she was wondering about underclothcs,
ete , for winter She told me that as she sat theic
she began to pray to God {or to talk to her heavenly
Father, as she put it} She told Him of her needs

and wants in that direction, ard she said to me,
** How wonderfully good God 15", for shortly afte:
a lady passing by spoke to her and said, ‘‘ Granne,
I am making some garments for you for the coming
winter, and by next week I shall have them finished,
and [ will bring them along to you when I come up
to town '’

Thus lady, a stranger, duly brought them Jlong
and (I had personally to thank our heavenly
TFather when she told me), for she said, ** Mr, Bai-
row, believe me, they were just the right garmeats

that I was needing, and had prayed for  Jesus 1y
so wonderful to me,”” she said, and I replied, So
He 1s to me »’ and T felt compelled to vse the woids
of the psalmist and say, * Praise ye the Lord, afl

Carryming on a conversation with her. which to me 1s
always an inspiration, [ then said to her ,** Mother,

by, people you neither see nor know, Now whal
interests me most of all, Mother, 15 this, Has God
heard and answered your prayers for these passers-
by # " Having proied m my own lfe’s experience
that God does hear and answer real and sinceic
praver, I felt a very great confidence in asking such
a question of this poor old blind Chrstian woman

““ Oh, yes,” she said, *‘ I can tell you of one that
comes to my mund just now A gentleman in busi-
ness near by here, used to come and buy boxes of
matches from me, and often he spoke of the weather,
and passed the time of day, etc’ She told me that
she was sure by the tone of his voice and by his way
of spealing, that he was in great trouble, so she
started praying that the Lord Jesus would guide her,
next time he came to buy his matehes, as to what
she should say to him

Shortly after, he came as usual, and n convessa-
tion with him she said, “° You will excuse me sir, but
by the tone of your voice I feel swie that you must
be 1n trouble

““Yes,”” he said, he was in very great trouble
A disaster had bappened to lim n business life, and
he was in such a state of mund that he was practically
cursing God and everything for what had happened
So the old blind lady said to him, ‘‘ Excuse me, sit,
you really need what I have got! ™

CURIOSITY PROMPTED HIM

to say, Well, and what s that®  and the old bluid
woman rephed, ‘‘ Why, sir, 11 18 the * peace of God *,
that 1s what you nced, 1t passeth o1l understanding
He ‘thstened—'* The peace of God "—and then
passed on

From time to time he came to buy his matches, and
then began to speak of spuritual things  She told
him of the God of all comfort, who was so preuious
to her, and thus, by the help of God, she was abl
to lead lum into the lLight of the glomnus Gospel of
our Lord and Saviour Jesus Chrst, he was led to
put his trust in God and to place the whole of his
future life 1n God’s hands, and he found that real
and lasting joy that comes of trust and confidence m
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God. For he proved for himself what the Bible pro-
clatms to all people, that *‘ God 1s our Refuge and
Strength—a very present help in trouble "’

Time passed, and one day the old lady expressed
intense Jjoy when she heard my voice, as I sad,
* Good morning, Mother '’ She said, ** I'm so glad
to see you I've got something very interesung 1w
tell you Yesterday a motor car stopped here in front
of the pavement where I am sitting, and a lady and
gentleman got out and came and spoke to me They
ashed permission to pin some orange blossom upon
my breast, and then they said they had stopped on
their way across London to ask me, a poor bhnd
woman, to pray for them They told me that they
were on thetr way to the west of England

ON THEIR HOMEYMOON,

and 1n remembrance of the words spoken to hum about

the peace of God 1n those very sad days of his
trouble, now when days of joy and of real happiness
had come {for both of them were trustiny 1in God and
in the joy of His salvation) they thought 1t would
be very nice to stop and see the old blind lady and
tell her about 1t, and then ask her to pray for them
as they were starting theirr new life together With
what joy cid this dear old blind saint seek the rich
blessing' of Alm:ghty God to rest upon them both, and
m turn to make them a blessing to others

As I was saying goodbye to her one day, she said
to me, ** Turn your eyes upon Jesus: look full in His
wonderful face and the things of earth will grow
strangely dim in the hight of His glory and grace ”’
—wonderful words from one blind

Some fiftecen vears ago, when I first came to hnow
this old bhind woman, I was impressed by her confi-
dence in God, for she has said to me that God always
provided for her in some way or other, so for many
years I have about every three months asked her
this questron, “* Is God as good as His Word, and
stifl providing for you? ” and year after year have
tome those words, ** Yes, He has God is good ”

Yes, God's Word 1s reliable, and as the years go
by those of us who have trusted 1 Him can say,
* He never faileth’ If we honour Him He will
honour us

And now, old age and weakness and distance pre-
vent this venerable intercessor coming out to the
lnghway as wsual On a recent Saturday night I
prayed that God would make mc a blessing to somc-
one 1n the coming week,

On the Sunday morning, as I had not seen her for
some months, there came upon me a great desire to
do so Force of circumstances had

away from the distriet where she was known, to a
district where she was unknown  After business on
the Monday, I set out to find her, and came across
her tn a large tenement house, 1n a small room sitting
all alone, as she does most of the day and evening,

“ The last few weeks,"” she said, “* I have been
sitting here alone, not bemng able to go out, and have
had no one to speak to, and not bemng able to read, 1
was getting a little bit sad, and I could not sleep on
Sunday night  So as I lay in bed in the early morn-
ing, I just began to pray and I said, *‘ Oh, dear
Lord Jesus, wi'l you be so kird to me as to send me
a friend to-day, someone to speak to, and you haie
come to-day n answer to my prayer '’ And there,
in that little room, we two, eqgual children in God’s
fanuly, together prayed to Him, who hears the prayer
of the bund, the iame, the rich, and the poor, the
black and the white, the sinner, and the saint

Yes, prayer 15 a great realty of the Christian’s
most giorious life and farth, for 1t sets the joybells
ringing n our hearts, and 1t causes us to render unto
God the glory that 1s due to His most holy Name
The Chnsthkeness of this dear old saint 1s an inspira-
tion to all who know her
