I have been unable for two months to send you a
report Lecause I was itinerating for five weeks with
the three chuldren, taking three meetings daily, be-
sides caring for the children, our food, etc, and
travellmg  Following this. on reaching home, we
had three weeks’ sickness—-myself with bad fever and
influenza, the children all with fever, measles, and
bouls

Dear ones may remember our efforts on behalf of

last year—namely the little school opened at Ngoi-

man' for those mterested enough to come n  as

boarders, from our outstations, for turther instruction

Last year we started with but 18, and along with our

local girls we took school for them and were much

encouraged This year, to our amazement, 75

strangers turned up, besides our 20 local girls.

Among them were about 17 teachers’ wives
As always, the Devil fought and .s stll fighting

us with regard to these girls I had intended calling

them into school immediately on my return from the
country preaching, but the children developed measles,
and I was confined to the house nursing them, then

I went down myseif with malania and influenza, and

was very 1l for nme days
Scarcely was I well enough to be about the house

again, when in walked 15 girls and women I was
not expecting' them so early, and had not even the
strength to see about their sleeping quarters, food,
etc. But in weakness we are made strong, and the
Lord gave me the necessary strength day by day 1
knew that the rains were drawing nearer every day—
and that when once the wet season began, all hopes
of this year's school would be over. So I sent off
letters to all our out-schools, trusting to be well by
the time all our girls arrived.

At the end of that week there were 75 women and
girlst 1 had expected about 30 at the most, but we
did praise God for the response, realising that the
work 1s really growing

Those who had babics brought them along, and
there were girls from 10 to 25 years of age All had
made at least a

PROFESSION OF THEIR FAITH

at their varous villages, and some, cven many, we
know to be Christians of years' standing

We started school on Monday morning and had
quitc a Job to grade the iarious classes About a
dozen of the girls from last year's schooling were able
to begin to learn to wnte One or two can write ds
well a5 one could wish already  This means that ore
has hopes of being able to have quite a nice Bible
class later on

The rest are all learning to read, some at the very
beginning  This week the very first girl in all the
Twite Munza and Sonje districts, an area of some
fifty miles radius, has finished learning to read, and
reads well and quickly To her it 1s like being the
first to swim the Channel, or reach the North Pole
She 1s just about to marry a young evangelist, so I
hope that with her Bible she will be a light to all the
heathen women and girls around her when she goces
to her home

The girls have had trial after trial since they came
m here  First one and then another down with
fever, ‘‘flu,”’ or dysentery, measles, and some pneumo-
ma It has come over us like the waves of the sea—
and some days I have felt absolutely ‘‘swamped
out "’ As [ wnite all the black babies are down with
measles

The weaker m the faith have tried again and

again to get my permission to run home when they
became sick, But I refused, feeling every time that
to agree to that would be to haul down ocur flag
However some of the younger ones, m spite of our
encouragement, could not bear the thought of get-
ting sick so far away from home and ** Mother **
(some have had four days’ journey to get here); and
they began to run away in twos and threes, so that
altogether we have lost 20 of them, There remain
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now 55, and there is no more talk of running away'
As we were so late starting
THE RAINS

are already here—which means that instead of two
full months schooling we shall only get one for the
greater number of girls, as they are aill anxious io
get home to ** garden ’~—one has to dig or starve out
here, as there are no shops But in all the out-
stations there are teachers and evangelists—black
fellows, of course—so the girls can if they wish get
along with their reading.

is, for their food, as we do not attempt to clothe
them It only costs 3d per week per girl to feed
them, and their joy in learning and their useful
progress far outweigh the trifling cost for each

It 1s not only the school which helps the girls, but
also the influence of the older Christian women 1n
whose charge they are placed during their stay here,
Also morning and evening assembly prayers, prayer
meetings, baptism class, Sunday services, ete  No

wonder the Devil 1s trymg hard to kil us all, both
black and white

But hc 1s not the overcomer—he

We find that before coming in here they regard
‘* learning ** as the affair of the boys and men But
after having been in here to schocl, and being pushed
on, their reading seems to grow hhke a rolling snow-
ball, and they return to their villages, and get very
keen

So we praise God for the opportunity of being able
to explain more fully the story of salvation to these,
some of whom came as very raw girls, and to pur
them n the way of reading their Bibles Some have
come in with buttons {in place of nose rings) in the.r
noses, bracelets on their ankles, and a piece of woven
grass cloth as their only dress—yet with a sweet
smile, a gentle and loving way, and a keen desire
to know more of Jesus, which quite wins ene's heart
It 1s a great victory to get them in, as not many
years ago their district was entirely

IUNEVANGELISED AND CANNIBAL,

and Mr. Taylor was about the first white man to
visit them ! In those days one never dreamed of their
_girls daring to come a distance of four days’ journey
‘to be taught the * Words of God ™

* We thank all dear-enes who have sent money for
‘the support of these denr’lassies, whilst in here, that

only tries to be Haile-
Tujah !

I have been glad to have the help of Sister Bartlett
from South Africa, i the school with me—she 1s
struggling with the language, but 15 making fine
progress—and will, I hope, be able to take on the
women's work when our furlough becomes due. We
shall be glad of all your earnest prayers on our behalf.

POWER OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

There 1s an old story which shews how wind was
used both actually and spiritually to bring souls to the
new birth  Near Geismar, in Upper Hesse, in the
days of the pioneer missionary St Boniface, there
was a great oak, a lord of the forest, venerated by
the superstitious heathen as Thor's oak, sacred to the
god of thunder. Boniface determmed to fell it An
angry and superstittous mob assembled to prevent
him It 1s said .chat when he struck it with an axe
a great wind from the forest laid 1t low, breaking 1t
inte four preces The crowd had expected the god
ef thundér to :avenge himself on the impiety of Boni-
face, bub-wWhen they.saw.the' wind .dntervene In his

The Reformation in Scotland sprang trom a great
spiritual awakening the Spirit of Gaod hreathed upon
the dry bones, and there sprang up a hving host of
witnesses to a new life, compclling the oreat cnemy
of souls to relax his hold upon the nation

The great awakening at Shotts, 1n 1630, when 500
persons were converted to God dvoush o scrmon
preached by John Livingston, awouscd the puople,
and engraved deeply in thair honts o hohel in the
work of the Holy Spirit in the mna hle, 1ssuing m
sudden conversion among thc
MASSEs

In 1742, a remarkable 1c-
hgious movement began  in
Cambuslang  Two ministers,
Mr Robe of Kilsyth and M-
MeCulloch  of Cambuslane,
were  the messengers  uscd
The former preached for iwo
years on the New Birth and thu
Work of the Holy Spint, tie
latter held many prayer mcc.-
ings and preached continuoudl
for a year on Regeneration
The blessing came and the
whole neighbourhood soon ap-
peared to be wrapt 1n a flame
of spintual influence  Distress
for sin fell on great numbers,
whose emotions  were  often
shewn in convulsive sobbine-
When they apprehended th
grace of God in Chnst, then
sorrow gave place to great oy
and peace in believing, whih
frequently rose to rapturous
intensity, impelling them
others earnestly to desire to

facts of hfe, of time, and cternity, and stnike out on

Wesly and Whitefield in their day left a deep im-
i esswon upon the people, many of whom were brought
to know Chrst through therr labours

[l nost generation heard the same glorious Gospel
thiough the hps of two brothers, Robert and James
Haldane They fearlessly and
faithfully — preached Chrnist’s
Gospel at a time when the
people in the churches weie
being fooled into a false culture
and hollow formality under
Moderatism which had gripped
the hearts and minds of most
of the ministers of the time
All over the land the readiness
and power of Jesus Chrst to
save was not only proclaimed,
but  became  experimentally
known to vast numbers

It may be said that each suc-
cessive wave of revival reached
further than the previous ones,
passing over the dry ground,
and 1t may also be remarked
that each movement carried its
own characteristics and left its
own special mark

The work at Shotts brought
mnto promnence the fact that
sinful men, recoving  Christ
Jesus as their Saviour, might
have the heaven-born assurance
that their sins were put away

Where vice had reigned, it was
replaced by moral living, and
soon a new code of conduct was mamifcest among the
people

Then came the splendid testimonies of Henderson,
Rutherford, Peden, and othas who preached  the
evangel in 1ts simplicity  The response was remarh-
able great crowds full of heaven-born enthusiasm
made the Gospel manmifest as a living power, and n
spite of desperate opposition and persccuvon, during
which many thousands were sent to martyrs’ grayves,
the testtmory to the dying love, redeeming  grace,
and all-sufficiency of Jesus as Lord and King was
faithfully maintamned The men of the Covenant were
brave because Jesus had become all in all to them,
and they scorned every bait, flung aside cvery tempta-
tion suggested to them to compronuse, preferring

through the atoning sacrifice of
the Lamb of Calvary, and that
this was made good by the
winess of the Holy Spint

1he word of grace during covenanting times cm-
phasiscd that faith exercised in the work of Christ,
and 1n the Divine promises, brought the believer mto
saving relation to God directly, and not through the
mediation of a priest or any other but through Chnist,
and that worship was a spiritual exercise and guided
by the Holy Spint, and not merely an outward per-
formance

Wesley and Whitefield emphasised the sufficiency of
Christ not only to deal with the past, but to adjust
the life from day to day, conforming 1t to the will of
God

The opening years of the mineteenth century saw
revivals under the preaching of Andrew Thomson and
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Thomas Chalmers. They declared God’s free grace
all over the land, proclaiming the efficacy of the Blood
of Christ, the supernatural origin and spiritual charac-
ter of the second birth  Soon after, a new manifesta-
uon of the gracious work of the Spint began at
Kilsyth (in 1839}, when W C Burns preached to his
father's congregation and urged the acceptance of
Christ The power of God fell upon the people and
they were overpowered The Holy Spirit came as a
mighty rushing wind and filled the place Very manv
that day entered into new hfe in Christ, and soon there
began a great reaping time over the country, where
showers of blessing fell

About a fortnught later, the same preacher, speak-
ing 1n St. Peter’s Church, Dundee, had a similar ex-
perience, and on the return of Mr McCheyne to his
church the blessing continued to spread in all direc-
tions—the work going on night and day continually
Many outstanding men tock part in this work

The 1859 revival, the sequel to much earnest prayer
and an mnward awakening to the will of God, broke
over the land, and throughout its bounds men of
varied ranks in life—the noble, the refined, the cul-
tured and intellectual, as well as the artizan, the fisher-
man, the converted blacksmith and gaolbird—took
active part in the reaping time, for many thousands
found their way to the Cross. This movement has
been termed the laymen’s revival, and it brought into
prominence ‘' the exceeding sinfulness of sin,’ the
efficacy of Calvary’s sacrifice, and the regenerating
work of the Spirit, and the community saw what God
could do through consecrated people, be they wise
and learned, or not ‘* The mughty ordination of the
Pierced Hands ”’ suffices and empowers at all times

The visits of Moody and Sankey in 1873 ana 1882
need not be enlarged on  The outcome was the send-
ing forth of missionaries to all the world with the

Gospel message, to carry on the final invitation of the
‘* called-out *' ones to'be Christ’s

This article has already exceeded the limit given
and one cannot dwell at length on what has meant
so much for the life of men But God has instruments,

it 1s breaking up his hold on men, and carries his
victims out of his sway

The times are clos.ng .n, the present age s at its
close [t may be there will not be another general
call to the people to repent and be saved, ere the
final tribulation bursts upon the world Nevertheless
there will most surely be another move of the Spirt—
with no outward notse or show—leading the believers
to make themselves ready for Christ’s coming, and
who can say that this has not begun?

ACTS XXVII

In the adventurcus Life that Paul fived
we are often tempted to overlook the very
real dangers that he experienced Even
before the shipwreck which this chaprer
records he tells us 1n his writings that
he had already been shipwrecked three
times, and had spent a might ana a day
in the deep, probably upon some piece of
the wreck or mn a small boat (II Cor
x1 25, 26) These experiences must have
been terrifying enough to the ordinary
man, but to Pau! were nothing when
compared to the glory of being the am-
bassador of Christ to the nations It unly
goes to shew us that while we hnow much
of Paul s labours as a muisswonary, there
yet remains much of which we know noth-
ing, for none of these other shipwrecks
have any mention tn the narratives that

have come down to us There 15 an-
other risk to be noted during
This journey to Rome.

Roman goldiers who went as guards

were responsible for the safery of thewr
prisoners with their own lhves, and when
these prisoners belonged to a class
gererally hated we cannot .magmne that
much hindness would be shewn them
Instances of this occur n the Acts
Herod had punished sixteen of his men
with death because Peter escaped (Acts
zu 4, 18), and 1t was for this same
reason that the centur:on who lept the
prison at Philippt would have lilled him-
self, supposing the prisoners to have es-
caped (Acts xvi 27, 28) Later on this
journey these gaolers of Paul gave coun-
sel that the prisoners should be killed,
lest any should escape from the wreck
{Acts xxvii 42), so that under such cir-
cumstances I do not imagwne that this
journey would be any too easy or com-
fortable  Julius the centurion seems to
have been better and more humane than
the usuat run of Roman officers, and no
doubt the fact that all knew the case
agamst Paul to have been unproved mn
tne open court of the Governar would
weigh with them in granung to Paul
many favours, but do not forget that the
danger of death if the prisoner escaped
would always be uppermost in the mind
of the Roman guard

This journey 1s most nunutely described
by Luke so that we seem to be passen-
gers 1n the boat and not readers of a nar-
ritve  So munutely does he detail the
facts of the journey that some have said
Luke must have been a ship's docter be=-
fore becoming the compamon of the
Apostle  Certamnly he was no stranger
to ships, for 1n this narrative he gives us
over ffieen of the sailing directions given
during this voyage ., It was now getting
rather late in the year (verse 9), winds
were contrary, as you wil notice f you
read tHe references fo the winds n chaps
ter xxvu, verses 4, 7, 9, 14, 15’ 18 20‘
37 and 40, and gvery day’'s delay made
the journey tiore hazardous. Under these
circumstances Julus began the journey

on a coasting vessel, mearming to keep to
the corst (verse 2), and the first day's
journey of sixty.seven miles to Sidon 1y
very good gomng  Here Paul was allowed
ashore to refresh humself, or ** to be cared
for,” as ancther version puts i, whech
would seem to pomnt to the fact that Paud
was Nut over well at the cormmencement
of 1hns trying voyage  Contrary winds
at this potnt forced them to male the
longer passage through the seay of
Cilicia and Pamphylia, with Cyprus on
the port side, until they arrived at Myra,
where they found one of the com ships
of Alexwndriv also taling shelter 1n the
harbour  These ships were of consuler-
abie sie [or home depended on them for
the staff of hie Like Englwnd of the
present day, Rome was not able to grow
sutheient for her popularion, so depended
upon mports of food, especially grain
from Egypt This ship had not only a
tull cargo, but was able 1o accommodate
276 souls 1n crew and passengers (verse

37)

They were many days w malang the
next 1stand Cnidus (verse 7), though the
place was only one hundred and ihiny
mules from their last port, and then, be-
cause of thewr mabiluy to make port
vwu w cwnrary winds, dhey saled souh
to male Crete, so that they could con-
tinue their journey along the south side
of thar island, proiecied frem the nortn-
west wind  They rounded Cape Salmone,
and made theiwr way wiuh difhculity along
the coast of Crete, unul tney arrived at
the port of Fair Havens, where a con-
siderable time was spent While here
the fast wnien feu at the end of Septem-
ber was celebrated, and Paul now ad-
monishes the captain and the centurion
regarding the risk of continuing therr
journey It shews us what a positon
Paul had arttamed om board this ship that
he was allowed to voice his opmion at
all, but certainly as an old salor and one
well acquainted with the winds of the
Mediterranean and with journeys by sea,
he was very well entitled to de so There
1s prophecy 1n his words, and the fire of
Divine unction must have been seen m
his flashing eyes, when he not only coun-
selled them to stay at theiwr presemt anp-
chorage but also said, ** Sirs, | perceive
that the voyage 1s about to be with hurt
and much damage, not only to Lthe lading
and ship, but also to our lives > Naturally
the centurion was more likely 10 listen to
the captain and owner of the ship than
to a prisoner, but later on Paul's per-
sonality seems to dominate the wreck un-
til we find that he 1s the only one with
his wits about him and the man they
looked to for orders Falr Havens was
quite. good shelter fram the narth.uesr
wind that had been blowing so long, but
would not afford shelter should that wind
change, gnd on this agenynt they,gpt, g1
Ropwig to make the harbeyr. of Dhenicey
wihich was 2 few heurs spuljng alang the
toast about forty moles away This haco

bour to this day is the only safe harbour
on the south coast of Crete, but, alas, for
all thear cuunael (hey were never to see
it on this voyage The wind changed
to the south, 1t was a nice breeze, so sup-
pvsing tha, they had obiamed thewr pur-
pose they loosed from Fair Havens and
sailed close under Crete It was bu: the
calm Dbefore the ga'e, the suuness pefore
the tempest, and 1 a very short ume they
were 1n the grip of a typhoon  Thetr
aver-confidence had lured them to their
doom

Ve will leave the account of the starm
tnat followed for next week, while we re-
mind ourselves of the danger of self-
confidence  Refusal to heed warnings or
