When the sea was mountains high and the hves of
the disciples 1n danger, and when their hearts were
failing them because of fear, He arose and rebuxed

The heart that beat m love for a world that was to
be rocked to sleep by a false peace, then sudden Aecs-
truction t0 come upon 1t, 1s now broken. for He dred
of a broken heart Blood begins to flow until His
precious body is dramed of every drop

He 1s taken down from the cross and put in the
tomb of Joseph of Arimathma. The stone 15 rolled
agamst its mouth The Roman seal 1s affixed The
sepulchre 1s guarded by soldiers The Prince of Peace
is held by the fetters of death—the stome the seal,
and the Roman power, On the third day the very
earth shakes, the seal 1s broken, the stone s rolled
away, and the soldiers are prostrated before the power
of a risen Christ The Prince of Peace is alive, and
that for evermore He walks this earth for forty

numberless worlds, but He was not content to abide
i heaven His heart has cver becn toward the child-
ren of men  Before the Fall, He used to come down
and hold sweet communion with Adam, until sin made
an 1mpassable gulf, God devised a way whereby He
could come and be near mankind, to help, encourage
and succour them, and eventually bring them back to
Himself So He commanded Moses to make Him a
dwelling-place, and in process of time the Tabernacle
of Witness was erected 1n the mudst of Israel’s camp
They did not seek to provide this dwelling place for
God, but 1t was God's desire to dwel! with His people
Instead of paying them occasionat visits He desired
to male His abode with them What wonderful con-
descension? The Glory cloud was a
——— visble sign that the Lord of all the
earth was in residence, as the Royal
Standard floating over Buckingham
Palace proclaims that His Majesty the
King 1s i residence The Holy of
Holies was lighted with the Shekinah
glory, there God dwelt between the
cherubim  The Holy Place was the
audience chamber of the King of
kings and Lord of lords He held
court there dally, and the priests
ministered before Him
In after years, when upon the
throne of Israel, David desired to
builld God a berrer dwelling-place, a
house, and in the reign of s son,
that wonderful edifice was erected,
commonly called Solomon’s Temple,
" o but it might be better named, ** God's
S Palace ”’ For 1t was a palace  [ts
M beauty and glory defy description It
| was the earthly residence of God
What a wonderful day for Israel when
the King arrived ard the glory of the
Lord filled the Palace, and the priests
could not stand to mimister because of the cloud, for
the glory of Jehovah had filled the house of Jehovah
Through sin God was forced to withdraw His
presence  But did He give man up? No, He devised
another way whereby He could snll be with them 1n
order to bless them
Emmanuel, GGod with us—the Incarnation was God’s
plan  In 1t He manifested Himself to the world n
human flesh, fulfilling Isarah’s prophecy, where we
read, ‘* Behold, a virgin shall be with child, and shall
bring forth a Son, and they shall cali His name
Emmanuel, which bemng interpreted 1s, God with us "’
So He stepped upon the scere agamr, this time
clothed i human flesh and blood, and announced by
angels  On that first Christmas night, the plains of
Judza and the mountains of Palestine echoed to the
song of the angel band, as it floated on the wings
of the might Once agamm God had overstepped the
barriers placed by man, through his sinfulness No
wonder angels sang, ‘“ Glory to God ip the highest,
on earth peace, good will toward men ' They were
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How 1t ached for

simply stating God’s attitude towards mankind
how His heart longed for them
their love and devotion.

Man has ziways misunderstood God, has misinter-
preted His kindness Men had looked upon God from
the outside, and He seemed to be hard, stern and un-
relenting. Jesus came from the bosom of the Father
to reveal Him from the inside, to lay bare the heart
of God Jesus was God expressed in terms of human
thought and speech, so that he who looked 1n the face
of Jesus looked 1n the face of God. We, in our homely
way, speak of ‘ family lkenesses! ™ ‘* He 1s hke
his father, she 1s ke her mother' So Jesus could
say, '‘ He that hath seen Me hath seen the Father,”
for of a truth He s the express image of (od
{(Hebrews 1. 3}

What Jesus was revealed to be in the days of His
flesn, that God 15 Was He the Saviour from sin,
the bestower of peace upon the restless, the rest-giver
to the weary, the harmoniser of all discords, the pillow
of comfort for the weary head, the healer of the sick,
the burden-bearer? Was He the Balm of Guead to
the wounded heart, the champion of the oppressed,
and the soul of sympathy for the crushed and broken?
If He was, it was because He was God, and came to
reveal God——came to share man’s burdens and dis-
pense to them His grace and mercy That was why
‘‘ the Word became flesh, and tabernacled among us”
(John1 14, R V margin) God rubbed shoulders with
mankind (1f I may use the term), and this was the
closest point of contact between
(God and man that had yet been
accomplished

After His death on Calvary for
sin, His resurrection for our justi-
fication, and His ascension, He
came nto ¢ven closer contact with
humanity He comes to indwell
men by His Spirit Thank God for
the Cross which makes this pos-
sible  ** The Cross of Calvary,”
states one writer, *‘ 1s the focusing
mto history of that which was eter-
nal and timeless m the heart of
God ”*  Sin seemed to have spoiled
His plan, but again He overstepped
the obstacles, and, wonder of won-
ders the human heart now becomes
God’s residence on earth,

Why He should come I cannot tell,
QO how He loves me,

In my paor broken heart 1o dwell,

O how He loves me

No wonder Paul called this a mystery, when writing
to the Colosstans—Christ in you the hope of glory
(Col. 1. 27). Our hearts are temples, courts, palaces,
in which God Himself lives by His Spint. What a
difference this should make to all our hves. This
truth needs to be apprehended more and more. In-
stead of thinking of God in a far-off sense, let us think
of Him as reignung and ruling in our hearts Jesus
sard, ‘‘ If a man love Me, he will keep My words, and
My Father wil love him, and We will come unto
him and make Qur abode with hum *’ (John xiv 23)
Weymouth translates 1t, ** And We will come to him
and make Our home with him ' His constant and
real presence makes the Christian Life one of perpetual
joy and blessedness, as He reigns and rules upon

THE THROMXE OF OUR HEARTS

We should remember that His presence makhes
heaven, and so true happiness 1s only assured as we
allow Him to reign supreme n our lives, and keep
our hearts uncivided for and to Him How sadly
laclung the Golanan Christians were 1n realising this
truth  Paul’s prayer for them was, ‘‘ My httle child-
ren, of whom ! travail in birth agam untit Christ be
formed in you'’ {Gal. 1v 19) ‘“‘For ye are the temple
of the living God, as God hath said, I will dwell 1n
them, and walk 1n them, and I will be their God, and
they shall be My people * (II Cor w1 16)

After the firal overthrow of evil and mmquity, after
the judgment of the Great White Throne, after Satan
has been deposed, a new order of things comes mnto
bewng, or rather the order of things as m the Garden
of Eden again comes into existence, and John 1n lus
wonderful apocalyptic vision sees a new heaven and a
new earth, and hears a great voice out of heaven say-
ing, '* Behold, the tabernacle of God 1s with men,
and He will dwell with them, and they shall be His
people, and God Himself shall be with them, and be
therr God ’ (Rev xx1 J)

God’s plan for humanity seems to have failed, but
in reality 1t has not been frustrated, but only hindered
Although Adam sinned and was exiled, although Israel
sinned and His presence was withdrawn, although
the Jews with wicked hands crucified the Lord of
glory, although men have shut their bearts, and barred
the door against Him, yet the time 1s coming when
finally and eternally God’s dwelling-place will be with
men When every obstacle shall be removed, no longer
will He be approached through symbols and inter-
mediate ceremonlals, every curtamn and vel will be
removed, direct communion will be the privilege of
the saints, as consecrated priests they will be able to
come mnto the holest of all, He will be their temple
“ And I saw no temple theremn, for the Lord God
Almighty and the Lamb are the Temple of 1t ' And
so 1n unbroken fellowship, God and man will enjoy
eternal communton

ETHLEHEM' A crowd of fragrant memories
flock into our minds at the mere mention of this

Lttle town We never tire of hearing or repeat-

ing the story of the Saviour's wondrous birth A halo
of never-dy.ng interest surrounds the Chnstmas story,
and preserves it from ever losing its freshness and
charm Nearly two thousand yédrs have rolled on
into eternity since thay momentous event  Notwith-
standing, to-day as yesterday, the story re-echoes fa
and wide, not only on the hills of Bethlehem, but m
every known quarter of the umiverse The glad
t:dings of a Saviour’s love has belted the globe, nd
the story will once again be preached i all clunes,
in earth’s remotest region, on the land and on the o
Geographically Bethlchem was situated mn a wen
rugged and bare country But its suburbs wcaic
delightfully pleasant and picturesque
Fruitful vines and luxurious olives
grew on .ts graceful slopes and gavc
it a very fruitful appearance, 1n con-

trast with the surrounding hill j
country Its name means ‘‘ the House ||
of Bread " )

In Bethlehem Ruth met Boaz ||
Here, perhaps on the terraced slopes
beside the barley fields, she kept her
tryst with her kinsman redeemer
By her deliberate choice, the ncble
Moabitess stepped into the direct line
of our Lord's ancestry, and became
a progemtress of the Christ

In Bethlehem David the shepherd
king was born In the surrounding
hill-country he watched over his flocks,
and communed with God There he
wrote lus psalms, and thrummed so
sweetly upon his harp. In Bethlehem
he was anomted king over Israel,
there he sighed for water from the
well after the battle, and was not
denied  Bethlehem was ever fruntful of spiritual supply.

The birth of Jesus was the most wondertu! crent
that took place in Bethlehem Here the herald angels
bare the tidings to the sleeping earth-dwellers “‘Unto
you 15 born ths day in the aty of David a Saviour
which 15 Chnst the Lord "  Jesus had come by
promise—Emmanuel, God with us

Wrapped 1 His swaddling bands,
And in His manger laiq,
The Hope and Glory of all lands
Is come to the world's aid
No peaceful home upon His cradle smiled,
Guests rudely came and went where slept
The roya!

Let us now draw nearer to Bethlehem and
template 1ts ever-increasing wonders of truth

Bethlehem ! The place of fulfilled prophecy The
unerring voice of prophecy proclaimed this event many
hundreds of years before it came to pass There was
to be a chosen land, a chosen race, a chosen tribe, a
chosen family, and a chosen time, All along through

the cycle of the ages we can dis-
cern the hand of God over-ruling
and ordering all things  And the
God who overrules 1s never pre-
mature or overdue The fact
of the Christ Child bemg born in
Bethlehem was the glorious ful-
filment of an obscure prophecy
in the Old Testament ‘' But
thou,  Bethlehem  Ephratah,
though thou be little among the 4
thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall He come
forth unto Me that 1s to be Ruler in Israel, whose
guings forth have been from of old, from everlasung **
(Macah v 2
Just  before

the Sawviour’s wondrous birth, the
Roman Emperor, Casar Augustus,
desirous of knowing the extent of his
kingdom, 1ssued an edict ** that all the
world should be taxed,’’” or numbered.
So absolut. was the edict that every
individuat had to proceed to the city
of his forefathers 1o be enrolled (Luke
v 4, 5} The proud heathen em-
peror had not the slightest idea that
he was thus bringing about the ful-
filment of a prophecy centuries old. It
would appear from Luke n 2 that the
order for taxation was countermanded,
possibly for some poltical or diplo-
matic reason  Obviously it was not
carried out untyl some fifteen years
later  But Joseph and Mary were in
Bethlehem Had Jesus been born a few
months earbier or later, His birthplace
would have been Nazareth But God
allowed an earthly ruler to accomphish
His purpose The plans of God never
nuscarry  What He has promised,
He will perform Christ was born 1n
Bethlehem-—not at Bethel, where Jacob saw the mystic
ladder and the holy angels, not in Shiloh, where the
ark of the covenant rested, not in the Temple at
Jerusalem, but in Bethlehem Ephratah, that the pro-
phetie word might be fulfilled

Observe also that Bethlehem was the place of
celestial worship

A band of shepherds were out on the hills of
Bethlehem following therr lowly caling They were
keeping wigilant watch over their flocks by night.
Suddenly without any premonition or warming a dazz-
ling glory breaks forth in the eastern sky, and a choir
of shimng angels appears, praising God and saying,
" Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace to
men of good will

The angels had witnessed the glory of God in His
works, but when they saw the great Creator stooping
down to assume a body of flesh, they rushed 10 legions
to Bethlehem, and filled the atr with songs of praise.
These heavenly worshippers could not be restrained,
their ecstasy broke all bounds, and they burst forth
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into a paan of praise  The peaceful undulating plains,
canopied by the starry heavens, resounded with the
angels’ song The Eternal Father could not allow
such a prodigy to be unheralded * When He
bringeth in the firstbegotten nto the world, He saith,
And let all the angels of God worship Him >’ (Heb
. 6).

Primarly angels are created to serve and to act n
the .nterests of the kingdom of God Angels attended
the Son of God through the dark days of His rejection
and sorrow In the wilderness faithful angels mipis-
tered unto Him after the fallen angel had left Him
In the last final struggle in the olive garden an angel
swept down on pinions of love to strengthen Him
under the agony of the bloody sweat Angels guarded
H.s sepulchre while Hc slepr, but ar His birth they
worshipped Him Therefore m heaven worship 15
more important than service  They were occupred with
the Lamb before they were occupied for the Lamb
The seraplim that were scen by the prophet Isamah
surrounding the eternal throne, were vested with re-
markable power 1o serve.  But although they each
possessed six wings, four were used for worship and
only two for service May we, hke the believing
shepherds, wend our way with joyous bearts to Beth-
lehem, and therc learn afresh the mystery and meamag
of the Incarnation  Let us focus and fasten our gaze
upon the Babe of Bethlehem, until we too are lost
in wonder, love, and praise

Furthermore, Bethlehem was the place of sacnificial
love We do not attempt to define love, 1t defies
analysis and bcggars description  Who can explain

HOW RUBIES ARE COLOURED

with carmine, or gold 1s Lt with glory Who can
analyse the haunting perfume of the violet, or trace
the delicate artistry of a butterfly’s wing

Could we with ink the occean i,
And were the skies of parchment made,
And every stalk on earth a qull,
And every man a scribe by trade—
To write the love of God above
Would drain the ocean dry
Nor could the scroll contain the whole,
Though stretched from sky to sky

** But God commendeth His love toward us, in that
while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us  Such
boundiess love 1s without parallel—the matchless love
of God for a world of rebels who did not love Him

whelming ' Endowed wrth whatever powers, this was
a Man-Child And He was so in the purposes of
Gad before the feet of Adam walked the earth. The
first man in the plans of God was the Man of Galilee.

THE MAN LIVING

** Wherefore 1t behoved Him 1n all things to be made
like unto His brethren " (Heb x1 17) He was bone
of our bone and flesh of our flesh  As to His mother
He was pre-emunently her child, so to men, without
hknowledge of His real identity, He was a man. Few
saw anything more then—or since

All the features of Jesus’ character are common to
the four Gospels, but i1t 1s certainly true that each
Gospel emphasises one particular feature above all
others  Matthew depicts the majesty of Jesus as
the King, Mark His mighty power as the Servant of
Jehovah, John His sublimity as the eternal Son of
God, but Luke reveals His boundless sympathy as the
ideal Man The humanty of the Master stands out
tn Luke as in no other Gospe! Reading Luke we
think nstinctively of Paul’s statement that He was
made in all things like unto His brethren

The hallmarks of His humamty are unmistakable.
As no other wnter Luke gives us a ghmpse of the
prayers of Jesus He lived in an atmosphere of inter-
cesston  “‘ Men ought always to pray and not to
faint,”’ He taught His disciples, and practised what
He preached In this He was peculrarly representa-
tive of His race Man 1s a praying creature, and here
was a Man who knew perfectly how to do that which
every man longed to do

He was tempted in all points hke as we are No
temptation crosses the path of man that was not first
huried at the Son of Man  As a man He was tempted,
as a man He trumphed, and Hc did 1t for men Is
there any word so comforting to the soul, tempted
and trnied almost to the breaking point, as that blessed
word spoken to His needy disciples, ** Be of good
cheer, I have overcome the world *’? He has over-
come, and we who follow Him march to victory

His limitations were very real He was poor, so
poor that Hc had not wherc tu lay His head, and had
to depend on a friendly fish to pay His taxes He
was hungry, and grateful women ministered unto Him
ot theirr substance He was athirst, and begged a
drink from a sinful woman at the well-side

HE WAS WEARY

to the point of exhaustion, so that the tumult of wind
and waves faled to waken Him as He slumbered
in the storm-tossed boat Yet His sympathy was
fathomless for the humble, the outcast, the sinner, the
suffering, and the sorrowing He was a benediction
mn the homes of the people, and marvellously gracious
to women, the cross-bearers of hfe To every age,
and either sex, to all nations, and all profess.ons;
and to men of everv shade of character and opinion
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Jesus was the Christus Consolator He was the Great
Physician to the sick in body and soul, the unwearied
Healer and Ennobler of the stricken and the suffering,
the Gospeller of the poor, the Binder-up of broken
hearts; the Desire of all ages; the Saviour of the
world, who went about doing good

So this Man lived, a tragically short hife, so 1t would
seem, and the world has never been the same since
And He hived but to die

THE MAN DYING.

Death 1s a common thing As common as birth
Yet despite this commonness the death of the Man of
of Galilee can never be called common It was the
outstanding fact of all time, the supreme event of
history  All men die, but this Man’s death was dif-
ferent, and it made a diflerence Let us remember
that 1t was real There are those who would tell us
it was a fake ‘A magmificent bit of play-acting and
incidentally 2 monstrous fraud  Jesus did not die  He
swooncd And later revived enough to make His way
from the tomb, and appear to His disciples ”*  Surely
the thorn-crowned head and its bloody brow, the naii-
torn hands and feet, the spear-pierced side and the
broken heart give the lie to such an idea When He
cried, ‘* It 1s fimished,” and gave up the ghost, it
marked the consummation of a plan concewved in the
dim reaches of the everlasting ages The Lamb was
slain, not stunned, ai:l a fountain was there opencd
for sin and uncleanness He was dead and they laid
His body in a borrowed tomb

The blessed thing 1s that it was a voluntary dying
He said, ‘“ I lay down my Lfe that I might take 1t
again. No man taketh it from Me, but I lay it down
of Myself I have power to lay it down and I have
power to take 1t again '’ The Man of the Cross
was the God of the Umiverse, not a helpless victim
in the hands of a bloodthirsty mob A word from
Him, and the thorns on His brow would have been
displaced by the diadem of the ages. He had but to
reach out His hand, and there would have leaped nto
it the sword of judgment Instead He stretched them
out upon the rugged limbs of the tree of sacnfice,
and grnpped in their palms the heads of tearing, tortur-
ing nails If He would save others, Himself He could
not save As a man He died for men, even for me
In the great day to come, when the grim hand of
outraged law would reach to deal 1n judgment with this
poor sinner, the Man of Galilee will speak ‘‘ Let hum
go free, I am tis Ransom Lay not the lash upon
him, for I have been scourged Let the cup pass
from him, for I have drained it to the dregs Put
the crown of glory on his brow, for I have worn a
crown of thorns Over against My cioss of shame
place hus throne of triumph, for I have died that hic
might hive ” Thanks be to God for such a salvation
and such a Saviour

THE MAN RISEN.

The death of Christ would have been meaningless
apart from His resurrection The first Easter morn
saw the most starthng event of human experience It
was and 15 incredible to the natura! man, for his vision
is limited to the matertal The spiritually-minded sces
nothing to stumble over, because God 15 reckoned in
“ Why should it be thought a thing incredible with
you that God should raise the dead? ™’

It 1s vital to remember that the resurrection of Jesus
was bodily and not spiritual.  Of the *° spiritual re-
surrectionists 7 we might well say as did Mary,
‘‘ They have taken away my Lord, and I know not
where they have layd Him '’ That the Master’s body
rose from the grave 1s attested by the fact that the
tomb was empty. The grave clothes had been dis-
carded, and left lymmg in chrysalis form And the
nsen Christ was subjected to every conceivable test
to prove the reality of HFis bodily presence ** That
which we have heard, which we have seen with our
cyes, which we have looked upon and our hands have
handled—the Word of Life ™’

As the firstfruits of a glorious harvest, Jesus 1s th¢

National Government was formed, a government of
man, represenuing man, with God out of practical
account  The National representatives said to the
electorate, ‘* Send us to Parhlament and we will save
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the nation And the old remedy that never fails to
fail has gnen the taxpayer a good run for his money

Deputations ran to the Continent, and to the
Domtmions, and even to Ireland! We do not doubt
but man has done ms best Things might have been
worse De Valera did not shoot the British represen-
tatives, ard all 15 well with our highly salaried
diplomat at the Vatican. 'We have not lost our ideals,
and continue to pay for our sentiment at the rate of
£380 a day to the League of Nations We are not
inconsistent It 1s simply a paradox that since the
war we have spent approxumately £300,000,000 on
armaments The nattonal budget was balanced 1t 1s
true, but 1t 1s also true that the burden has been too
great for the majonty of the thrnftiest people 1n
England. And hope 1s still deferred,

In the King’s speech a few days ago at the open-
mng of Parhament 1t was stated, ** There s an earnest
hope that next year’s Interpational Econom:ic Con-
ference will do something for us that we cannot do our-
selves The Prime Minister on the same day made
a declaration wlich destroyed the hope of millions of
the class for whose .nterest he rosc to power He
said, ** Unemployment 1s now not temporary, out
permanent, because of the increased output of
machinery "—a statement that 1s the negation of the
false hopes mumstered by all parties during the last
decade

Hail the saviour, Man! The gods of science be
praised '
MR. H. G. WELLS

claims that his new book ““ 1s the first attempt to get
a diagnosis of the human problem with all the factars
assembled 1n one prcture,’” and 1t 1s ‘‘ a statement of
the present situation of mankind ” No one will
suspect Mr Wells of a religwus prejudice He s
a man of the world, and of the peoples of the world
he eries, * They are doomed! They cannot save
themselves "’ He wvisualises a social breakdown, a
collapse of confidence 1n money, a descent to universal
poverty, famine, and presumably pestilence

We are grateful to Mr Wells for this scientific tes-
tumony, because it corroborates the Biblical prophernic
view of the Great Tribulation that i1s imminent But
we do not agree with Mr. Wells when he says, *‘Therc
1sn't a single professor of foresight tn the world "
There are hosts of students of Scripture prophecy to
whom the future 1s clear. Many of them by the llumi-
nation of the prophetic Word have accurately predicted
momentous events, as to both the time and manner
of their fulfilment, long before the events were withm
the range of possibility Professur T R Birks does
not seem to have come under Mr Wells’ notice, he
wrote, “ The true knowledge of the word of prophecy,
even to nations, 1s a surer defence and safer guide than
the mere human prudence of the wisest and most
valiant leaderg ™

The space at our disposal does not admut of proving
this assertion But to every reader the Book 1s
available, so we suggest the following portions to whet
appetite for a study of the signs of the end of tls
age Daniel xn , Matthew xxiv ; II Timothy m ,
and James v 1-8

The late Sir Arthur Conan Doyle wrote before he
died, “‘ Spinntualism is the basis of the religion of the
future ' A religion to which, we imagine, the com-
mumsts mught easily react, when they have succeeded
in repudiating the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ At this time he wrote a foreview of the im-
mrediate future of the wornld, based on one hundred
spiritualistic messages which he believed corresponded
with the idea of the Second Coming vaguely seen by
the prophets of old And we are bound to admut these
messages coincide with many representative interpreta-
tions of the Scriptures But what of it?

the source and strength of spiritualistic delusions @ “‘A
huge conspiracy to deceive vpon the other side would
seem to be the only alternative, and that 1s hardly
consistent with the lofty teaching that goes with the
messages ’’

It would seem from the second chapter of II Thess -
lonians that the ‘' mystery of imquity ’’ will hasve
reached 1ts zentth when our Lord comes, Is it not
abundantly clear to all who look broadly and steachly
at hfe from the standpoint of Divine revelation that
the two great sataruc forees of matertalism and
spiritism, in their various forms of manifestation, are
making mutual alhance for Armageddon

an unholy zeal set on fire of hell

HRISTMAS, to most people, means the mere
‘ ; exchanging of gifts and a day of feasting and
making merry But 1t has a far deeper, more
holy meamng—it commemorates the birth of the
infant Jesus—the Gaft of God to the world
At this precious season of the year, many writers
and preachers speak in glowing terms of the burth of
Jesus Chnist and His glonous advent into the world
Necessarily so, masmuch as this memorable day is
<elebrated 1n His honour, we therefore nghtly remem-
ber Him

God 1s not in the habit of giving
things that are of lhttle value, but when He opens His
treasuries, He gives the very best, and when He gave
us Chnist and the Holy Spint, He gave us everything.

us all things? "’

It 1s a delght for God to give us Hrs best!

He carpets the carth with green grass He warms
the earth with the glowing rays of the sun. He
plants the fertile valleys with lilies and roses. He 1s
indeed a mumnificent Giver!

Many will rejoice on Christmas Day when they open
their packages from their friends and loved ones, but
the Holy Spirit 1s a (aft that the rich cannot buy and
the poor cannot beg for It 1s ‘° without money and
without price >’ When the Holy Spint comes n He
touches the human body and the mind, and opens up
the vistas of God’s glornious beauties.

What a difterence the fulness of the Holy Spint
makes in a person !

You say, ** What 1s the difference? ™’

It 1s the difference between the barren desert and
the verdant oasis, with its waving palms and luxurious
growth of grass, and sparkling, bubblng water
springing upward from the depths of the earth

It 15 the difference between the poor, burdened
horse that 1s trying to drag up the steep, rocky hli,
and the racing locomotive that carries you to the
summit without effort

It 1s the difference between the old pump by the
roadside and the deep artesian well that pours 1ts
crystal-clear waters forth mn

A TORRENTIAL FLOOD.

It 1s the dilference between the shatlow stream where
your boat touches bottom or strikes some hidden rock,
and the shp that ndes the ocean’s fiercest tempests
and highest swells

It 1s the difference between the barren plain—deso-
late and brown—-stretching away to meet the horizon,
and the towering mountains capped with eternal snows
that glisten in the sun

To be full of the
Holy Spirit 1s to be full
of God What paupers
we are! Yet we dre
rich, and do not know 1t! Hear the great Apostle
Paul crying aloud im a Roman dungeon. ‘I am
full and abound! ' (Phid iv 18, Was there ever
such a paradox?® A pnsoner of Rome, chained to two
soldiers, having nothing, yet possessng afl things,
a hated, persecuted outcast; a man who bore 1n lus
body the marks of the Lord Jesus, beaten, scourged,
shipwrecked, deprived of the necessities of ufe,
hungry, thirsty, scantily clad, supported by the scanty
offerings from his Little Philippian congregation, and
yet he cried out *‘ I am full and abound, I have
all things ”’

What 15 the secret of this victorious position which
Paul occupied?

Friends, he had a Gift—a double Gift, He had
Chnist, God’'s Gift to the world, and the Holy Spint,
the Father’s Guft to the Church

The Day of Pentecost was the official advent of
God’s Gift to the Church—the Holy Spint

Christ came to the earth amid the lowing of the
cattle and the bleating of the sheep. The Holy Spint
came as a rushing mighty wind. But both came from
heaven

The purpose of the Holy Ghost 1s mamfold. If the
Psalmist could say under the Old Testament covenant
** My cup runneth over,” how much more should we
in this New Testament age be able to testify in greater
and more glow.ng terms than David ever dreamed of.

True enough, we can, and we may. Jesus sail,
" Out of his innermost being shall flow rivers of Living
water ' What the world needs to-day 1s not literary
fimish and orthodox correctness, It will not convert
a lost world What 1t needs 1s the sword of the
Spint, the sword is emblematic of death and war,
The Holy Spint 1s not some mere blessing or some
feeling of ebullition, but a mighty dynamic force which
will energrse every fibre of our being

Do you remember that when Peter first preached
the people were pricked in their heart? It was the
Sword of the Spint doing 1ts work.

Along with the Gift of the Holy Ghost come the
ninefold gifts of the Spinit. We are commanded to

of the Holy Spint, although in some sense we are
not to tarry in the same manner as the early disc'ples,
for He 15 here now, yet we must wait at the door-
step until the Father gives us what we need Ths
thought 1s implied when Christ says, ‘‘ Knock, and it
shall be opened unto you."’

We need power in these days. It 1s absurd to go
without 1t; yea, 1t 1s presumption. As the sailor waits
for the breeze to fil] the sasls of his ship, ard as Dawid
warted for the “sound of gomng'’ among the mulberry
trees, so we shall lose nothing by waiting for God's
power to impel us The Holy Spint not only reveals
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the hidden things, but He reveals the forgotten things
as well

At thuis Christmas season, may we not forget God’s
double Guft While we would not magnify the gifts
of the Spirit to the exclusion of the fruir of the
Spunit, yet one feels that both go hand in hand

It 1s saud that Charles G Finney was so filled with
the Holy Ghost that when he entered a shop or factory
the people broke down at his mere presence Elisha
was so filled with the Holy Spirit that when a dead
body touched his grave, the dead body came back to
Iife Elisha had more power after he was dead than
some preachers have while they are alive!

The Greek word for power 1s dumgmis  And from
this Greek word comes the English word dynamute
Dynamute will blast the rock of indifference and blow
the old stumps of sin out of the human heart.

The peculianity of this gift 1s to make us a potent
medium of the Holy Ghost It will impart to you
supernatural magnetism 1n the Lord’s work  Before
this power, superstition, ignorance, and heresy will flee
like the darkness before the rays of the morning sun

It was with this charged dynamite that Charles
Fmney walked mto a cotton mll and stood amud .he
roar of heavy machinery until the operators were com-
pelled to turn off the machinery and listen to this man
of God

AN INCORRIGIBLE PARALYSIS
settled down upon them until they were compelled to
cry out* ‘* What must I do to be saved? ”’ Strong
mecn and women fell to the floor as if struck by a
thunderbolt under the powerful influence of the Holy
Ghost

Five hundred men and women trembled before the
preaching of Jonathan Edwards Men gnpped thewr
seats to keep from falling to the floor, and, after a
heart-searching altar service, they arose to their feet
with deafening shouts and cries. No wonder the
people in the time of Paul said - *' These are they that
have turned the world ups:de down ™’

It was this power of the Holy Ghost that led
General Willlam Booth to the slums of London N.ght
after night rotten eggs and tomatoes and other ob-
noxious articles were hurled at his head But he was
so filled with the Holy Spirit that nothing could daunt
fum  He returned nightly until these hard-hearted
antagorists were converted, and all England and Scot-
land were affected by his fervent preaching.

Tius precious gift of the Holy Spint will enable us
to rise above earthly trials and sorrows It will enable
us to discern the spirtual status of

EVERY CHURCH WE ENTER.

It 1s remarkable to know that Jesus Christ Himself,
the Son of God, never performed one muracle without
this gift of the Holy Ghost Many picture Christ per-
forming mrracles in His boyhood days, but, accord-
ing to the Gospel of John, Chnst performed His first
miracle at Cana of Galilee, where He turned the water
into wine.

With thus precious Gift of the Holy Spurit, we need
not envy even the angels in heaven With the Guft
of the Holy Ghost, we can conquer all. Our efficiency
as Christian soldiers does not depend on our physical
anatomy, our natural powers, or on our college educa-
{fton, nor yet upon our financial status, but upon the

Holy Spint. It was He who enabled Samson to slay

The power of the Holy Spint 1s as potent as hghi-
ning ! This precrious Gift cannot be bought with
mone¢y Simon the sorcerer tried to buy it, and Peter
condemned him 1n no uncertain terms. He denounced
him as a hypocrite, and when Stmon asked for for-
giveness, Peter emphasised that even the thought of
buying this precious Gt with money would receive
God’s bitter rebuke God’s gifts are without money
and without price

As Dr Prerson says, in speaking of the gifts of the
Sprrit ' They differ, therefore there 18 no room for
envy or jealousy, all gifts are needful, therefore,
there 1s NO ROOM FOR IDLENESS
or despair; no one has all the gifts, therefore there
15 no room for pride or boasting ; all gifts derive power
from the Giver, therefore there 15 no room for weak-
ness or nefficiency ”’

What a marvellous work of supernatural power we
find 1n the third chapter of the Book of Acts! A
humble confession from Peter ‘¢ Silver and gold have
I none, but such as I have give [ thee!’ And then
the triumphant command, *‘ In the Name of Jesus
Chr.st of Nazareth rise up and walk ¥ "

When the anxtous multitude crowded around
Solomon’s porch to witness this extraordinary miracle,
they heard the second confession of Peter, ** Not hy
our own power or holiness have we made this man to
walk . but by the Name of Jesus Chnst of
Nazareth "’

In remembering the supernatural birth of our Lord
and Saviour Jesus Chrst, God’s Gift to the world,
let us not forget at this blessed Christmas season to
thank God for the other precious Gaft . . the Holy
Ghost Himself’

HE two Evangelists,
Matthew and Luke,
chosen of God to
give us a record of the burth
of our Lord, differ in their
presentation of 1t. Bat
both records can be fully
relied upon, they bemg
among the holy men of
God who spoke and wrote
““as they wecre moved by
the Holy Ghost’  The
differences are not contra-
dictions but just different
aspects of Chnst's great
and glorious personality,
namely, His Saviourhood
and H.s Kingship
Matthew, wrting mainly

G oodwill

for his countrymen ‘he
TG“A@ Jews, portrays our Lord as
MC]’\... the fulfiller of Old Testa-

ment  prophecy, and es-
pectally the promises per-
taiming to the kingdom of
Isracl He portrays Him
as the Son of Dawid, the
heir to #he Dawvidic throne, also as the ** Son of
Abraham,” and therefore the promised Seed 1n whom
all nations of the earth will eventually be blessed
Again Matthew being a Levite, his Gospel, particalarly
i the record given of Chrst’s burth, prefigures both
His Priesthood and Kingship, and suggests, in respect
of the Church which 1s His Body, the fulness of Him
that filleth all in all

On the other hand Luke presents Christ to us 1n a
much wider aspect, specially viewed as for a Gentile
people, a Saviour for all mankind  His s, indeed, the
Gospel for * sinners,’”” and all sorts and condiuons of
men , the outcast and despised of all nations may find
comfort and solace here.

The contrast between the accounts of these two
Evangelists 1s marked, and clearly defined for us
Luke’s ‘ shepherds ** and Matthew’s ‘‘ wise men "
prefigure two companies of people, suggestive of an
earthly and a heavenly people For instance the sign
to the shepherds of our Lord’s birth was a wrapped
Babe lying 1n a manger (Luke n. 12)-—an earthly
sign  But the sign given to the wise men was a star
in the heavens—a heavenly sign

Again, we are told by Luke that the shepherds
watched their flocks by night, suggestive of a “‘ught
age,”’ but the wise men came from the East, the land
of the rising sun, the ‘“ age to come *’ To the shep-
herds His birth was

THE OCCASION OF GREAT JOY,

which should be to all people, but to the wise men, 1t
was quite the reverse—a time of great trouble The
shepherds returned and made known abroad what they
had seen, glonfymg and praising God, but the wise

men did something better still—they fell down and
worshipped Him, and whilst doing so, opened their
treasures and presented unto Him gold, frankincense,
and myrrh—all typical of the Trimty Afterwards
they were warned in a dream, to return ‘‘ another
way,"” because of the bitter enmity of Herod the king
Surely it was the *“ way of the cross,”’ but 1t was the
way home  The *‘ way of the cross leads home,’ and
i ali ages those that are really i this sense °° home-
ward bound °* for Glory must undergo the same treat-
ment They, no doubt, represent those who will be
gnen the ** Morming Star *’ and will reign with Christ
on the carth (Rev. n 26-29)

I the cross we meehkly bear,
lhen the ¢rpwn we ghtll wer

As already stated, the Gospel of Luke i1s specially
intended for the sinner The mode of his salvation,
whereby he 1s reconciled to God and has peace through
beLeving, 18 very beautifully porwrayed in the sign
of the Lord’s birth given to the shepherds (Luke n
12) ‘' Ye shall find the Babe wrapped in swaddling
clothes, lying in a manger’* The Babe was none
other than the Word of God who became incarnate,
in order to atone for the sins of the whole world

JOHN THE BELOVED DISCIPLE

saw the Word Incarnate beneath all the wrappings
““ And the Word was made flesh and dwelt among
us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only
begotten of the Father full of grace and truth ** (John
1 14)  Agamn, ** To this end was [ born, and for this
cause I came into the world, that I should bear witness
unto the truth  Everyone that 1s of the Truth heareth
My vowce ” (John xvin 37)

Did not Simeon say that that Cheistmas Gift was at
once a ‘*sign”’ and a *‘ sword ” (Luke n 34, 35)?
Yes, venlly, but Luke says 1t was ‘‘ wrapped up "
The sword was in its sheath, at the same time por-
traying to the whole world the marvellous love of God
towards all the fallen sons of Adam It was unto
His own people, who were justifying themselves, and
going about establishing their own righteousness, that
the Lord spoke those remarkable words in Matthew
x 34. “ Think not that I am come to send peace on
earth, I came not to send peace, but a sword ’’ But
t the sinner who, like the penitent of old, cries out,
** God, be merciful unto me a sinner,” that terrible
sword can indeed do no harm He may come boldly,
and by farth accept the provision made on Mount
Calvary on his behalf.

And why 1s this® Simply because Christ 1s nis
Substitute and has been smitten of God n his stead
*“ Surely He hath borne our griefs and carmed our
sorrows, vet we did esteem Him stricken, smitten of
God and affiicted ’ Agam, ‘‘ Awake, O sword,
against My Shepherd, and against the Man that 1s My
fellow, saith the Lord of Hosts Smute the Shepherd
and the sheep shall be scattered, but I will turn back
My hand over the hittle ones ** (Zech, xm1 7) Again,
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*“ But one of the soldiers pierced His side, and forth-
with came there out blood and water '’ (John xix 34),
with the result that, ‘‘being jusufied by faith, we have
peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ’'
{Rom + 1) His peace 1s a perfect peace, as con-
trasted with any that the world can give Perfect
because sin has nothing to do with 1f, Perfect because

it 1s enduring  Perfect because it 1s His own peace—
** My peace | give unto you ”’

The foundation of this wonderful peace with God
15 not Chnist’s work 1n us, but what He did for us,
when He bowed His head and gave up the Ghost,
saymg, ‘It ts finished”” On His head be many
crowns

“ 1f— " Here was the chance for Christ to prove
His Divinity The tempter even went so far as to
furnish a text, through which, so he prom:sed, Jesus
should float safely to earth Satar provided a charm-
ing parachute which he held ready for Jesus to grasp,
—it had only one flaw—it would not open, for there
was one part mussmg—"‘ in all Thy ways »

When the time came for Christ to ascend through
the ar, or walk upon the water, He did so, but not
from a foolhardy attempt to prove His Deity by
tempting His God

If we deliberately go into danger for the sake of
bravado or self-interest, we cannot claim to be
“ hept ’’ in the hour of temptation ‘* Thy ways "'
means God’s ways, and 1t 1s Christ who puts a prayet
into the lips of all Christians not to be led into temp-
tation, and should we find ourselves, through no

fault of our own, surrounded by temptation, He follows
with the petitton, ** Debver us from evil

of the three was to power It was the greatest offer
of power ever made to a human bemg, and it was
offercd w Jesus of Nazareth because He was the only
Man ever born who was capable of receiving and
using 1t To read the temptations, as we are In-
clined to do, as though they were merely figurative,
and have Lttle interest for us, 15 to belittle the
authority of Scripture  To say, as has been said,
that the temptations passed over Christ's pure spint
like shadows passing over a white marble surface, 15
to lessen the consolation of the words, ‘' hath suf-
fered, being tempted.”

The temptations, first hunger, then daring, and then
power, entered into Christ’s innermost bemng, tore at
His heart with insistent appeal, and wrestled with
His body, bram, and sou] to obtain the victary. * All
the kingaoms of the world, and the glory of them.’’

Lands, whose magnificence and beauties we only
read abour, or examine among priceless relics 1n
Iibrary and museum, were spread out before Him 1n
one vast panorama.

China, with her advanced
Greece with her literature, philosophy, and art,

Remarks of Mr. EDWIN SCRYMGEQUR at the opening of the new Elim Tabemacle

AM que confident that this meeting will be
I written down in the records of the history of
Dundee as one of the most memorable gatherings

ever held in the city in connection with the Christian
religion

As a boy I remember going with some of my young
friends to hear Moody and Sankey hold a service in
St Paul's Free Church, and very clearly do I have in
recollection the singing of Sankey, of whom I am re-
minded by our good brother Parragh, whose fine voice
leads the singing here

Some years ago | saw huge posters all over London
and Wales ‘' Principal George Jeffreys and the
Revival Movement.”’ 1 thought, this must be a won-
derful concern, for wherever I go, the Principal seems
to have been there before me

I had the privilege of witnessing some of the great
scenes in the Royal Albert Hall, London, and I shall
never forget those wonderful assembhes, but I was
even more delighted when I saw announcements 1n the
city of Dundee that we were going to have the Prin-
cipal along with lis memorable Revival Party in their
very stimulating leacing of

SINGING AND INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC

The gatherings in Dundee were soon recognised
everywhere as having been something surprising
They were not simply large assemblies functioning for
a very short tume, they were gatherings able to fiul
the Caird Hall, the largest hall 1n the city, and they
had sustained consolidation of the forces which had
been brought together.

We have to recollect that in the revival movements
that preceded this one, there was a withdrawal of the
leaders, a subsidence of the movement There were
individual results, thank God, dispersed over different
churches, but here we have something still more re-
markable and unprecedented, a revival that comes *o
the city, takes possession of the city, secures one of
the old churches of the city, and makes the city ring
with the consolidated effect of it.

There has been criticism, but what we do find s
this  The Principal and his party never retaliate
They take little or no notice of any crniticism  They
go onward with God’s work, expounding the Scrip-
ture, making clear all that they are enabled to say
to us '

Many of us have never heard the development of the
Foursquare Gospel I thought I was foursquare be-
fore, but I soon learned that I was no: foursquare

From the first we were held transfixed with the
substantiality of those who were carrying forward the
work We were further impressed with those who
followed 1n the train of the leader—for instance, our
brother, Pastor McGullivray I have thought at times
if some of the ministers of Dundee had to go through
the work that Brother McGulhvray has done, they
would be sending for the ambulance

The most remarkable feature of this revival 1s that
it has taken place and 1s proceeding under the most

depressed industrial conditions that have ever pre-
vailed not only in the city of Dundee, but in the world
at large. In that very hour in which large numbers
of our men and women are finding 1t difficult to see
a way through life, 1t is something of exceptional
value for the nation to realise that there are religious
factors, that there are religious leaders under the power
of Almighty God who have come forward to say that
they beheve that men and women can be brought into

can come with bodily ailment and can find a reason
for rejoicing over the outcome of the healing that has
been made under the laying-on of hands,

Large numbers of our working people are being
taken possession of by the movement, they are coming
to know that Jesus Christ Irves for and cares for them,
and is anxious to help them He 1s calhng for every
section of our community, and 1t 1s one of the greatest
factors making for a weakened, slackened attendance
at our churches that the ministers have not got into
touch with the people themselves When they do that,
they will get the same results that we have got

QUEUES AT A GHURGH,
Rapid Growth

Rehgious fervour reminiscent of the days of Moody and
Sankey has marked the opeming of the Ehim Tabernacle, the
first church of the Foursquare Gospel movement 1in Dundee

The first Sunday services were held to-day The building,
which holds 1,000 comfortably, was filled at the morning service

To-mght people stood 1n the passages and vestibules and
there was an overflow meeting in the church hall

The Foursquare Gospe! movement now holds eleven meetings
each week here in the church and halls Every meeting 1s

VOLUNTARY WORKERS' GREAT EFFORT.
Unemployed Tradesmen and Mew Church Movement,

What promises to be one of the greatest of religious revivals
ever wimnessed in Dundee has taken root 1n the city in the form
of the first church of the Foursquare Gospel, the Ehm Taber-
nacle, which was opened on Monday night

Tne piace of worship chosen by the leaders of this new move-
ment 1n the city 1s the former hall of Chapelshade Church in
Dudhope Crescent Road, and since the building was taken over
at the begmmning of Nevember 1t has been subjected te extensive
renovation and decoration

Practically all the alterations made in the church have been
carried out by voluntary workers who are enthusiastic adherents
to the new order
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About a score of unemployed men, some tradesmen and some
non-tradesmen, have devoted practically all their tme to the
work, some of them coming before eight o’clock ,n the morning,
and remaiming hard at work untl ten o’clock at might

They did not need to leave therr work to go home for meals,
as there was also a willing band of lady helpers, who saw that
the men were supplied with plenty of eatables

In addition, seventy women had come forward and scrubbed
out the fioor

Thanks to the untiring efforts of these voluntary workers
everything was i order for the openming of the new church om
Monday

of the Foursquare Gospellers, but ther efforts would have been
in vain had it not been for the financial assistance which other
followers of this revived old-time rehigion were able to give

lhe origin of the Foursquare Gospel in Dundee 1s to be
found n the first visit of Principal George Jeffreys to the ciy
in May

Before this there had been many in the district who felt
the need of a religious res.val in our caty, and they welcomed
Principal Jeffreys with open arms

His arrival was not heralded by any flare of trumpets, and
there were only tnree or four hundred people present at his
first meeting 10 the Y M C A Hall Bur 1t will be remembered
that before his wisit to the city had come to a close the Caurd
Halr was scarcely big enough to house all who wished to hear
him

But during the singing of the hymn on Tuesday night 1t was
