HERE we have the secret of being ** in nothing
That

Aprd why? Because ““ God hath chosen the things
that are not ”’ And why 1s this? °* That no flesh
should glory in His presence '’ And that, as 1t 1s
written, ‘° He that glorieth, let hin glory n  the
Lord ™

God 1s the All in all It 1s His as God to work
everything. We are to work, but in the conscious-
ness that ** it 1s God who worketh 1n us to wil and
to do '’ We are to work, but 1n such a faith 1n His
mworking that all care as to our own strength, all
fear as to our own weakness, all pnde as to our
own performances, shall utterly disappear Ve are
to work, under the apparently depressmg, but actually
inspiring conviction—I am nothing , God 1s all

This was the secret of Paul's joy, and strength, and
success Hear him speak about the high aim of his
minstry to present every man perfect in Christ Jesus,
““ whereunto I labour, striving according to His work-
ing, which worketh in me mightily.”” He had heard
and learned like the Psalm:st before him,

“ POWER BELONGETH UNTO GOD"

Not as well to God as to others, not to God more
than to others, not to God chiefly—no, to God. and
God alone And so the paradox 1s true to its full
extent, ** When I am weak, then am I strong >’ * In
nothing am 1 behund the very chiefest apostles, though
I am nothing ** The fittest instrument for God to use
1s—nothmg, a man who 1s nothing before Him.

“If a man think himself to be something, when
he 1s nothing, he deceiveth himself * What a ter-
rible self-deception, and how universal! We think
ourselves something—at times very fecble, at other
tines somewhat stronger—bur how little we have
learned to rest and rejoice, and find our strength in
bemng—nothing !

But what does this mean? Is it not strange that
a man with all s wondrous God-given powers of
mind, and will, and heart, should be called to think

himself, yea, actually to be—mothing? It does, n-
deed. appear strange and impossible, until one learns
really to know what God s, and what our relation
to Him as creatures 1s We cannot repeat it too
often or too earnestly, that the creature can have no
true existence, or blessedness, or glory, but m this—
that he 15 a vessel made to contain God, to have God
filling him, and working 1in him ail that he 1s to be
or to do It s this that const:tutes man’s being
the image and likeness of God, this alone can con-
stitute it, that God lives out in creaturely form the
divine Life He has in Himself As the soul sees this,
it cannot but say, in the deepest, truest, fullest sense
of the words—I am nothing, God 1s All

I am nothing  There are some who, mn all ther
Bible study and Christian experience, have never yet
come across thus word It has

NEVER YET REACHED THEM

with 1ts scarchung, condemmrg, humbling power
There are others who have begun to see that some-
where 1n this direction must lie the cause of therr
spiritual feebleness  And still others there are who
have seen the truth, but whose deepest consciousness
15 that they are not yer nothing  And some, to whom
God has in their measure taught what He wrought mn
Paul and who, 1n chidhke simphicity and Chnst-like
humihty in all their work for God, as they look for-
ward to 1t, or back upon 1t when done, do breathe the
very spirit of the word—I am nothmmg  These all
equally need ever to be reminded afresh of the secret
of strength and success, and to study the way 1n
which they come It is that strange path which our
Lord pointed out when He said  ** Nothing of My-
self,”” which He opened up for us when He went into
the grave, and in which His Spurit leads the upright.

I am nothing When first the soul has to say this,
the words are ordinarily the expression of disappont-
ment and fatlure Have I not been doing my very
best to work out my salvation, or to secure the sal-
vation of others? Have T not—as they look forward
to, or back upon 1t when done—prayed and pleaded
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the promises, and put my trust in God alone? Have
I not locked to God to make of me something He
could take pleasure in and use? Alas! I seem to
go backward where I hoped to advance, and to hinder
where | wanted to help. I have nothing, and can do
nothing ; 1t seems as if 1 am of no account in God’s
sight—a mere nothing '’ And the soul does not know
that this experience 1s just one of

GOD'S MOST PRECIOUS LESSONS,

and that to be nothing will be the only way to let
God be all.

When we begin to learn this, then the words get
a new meaning, they become those of consent and
surrender. How we fight against this' How we
struggle to be something, as we think, to His glory!
The truth has been accepted itbeoretically, we are and
must be nothing  But how far are we from really
being nothing? Our whole natural life, the greater
part of the religion around us, and so much of our
own Chnistian experience, has tended to foster and
please and strengthen self; we find 1t hard 10 deny
1t, harder still to be free from it, and to be nothing
before God One often begins in downnght earnest
the practice of self-demal and humility, but 1t 15 as if
there 1s a hydra-headed monster within; for every
head we cut off, a hundred others rise And agam
the soul, that had so heartily consented and surren-
dered 1itself to be nothing, has to be brought 1n des-
pair to learn that however 1t longs and strives after
it, at cannot make itself nothing One would think
that the confession of nothingness would be the most
natural thing possible when once we believe our utter
sinfulness, and yet 1t 1s one of the highest works of
grace to bring mto 1t Nothing can do this but the
Cross of Christ, and the fellowship of His death
When He died and was buried, He lay there 1n
absolute helplessness and dependence, waiting on the
Father To be crucified with Christ, and enter into
His death  this 1s the only way to true nothingness

When we begin to see this, that it 1s along a

fuller conformity to Christ that can help us, the word
becomes one of
FAITH AND CONFIDENCE,

“I am nothung,”” as *‘ Christ 15 all,’’ Fven as He
allowed God to be All in all to Him, and to work
all m Huim. so that He did nothing of Himself, so
now God in Him 1s to work 2ll in me. Each new
discovery of my nothingness, each deeper insight into
the All of God as exhibited by Chnst, each
fresh apprehension of Chnst’'s Cross as the
death and end of human Ufe, and the entrarce into
a life in which the power of God 1s more fully revealed,
simply leads to a deeper, quiet, and a stronger faith,
and a more assured confidence that God 15 working 1n
us and through us, and will yet more abundantly work,
all that 1s pleasing 1n His sight. And so the word
becomes through this faith one of perfect peace and
rest, of ever-increasing joy and strength., To the
soul that can say, ‘' I am nothing,”” God says, ‘* Enter
thou into the joy of thy Lord ' God 1s All and in all.

Beloved fellow-workers, as we look back at our
work, and see what God has done, let us say in
childl:ke humility and praise, “* I am nothing.” As
we think of what God might have done, let us say,
“ Lord, teach me fully to know I am nothing.” As
we look around on believers, and our intercourse with
them, let us cry, * Blessed Lord, make us all nothing
in Thy presence, and let the gentleness, and tender-
ness, and meekness of our life prove 1t to our
brethren  As we look forward to work to be done,
let us remember

THE SECRET OF ALL BLESSING
and power* ‘‘Not a whit behind the chiefest
apostles, though I am nothing ™’

Oh, the blessedness of being nothing, allowing God
to work out His will and hkeness, to breathe His
Spirtt and love through our whole being! Oh, the
blessedness of being nothing, yielded up to God to
work through us among men just what He will ' Lert
us ask ourselves and each other, * Lord, give us this
grace 1n large measure—to be rothing, that Thy glory
may be revealed

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The First Christian Martyrs

time  He was about 100 years old When the

HE history of the Christian Church has been a

I history of martyrdom They of whom the

world wa$ not worthy have always been ready

to lay down ther lves for Christ's sake, and from

the ttme of Stephen to the present day the Chnstian

Church las never lacked those who have witnessed

a good confession by laying down their lives for the
love of Chnst

In the Book of Acts we take a sudden leave of the
blessed Paul He arrived at Rome 1n A.ID 61, stayed
there twoe years in an easy imprisonment, and then
was acquitted

A lLttle later (July 19th-28th, A D 64) Rome was
destroyed by a fire which lasted nme days, for which
the Emperor Nero blumed the Christians, and a dread-
ful persccution resulted Christians were dressed 1n
skins of beasts, and torn in pieces by dogs, others
were tlad i clothes

SMEARED WITH WAX SULPHUR AND PITCH,

with a stake under their chins o keep them upnight,
and ther to amusc the people were set on fire 1in the
public gardens

In A D 68 Paul was agamn arrested and .mprisoned,
and finally beheaded

In the samec year the Apostle James (called ‘* The
Just ), the first Bishop of Jerusalem, a venerable old
man about ninety years of age, was thrown from a
gable of 1he Temple, and died praying for his mur-
derers

About thirty years after Nero’s persecution, an-
other began under Domitian At this time (A D 95)
John was banmished to Patmos, where he wrote the
Revelation

Under the next Emperor, Trajan, Ignatius was
cruelly put to death He was condemned to be taken
to Rome, and given to the wild beasts at the publc
games  He .mplored that no efforts be made by
Christians to save him from martyrdom ** 1 am the
wheat ot God ” he said, ‘‘ let me be ground by the
teeth of the wild beasts, that I may be found to be
the true bread of Christ Rather encourage the wild
beasts to become my tomb, lest when dead I may be
a burden to any of you” He had lus wish He was
given to the Lons in the amphitheatre on a public
hohday

In the rergn of Antonunus the notable Justin Martyr
suffered  Refusing to offer sacnifice to the false gods
at Rome, he was scourged and afterwards beheaded

In AD 161, a fierce persecution broke out under
Marcus Aurelius  Many Christians were cast into the
arena to be

TORN TO PIECES BY LIONS.

A lad named Germanicus fought so bravely with a
hor that the Proconsul begged him to save his Lfe
by recanting This, however, he refused to do, and
further provoking the Lion he was soon slajn

Polycarp, Bishop of Smyrna, was martyred at this

Proconsul told him to revile Christ he repled, “‘Eighty
and six years have I served Christ, and He has never
done me wrong How can I blaspheme my King and
my Saviour? ”’  The people clamoured for him to be
burnt, and rushing to the baths, seized the scented
wood for s pyre The flames swaye ¥round his body
like the sails of a ship, bui did not tcweh hhm Poly-
carp was heard thanking God that .he had been
counted worthy to drink of Christ’s cup.

In AD> 177, a terrible persecutron arose in Lyons
and Vienne Every outrage was heaped upon the
Christrans  Many dred 1n filthy dungeons The good
Bishop Pothinus, ninety years old, was scourged,
kicked ard pelted by the mob, and aied after two
days’ brutality At this time also suffered the
Christian slave Blandina  Her body was subjected o
the most excruciating sufferings that her enemues
could devise, but although she was three times publcly
tortured, all they could wring from her was, “ I am
a Chnstian, and no wickedness 1s done among us ”’
She rejorced at the approach of death  She was
stretched on a cross,

SCREWED IN AN IRON CHAIR,

thrown to the beasts, and finally tied up 1n a net. and
gored o death by a bull Her body, like that of
other martyrs, was thrown to the dogs, and the frag-
ments burnt or cast .nto the Rhone

Two African samnts died for their Master at Car-
thage in the years AD 202 Ther names were
Perpetua and Felicitas  Perpetua, only twenty-two
years of age, was a young lady of noble famly;
Felicitas was a slave They were imprisoned in a
dark and filthy dungeon, exposed to the msults of the
brutal soldiers In the prison Perpetua had a vision
of a golden ladder reaching to heaven, but around it
were swords, lances, and hooks, and 1t was guarded
by a mighty dragon In the name of Christ she
conquered the dragon, and when she reached the top
of the ladder she found hersell ;n a beautiful garden
where saints in white robes were standing  She un-
derstood from the dream that she was to die ‘They
were both sentenced to be thrown to the wild beasts,
and were led into the theatre rejoicing, Perpetua
singing psalms They were hung up 1n a net, and
gored by a wild cow.

In the reign of Severus (AD 211) many
Christians were flung to the wild beasts, or burnt
attve  The Emperor Decius (A D 250) endeavoured
to extermimate the Christians Tortures were used to
mpel them to recant Several imprisoned bishops

DIED FROM ILL-USAGE,

among them Alexander, Bishop of Jerusalem

The famous Origen was loaded with chains and
stretched on a rack, but the tortures could bring
neither murmurs nor groans from this ** man of
ssteel,” as he was called - h

One of the foremost of the martyrs at this period
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was Fabian, Bishop of Rome Dioscuros of Alexan-
dria, a boy of fifteen, offered imself for martyrdom,
but the prefect of the wty, out of pity for his youth,
refused to allow him to be killed

In the reign of Valenan there suffered the noble
Cyprian, Bishop of Carthage when the Proconsul
sentenced lum to death he said, ‘* Thank God ™’
He was beheaded without showing any kind of dis-
tress or fear

Under Diocletian persccutions broke

out  cvery-

where. Chrnistians were burnt ahve, or with stones
tied arcund their necks, thrown into the lake In
AD 311 the Emperor Galerius was-smitten with a
fearful disesse which he recogmised as a judgment
from God He besought the Christians to pray for
him, and issued an edict stopping the persecutions
After his death Maximin Il sull continued to ravish
the Church, unti finally pagan persecutions ended by
the mercy of God in the conversion to Christiamity
of the Emperor Constantine

If you want a lfe-sized photograph of the Apostle
Peter, a man who had a foundation, take a look at
him on the day of Pentecost Note the change that
had taken place .n this .mpctuous, unbalanced and
even cowardly man, and you will have some idea of
what the fuiness of the Holy Spirit does for a man
He has become a burning speaker. There 15 some-
thing 1n his voice we never heard before We had
never taken hum for an expositor, yet he displays a
remarkable grasp of the scriptures, expounds Old
Testament prophecies and sets forth the doctrine of
Christ 1n all its fulness

This sermon at Pentecost is full of the Bible and
Chnist.

Evolutionary or Revolutionary Evidence ?

‘WE hear and read a great deal in these days regard-
mg the evidences of the rocks and strata of the earth
supporting and confirming the Evolutionary theory.
Scienusts say they can tell the date of a fosst by the

and pagan ntes of past days  Chnstiamty brings
power Christianity 1s power

There are numerous references along this Lne n
God’s blessed Word that we could lay hold of for
study, but T wish to confine these remarks to three
Tines of thought only, each of which we wili consider
in turn

1 Power and salvation,

** 1 am pot ashamed of the gospel of Chnst  for it
15 the power of God unto salvation to every one that
beheveth, to the Jew first and also to the Greek '’
{Rom 1 16} What better scripture than this can be
«cited to demonstrate to us the connection between
power and salvation® God, who 1s omnipotent, whe
could create by the Word of His power, who could
command obedience on every hand, is, outside the
gospel of Jesus Christ, powerless to save

We may exercise all our powers, we may strive
and put forth every possible effort, but we cannot by
them attain to salvation before God It 15 a posiive
fact that God cannot save us on any grounds of our
own merit or righteousness On the ground of our
redeemmyg work of Jesus Chnst, and simple faith
exercised by any one of us, however sinful, His power
wunto salvation abounds toward us  The glorious gospel
of Christ 1s the channel through which God's pewer
to save flows to a sin-stricken and dymg world

Have we not seen this glonous power of God dis-
played? The gospel 15 preached, the power of God
unto salvation 15 made known, and the result 1s seen
all around Burdens are lifted,

sins are removed, mer and women are set free, chains
are snapped, sinners are regenerated, made new
<reatures 1n every sense of the word No wonder that
Paul tells the Corinthians 1n chapter 1 ** We preach

*“ As many as recetved Him, to them gave He power
to becomre the sons of God, even to them that believe
on His name ' (John 1 12) In the last scripture
we considered the power of God unto salvatior, which
brought us forgiveness of sins, and gave us a justified
standing before God

in this verse we are introduced to a further truth,
that through His power we are made sons, we are
born into the famuly of God This glorious position of
sonship 1s by God's power, for John says of thts hirth
mnto the famuly of God ¢ Not of blood, nor of the
will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, but of God >’

As I ponder over this verse, together wnth the many
attendant blessings and results of Christiamity, I am
persuaded that one of the supreme he:ghts, one of the
most blessed of blessed posiutons in the peliever’s ex-
perience is the position of sonship

Here 1s a httle of what it entai's ** If children
heirs heirs of God joint-hesrs with Christ '
Hallelyjah ' As this truth fills my heart I can feel the
glory of God and the praises of Jehovah nising to find

their utterance 1n ezculations of praise  Sons of God!
Heurs of God! Jomr-heirs with Chnst?  Glory be to
God ! All

of Christ 15 the wealth and inheritance of the believer.

In Gethsemane, except for the angelic messenger that
minstered to Christ, He was alone [In the hour of
agony and darkness at Golgotha He was alone His
cry reveals His entire loneliness when from the depths
of His soul, as the presence of H.s Father leit Him,
He cried, * My God, My God, why hast Thou for-
saken Me? ’* Down into the depths of the tomb He
went—alone ! The deepest sufferings, the most intense
pains of the Saviour, were borne alone I rejoice, how-
ever, to know that the time shall be, yea, 1s swiftly
drawing near, when the blessed Master shall come
into that which 1s nightly His, He shall wield the
sceptre over the world  He shall fill the universe with
His glory His kingdom shall stretch from shore to
shore. Alone? No' bless God! the heights of His
glory, the fulness of His inheritance shall be shared
with the belever, for, ** if children . heirs . . heirs
of God . . jount-heirs with Christ '

As we ponder over this tremendous subject we are
left gazing at that which our fimite minds can never
fully grasp, and I feel we must take the words of the
apostle and say, ‘' Behold what manner of love the
Father hath bestowed upon us that we should be called
the sons of God

{Acts 1+ 8) It 1s God's power that comes to us
through the gospel of Christ, it 1s God’s power that
brings us into the blessing of sonsh:p and, bless God,
He provides for us the thurd Person of the Trinty
whereby we are

to live and do service to the glory of His dear name

We need only to read through the pages of sacred
Scriptute to come face to face with the fact that the
Holv Ghost has a varied and mamfold ministry, yet
His mumstry 1s one that 1s even closely connected with
power This 1s shown to a marked degree as we iook
at such a scripture as John xiv 12 “* The worhs
that I do shall [ve] do also, and greater works than
these shall [ye] do, because I go unto My Father "
These are startling words, and must have caused great
wonder and amazement among those to whom they
were uttered

What works Christ had done! The world on every
hand was gasping at the mighty wonders and super-
natural works that had accompanmied His ministry Now
He quuetly yet definutely tells Hus hearers that they should
carry on the same works, yea even do greater works,
because He was going away, What 1s the underlying
truth here® Could 1t be that His presence was a hin-
drance to their working® Not so! The truth con-
tawed 1n this chapter 1s brought out in chapter xvi
It 15 expedient for Me to go away—unless I go away
He cannot come

The reason that they were to do greater works
than Christ 15 said to be according to John xiv 12,
*“ because I go unto My Father  What change will
the going away of Jesus make? would be the question
we would naturally ask, and why should this ability to

be conditioned upon His going away” The answer to
these questions 1s that His gong away was to be the
condition for the comuing of the Holy Ghost Thus
we see clearly taught 1in the words of Scripture that
the ministry of the Holy Spirit was to excel as a
minstry of power, and was to result in the domng

of works mightier than those of .« » »on of God Him-
seif This truth seems almost ucredible  Moreove
we are taught that the invisible Holy Spirit should
come and take up His abode tn the temple of the
believer and work 1in mughty supernatural power

Dr A J Gordon is responsible for the following
lustration that will perhaps enable us to grasp this
magmficent truth

If we were ignorant of the facts of secience, and
we were shown a reservoilr of water and wei¢ told
that thns water could have three manfestations,
namely, liqud, vapour and sobd, and were asked
which manifestation would be most powerful, we mght
say ‘‘ The solid form * Then, picturing a huge ice-
berg able to crush a mughty ship as we grind a leaf
in our fingers, the conclusion would seem to us jusi-
fied Science, however, would then step in, and point
to vapour, so hght, and n its finer forms so invistble,
and would remind us that this 1s the power that maves
our lincrs and countless raillway tramns that drives
the mechamsm of our huge factories This power s
the great motive force of civilisation

we are to draw inspiration from our past
as n spur to present endeavour Spiritual
Life seems to ebb and flow 1t 1s when
we are stranded and left high and dry,
cut adrift from conscrovs blessing, that
we require this spiritual exercise It s
then mote than at any other time that
the word applies ‘' You stand in need
of pattent endurance " At such times
we pass through a period of test
when we must stand without feelings
and externzal confirmaticns of our faith
Our resources must be within or we
will fail Too often this test reveals
how MNttle genumne spiritual hife we pos-
sess  Here the Dewvil tries to discourage
and dishearten us in order to make us go
back  Alas many i this crisis prove
that they are ** not fit for the kingdom
of heaven ' It 1s relanively easy to
endure 1n the first flush of enthusiasm
that accompantes the discovery of the
new life, when the angel munmistry 1s par-
ticularly active and we are borne along
on the crest of a full-tide wave But 1t
1s different when God leaves us alone to
see what we will do, as He did with an
Israelitish king Penple who hive 1in ther
senses need atmosphere  Without it they
are thrown back on an insufficient
sprritual life  They who have allowed
mental or physical culture to take the
place of spiritual culture find themselves
in the same bankruptcy Faunent enaur-
ance will be the sustasming wvirtue in such
an hour Endurance 1s a stoic virtue that
gets down ro 1ts task with an unwaver-
ing courage slowly and steadily 1t will
hft us up and cause us to stand on con-
secration ground The conclusion of the
matter, ** so that as the result of having
done the will of Ged, you may receive
the promused blessing ** (Wey) Or as
we say ** go through *' for God.
