HE personal, glorous and imminent coming of
Jesus Chrnist 15 the plan of God revealed with
marked clearness in the pages of Scripture
The doctrine of the return of Christ 1s scriptural, for
did not the two heavenly wvisitants n white apparel
say, ‘* This same Jesus, which 1s taken up from you
into heaven, shall so come i1n like manner ’? And
did not Jesus say, ‘] will come agam and receive
you unto Myself, that where I am, there ye may be
also '’? James says, ‘' Be ye also patient, stablish
your hearts for the coming of the Lord draweth
mgh ™ And Paul referring to the Thessaloan
Christians said, *‘ Ye turned to God from idols to
serve the livirg and true God, and to wait for H;s
Son from heaven " Surely no one can believe the
Bible without accepting the blessed hope of the
glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour,
Jesus Christ There are some wha believe that the
world 1s growing better, and will continue to grow
better and better until all nations and individuals
are at peace with one another But is this scrip-
tural? Read II Thess u 1-4; II Tim w 1-5,
Matt , xxiv 37-39, and II Thess. 1 7-9
Is the increase of knowledge sufficient evidence that
the world 1s growing better? Are we wiser than
Solomen? Are we more spiritual than Paul?

ARE WE BETTER THAN OUR FATHERS?

Has the increase of higher learning caused the nations
to lay down their weapons of war and hive i peace
together? If education, from whatever source 1t may
come, cannot prevent men from becoming criminals
and somal degenerates, shall we look to education to
make the world a paradise? I do not 1n any sense
underestimate the value of education or the work of
religious societies, but we must remember it 1s not
the function of the Church to make the world a para-
dise, but to bring the gospel of Chrst to all people
What the law could not do for us, our Lord Jesus
dud, and what the Church cannot do for us, our Lord
Jesus will

To place the second coming of Christ at the close
of the Mullennium or thousand years of peace seems to
me a serious misinterpretation of the Holy Scoptures

If God’s w1l 1s donc on earth as it 1s 1n heaven, why
need Chnst to come, **1» flaming fire taking ven-
geance on them that know not God and thar obey not
the gospel of our Lord Jesus Chnst '*?  If the world
Is to be a paradise when Jesus comes why did Paul
say, ‘‘ Seducers shall wax worse and worse decerving
and bemng deceived *'? Why did the Lord Jesus say,
“ As the days of Noe were so shall also the coming
of the Son of man be ? According to these and
many other statements, conditions when Jesus comes
will be very far from what they are in heaven

There are some who believe that death 1s the second
coming of Chrst, but this 1s not scriptural The

things which are to take place at the secand coming
of Christ

DO NOT TAKE PLACE AT DEATh,

This natural or physical body does not become like
Christ at death, but when Jesus comes, the bodies of
the samts will become mncorruptible In the Light of
incorruptibihty, .mmortality, and eternal hfe, death
loses its terror  The life of the chid of God has no
end The grave 15 not the termmnal A dead body 1s
like an empty house, the one who lived i 1t has
moved out Where are the dead® Read Luke xwi
19-31  Paul, in II Corinthians v 6, tells us that
“ whilst we are at home 1 the body we are absent
from the Lord " Dud not Jesus say, ° Where I am
there ye may be also "’ This 1s the Christian’s hope
and the Christian’s joy Death is not the second
coming of Christ, for this corruptible must put on 1n-
corruption, which does not take place at death but
when Jesus comes (I Cor xv 51-53)  The second
comung of Christ, though one grand event, 15 1n two
parts

First, He comes in the air for His saints, the
Church, the Bride, at which time occurs the first re-
surrection (I Thess tv 13-17) The resurrection of
the righteous is completed at His coming to earth to
reign (Rev xx 4), ard that of the rest of the dead,
the wicked and unbelieving, at the close of the thou-
sand years or Mitlenmium (Rev. xx 5)

Second, He comes to the earth to reign. He comes
0 the earth to the Mount of Olives (Zech. xiv. 4),
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to the throne of David (Isaah 1x. 7; Luke .. 32) with
power and great glory (II. Thess 1 7-10; Matt.
xxv. 31).

Let us study comung events in the history of the
Church and of the world We are now hiving 1n

THE DISPENSATION OF THE HOLY GHOST

(John xv. 26), the Church or Gertile age, or gospel
age (Matt xxvui. 18, 19) Chnst’s appearing may
end this at any time He warns us, '* There shall
be great tribulation, such as was not since the begin-
ning of the world to this time, no, nor ever shall be »’
{(Matt xxiv 21). The coming of Christ to the earth,
tollowed by the armies of heaven, will bring the Great
Trbulation to a sudden close (Rev xix 11-21} At
thus time He will judge the nattons (Matt xxv. 31-48),
Anuchest s destroyed (Rev xix 20, I Thess
8), Satan cast into the pit {(Rev xx 3}, the throne of
Christ is established, and His saints reign with Him
a thousand years At the close of thrs thousand
years of world peace, Satan 1s loosed for a httle
season (Rev xx 7}, and seeks again to make
war upon the Lord and His samts (Rev xx B8),
bur 15 finally cast into the lake of fire where the
Beast and the False Prophet have previously been
consigned, to be tormented for ever and ever (Rev
xx 9, 10) Then comes the resurrection of the rest
of the dead, and the final judgment, when ali whose
names are not found mn the Book of Life will be cast
into the lake of fire (Rev xx 12.15, Rev xxi. §), fol-
lowed by a new heaven and a new earth (Rev xx1 1)
wheresn dwelleth righteousness (1T Peter w1 13)

As the appearing of Christ 1s the coming event i1n the
history of the Church, so 1s the coming of Christ 1o
the earth, the coming event in the history of the
world  The appearing of Chrnist in the air for the
Church 1s

A SECRET COMING

for those who are His, and not the end of the world
(Matt xxiv 40, 41}, and will be as unexpected as a
thief in the night (I Thess v 2) Between His
catching away of His own, for God has not appointed
them to wrath, and His personal coming into the
world, 15 that period of trme known as the Great Tribu-
lation. This tnibulation .5 unequalled  Jesus refer-
ring to it said, * Except those days should be
shortened, there should no flesh be saved, but for the
elect’s sake, those days shall be shortened

Christ will come as a Deliverer of the Jews, to “‘turn
away ungodliness from Jacob ” and Paul tells us,
‘“ All Israel will be saved ”” ‘The Jews, who are es-
tablishing themselves in Palestine, will, during this
tribulation, turn to Chnist for protection from the un-
godly reigr of the Antichrist, The Lord will destroy
all the nations that come agamnst Jerusalem, and will
pour upon the house of David, and upon the inhabrtants
of Jerusalem, the spirit of grace and supplicavion, and
they shall Jook upon Him whom they have pierced

This comuing world monarch, the Antichrist, wall
exalt himself above all that 1s called God, showing
himself that ke 15 God, and will demand universal
worship  Those who refuse to worship his image
** shall be killed *’ (Rev i, 15) This 15 the time
to which Jesus referred when He said, ** Then shall
be great tribulation.”

The question 1s asked, ** How long will this ti-hu-
lation last and what will bring it to a close® ™ \e
are now hving 1n

‘‘“THE TIMES OF THE GENTILES,"

which began with the fall of Israel by the hand of
Nebuchadnezzar, Xing of Babylon, and will culmmnate
1n what 1s known as the Great Tribulation, which ends
m the battle of Armageddon, at which time Chnse,
‘“ the Stone cut out of the mountain without hands,”
shall break in pieces and consume all the Gentude king-
doms, and the God of heaven shall set up a kingdom
that shall stand for ever (Dan u 44, 45)

According to prophecy this battle of Armageddon,
this war aganst the Jews will be fought in the
valley of Esdraelon near Megiddo, hence the name
Armageddon  All Palestine will echo with the march-
g armuies of the Antichrist in his effort o eliminate
every form of diwvine worship. The battle of Arma-
geddon will not be a poliucal war, not a war for new
territory, but 1t 1s Satan’s great attack upon God’s
land and God's pecple and upon the divine system
of worship In the true sense, it 1s a religious war,
to determine who 18 God  Antichrist, having won the
Gentife nations politically, commercially and rehgiously,
now makes his great and final attack upon the Jew,
whose reverence for Jehovah 13 not easily forgotten
or destroyed  Some prophetic scholars interpret
Revelation xiv, 20 to mean that the Armageddon battle
front will be two hundred mles long It will be the
battle of all ages

It 1s during this heated season, this reign of the
Antichnist, 11 which flounish all forms of evolution,
modern theology, unbelief i Jesus Christ and in the
inspiration of the Holy Scriptures, that

CHRIST COMES IN PERSON

* taking vengeance on them that know not God
and that obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus
Christ, who shall be punished with everlasting destruc-
tion from the presence of the Lord, and from the
glory of His power ' This 1s the second coming of
Christ to the earth  Antichrist at this time wall be
consumed ‘' with the spint of His mouth” and
destrayed ‘ with the brightness of His coming,”’ and
Satan shall be cast into the pit  Then shall come to
pass the saying that i1s wrntten, * The kmgdoms of
this world are become the kingdoms of our Lord and
of His Christ.” Then shall He sit upon “* the throne
of His father David,”* and rule the world in righteous-
nESs

The second coming of Christ relates :tself to the
Jewish people, for according to Romans xi 26, * All
Israel snall be saved as it 1s written, There shall
come out of Sion the Deliverer.’” The second coming
of Christ relates itself to the Church Indeed the hope
of the Church 1s in the appearing of Christ and the
mceting 1n the air (I Thess . 17) The second
coming of Christ relates wself to the nations, for at
the personal coming of Christ to the earth, all the
nations become His kingdom Then and not until
then shall they beat their swords into plowshares and
therr spears into pruninghooks. :

Attempting to spirtualise the prophecies concerning
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Christ’s coming and trying to make them mean some-
thing else can only lead to a general misunderstanding
of God’s Word ~ What God wants us to do 1s

TO SET OUR HOUSE IN ORDER

and be ready when Christ shall appear for the Church.
This we can do, and more than this God does not
expect. We must not only seek to be saved, but to
save others We must not permit any condition to
interfere with our personal work n soul saving, for
at a nme when we least expect, Jesus will come and
our loved ones and neighbours may be left behind
Somewhere within your reach 1s a soul seeking salva-
tion, a broken heart that needs to be comforted In

the name of the blessed Redeemer, I bid you go with
the words of eternal l'fe, and give to them the sweet
message of heaven May every motion of our hand,
every thought of our brain, every penny in our purse,
every look, act, prayer, tell for good, and for God,
helping, 1t may be, dozens, hundreds, thousands of
souls for all etermty We can all have part in this
mighty mftuence.

Let our 1fe be a harp, every chord of which 15 struck
mightily by the hand of God Dr. John Geddie went
to Aneityum 1n 1848, and remained ts§enty-four years.

of lafe 1o them day by day Even as their facial
features and languages differ, so do their hearts
Some have

HEARTS AS HARD AS FLINT;

others have hcarts softened by the love of Jesus, and
are conscious of their great need Some receive, some
reject, the gospel  One of our churches s filled twice
or three times each day, while in others we get only
a handful of people Sin, open and secret, abounds
The enemy of souls has won a strong position in their
hearts and lives and will not withdraw without a fight
Compromuse with the world 1s also present in some
of the native-led churches in the district  Please take
this needy field upon your hearts m real prayer that
God by His Spint may raise up a standard against
the enemy

** God went before me when I came here to buld
a little home, for I was nvited to stay with white
friends all the time that I needed to spend 1n building
The native Christians in their spare tume helped me
also They made their work very happy by singing
heartily all the tune snatches of hymns they had been
taught, and native songs When the ume came for
the walls to be mudded some of their mothers came
along to do thewr part and ‘so we bwlt the wall’
Since that time we have been learning from the Book
that i that way too God wants us to dwell together
work together, pray together, sing together, as the
Church, the Body of Chnst should

“We greatly rejoiced to have Mr and Mrs
Phillips back again with us after their bref furlough
in the homeland, and then, as soon after their return
as was convemient, 1 came here to Ine, quickly made
my furnmiture, and

SETTLED DOWN TO WORK,

I would thank all the dear ones in the homeland for
their help in the past through letters and the ministry
of prayer, and I do ask them to continue to uphold
us at the throne of grace throughout all the coming
days should He tarry Prayer changes things

Harvest fields are waiting,
Labour while you may,

Time 15 swiftly flying,
Come and work to-day ”

MR AND MRS THOMAS, who last summer com-
meaced on 4 new figld of labour in SPAIN, write us
of very encouraging blessing resting upon thewr
labours At first they found the work very difficult
and there was great opposition, but Mr Thomas now
writes |

“ Since last writing there has been defirite bless-
ing resting upon the work here 1t 15 the outcome
chiclly of my wife’s visiting the homes of the people
and getting mto touch with the women n their homes.
At one home visited there was a mother with a new:
baby Thc mother did nort have sufficient milk to
nourtsh the little one and they were too poor to buy
any There are three children in this home besides
the husband who only earns from 1/- to 1/3 per day.
Mrs Thomas took milk for the baby, and has been
doing so regularly ever since, with the result that the
baby 1s much mmproved The mother came to our
service one Sunday evening and enjoyed 1t. The next
Sunday evenung she came again and

BROUGHT HER BABY

to be dedicated to the Lord It was the first time
tor us to have such a service since our coming here,
and a number of the neighbours of the mother came
along to sce what it was hke It was quite different
from infant baptism as practised by the Roman
Cathobic Church m Spam, and as we explamned the
diflerence from the Word of God the truth went home,
and many were favourably impiessed At the close
of the service the mother gave her heart to the Lord
and has been really saved and shows the joy of her
salvation That was the beginning of the break which
we are still enjoying  After that the father of the
cluld was saved, and each Sunday evening since others
have taken the Lord Jesus as their Saviour Last
Sunday evemung four persons sigmfied thar desire to
be saved, two of the number being men who had
been faithfully attending the services for some time,
this making at least eighteen who during the last
three or four weeks have publicly testified that they
have surrendered their lives to the Lord Jesus Christ
