“Have ye Received the Holy Ghost?”

HEN Paul visited the disciples at Ephesus
\x/ {see Acts nix ) he must have quickly dis-
ceined that there was something  lacking,
Doubtless he mussed the Hallelujahs and Amens that
he would always hear comung from Spirit-filled be-
hevers in other assemblies  And so he put the ques-
tion to them, *“ Have ye received the Holy Ghost since
ye believed? ™ or as the Revised Version bas 1t, “Did
ye receive the Holy Spirit when ye believed? ™
These Ephesian disciples replied, ** We have not
so much as heard whether there be any Holy Ghost »’
The apostle soon discovered what the trouble was, and
the record says ‘° They were baptsed 1n the name of
the Lord Jesus And when Paul had laid his hands
upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them and they
spake with tongues, and prophesied It 15 evident

THAT PAUL WAS COMPLETELY SATISFIED

when he saw these twelve Ephesian disciples receive
an experience rdentical to that of the hundred-and-
twenty on the day of Pentecost

* But,” someone will say, ‘‘ that was in the early
days of the Church Every believer to-day has the
Holy Ghost and 1s bapused 1n the Spint ”’  1Is that
so? I know that this 1s current teaching, for only ten
days ago I heard 1t from the lips of a prominent
preacher i Philadelphiza  But 1t 1s quite evident that
the apostles did not hold this view When Philp
went down to the city of Samaria and had a great
revival, the sick were healed, many believed the gospel
message and were baptised in water (Acts vin 5-13)
Were the apostles satisfied with these new converts?
Was God sanshed? We find that He put it on the
hearts of the apostles to send down Peter and John,
** who, when they were come down, prayed for them
that they might receive the Holy Ghost * for as yet He
was fallen upon none of them . Then lad they
their hands on tnem, and they received the Holy
Ghost.”’

It 15 quite clear that these Samaritan converts cid
not receive the Holy Ghost when they believed, but 1t
was so Important that they should receive, that Peter
and John had to be sent down to pray for them And
it 15 evident that there must have been a scene like to

that of the day of Pentecost for Simon to offer money
to recerre lile power

We admit 1t 15 possible for people to receive the
Pentecostal baptism at the same time that they believe
the gospel message and receive salvation It was $0 1n
the case of the Gentile centurton

CORNELIUS AND HIS HOUSEHOLD

to whom Peter was sent The Jews that accom-
panied Peter were astomshed that on the Gentiles also
was poured out the gitt of the Holy Ghost, ** for they
heard them speak with tongues and magmfy God "’
(Acts x 46) God put no difference between the hun-
dred-and-twenty who recenved the Holy Ghosr on the
day of Pentecost and these Gentile inquirers who re-
ceived at a later date

There were two outstandmg things that John the
Baptist declared about the Lord Jesus Chnst, first,
that He was * the Lamb of God which taketh away
the sin of the world ", secondly, ** He shall baptise
you with the Holy Ghost, and with fire whose fan 1s
m His hand, and He will throughly purge His floor,
and gather His wheat into the garner, but He will burn
up the chaff with unquenchable fire *’ As we read the
Acts we see that this was the work of our Lord m
the early days of the Church, and we see that He 1s
doing the same work to-day

The baptism of the Holy Ghost was a necessity at
the beginning. It was He to whom all power and
authority 1in heaven and earth are given, He who is
the King of kings and Lord of lords, who *‘ com-
manded ' His disciples ** that they should not depart
from Jerusalem, but wait for the promse of the
Father . . For John truly baptised with water, but
ye shall be baptised with the Holy Ghost not many
days hence ** (Acts 1 4, 5)

Those early disciples did not despise the King's
command They could not afford to despise His word
and disobey 1t Nor can you

When our Lord Jesus Christ ascended on tgh,
into those

PRECIOUS WOUNDED HANDS
of His the Father gave the gift of the Holy Ghost

And, on the day of Pentecost, He shed Him forth, n
129
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order that the hundred-and-twenty should have the
same blessed Spirit empowering them as had em-
powered Him .n the days of His munstry.

How did the Spint mamifest Himself on that won-
derful day® *‘ And they were all filled with the Holy
Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as
the Spirit gave them utterance ’* (Acts u 4)

He 1s doing the same to-day Many are rece.ving
the very scriptura} experience of being baptised in the
Holy Ghost in precisely the same way as the disciples
were baptised on the day of Pentecost, and their ex-
perience too has been to ‘‘ speak with other tongues
as the Spirit gave them utterance ”’

Men argue against it, say hard things agamnst the
experience and those who have had it, but after all,
the record of what happened at the beginning 15 still
in the Book It was our Lord Jesus Christ Himself,
just before His ascension, who stated that certain signs
should follow them that beheve, and one of these 1s,
“ They shall speak with new tongues " (Mark xvi
17)

To-day we are seeaing the word fulfiled that was
spoken by the prophet Isaiah, and which the Apostle
Paul quoted in I Cornnthians xiv 21, ** With men of
other tongues and other lLips will T speak unto this
people, and yet for all that will they not hear Me,
saith the Lord ' Men are fulfilling this scripture by

REFUSING TO HEAR

what the Lord has to say to them in this supernatural
manner

But what does the Lord say about this® Turn
to Isaiah xxviu 12 and see ¢ To whom He said,
This 1s the rest wherewith ye may cause the weary
to rest, and this 1s the refreshing

To which class do you choose to belong? Are you

among those who are enjoying the rest and refresh-
ing? Or do you prefer to be among those who mock?
May we put this scriptural question to you, ** Have
ye received the Holy Ghost since ye believed? **  And
have you received the baptism of the Holy Ghost ac-
cording to the original pattern n Acts n 47

HE personal dcscent of the Holy Spint on the

I waiting disciples 10 the upper room on the day
of Pentecost 15 the crowning fact in the history

of God’s revelation to man Apart from the death of
Christ on Calvary's Cross, there 15 no other fact of
such outstanding significance and importance in the
history of the Christian Church  This phenomena
muglt be characterised as the great consummanon
in the dispensational plan of God for His people Just
as Calvary was a consummmation in the dispensational
plan of God for a provisional redemption effectually
wrought, so the fact of the Spirit’s descent was the
consummation of the dispensational plan of God in
His provision for the Church It was not a chance

happenuing It was
NOT AN AFTERTHOUGHT
in the mmd of God It is not something that s

incidental to a plan but 1t 1s the consummation of that
plan, consequently 1t 1s essentially fundamental

Like every othcr great fundamental truth in God's
Word, we find 1t clearly typified in the law, prophesied
by the Prophets, promused i the Gospels, fulfilled in
the Acts of the Apostles, referred to throughout the
Epistles and experienced by all the primitive apostolic
Church

Type In Exodus x| 34-38 we read that the
cloud of God’s glory settled down upon the Tabe:-
nacle after Moses had constructed it accordmg o the
blue-print that God gave him in the mount We read
¢ Moses finished the work Then a cloud covered the
tent of the congregation, and the glory of the Lord
filled the Tabernacle And Moses was not able to
enter into the tent of the congregation, because the
cloud abode thereon, and the glory of the Lord filled
the Tabernacle’’ This finds ts antitype in the in-
dividual believer, who receives the Holy Spuit, and
his body 1s made a temple of the living God ard the
shekinah glory of God scttles down upen him

The next type s found in II Chronicles v 11
‘“ And 1t came to pass, when the priests were come
out of the holy place (for all the priests that were
present were sanctified and did not then wait by
course  Also the Levites which were the singers, all
of them of Asaph, of Heman of Jeduthun, with their
sons and therr brethren, being

ARRAYED IN WHITE LINEN,

having cymbals and psalteries and harps, stood at the
east end of the altar, and with them an hundred
and twenty priests sounding with trumpets ) It came
even to pass, as the trumpeters and smngers were as
ore, to make on¢ sound to be heard in praismg and
thanking the Lord, and when they Lfted up their voice
with the trumpets and cymbals and instruments of
musick, and praised the Lord, saying, For He 15 good,
for His mercy endureth for ever * that then the house
was filled with a cloud, even the house of the Lord
So that the pnests could not stand to minister by
reason of the cloud for the glory of the Lord had
filled the house of God

Here we have a type of what took place on the
day of Pentecost, one hundred and twenty priests,
the same number as were present on the day of
Pentecost, all praising and blessing God m unison
The same attitude as there was on the day of Pen-
tecost, for we read on the day of Pentecost ** they
were all with one accord in one place ' and that they
were praising God That this cloud referred to 1n
Exodus and Chronicles 15 a clear type of the baptism
of the Holy Spirit 1s evident

Turming now to I Corinthians x 1, 2, we read,
' Moreover, brethren, I would not that ye should
be ignorant, how that all our fathers were under the
cloud, and all passed through the sea, and were all
baptised unto Moses m the cloud and ia the sea ™’
This cloud was a baptism and was

which descended on the New Testament Church on
the day of Pentecost

Prophecy As to prophecies concerming this great
event, they are many Perhaps the one most out-
standing 1s found 1o Joel 1 Beginning at verse 23,
it reads as follows *' Be glad then, ye children of
Zion, and rejorce i the Lord your God for He hath
gwen you the former rain moderately, and He will
cause to come down for you the ram, the former
rain, and the latter rain m the first month  And the
floors shall be full of wheat, and thec vats shall over-
flow with w ne and o1l And I will restore to you the
years that the locust hath eaten, the cankerworm, and
the caterpiller, and the palmerworm, My great army
which T sent among you And ye shall eat in plenty,
and be satsfied, and praise the name of the Lord your
God, that hath dealt wendrously with you and My
people shall never be ashamed And ye shall know
that I am 1n the midst of Israel, and that I am the
Lord your God, ard none else and My people shall
never be ashamed And it shall come to pass after-
ward, that T will pour out My Spirit upon all flesh;
and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy,
your old men shall dream dreams, your young men
shall see wvisions "’

Peter's sermon on the day of Pentecost in Acts
u 16 clearly identifies this prophecy with the out-
pouring of the Holy Spirit, when he said

THIS IS THAT
which was spoken by the prophet Joel " referring, of
course, to the outpouring of the Spirit on the day of
Pentecost

Pronuse  John the Baptist came on the scene as the
forerunner of Jesus Christ He said “* J indeed bap-
tise you with water unto repentance* but He that
cometh after me 1s mughtier than I, whose shoes [
am not worthy to bear He shall baptise you with
the Holy Ghost, and with fire ” (Mawr in 11)

Jesus confirmed the statement of John when He said
“ For John truly baptised with water, but ye shall
be baptised with the Holy Ghost not many days
hence " (Acts 1 5)
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The command to tarry for this outpouring given
by the Lord Jesuw 1s found i Luke xxwv, 49, ** And,
behold, I send the promise of My Father upon you,
but tarry ye m the city of Jerusalem, until ye be
endued with power from on high” The disciples
obeyed this command and the atutude that they as-
sumed 1s found in Luke xxtv 83 ** And were con-
tinually in the temple, praising and blessing God.”

Fulfilment In Acts 1 4 we read '" And they were
all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak
with other tongues, 8s the Spint gave them utter-
ance.”” Read the chapter through carefully  The
number present were one hundred and twenty

In Acts x 44-46 we find the record of the outpour-
ing upon the Gentiles It reads * While Peter yet
spake these words, the Holy Ghost

FELL ON ALL THEM WHICH HEARD

the Word  And they of the circumcision which be-
lieved were ostonished, os mony as came with Peter,
because that on the Gentiles also was poured out the
gift of the Holy Ghost For they heaid them speak
with tongues, and nmagnify God

Our next reference 15 found 1 Acts wx, where
Paul met the charter members of the Ephcsian
Church and after mquiring into their spiritual condi-
tion found out they had rot recenved the gift of the
Holy Ghost He prayed for them, laid hands on them;
and we read in verse siv, °° And when Paul had lad
his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them,
and they spake with tongues, and prophesied *’

Referred to wn the Episties  “1ne mcident of Acts
x1X. 15 referred to in the Epistle to the Ephesians
Chapter . 13, 14, * In whom 3¢ also trusted, after

in therr homes, and the children of Israel had none
A man was chosen cut of every tribe by Joshua, to
each take a stone out of the bed of the River Jordan,
and place them 1n a heap as a sign that God had
stayed the waters, and allowed Israel to go over dry
shod

When the angel of the Lord appeared to Gideon,
and sa:rd to him * Surely [ will be with thee, and
thou shalt smite the Midianites as one man,’”’ Gideon
said, ‘*Shew me a sign that Thou talkest with me’’,
and as a sign to Gideon the angel touched the offering
with the staff in his hand, and fire came out of the
rock, and consumed the flesh and cakes It 15 a
good thing to come near as Eljah did, and ask God
for a sign so that it might be known that He is
Ged, and there 1s none other The prophet Isaiah
was asked by Hezekiah: *° What shall be the sign

I in the year 1838 It is enutled. ‘" The Beginning of the

Latter Ramn.”” The period referred to s that of the ongin
of the Catholic Apostohc Church under Edward Irving.
Macaulay in his essay on Gladstone’s ** Church and State ™’
speaks of members of the Stock Exchange going down to the
}gouses of Parlhament with messages of tongues and interpretation !
The social colouring of the movement then was similar to that of
the present-day Oxford Group Movement The article opens
““ About sixty years ago there was a very remarkable spiritual
movement 1n this ecountry . . . A number of Christian people
became deeply troubled and concerned at the low spiritual tone
and condition of the churches generally ' Among these an
Anglcan clergyman of repute published a tract askmg God’s
people to pray for the restoration of the Holy Spirit in manifesta-
tion ‘‘ as at the beginning, according to the promises in many
parts of the Holy Scrptures > Then 1t shows how the move-
ment, after a time of great blessing, went into error,

In the recently published book Pentecostal Rays a very able
and Interesting chapter deals with the history of that perod
The history of the movement has been of such a character that
Dr. Stanley Jones has aptly said, n The Chnst of Every Road,
that the word Pentecost needs to be redeemed  There are a

number of things about its redemption that every Foursquare
behever ought to know

Prior to the commencement of the Elm work, the Pentecostal
Movement had very little standing in this country There were
very few meeting places worthy of the name n the Briush Isles,
and the services were of such a character, with much talk that
was called teaching, about power which seldom got further than

a good time "’ 1n the meetings Of course there were a few
blessed exceptions to this general character of the services
Principal George Jeffreys demonstrated in the Ehm work, which
he founded, the utility of the Pentecostal power , that sound reason
was not incompatible with the exposition of the Full Gospel, nor
decency and order with the procedure of services In fact he
rescued the Movement from fanatiism. The result 15 known

throughout the world  Everywhere in Full Gospel circles Ebm
stands for samty, soliity and service

It was Principal George Jeffreys who, n co-operation with
Mr W Burton, was mstrumental in the year 1921 of gathering
together the leaders of the disjointed Pentecostal Movement of

whom He came to reveal

Secondly  The personality of the Holy Spirit 1s
proved by the fact that personal pronouns are re-
peatedly applied to Him  You wil] observe this in
John xwv 16, 17, 26, John xv. 26 and John xvi 13,
14, 15

Thirdly  The personality of the Spint 1s further
proved by the fact that when Peter accused Ananias
and Sapphira with

he ascribes to Him the name of God ‘° Why hath
Satan filled thune heart to lie to the Holy Ghost?
{Acts v 3} Compare this with the latier clause of
versc 4 ** Thou hast not hed unto men, but uuto
God ** These are by no means the only verses that
prove the persopality and Deity of the Spint  Com-
pare II Tumothy w1 16 *° All seripture 1s given by
mspiration of God " with II Peter 1 21 ¢ Holy men
of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost ”
Further proofs could be given, but I trust that sufhi-
cient has been written to convince all who are seeking
to know the truth, and to show those who are seek-
mng for the baptism in the Spirit that they cannot
have too high a conception of the Person whose ful-
ness they expect to recerve  Let us now consider the
baptism in the Spirit As there are many diversities
of opinion on this pomt, 1t would be edifying to look
up a few references relating to the promuse of the
Spint  Let us begin with Joel u 28 “ [ will pour
out My Spirit upon all flesh >> This prophecy relates
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to the mughty effusion of the Spirit which took place
on and after the day of Pentecost. According to the
testimony of Peter this was the baptism in the Spirit
which was promused by the Lord (Acts 1 5, u 17)
It 1s a matter of great import for us to observe m this
connectton that the work of baptusing in the Holy
Spurit was assigned to our Lord by God the Father
** Upon whom thou shalt see the Spirit descending and
remaining on Him, the same i1s He which baptiseth
with the Holy Spirit  (John i 33) It s

NOT AN UNCOMMON OCCURRENCE

for professed students of the Word to confuse the
work of the Holy Spint with the work of Christ,
and vice versa  Let all who are earnestly seeking for
the baptism in the Spirit remember that 1t 1s the work
of Christ to baptise 1n the Holy Spirit

Now in conciuston let us come to the positive ex-
perimental side of this truth

To all who have made up their munds to seek our
nsen and glorified Lord for the promised Holy Ghost
I trust the following mstructions will prove of value,
and be a means of blessing

1 Seek for the promised Holy Spint with all
earnestness, and without fear of receiving anything
that 1s satamic  There are sull spirtual Anakims

the praises of the Lord How glorious it must have
sounded 1n the ears of our Lord, when the Gentile
converts tn the house of Cornelius commenced to shout
His praises in languages which could only be articu-
lated by tongues possessed and controlled by the Holy
Spirit Thousands of men and women all over the
land to-day have received the baptism in the Spmit
i thrs selfsame way, and they car testify not only
to the heavenliness of the experience, but also to the
fact that Christ has been made more real to them and
His Word a new book.

15 also baptised in the Spinit as well In the Scofield
Reference Bible, edited by C 1 Scofield, D D, occurs
the following foornote on Acts 1 4 ** Every believer
1s born of the Spirit (John w 3, 6, I John v 1),
indwelt by the Spirrt, whose prescnce makes the be-
licver’s body a temple (I Cor vi 19, Rom wviu 9-
15, John u 27, Gal 1v 8), and baptised by the Spirit

This tecaching, however, can be clearly shown to be
