HO can ever forget the impressions of one’s
W first Foursquare Gospel campaign?  And

who can analyse those impressions suffi-
ciently to be able to write them in a way that will
make them lve for other people who have not been
able to attend? There 1s so much that fills one’s heart
with adoration and worship, so much that causes one
to say ‘‘ I never saw it on this fashion ”

No word of mine could truly describe all that these
meetings have meant to me I felt so completely awed
and Ufted nght up with worship and adoration
that there were times I did not thmk I could stand
any more At the nme of writing 1t 1s hard to per-
suade myself that 1t 15 not a dream  Personally, I
feel I have gained a new vision and a deeper faith
and a truer knowledge of the mughty power f)-day
of our wonderful Lord

The York meetings were held m the Exhibition
Buldings  Although the earlier meetings took place
m the sqaller hall, 1t was soon found that the larger
hall was necessary We went i to meetings a good
half hour before they were due to begin, but the
crowds had already begun to collect Lutle knots of
people were gathered together, holding whispered con-
versations, and telling each other of

WHAT THE LORD HAD DONE,

But 1t was not the people, or the building, or even
the eloquence of the preacher that has left the most
lasting impression  As soon as we entered the build-
ing we were conscious that the Lord was there  The
whole atmosphere was impregnated and saturated with
the presence and the glory of God Before ever the
meeting began, before ever the singing began, we
knew that the Lord was present in power, and that
was the impressior that lasted throughout the whole
of the meetings and which remains to this minute

At two of the three meetings we attended, a long
line of sick people went on to the platform for heal-
g One of these, a man who was ewidently in great
pain and who hobbled on to the platform leaning
heavily upon his stick, came wisibly under the power
of God and was healed instantaneously His joy was
unbounded and the whole audience broke into spon-
taneous and sympathetic clapping. They couldn’t
help 1t ! It seemed as if one could almost see the
beloved Jesus of Nazareth walking amongst the people
“ And as many as touched Him were made perfectly
whole **  Hallelujah !

The Sunday evening meeting was such that one feels

thawed and were singing as enthusiastically as the
rest  Some cuuld not hide the hunger in their hearts;
others had obwviously got all their defences and big
guns out and were not gomng to be influenced by these
queer gomgs on'

Then the Principal got up to speak A hush des-
cended over the whole buillding People forgot ther
own selves and with rapt and intent faces listened to
the message  Even lirtle children sat quite still  There

T 1s most appropnate that thus year, the centenary

I of the birth of C H. Spurgeon, should provide us
with such a charming liule publicauon as that of

Mr. Cunningham Burley’s entitled Spurgeon and His
Friendships (Tue EpworTH Press, 3/6 ret) It 1s
rich 1n refreshing remimiscences of the great preacher,
reminding us of that long and lustrous mmstry which
he sustained in South London, recalling those days

And then by one of His beautiful mannerisms, His
wday of breaking the bread, He revealed Himself to
them and then disappeated  And they, full of holy
exultatron because of the fact of the risen Lord,
hurried away to tell the disciples that they alse had
scen Christ And Jesus appearcd and stood 1n thar

the vision and the voice changed Saul the persecutor

breath of God m the mward man

The Bible reveals that everything connected with the
outward man 1s a replhea of that which iakes place
m the inward man  The wnner breath 1s often alluded

toan the Bible, as, for example, 1t Job vovm 4 “lhe
breath of the Almighty gneth me understanding ”
The word translated * mspred of God, is

Theopneustos—God breathed  This nner breath, or
breathing of the inward man, means an mspiration as
continuous as breathung  This continual nspiration
means unbroken communion with God (1 John 1 N
He speaks to us, and we speak to Him The ear of
the 1nner man 1s opened, so that we can say with the
Master ** He wakeneth morning by morming, He
waheneth mine ear to hear as they that are taught
(Isaiah ¥ 4)  Even in the deepest sleep ** He openeth
the ears of men, and sealeth their instruction It
15 then that they

LEARN THE MIND OF GOD,

as they cannot during waking hours, because the
thoughts of the outward man hinder the operation of
the mind of the Spint In deep sleep, tardemah or
trance, God speaks to men ‘‘ In dreams, in visions
of the might when men fall into trances, He reveals
things to them '’ (Job xxxiy 15, Moftatt) Worship,
praise, and prayer, therefore, may be as contiruous
as breathing

The prayers of Elyah in James v 16 are charac-
tenised as being energised or inwrought by the Hol
Spinit  This 1s the prayer of inspiration, symbolised
by the indrawn breath, but where there 15 inspiration,
or breath indrawn, there must also be outbreathing or
resprration  Now the prayer of respiration signifies
even a higher kind of prayer than that of inspiration
That of insprrat:on 1s ““praying in the Holy Spurit,’’ but
respiration 1s the Holy Sparit praying in us  Inspired
prayer, praise and worship recene the words from

God, but the prayer of respiration is entirely indepen-
dent of words  ** The Holy Spint Himiself pleads for
us 10 sighs that can find no utterance, or 1n yearnings
that are beyond words and He who searches the
human hea:t knows what 1s the mind of the Spirit **
The Spirit pleads for us, then, with yearnings that
can find no words, ** and not tor us enly, but also
for all the saints and for the whole creation ** (Rom
vin 22, 23)

We should offer our whole being for this great work
of praxer for the whole creation, as
