When Paul said * For [ know whom [ have be-
lieved, and am persuaded that He 1s able to keep that
which 1 have commutted unto Hun against that day
{II Tun 1 12}, he used a word that may nightly he
translated ** deposited °* One Bible translator gives
it as ‘' I am persuaded that He 15 able to guard the
deposit which T committed to Him unte that day '
Another renders 1t ‘1 am certain He 1s able to
lé'eep what I have put mto His hands tll the great

ay 3

But whether we use the words ‘' commrtted
" deposited * or ‘‘ put into His hands '’ the thought
is the same He has become the responsible Guardian
of that which I have grven to Him  Young’s Lieral
Translation vividly sums the thought up in the words
** He 1s able that which I have committed to Him
to guard—to that day

The second time the word ‘* committed ' s used
i the Bible 1s away back in Genesis xxxix 22 It
15 1n connection with Joseph in prison [t says ' And
the keeper of the prison commutted to Joseph’s hand
all the prisoners that were m the prison, and what-
soever they did there, he was the doer of 1t the
keeper of the prison looked not to any thing that
was under his hand

The keeper of that prison experienced an easy tume
He had discovered a persen that

HE COULD IMPLICITLY TRUST,

and so he commuited everything into Joseph's hand

(a) If we are to know the rest and joy of commattal
then we must discover One whom we can ab-
solutely trust

{b) If we are to know the rest and 1oy of committal
then we must absolutely leave our concerns wn the

hands of the completely rehable One whom we
have discovered

If our business 1s m the will of God then every
detail of that busmess can be left with Hm  That
does not mean to say that we shall do nothing, but
it means that He 1s the Manager and we are the
assistants  Usually we are disposed to make self the
manager and God the assistant Responsibility rests
upon the manager, 1t 1s sumply for the assistants to
obey  Therefore when we commit our business to
God the problems are for Him to solve, 1t is simply
for us to co-operate with God n the ways He reveals

The writer and others with him have the respon-
sibility for a Chnstian Workers' Holiday Home at the
seas,de  That Home 1s comnutted unte God, We
confess that at times 1t is

VERY EASY TO FORGETYT

the fact of commuttal It 15 so easy m the stress
of things to seek to handle that which we have given
Him to handle

One year that home got into a specially tight
corner Two helpers suddenly decided to leave us
It was a few days before our busiest ttme  The loss
of two workers at such a time was a very serious
matter  Already each worker was on full time; 1t
was certainly not possible to get through without
extra help We tnied in several directions to get
help, but it was not forthcoming Only two or three
days and the two helpers would have left Then
came the definite impression that we were not to seek
to get other helpers but leave the matter with God
It was His responsinlity, not ours So we left it—
wondering at the peace and calm within our spirits

Our two helpers were leaving on Friday morning,
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When we went to rest on Wednesday evening we had
not the shghtest idea where extra helpers were coming
from But when we came down next mormng they
were sleeping on the dwng-room floor’ Yes, two
educated young ladies one a BA, and arother
studying for the same degree, were i the house
eager to help us for the next five or six weeks—
just the period we requtred

However did they get there® Well, these young
iadies were study.ng hard for the teaching profession.
They badly wanted a change during the summer

holidays. but
HAD NO SPARE MONEY.

They decided to take positions at the seaside and so
combine heoliday and money earming They came to
a village near to ours, but found that they could
not possibly stay at the place arranged On the
Wednesday might they had a painful dispute, and lefr
the place ar about eleven o clock at mght Where
could they go® They knew not. Suddenly they re-
membered havirg seen our Christian Workers’ Home
They said ** Surely they will give us a might's rest
there ' About midmght they knocked at our door
A wvisitor sleepmg downstairs heard them, opened the
door, Listened to their story, said he did not know 1n
which room any of the workers were sleeping, but
he felt sure we should not mind if they came 1n and
slept on the dining-room floor So he supplied them
with a few blankets and rugs, making them as com-
fortable as possible, and lo, next morning they were
waiting for us'

Our two prevous helpers left first thing on Friday
mormng, and our two new helpers started first thing
on the same day  Thus there was not the shightest
inconverrence to us  God provided them at the exact
moment  Suffice 1t to say that those two young
ladies were two of the best workers we have had
We have seen them since mn London, and both of
them are doing well in educational work On Wed-
nesday our position regarding helpers seemed hope-
less  On Thursday they were provided and settled
m with us  On Friday they started their work  1We
had commtted-—God had provided

when God was made Business Manager of the work

Commit your busmess to the Lord But it must
be sincerely done 1t 15 no use giving one's business
to God if we intend to keep the profits for our-
selves  But if we truly commit our business to God
then we can Jose all anxiety regardmg st He will
take responsibilty for the business and also for us
who co-cperate with Him n 1t

2 WE cav Cowaur oUR SICKMESSES To GOD

It 15 sometimes overlooked that James + 14, 15 1s
really a *“ comnutiol ” service It 15 a solemn act of
committing the sick one mnto the hands of God
“ Anomting with ol 1s a scriptural act of setting
apart for God ' When Aaron, David, Solomon and

others were anointed 1t was a beautiful sign that
henceforth they were set apart for God

It 1s no hght thing to be anointed for sickness
Properly understood 1t means to say that we have
put the sickness mruo the hands of God From hence-
forth 1t 1s not our concern From that moment it 1s
not for us to use ‘‘ means,”” unless the Lord directly
leads us to use them The moment we begin to use
*“ means *’ without definite leading from God 1t sig-
mftes that we have taken ourselves into our own
hands again  We should well consider before we
commit our sicknesses mto God’s hands  But having
once done so we should not withdraw that commuttal.
If, after such solemn commuittal, God lets us die then
it simply means that

THE LORD'S T:ME HAS COME

for us to go to Himself Or if He allows us to
continue 1o suffer then He will take care that His
grace 1s sufficient for us  In our physical weakness
we shall be made so spinitually strong thar His glory
will shine through us  Or if He heals us immediately
or gradually we shall be able to witness to the fact

At any moment we can commit ourselies into God's
hands to be baptised with the“Holy Ghost Then we
are to keep it constantly in mind that we have so
commutted ourselves, and patiently wait upon God to
do His part If we do this then we shall be saved
from surring ourselves up into hysterical seeking and
at the same time save ourselves from sinking into
hopeless depression.

Now without detailing further we can say that Lfe
i 1ts embraciveness and ltfe in 1ts deta'l can ali be
committed unto God €. T Studd, the famous
cricketer who became a far more famous missionary,
has told us how he commutted his own lfe to the
Lord He says

‘1 went down on my knees and gave myself up
to God mn the words of Frances Ridley Havergal's
consecrafion hymn

Take my life and let 1t be,
Consecrated, l.ord, to Thee

I found the next step was to have
SIMBRLE, CHILDLIKE FAITH

to believe that what I had commtted to God, He
was also willing to take and keep 1 knew I had
commutted my soul to His keeping and He was able
to keep that, how much more then was He able to
keep me and what belonged to me in this warld? 1
realised that my hfe was to be one of simple, clila-
like faith, and that my part was to trust, not to do
I was to trust 1n Him and He would work m me to
do Hris good pleasure "

Especially notice the words ** my part was to
trust, not to do * By this Mr Studd did not mean
that he was to do nothing , but he was to allow the
promptmg for all that he did to come from the One
who possessed his life

Many find that a daily-committal as well as the life-
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commuttal 1s very helpful to them ] R Miller has
emphasmed the daily-commuttal in the following words

1 seek 1n the morming to give myself to my
Master for that day saying, ‘ Take me, Lord, and
use me to-day as Thou wilt 1 lay all my plans at
Thy feet Whatever work Thou hast for me to do,
gne 1t into my hands Take my time and use 1t as
Thou wilt I think no farther on than to-day , I make
no attempt to give months and years to the Master

However, there 15 a life-commarttal, yea, there 1s
a commuttal that embraces the countless ages of
eterntty  There .5 also a commuttal which

ENCOMPASSES OUR PATHWAY

for months and years ahead But at the same time
there can be preaous daily and hourly commuttals

As we come to a close let tt be emphasised that
there 15 a great difference between behieving that God
15 able to keep what we vomm:t to Him and actually
allowing Him to do it The following ilustration
enables us to grasp the difterence

Years ago there Ined a famous tightrope walker,
namcd Blondin, who performed most astomshing
feats

On one oceasion he walked from one end of the
centre transept of the Crystal Palace, m London, to
the further side, along a rope stretched across at a
tremendous height, and not only so, but he stopped
m the muddle and coohed an omelet

On another occasion a rope was stretched across a
ship-buillding yard, also very high, and Blondin car-
ricd a man across, at this dizzy height, on his back,
thousands of spectators gazing with awe and wonder
at the remarkable performance When he had com-
pleted his perilous journey, and descended to terra
firma, he noticed a boy gazing at him 1n speechless

amazement and admiration  So, approaching the
lad, he said, ‘* You saw me carry a man across
safely, do you think I could carry you®’ * Cer-

tanly you could, for I'm only a hrtle fellow, and he’s
a big man’ “ Well, then,”” returned Blondin,
fjump up, and [ will take you,”” whereupon he
swited the action to the word, and bending down, said,

“ Well, yjump up!’' But the boy instead of doing
so, speedily disappeared in the crowd e did not
care to trust himself to him, he was afraid to do so.

from the Lord She writes us
* Pray that I shall be given the mght place here in
Kakogawa where I can hold tent mectings and after-
wards gospel meetings in the placc I am looking to
God to give me  All thesc things need prayer and
He will supply the needs The work 1s truly gomng
forwa.d here and another young wife s attending
my women's meetings The Holy Spint 1s truly work-
ing 1 a real way I am waiting on God concerning
starting a separate meeting for young boys from thc
ages of 14-18 Some of the parents who are attend-
;ng my meetings wish me to teach their sons too,
and it ‘has be&n on my hedrt to do ali I can fo reach

these young lives with the gospel before they get led
into the terrible temptations that surround these young
students on evcry hand  Please pray about this also.

““ For the last month we have been working once
a weck 1 a place called Oshio about six or eight miles
from here I was very burdened for this place that
I firmly believed

GOD WOULD GIVE ME A PLACE

to hold meetings there For the first three times we
went we held meetings in thv open ar and wvisited
the houses with tiacts, and 2’ nough 1t was bitterly
cold and bcgan to snow, yer great crowds gathered to
listen to the precious VVOrd Before we went the
next time I had the full assurance that God was about
to give me a place where I could gather the people
and the parents for meetmgs Sure enough, after 1
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visited the head man of the large willage I was
directed 10 the house of a young man and his wife
where they had a large outside room that they were
fnot using at present and they are allowing me to use
it now once a week  This s just the hand of God,
for I Lould not afford to rent a proper place, but God
has undertaken for me in this and 1 have the joy
of being able to take the Bread of Life 1o these
hungry souls for the first tme We have two meet-
ings and oh! you should just have heard them sing
the hymns from the large hymn-sheets we carry with
us each time Later on as God leads I shall hold
some spectal mectings for a week 1n this village and
£o all around the place holding open-air meetings and
giving out tracts [n this way we shall get more
parents to come along
“* Three years ago this week I arrived in Japan
Oh, how I do thank God for His grace and goodness
as [ look back over these three years and see His
loving hand all along the way My heart 1s so full
X can only sing
He leadeth me, O wondrous thought,
Sweet words with heavenly comfort fraught,
“Whate'ar I do, where'er I be,
St:dl 'ns God s hand that leadeth me
In conclusion we ask for special prayer for
Mpr. Francis who 15 busy on hms new station
Mr. Francis writes as follows
‘* After a prayer meet.ng in the church to-night
U heard of a strange case of 4 man who had been
S§HROUDED IN AWFUL DARKNESS

through the power of Satan The man’s name s
Zama, and he used to live about eight mules from
here. He gave people to understand that he was
the Son of God, and that his name was Jesu Zama,
and more than that all his disciples were to treat
him as the Son of God and pray in the pame of
Jesu Zama. One day some other members of an-
other vory queer natlve sect that abounds here met
some of the disceples of Jesu Zama on a mountain
They met there because they had all gathered for the
purpose of praymg for ramn  As they all begar to
pray some prayed in the name of Jesu Zama, and
some in the name of Jesus Christ  The followers of
Jesu Zama grew very angry that the others should
pray in the name of Jesus Christ and that led to a
fight. Another pecuhanty about this man Zama 1s
this he has written his own bible, and in 1t he has
stated that it is permissible to marry four wives be-
~cause he has four All other copies of the true Word
-of God are false and no one will go to heaven who
-does not belong to the sect of Jesu Zama Another
Judicrous attempt of hus to draw followers to him-
self was made when he had a service on the moun-
tain and there sacrificed a donkey by burning 1t alive !
Needless to say these things are not received by all
the natives 1n the district, but nevertheless quite a
number have been drawn away from God to follow
this demon-possessed man  Please pray for such that
\God may bring them out of such dense darkness
“* ¥ should like to write you a descripuion of
A NATIVE DANCE

which took place not far from my house, lest there
be any in the homeland that think the Transvaal is

a district where there are many natives, ostly
Chnistian, as one writer saud' Much provision was
made as regards foodstufts ror the occasion
meat, mealie-meal, tea, sugar, rice, bread, and becr
Blany atiended the dance ard it began about 10 p m
on a dark mght Qur church 1s situated near a path
that leads to the kraal where the dance was held, and
we were there kneeling in prayer in our Saturdaw
night prayer meeting when the visitars began to ai-
rive, and passing the church made a din with therr
gutars and native instruments of music and much
talking ~ After I had left the prayer meeung to go
to my home the leader of the dance, a young woman
of very doubtful reputation came to my teacher and
actually asked for paraffin to hight the proceedmgs on
the hill

‘“ Needless 1o say the teacher told her plawmly that
our oil was for hghtmg up the house of God and
not for the house of Satan, and refused her From
fim she went to some kraals where some of our be-
hevers and school children Ine and repeated her re-
quest there also asking that some of our school
children (girls) might go to the dance for immoral
purposes  She was politely but firmly told to leave the
place and she made her way back to the dance Sin
was very prevalent there all through the might unul
the dawn, when the people began to leave, many
the worse for drink  Please pray for the woman who
led the dance that she may turn to Chrst, and that
God by His Spint may turn these people from ther
evil ways to serve Him and Him alone

* Thank God that during these past three months
we have been having blessed nmes, while gathered
round the Word of God each Friday evening, to dig
deep, to seek out

passage or that’' Glory be to God! [ have taken
these Bible Jessons particularly because there are
native sects here that seem to abound in strange
doctrine caused by interpreting Scripture ignorantly
or too literally For example one sect teaches that
it 1s wrong to shake hands with a man who 1s not
a member of their Church, because Christ said * and
salute no man by the way ' (Luke x 4) They also
carry wooden crosses about with them in accordance
with the command of our Lord to take up our cross
(according to thewr interpretation) Many other
natives believe firmly that since Chnst sent demons
into swine on one occasion there are demons i all
pigs! Qur evangelist at Hemlock was asked, when
he started work there, if 1t would be better that they
killed all their pigs now that he had come to live
among them These few facts will suffice to show the
need for real Bible teaching each week, that the be-
lievers mught be established

** In closing I would just like to relate how we had
a blessed Sunday recently It was the occasion of

here The weather was very wet when I got up and

On the King’s Business

An Evangelistic Tour through Canada and U.S.A.
By Mrs. GEORGE KINGSTON

V.—Homeward Once More.

N early morn we left by coach for Los Angeles
I The pastor came and saw us off Pastor Billy
Black met us there ©On the way we had stayed
the mught at Santa Barbara on the Pacific coast, where
just a year ago there had been a terrible earthquake
The great fissures were still left in the street, but
several of the hotels and business houses were re-built
‘We saw the big hotel which was just opened the mght
before the disaster, with every modern luxury The
people were dancing, etc, when the crash came, and
nothing was left of this luxury hotel, but the wrought-
iron gates Whilst  we

15 allowed inside that has not been baptised for the
dead ever so many tumes We bathed in the Salt
Lake, where one had always to swim on the back
else one's feet would persist i commg out of the
water, and one’s head and shoulders naturally wanted

to go under the water
The gwde told us why the seagulls are fed and
protected and are sacred to the Mormors When the
early settlers came Utah was a desert, and many died
of starvation Then after much toill and tribulation
they cultivared the ground  Just before harvest, how-
ever, a swarm of locusts came and would soon have
destroyed everything  They c¢ried 1o God to save them
from destruction, and pre-

dressed, there was a shght |
earthquake, but the people
take Nittle notice, as they
say, '* We live over a sea
of oil, so what can you ex-
pect] 1%

At Los Angeles we visited
Bethel Temple, and preached
at the 1030 am service
There are two crowded
meetings Sunday mormngs
at 10 30 and 11 30, in the
afternoon Mr Black took us ;
to a tent meeting held by ||BF.
coloured folk It was very
wnteresting and amusing as
the speaker walked up and
down the passage way be-
tween the chairs and slapped |
one and another of his con- |

gregauon on the back, to
emphasise his point  They
were so happy when the
coming of the Lord was mentioned, that they praised
and clapped their hands so that he had to stop, and
they all began to sing, and singing and clapping of
hands went on for some time

It was so hot, too, that the folks all had large
grass fans to fan themselves in the mtervals In the
evening we went to Passadena to a tent meeting,
where God gave us souls and several came out for
blessing

After a short stay m Los Angeles we took the
tram to Salt Lake City where every year some
of the most wonderful sights n the world are to be
seen Here we were shown over the Mormon Taber-
nacle bwit by Brgham Young He was not a
builder nor architect but the most perfect dome 1n
the world was bwlt by him, supposed to have been
a revelation from the Lord The Tabernacle
seats about five thousand people, and we coula lLear
a pmr dropped on to the ground or seat The
guwde told us that since Utah had jomned the United
States of America polygamy was not allowed, and the
Mormons now have only one wife each The temple
of the Mormons 15 very sacred ro them, and no one

sently a great flock of sea-
gulls was seen (a monu-
ment s there now showing
the people watching the
gulls coming) which pounced
on the locusts and ate them

up, then flew to the Salt
Lake and after vomuung
them" flew back to gorge

themselves again and again
untit every locust was des-
troyed

After Salt Lake City we
went on to Chicago Here
we were warmly received af
the Missionary Home where
Rev Dr ]yam1eson was
living, who was 1n ‘charge
of the Pentecostal work in
Chicago  We met Brother
Harris also from the Bible
School at San Diego, on the
borders of Mexico We
were asked 1o preach morning and evening of the
sabbath  Dear daddy preached 1n the mormng and
I at night  Though 1t was pouning with ram at mght,
there was a good congregation, and at the close of
my message a wonderful outpouring of the Spirit fell
on the people  Ever so many rushed to the platform
and the others fell in the asles and anywhere, for
such a great conviction was on us all We could not
break up, for cries and prayers went up like the sound
of many waters In the alternoon we had gone to
hear Rev Paul Rader in his tabernacle, seating about
two to three thousand The building 1s composed of
bare brick walls and rough rafters and beams, and
only gravel under one’s feet Flags of all colours
decorated the place The meeting was something on
the style of the P S A unul Mr Rader began, then
i the unction of the Spirit he preached a beautiful
sermon

We visited Dr Torrey’s book room, saw Moody's
Instrtute, and, on Monday evening went down town
to the low parts, where someone said to me, “ They
will murder you for fifteen cents '’ We held a meet-
ing 1n an old shop, where one of the converts told
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me how he had run away from England,' had been
a wvile crimunal, then, after his conversion, he had
saved money to go to England, only to find that both
father and mother were dead 1 believe the message
here was richly blessed as I told them how God
changes a man, and mentioned instances, amongst
the gipsies in Essex.

One day we thought we would go to Zion City,
about eighteen miles away, and took the electric
tran from Chicago  Imagine our surprise after
leaving the station to see a great hoarding saying that
‘“ No swearing, smoking or gambling allowed m this
city,” and 1in rather abusive language all ungodly
people were told to clear out We had an introduction
to Elder Brookes, one of the late Dr Dowe’s elders
He was with Dr Dowie from the commencement of
his work 1n Zion City Since God baptised him ac-
cording to Acts 11 4, he has had to leave, and now
has a wonderful faith-home for

REST AND HEALING,

and several thousands of the Lord's chidren have
stayed there at different times No charge 1s made,
and sometimes rich and poor have sat down together
for the simplest of food The presence of the Lord
was felt in great power Three meetings are held
every day except Saturday, i a large room of one
of the homes The Spirit of God fell during the ser-
vices we attended and there was prophecy m the
Spirit

Twice we mnistered the Word, and durmg one
meeting Elder Brookes came out and under a won-
derful anomting, laid his hands on me, praying God’s
gracious favour unto us and richest blessing It was
truly a little bit of heaven In conversation he said
that Dr Dowie's brain began to go, as soon as he
started to build and orgamise that great aty. He
had marvellous power with God at one ume, ang the
Tabernacle 1 Zion City was filled along all the walls
with surgical mstruments that the sick had abandoned
on therr recovery, also pipes and tobacco pouches
were used mn the forming of texts and mottoes The
glory of the Lord has departed and though it has
a name to live, the city 1s dead and the meetings
are dead and formal God will not bless the work
of His servants unless they keep litle in their own
eyes, neither will He give His glory to another, and
when men and women began to worship Dr. Dowie
the power of God left him.

Our next halt was at Colorado Springs, where we
ascended to Pikes Peak, 11,000 feet high, by a won-
derful road which cost over a milion dollars to make
There we found the snow n great banks, but the
height was too great, and we were glad to return
down to Colorado which 1s 5,500 feet high

We were asked to give the message i the Salva-
tron Army meeting on the Sunday evening We had
worshipped with them in the morning, and afterwards
the sister in cliarge tested us to find our where we came
from We found her very sympathetic to the Four-
squaré movement. We saw many Red Indians m
that city, and a memonial stands where many English
settlers lost their lives in a battle with the Indians
not so many years ago,

On Monday we took tramn to Denver, the most
brilhantly Lighted city in the world we were told
We then went on to Philadelphia where we stayed one
night, and hurried on to New York There we were
introduced to Pastor and Mrs Brown of the Pen-
tecostal Church in New York. God graciously blessed
our mumsiry there morning and afternoon  The
church was full in the afternoon, and after preach-
ing 1n much fear and trembling, lo, to our amaze-
ment, the altar was crowded, and men and women,
some coloured folk amongst them, were crying to
God It was after 6 pm before we left to go to
tea. Afterwards we went back for a little while and
were pleased to meet some Pentecosta] brethren who
had just arnved from England Our tram left at
B 30 for Montreal, so we were only able to hear a
part of the evening service

We arrived in Montreal tired but delighted to meet
our dear Charlie again He had remained in charge
of the work at Montreal whilst Pastor Baker took

the whole congregation had furned out to witness and
pray God’s blessing on the happy pair

They left that might to take up work in another
city many mules away, and dear daddy and 1 felt
very lonesome, as they say out there, to come all
the way from England and leave him there

Our journey home was very uneventful, but pleasant
The weather was warm and sunny, and we enjoyed
it much, and when we arnived in London, how dif-
ferent everything looked

Such small houses, no skyscrapers, such small
trains, but such fast travellng' How thankful we
are 10 our heavenly Father who had guwded and
directed our paths all the way Hallelujah!

W journalism occupied with a theme such as

15 ewvident that rhe author possesses a deep sense of
the national need and a clear insight into the causes
of the growng apathy to rebgious services which
charactenses the period mn which we live He speaks
with the authonty of one, who, in the school of
