PIRITUAL lde 15 measured by its struggles and
S its victoues, not by 1its experiences in the hot-
house. of stirmng sermons, and the emotional at-
mosphere ol meetings, Each battle means defeat or
victory, and all successes are steps onward and up-
ward, imperishable records and rewards of fauhful
service m the hard, stern conflict of the daily lie,
leaving their undying impress upon the character.
Nature 1s a true teacher. Her lessons are writ
large in cloud, and flower and stone Amber speaks
ol the overcomer Its very source breathes of war-
fare, and olten to be seen within i1ts very heart are the
siats uf uts triumph
There 1s little doubt that trees secrete resin as a
protection against enemies Some of these may be
miCTOscopiC, as the resin 1s thought to be antuseptic,
but it 1s obvious to the naked eye that it 1s secreted
as a weapon of defence agamst insect mnvaders. Fles
and ants become entangled by the legs in the sticky
matter, while more 1s poured over them till they are
completely buried  Amber 1s fossiised resin, that
comes from submerged forests that have been for
thousands of years beneath the sea In the beautiful
stone can often be seen the complete insect imprisoned
at its defeat thousands of years ago. In some pieces
of fossilised resin are to be seen scores of red ants. In

they had no leader to whom they could turn, for some
have twisted one way, some another There are tell-
tale air-bubbles too, the dying breath of the defeated.
preserved for thousands of years The tree has won,
the vegetable kingdom has conquered the nsect realm,
and the proof of 1ts victory has been preserved in an
enduring form  There 1s another similar analogy in
mnsect life where a force that 1s too great has been
overcome by rendering the enemy mcapable Should
any stranger creep into a hive of bees it 1s at once
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stung to death and the body removed. Sometumes
however a wandering snail tnds its way win. The
intruder 15 too large for the bees to deal with in the
usual manner, so they simply seal him up with wax
So carefully 1s this done that there 1s no offensive
smell, no noxiwus fumes that would endanger the
health of the luve Victory has been won through
making the enemy innocuous

In multary tactics a sumlar course has often been
pursued, not by fighting, but through the starvation
of some siege the enemy has been conquered They
are sealed up as 1t were Very similar 1s the story of
the Caudine Forks The Roman Army was caught
in a narrow pass, both exits being blocked by the
enemy The Romans weie completely defeated; they
were stripped of all their weapons without a blow
having been struck, they had to agree to an igno-
minous peace It was an example of

VICTORY WITHOUT BLOWS.

In these instances we see a vivid picture of the
patli of victory in the Chrsuan Iife. It 1s not in
going forth to battle 1n our own strength, but in
claimig the victory through the precious blood of
the Lamb. Sient prayer will often render the most
virulent enemy innocuous, while an antagonistic spirit
will only arouse the enemy to greater efforts and
greater strength It was said of the samntly John
Hyde that ** he won his victories by love,”” and that
* prayer was lus pathway to greater things ' Few
enemies can still remamn bitterly opposed who arc
tenderly and perseveringly prayed for Silent praye
in the power of the prectous Blood will often close
the unkind hips that hurt us, and soften the hard
hearts of those that oppose us  While for those who
openly defy Him, the prayer of farth will render their
weapons harmless; besieged by prayer they will lay
down their arms, pass under the yoke as the Romans
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drd at the Caudine Forks, owning thew subjection,
and thus will become glad subjects of the King of
kings It sometimes seems to take a hfetime to learn
this lesson  Antagomsm only arouses antagonism
If we want to win we must learn the Chnist way,
though 1t may go agamnst the gram. It 1s the in-
vincible method of love which reduces its enemies to
impotence, and eventually disarms the most hostile
spirit.

or with other plants Perhaps one of the reasons why
they have been successful in hfe 1s their retinng, un-
aggressive nature Nevertheless they have overcome
difficulties before which other 'plants were obliged to
giue way’'' How full of nch spintual suggesuon,
that where the militant growth succumbs, this peaceful
plant survives.

This victory without aggressive antagomsm does
not mean lack of eflort nor stagnation Neither does
it mean that worst form of moral and spiritwal atrophy,
the paralysis of desire, when an enervating content-
ment envelops the whole life, and the lowest levels
satisfy. How many people, when 1t 1s shown to them
that God does not wish His bartles fought with
carnal weapons are at once offended, grow slack and
refuse to make any effort at all, allowing themselves
to be canght 1n any passing current—content to be
carried to any goal so long as resistance 1s not
demanded It does mean a positive acceptance of
and obedience to those laws which regulate and
govern Lfe in God.

Bishup Hannington's son offered himself for service
on the field on which his father was slain  He went
and laboured among the very men who had sought
his father’s blood. His father’s murderer was dead,
but with all the ardour of a hound of the Lord he
sought the soul of the murderer’s son, and he won
mm for Christ, and he baptised lum into the Christian
faith as he made the open confession of the Saviour’s
name '’ What a glorous vutory, and what an
evidence of kinship with the Master!

It 1s sweet to remember that in the amber the
memornial of victory 1s put into a permanent form
The trec will perish, but long, long after 1t 15 gone
and forgotten the sign of its victory still endures, a
memoridl more lasting than those designed to remind
us of our departed friends  There 1s a +aluable lesson

here, for as we have already observed spiritual life
1s measured by its triumphs They ar least are per-
manent though all else seems to fade and wither. We
know that God has His enduring record of our efforts,
they are never lost for they are built into the very
fibre of our being., We become larger i mind,
stronger 1n principle, purer in spint, and possessed of
a greater capacity for service and sacrifice  Our vic-
tortes leave not only thewr mark upon our personal
character, but they leave their lasting 1mpress upon
others  The triumphant resistance and conquest of
evil makes 1ts Living contribution to the corporate hife
of the Church, strengthening and

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The Romance of the Bible

By Pastor CHARLES J. E. KINGSTON
Author of “The Coming of Christ and After”

IX. “The Stones . . . Cry Out”
Parct VI —The Exodus

ONSEQUENT upon the famine of which we
C read in the last chapter, and which affected not
only Egypt but Palestine too, Jacob and his

sons, together with thewr families, came to lnve
Egypt where Joseph procured for them the serdant
plains of Goshen

After some years had passed, Jacob died, and
* Joseph commanded his servants and physicians to
embaim his father ”” (Gen 1 2) Every Egypuan
believed that his existence in the other world depended
upon the preservation of his body in this world, and
consequently they invented various methods of pie-
serving the bodies of their dead from corruption At
first, the body was sumply dried, but later, expensive
methods of treatment with spices, gums, natron or
bitumen were adopted In the most expenstve method,
which cost about £250, the body was prepared with
spices and then soaked mn a solubion of salt or seda
for seventy days, afterwards being swathed in lmen
strips

We can see, from the account given of the embaln-
mng of Jacob, that in his case forty days only were
spent 1n the actual process, but that the penod of
mourtung lasted altogether seventy days (Gen 1 3}

In passing, an interesting sidelight on Egyptan
thought can be seen

IN THE BRiTISH MUSEUM

where one of the mummies has the figure of a man
pamnted upon the soles of his feer, or rather upon
their coverings  Apparently, he could not overcome
his enemy 1n kfe, but in death determined to trample
him under foot' Both the inside and the outside
of thewr coffins were covered with the heroglyphic
or sacred wrinng, consisting of texts from the Book
of the Dead, winch were supposed to provide the dead
person with words of power whereby he could over-
come any powers of evil in the next world The
ancient Egyptian believed that a magical virtue lay
m the wntten word and 1t was not an unusual thing
for him to wnte out anything he desired to commut to
memory, wash it off in beer, which he forthwith drank,
by this means he thought, since he had the beer mside
him, he must also have the knowledge withi hum as
well' We have already mentioned i a previous
chapter that when the serpent of evil was depcted
upon their coffins they frequently severed its head
from 1ts body lest 1t should come to nIife and harm
the body of the dead person' Another bunal custom
was that of placing httle clay or pottery figures, called
ushabti, with the dead The reason for this was that

THE EGYPTIANS BELIEVED

the next life to be very similar to this, that is to say,
there would be fields to plant, till etc  That the
dead person might escape the menial tasks there, these

ushabti figures were buried with him so that, should
he be appointed such a task he could, by the words
ot power nscribed upon his coffin, call the ushabti to
Life to be his slave in the other world

From the pictures drawn on the papyri which have
been recovered from the tombs, we learn that the
Egyptians knew of a comung judgment and upon his
dcath, the heart of every man was thought to bc
weighed i the ‘‘ Great Balance *’ agawnst a feather,
which was the symbol of rightecusness It the heart
failed 1o counterbalance the feather 1t was cast to an
amimal monster, called the *‘ Eater of the Dead,”
which was part crocodile, part lion and part hippe-
poramus

However, to return to the burial of Jacob, we learn
that Joseph requested Pharach for permission to buiy
his father :n Canaan, and this having been given,
Joseph and his brethren, escorted by a large company
of Egyptian cavalry, went to Palestine and there
buried Jacob in the cave of Machpelah

It 1s probable that Joseph liwed to see the close
of the dynasty ol the Hyksos, o1 Shepherd lings
Thesc were finally

DRIVEN OUT OF EGYPT

by an msurrection of native Egyptians undcer Segenen-
Ra, and some years ago the mummy of this king was
discovered  When the coverings were unwound 1t
was seen that he had died upon the battlefield, his
jaw had been broken and his tongue was almost bitten
through, while his face was terribly contorted,
evidently because of lus sufferings in the last few mo-
ments of his ife After striking him to the ground by
the blow which broke his jaw, lus foes must have leap-
ed upon him and inflicted more wounds which killed
him  Although the Hyksos had managed to kll the
leader of the msurrection, yet they must have been
defeated, otherwise Segenen-Ra’s followers would not
have been able to recover his body and embalm 1t
Shortly after this defeat the Hyksos were finally
driven out of the country, but Joseph, who probably
may have been nving at the time of this insurrection,
bemng remembered as Egypt's benefactor during the
recent yeais of famune, was, with his brethren,
allowed to remain m Egypt in peace A measure of
servitude, however, must have been imposed upon
them by the wictorious native Egyptians, for the
Scripture definitely states that they were afflicted
by them for four hundred years (Acts vu 6)

Years passed away, Joseph himself died, and the
descendants of Jacob began to increase in the land
Then *‘there arose a new lung over Egypt,

WHICH KNEW NOT JOSEPH "

{(Exod 1 8) This king belonged, no doubt, to the
19th aynasty {or the one followng that which drove
out the Hyksos) and thercfore would have httle
krowledge of Joscph as the ‘benefactor of 2 bygone
age By the commands of this king the Israelites
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were sorely oppressed and conscripted to build store
cities for him

It 1s interesting to see, i the British Museum,
some bricks bearing the stamp of Rameses II , who
1s generally accepted as bewng the Pharaoh of the
Qppression  Bits of straw can be seen in these
bricks and 1t 1s not impossible thay they may have
been made by some oppressed Israchite mm LEgypt
during' the t:me of their hbondage there

The routine of brick-making was doubtless similar
to that adopted 1n IEgypt to-day A hole 1s dug at
the edge of a stream or pool and the mud 1s trampled
up un st Chopped straw from the threshing-floors
or grass stalks may be mixed to bind the mud Then
a large lump of the nuxture 1s taken out and the
moulder nest squats down and takes a mass of mud
large enough to fill his mould He throws it 1n,
presses 1t into the corners, smooths over the top so
as to be level, and then

LIFTS THE MOULD CAREFULLY

off the brick, leaving 1t on the ground Then setting
the mould by the side of the fimished brick, he moulds
another  After three or four days, the bricks are
dry epough to be turnred up or end and a few more
days dry them sufficiently for building

It 1s known that Rameses was a great bullder He
was also fond of appropriating the works of bygone
kings, causing the onginal name of the bulder to
be erased and his own cartouche and name cut 1n 1ts
place  Both the sites of Pithom and Rameses, the
store-cttres built for him by the Israelites, have been
discovered It was at the close of the last century
that M Naville excavated the ruins of Pithom This
store city was enclosed by an enormous brick wall
and there were discovered within these walls a temple
and store-houses The latter were, however, the most
interesting  They were composed of a great number
of rectangular chambers of various sizes, which hLad
no communication with each other and were built of
crude bricks jomed by thin layers of mortar The
only access to them was from the top, and therefore
the corn must have been poured in from thence and
cach chamber must have been emptied by its contents
being drawn up

Fearing the

INGREASE OF THE ISRAELITES,

Pharaoh gave the cruel command that all tle male
babies born to the Hebrews should be thrown into
the river Josephus says the reason for this command
was that “‘one of those sacred scribes, who are very
sagacious i foreteling future events truly, told the
king that about this time there would be a child born
to the Israelites who, if he were reared, would raisc
the Israelites, that he would excel all men ;n virtue
and obtain a glory that would be remembered through
all ages However, no subtle plans of morta! man
can prevent the fulfilment of God’s will, and Moses
was preserved from death and even brought up under
the very eyes of the Pharaoh, in the palace of his
daughter

Josephus further tells of an event which 1s not
recorded 1n the Bible He says that Thermuthis, for
so he names Pharaoh’s daughter, one day brought
the child Moses to the king and he took him upon

his knee, playfully putting his diadem upon his head
Moses, 1n childish anger, tore 1t off and trampled
upon 1t, whereat the sacred scribe, who had afore
foretold that lus birth should bring the Egyptian
dominion low, tried violently to kill the child, saying
in a frightful manner, *“ Tlus child, O King, is

HE OF WHOM GOD FORETOLD

that if we kil him we shall be in no danger, he
himself, affords attestation to the predictron of the
same thing, by hes trampling upon thy diadem ”’
However, Thermutlus snatched the child away and
saved him from dcath

Time passed, Moses grew to manhood, and later,
to escape the wrath of the king, consequent upon his
espousal of the cause of his countrymen, fled to
Midian where, after forty years, he received God's
call to deliver Israel from bondage In the meantime,
Rameses II had died and his son, Meneptah, had
come to the throne

The story of the conflict between this Pharach and
Moses and of the plagues which followed one another
with siich terrible effect is too well known to need
any further remark Tt has been pointed out that
the order of the plagues is the natural order of such
troubles which Egypt 1s lLiable to suffer in the differ-
ent seasons  Ther great intensity, together w.th
their sudden cessation at the prayer and command
of Moses marks, however, the miraculous element
of the visitation  ** The riyer turned to blood, with
the fish dying, was the unwholesome, stagnant Nile
just at the lpwest before the inundation, when it 1s
red and swarming with organtsms The Egyptians
have then to resort to wells and cisterns ** {Exod
vit 24) Later on, frogs abound

AFTER THE INUNDATION

has come m July The next plagues of lice, flies,
murram ahd botls 2! belong to the hot summér and
damp unwholesome autumn  The hail, which
destroyed the flax and barley, but not the wheat
because 1t had not grown up (Exod 1% 31), must
have come 1n January, while the locusts came 1n
spring, about February, and destroyed what the
hail had left

Finally, to the cumulative effect of all these visita-
tions was added the death of the first-born of man
and beast Then Pharaoh let the people go!

A remarkable confirmation of the Exodus story has
been discovered in a record left by Meneptah, who
states that the land of Goshen had been left *‘ as a
pasture for cattle’ and handed over to Asiatic
nomads ‘‘ since the dfys of his forefathers '’ In the
fifth year of his reign, when the Libyan mvaders
were over-runnmg Eaypt it was still in the possess-
1on of the *' forereners ” and on the skirts of 1t
accordingly the invaders and their allies had pitched
their tents  Shortly afterwards, however, the Asiatic
herdsmen had disappeared and the whole district was
without inhabitants A letter wrirten to the Pharaoh
m the eighth year of his reign by an offictal stationed
on the frontier males this clear The writer says
in 1t, ** We have allowed the

fronr Edom to pass the fortress (Khetem) of
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Meneptah 1n the district of Thukot (Succoth) [and
go] to the lakes of Pithom of Meneptah in the district
of Thukot, in order to feed themselves and their herds
on the great estate of the Pharaoh ** *

We gather from the Biblical narrative that this
district was regarded as a private domain of the
Pharaohs, for it was given by the Pharaoh to Jacob
and his sons ‘When, later, the Israelites were made
royal serfs it must have been on the plea that the
land where they Irtved was royal property  Their
exodus therefore left it deserted, and so the frontier
guards had been imstructed 1o let in other herdsmen
to settle the vacant pastures

The story of the Exodus 1s pot yet firished
Pharaoh quickly repented of his permission to leave
the country and followed the Israelites, overtaking
them encamped before the Red Sea  Now the
Hebrew name of this sea 1s Yam Suph, which really
means ** The Sea of Weeds,”” or Reed Sea, and 1t
has been shown that in the time of the Exodus the
Gulf of Suez, which 15 the north-western arm of the
Red Sea, extended much Ffurther north than at
present This extension, which included what were
later known as the Bitter lakes, was probably of a
reedy nature Hence its name

It was across this extension that the Israehtes
passed after the strong east wind, which blew all
night, had

PILED UP THE WATERS

on either side By rthe early morning light the
Egyptians discovered that the Israelites had gone and
they followed them into the hed of the seas but their
chariot wheels stuck in the oozy mud Turning to
flee, they were overtaken and drowned by the onrush
of the returning waters

Now, 1t has been generally accepted that
Meneprah must have been drowned with his troops,
but the account in Exodus says nothing concerning
the death of Pharaoh and it ,s to be presumed that
he did not accompany tis charnots across the bed of

the sea We do know, from an inscription which he
caused to be cut on one of the walls of a temple of
Amon concerning the defeat of the Libyans hy an old
general of his father’s army, that he was of z
cowardly nature Compelled to find an excuse for
his cowardice, he pretends that he was warned in
a drear and told not to go personally into the battle
The passage has been translated as follows —
*‘His majesty saw in a dream as 1t were a figur
of the god, Phtah, standing to prevent the advance

of the king It was as high It said to him,
Make a stand ’ It gave him the scamitar * Do vou

put away the dejected heart from you’ '’ *
Meneptah was not a brave man and iherdforn

probably did not get
DROWNED IN THE RED SEA.

Anyway, even if he were, his body must have been
recovered when 1t nwas washed up on the slure, fo
his mummy has been discovered in the valley of the
Kings, and when this was exanuned and the body
exposed the unique phenomenon of the incrustation
of the body with crystals of common salt was noticed
Upon exammauion, the heart was found to have
calctfied patches on the aorta, so that, physically
speaking, Meneptah's heart wa. Lterally hardencd
This disease makes the heart rig.d and inelastic and
often affects the brain, giving rise to mental changes
There results a narrewness of outlook, loss of
enthusiasm, or a dread of new adventure, and tlis
15 exactly the impression gnen to us of his character
in the Biblical narrattne  And so ends the story ol
the Exodus from Egypt'

and finding nothing 1n ourselves, we are driven to cast
ourselves entirely upon Him

The Rev A Phillips, DD, once wrote, ** The
truth 1s, we never feel Christ to be a reality unt:il we
feel Him to be a necessity ** 1 heartily agree OQur
spiritual ‘‘breakdowns’’ disclose to us the deficiencies
of our souls and that we nced a spiritual dynamic
This pressure of need drives us to the heavenly ban-
queting house where Jesus*stands ready to supply ali
that 1s lacking in our Christian equipment Further-
more,

Il WhEN THE moment of trial comes, which by
God is intended to reveal our true condition, we see the

and we are shaken out of seclf-satisfaction We no
longer lean upon our own understanding, and cheose
our own path, realising that God will acecept no
partial surrender There must he no part of our life
from which He 15 excluded, so we abandon 2ll reserve,
acknowledging that *‘ it 1s not 1n man that walketh
to direct hus steps,” erying with Dawvid, ** Shew me
Thy ways, O Lord, teach me Thy paths Lead me
in Thy truth and teach me, for Thou art the God of
my salvation, on Thee do 1 wart all the day ** Up
to that moment there had been n our Lives not only
the misgovernment of inexperience, but also that of
deliberate self-purpose  Ofttimes conscience had been
stiflied and the gentle leadings of the Spirit 1gnored,
and we were led into the quicksands of confusion
Abraham Lincoln declared that slavery was wrong
Therefore 1t must not be It is not only cruel to be
owned by somehody else, it 1s morally harmful o the
slave owner himself that he should hold others 1n
bondage How hvpocritrical we become when we are
slaves to self and allow it to hold us in bondage
Selfishness 1s a disease which if allowed to go un-
checked may lead to fatal results The pests of the
Church and society are egotists, for it is as we over-
rate ourselves we underrate God He who relies on
his own understanding and gives himself airs of im-
portance declares his own impotence The saddest
kind of deception takes place when a man thinks him-
self to be something when he is nothing” Tt was the
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sin of the scribes and Pharisees It 15 the sin of
what calls itself ** aristocracy ’’ the world over, the

and goodness We should not pity those who are
emptied from vessel to vessel and thus shaken frée
from self, but rather those who are left undisturbed
and have settled on their lees, and whose hearts are
so hard, and feelings so gross that they cannot
realise the need of God’s gwidance In deed and truth
ouly they are to be envied who experience provi-
dential unsettlements and cry * Not as we will but as
Thou wilt " You will observe that the first beatitude
begins with the loss of self-—the last beatitude ends
with the true discovery of self .n God

The Rev E. Stanley Jones gives the following
touching story * A man worked hard for years ro
get money to bwld a house, and furnish 1t so that he
could marry the gir]l of his choice The great day
had come, and he started on his honeymoon, feehng
that the sun of his happiness had arisen 1 the heavens
to stay for ever But at a certan station a telegram
was handed him which read ¢ Your home burned—
total loss * He turred pale and his Lips rembled Al
the labour of those years gone in a moment His wife
looked over tus shoulder. read the telegram, thought
a moment, then looked mto his face and smiled and
said ¢ Well, never mind, we still have each other!’ "’
When persecution sets i, when death robs us of a
dear face,

around us, then in sptte of all we can stll rejorce
that Christ remains our eternal possession  ** For His
sake ’’ transforms everything It not only transforms
loss into gain, it transforms problems into possi-
bilities  Praise God for all the providential crises
that have shaken us out of ourseves and made us
realise the close compamonship of Jesus and have made
us equal to hardness and sacrifice for Jesus' sake

It 15 sometimes of God’s mercy that men i the eager
purswit of ambitious plans are baffled The most suc-
cessful lives are sometimes those that are shadowed
by drsappointment  Many of us at the commencement
of our career had radiant dreams of great achieve-
ments We buwlt our ship and launched it on the
sea of Life full of hope for the future But 1t returned
to us beaten and battered and torn by the fury of the
gale As we stood amudst the debris. despondent and
disappotnted we became keenly sensitive to the fact
that we had forgotten to take the providence of God
into account  'We were going along in our ignorance
unmindful of Him who made us and keeps us, with
our selfish worldly thoughts far, far from the true
goal of fe  Our proud hearts needed to he

our foolish minds were 1n need of disillusionment and
enbghtenment, we had been over sanguine Ex-
pertence, hitter experience soon disclosed to us the
utter futility of those hopes and plars  But has Lfe
been a failure? In one direction yes, but in the
opposite direction, no By being baffled thwarted and
circumvented in our self-made plans we have been
made to see that God has portioned out life for us

and that He 1s the arbiter of our destiny, and we have

profession, the pleasant residence, risking all spiritual
interests  But God dislodged him providentrally and
broke up the nest of his false security, and turne
him back and saved hun from eternal ruln  Com-
plaints are hurled at preachers, that they dwell over-
much upon heavenly things and not enough on matters
of this life Personally 1T am not afrald or ashamed
of this charge of other-worldliness, for it is only when
we have fully realised what the heavenly calling s
that we can exercise much Christtan influence upon
the earth The one great lesson that God strives to
teach us by the crises of lfe 15 that we are to walk
by faith—that the things which are seen are temporal,
but the things which are not seen are eternal
