We fail to understond the Christan mentahty which deliberately and determunedly sets
wut to discredit and disprove the muwaculous Should it not rather be the earnest endeavour
and prayer of Chnishan believers for a restoraton of that supernatural power which clothed
and crowned the witness of the early Church? To-day the fellowship of God’s people which
admuts of the muraculous wm thewr mimstry 1s treated wuh suspicion and criticism  Yet methinks
1f i was possible for one of those furst century sawmnts o refurn to earth, 1t would be the absence
of the supernatural which would cause astomshment rather than the reverse. We can concerve
that such a wisitant would be shocked at the deplorable paucity of muraculous power m the
‘Church to-day It 1s the Chuich without the supernatural in her midst which is an anomaly,
and as Dr Hanna says, * The disappearance of these gifts from the Church must be a far
greater difficulty than thew reappearance could possibly be.”’

Alas, Chnstians are contmually attemptmg to set chronological bounds to the supernatural,
but m spite of this God 1s breaking through here and there and revealing His unchangeable
authority over sickness and disease

Why should the Christian Church close its doors so tightly fo that which would give new
wmpetus and msprration to all ts mumstries? What folly for a Church to cut herself off from a
vevival that would fill her pews and fire her pulpit. It is tome that we recognised that it 1s
not in the arena of argument that this wssue can be decided, but by the test of expenence

It s this disposition to discredat the supernatural that prevents that great muracle of Pentecost
being vepeated on a large scale 1 the Ufe of the Church It is an attitude that makes for
spiritual poverty ~ Without Pentecost the Church ceases to function as a miraculous agency
It may be argued that muracles at best are but preparatory and introductory  But surely thus
as no argument for thew exclusion Let us ask, for what do they prepare, and to whom do
they wntroduce? If mracles are preparatory to a hfe of comsecrated service for Christ then
surely this in uself 15 sufficient qustification for thew presence in the lfe of God's people If
the mamfestation of the supernatural power of the Holy Ghoss is mtroductory to a life of umon
with Christ then this 1s a result of mestimable worth both here and hereafter It 1s mot
advanced that miracles are the foundation of our faith in Christ It 1s our fath m Hum that
not only makes the muraculous possible but absolutely necessary He is the Great Fount of
supernatural energy, and from Hum all through the centuries has flowed that life-grving efficacy

We rejoice that the commg of the Kwmng is thus being heralded by these glorious  fare-
Zokens, we may well expect the eastern horizon at any moment to burst into n blaze of advent
